[image: image1.jpg]the purposc of opening bank accounts in such cases and verifying the
authenticity through QR code ctc. The Attorney Gencral has opined that the
voluntary use of a physical Aadhaar card, without authentication, by the Aadhacar
number holder who wishes to establish his/her identily, is not prohibited by the
Judgment. This wowld include physical copies of ‘e-Aadhaar’ and masked
Aadhaar’ and offline xml as well. It would also, in my view, permit offline
verification of the Aadhaar card, to establish its genuineness through QR code
embedded in the Aadhaar card. (Refer to page 4-5 of the Opinion). Accordingly,
banks and RBI arc at the liberty to usce physical copy of the Aadhaar card as well
masked Aadhaar and offline clectronic Aadhaar xml provided by

UIDAI, which are various forms of Aadhaar, as Officially Valid Documents
(OVD) for KYC purpose. However, as per Aadhaar Regulations, the Banks must
mask the first 8 digits of the Aadhaar number while storing the physical copy of
the Aadhaar card or e-Aadhaar.

For the convenience of such non-DBT beneficiary clients and to avoid paper
based manual process, banks arc also at liberty and are cncouraged to devclop a
fully eclectronic web/mobile application which can use the QR code printed on
Aadhaar card/ E-Aadhaar/ Masked Aadhaar/ offline Electronic Aadhaar sxrml
(which contain UIDAI’s digitally signed KYC information in electronic form), if
offered voluntarily, for opening bank accounts. This will malke the account
opening process completely paperless and hassle-free even for a non -DBT
beneficiary client whose bank account, in view of Supreme Court’s Judgment, is
not permissible to be openecd through online Aadhaar authentication.

5. Since Banks will be using facility of Aadhaar c-KYC for the purpose of
opening bank accounts and withdrawal of money through AePS by DBT
beneficiaries, it will be mandatory for the banks to provide Aadhaar enrolment
facilities as per Regulation 12A of the Aadhaar (Enrolment and Update)
Regulations, 2016. Thercfore, it is hercby reiterated that the UIDATIs Circular
dated 14 July, 2017 which requires every Scheduled Commercial Bank to provide
Aadhaar enrolment and updatc facilities to its customers shall continuc to
operate.

	PROMOTION OF BHIM APP AND RUPAY CARD BY EVERY BANK BRANCH FOR CASHLESS TRANSACTIONS


In a meeting held on 3rd July, 2018, Chief Secretary to Govt. of Haryana informed Convener SLBC Haryana that in the Pragati meeting held by Govt of India, Hon’ble Prime Minister of India advised all Chief Secretaries that each bank branch operating in their respective State to get Bhim app activated at business outlets of 100 small businessmen and start operation for digital transactions.  The Hon’ble Prime Minister also advised to accomplish this task by Diwali.  

The Hon’ble Chief Secretary to Govt. of Haryana, advised Convener SLBC, Haryana to allocate this target to each bank operating in the State of Haryana in proportion to their total branches existing in the State of Haryana and review the performance of banks in SLBC meetings. Subsequently, DFS, GOI, also advised to banks to ensure compliance in Mission Mode and thereafter the performance of banks in this regard is being reviewed by DFS on regular basis through VCs etc. 
A meeting to discuss the issue with major SLBC member banks was convened by SLBC Haryana on 7th July, 2018 and demonstration on working of BHIM app was given in the meeting and clarifications to queries were also provided.

Bharat Interface for Money (BHIM) is an app that lets you make simple, easy and quick payment transactions using Unified Payments Interface (UPI). You can easily make direct bank to bank payments instantly and collect money using just Mobile number or Payment address. Service available are as follows:-

1. Send Money – Using this option, you can send money to anyone using Virtual Payment Address (VPA), Account no & IFSC and QR Scan.

2. Request Money – Using this option, you can collect money by entering Virtual Payment Address (VPA). Additionally through BHIM App, one can also transfer money using Mobile No. (Mobile No should be registered with BHIM or *99# and account should be linked).

3. Scan & Pay- Using this option, you can pay by scanning the QR code through Scan & Pay & generate your QR option.

4. Transactions – Using this option, you can check transaction history and also pending UPI collect requests (if any) and approve or reject. You can raise complaint for the declined transactions by clicking on Report issue in transactions.

5. Profile – Using this option, you can view the static QR code and Payment addresses created. You can also share the QR code through various messenger applications like WhatsApp, Email etc. available on phone and can also download the QR code.

6. Bank Account – Using this Option, you can see the bank account linked with your BHIM App and its PIN status. You can set/change your UPI PIN. You can also change the bank account linked with BHIM App by clicking Change account provided in Menu. Also you can check Balance of your linked Bank Account by clicking  “REQUEST BALANCE”.

BHIM app is India’s official UPI app.  It was launched just after the demonetization to make India go cashless.  Now there are many apps available in market such as PhonePe, PayWiz. 

Convener SLBC, Haryana vide its letter dated 24th August, 2018 had requested the controlling heads of banks to allocate target to each branch of their bank in the State of Haryana to onboard of BHIM App on 100 mobiles of small businesspersons of their respective area and ensure that this task be accomplished by each branch by 19th Oct., 2018 i.e. before Dussehra positively. 

As per the progress received from banks, it has been observed that against the target of 4,73,000, banks have on boarded 83,975 small vendors on Bhim App upto 31st  Oct., 2018.

	RECENT MODIFICATIONS IN PRADHAN MANTRI JAN DHAN YOJANA (PMJDY)


During the Video Conference held on 12.09.2018, DFS complimented all banks for successful completion of the four years period of the National Mission of Financial Inclusion-PMJDY, launched on 14th August 2014. PMJDY, in its first four years envisaged provision of universal banking facilities to every unbanked household in the country by opening a basic banking account. 

To give the necessary impetus to financial inclusion activities and bring transformative changes in the country, the Government decided to extend PMJDY beyond 14.8.2018 with the change in focus on opening accounts from “every household” to “every adult” with the following modifications:-

· Existing overdraft limit to PMJDY account holders of Rs. 5,000 has been raised to Rs. 10,000.

· Age limit of 18-60 years has been revised to 18-65 years

· There will not be any conditions attached for OD up to Rs. 2,000.

· Accident insurance cover for RuPay card holders has been raised from Rs. 1 lakh to Rs. 2 lakh to new PMJDY accounts opened after 28.8.2018.

Based on detailed discussions held thereafter the following important decisions were taken:-

Implementation Strategy and action plan for continuation of PMJDY 

The focus would be on opening accounts for adults, who are yet to be covered under the banking fold, with special focus on Antyodaya cardholders, urban slum dwellers, marginal farmers, rural artisans/ craftsmen, people in hilly areas, North Eastern States, LWE affected areas etc. Banks have been given a target of opening about 1.46 crore PMJDY accounts during the period from 17.9.2018 to 30.11.2018 in a campaign mode. Each branch in rural and semi-urban area would open 3 PMJDY accounts per day during the period, whereas each branch in urban and metro area would open 1 PMJDY account per day. It was also decided that RuPay cards would be issued to the new PMJDY accountholders simultaneously. SLBC Convener Banks were advised to monitor the progress and submit the report to DFS on a regular basis.

Bank wise targets for opening of accounts and issue of RuPay cards are given at Annexure 1.4 (P-123). These modifications and targets have already been conveyed to controlling heads of banks vide e-mail dated 20th Sept., 2018.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure implementation of the modifications made in the scheme and submission of progress to SLBC Haryana on monthly basis as well for compilation and onward submission to Mission Office, PMJDY accordingly.

	AADHAAR SEEDING IN THE ACCOUNTS OF MGNREGA WORKERS IN THE STATE OF HARYANA 


As per the report received from Rural Development Department, Haryana, out of 6,50,178 active MGNREGA workers in the State, Aadhaar in the accounts of 6,48,464 workers (99.74%) has been seeded. Whereas, accounts of 5,34,211 (82.16%) active workers have been converted into Aadhaar Based Payment.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to advise their field functionaries to ensure seeding of adhaar in the accounts of MGNREGA workers on the basis of consent forms received through the DRDA/LDM Office and ensure that no consent form remains pending with them without aadhaar seeding.

Representative of Rural Dev. Deptt., Haryana is requested to ensure that consent forms along with copies of Aadhaar Card of the remaining MGNREGA active workers are obtained and provided to the LDM Offices of the concerned district enabling them to get the accounts seeded with aadhaar at the earliest so as to achieve 100% conversion of accounts of active MGNREGA workers into Aadhaar Based Payment System.

	UIDAI ISSUES- SETTING UP OF AADHAAR ENROLMENT & UPDATION CENTRES IN BANK PREMISES


Number of Aadhaar Enrolment Centres to be opened in Bank Branches
in the State of Haryana

Vide UIDAI notification no.13012/79/2017/Legal-UIDAI (No.4 of 2017), dated 14.07.2017 wherein it was instructed that every scheduled commercial banks shall setup Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities inside its bank branches at a minimum 1 out of 10 branches. 

UIDAI vide circular no F.No.13012/171/2018/Legal/UIDAI/114 dated 23.10.2018 (attached as Annexure–I) has reiterated that the UIDAI’s circular dated 14.07.2017 which requires every scheduled commercial bank to provide Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities to its customers shall continue to operate.

Bank wise count of 4717 bank branches has been intimated by SLBC to this office and accordingly, 472 Aadhaar enrolment centres are required to be opened in the State. At present, in 364 bank branches Aadhaar enrolment/update facility has been opened (details attached as Annexure II) and at 131 branch locations (details attached as Annexure III) banks are yet to install their kits. It is requested that Aadhaar Enrolment Centres be got opened in these identified branches on priority. 

· Block wise coverage

For the convenience of the public, it is desired that all these 472 branches should be evenly distributed in the state so as to cover each block. SLBC Haryana vide its letter dated 27.06.2018 has instructed all the LDMs to ensure that no block in any district should remain uncovered without Aadhaar enrolment centre. However, in 53 blocks banks have not deployed any Aadhaar enrolment kit.  The details are attached at Annexure–IV. The banks are requested to open Aadhaar enrolment centre evenly distributed in all blocks of Haryana including rural areas.  
· Banks with Low enrolment/Updation rate

Out of the 364 kits deployed in bank branches, 24 bank branches (details attached as Annexure-V) in the state have done Zero Aadhaar Enrolment &Updation in the last 30 days. It may be ensured that all Aadhaar enrolment centres opened by banks must carry out enrolments & updation on daily basis.

UIDAI vide circular dated 31st August, 2018 (copy attached as Annexure–VI) has mandated that each enrolment centre should do at least 8 Enrolment /Updates every day w.e.f 1st November 2018. At present, overall average Enrolment/Update per day per kit of all bank branches in Haryana is 7. However, some of the banks (Detail attached as Annexure VII) have very less average of enrolment/update in last 30 days. It may be ensured that all banks must achieve the target rate of Enrolment and Updation.

· Verification of Aadhaar Enrolment Centres

UIDAI vide letter no. 4(4)/57/341/2017/E&U/Pt, dated 7.2.2018 has instructed that machines/station shall always be in the custody of the banks and shall not be taken away by third party or operator under any circumstances, for any reasons, without specific approval of Regional Office, UIDAI & any violation will attract a penalty of Rs. 1 Lakh per such incident. However,10 centres were found working outside the bank premises in violation of the guidelines. The details are attached as Annexure – VIII.

UIDAI, RO, Chandigarh keeps on getting public complaints regarding overcharging, denial of services and misbehavior issues. Branch wise details of such complaints are attached at Annexure– IX. SLBC Haryana also vide its letter dated 25.09.2018 has issued detailed guidelines regarding effective supervision of Aadhaar enrolment & updation centres to all LDMs wherein it was instructed that every Aadhaar enrolment & updation centre must be visited at least once in a month by respective DCO & once in three month by LDM. However, it has been reported that enrolment centres are not being verified/inspected by respective DCOs/LDMs. LDMs may be advised that the guidelines issued by UIDAI/SLBC on inspection of enrolment centres is strictly followed.

· Issues observed during inspection of centers by UIDAI staff

During the inspections carried out by the staff of this office, it has been observed that at many places enrolments are being carried out using invalid documents, which is a violation of UIDAI guidelines and attracts penalties. It is recommended that all the operators working on these kits should be given refresher training about the latest UIDAI guidelines and enrolment client. Further, the list of valid documents accepted for Aadhaar enrolment/update is attached as Annexure X.

IEC Issue

· No proper branding of Aadhaar enrolment centre outside or inside bank premises.

· List of valid acceptable documents (PoI/PoA/PoR/DoB) in UIDAI Eco-system is not available.
· Escalation matrix of concerned Bank branch and Grievance number of UIDAI not displayed at centre.
· In some bank branches no Review Screen available for resident to review the demographic information entered while enrolment.
· Verifier not present in the centre. At some places verifier is available but not signing the enrolment form. 
· No back up of enrolment staff in banks only one person, if enrolment staff goes on leave centre remain closed. Banks were advised to have backup staff.
· Also in some banks it was found that banks were not aware of the operator activity, it was advised that banks needs to monitor all enrolment activities.
· Some of the banks are retaining supporting documents required for enrolment/update of resident. Banks were advised not to keep DMS with them.

The Uniqgue Identification Authority of India (hercinafter referred to as
“UIDATI” is in receipt of the opinion of the Ld. Attorney General for India in respect
of gqueries raised by UIDAI which arose after the judgment of the Hon. Supremec
Court of India, delivered on 26.09.2018 in W.P. (Civil) No. 494/ 2012 (hereinaftcr
referred to as the “Aadhaar Judgment”. A copy of the Opinion of Ld. Altornes
General for India is attached hercwith as Annexure.

2. It is noted that as per the opinion of the Attorney General, Banks wowuld be
entitled to seek authenticaliorn of the beneficiaries, who are availing subsidies/
benecfits/ services covered by Sectiorn 7 of the Aadhaar Act, for the purpose of
transfer of any monetary subsidy or benefit to the bank account of the beneficiary,
as well as for facilitating the withdrawal of money by the beneficiary through
Aadhaar based micro-ATM machines (refer to page S-9 of the Opinion).
Accordingly, the Aadhaar enabled Payment System (AcPS) and BHIM Aadhaar Pay
shall remain operative and bank may continue to maintain and providec these
facilitics so that the DBT beneficiaries can conveniently withdraw their money
through the micro-ATMs, Acl®S, BHIM Aadhaar Pay etc. without having to wvisit
bank branches which are, in many cases, far away from the places where they
live.

3. From the above quoted opinion, there is also no bar on the Banks to
perform Aadhaar based authentication using e-KYC authcntication facility for
opening bank accounts of the client who gives a declaration that s/he is desirous
of receiving her/his entitled bencfits or subsidics of welfare schemes funded from
the Consolidated Fund of India in her/his account dircctly. Banks may therefore
use Aadhaar e-KYC for such clients.

4. For clients who arc not beneficiaries of the aforesaid weclfare schemes or
who do not give the declaration as mentioned in para 3 above, as per the Aadhaar
judgement and opinion given by Ld Attorney General banks cannot use Aadhaar
E-KYC authentication for opening bank accounts ctc. However, they are not
prohibited from accepting physical Aadhaar card/E-Aadhaar card/Masked
Aadhaar/Offline Elcctronic Aadhaar xml (if offered voluntarily by the client) for

they achieve the figures of enrolment/Updates as specified in para 5 above:-

(a] Issue repeated press statements and public advertisements in major
newspapers every week about the locations of Aadhaar enrolment facilities.

(b) Send SMS and email to all bank’s customers cvery month to visit Aadhaar centers
in banks for Aadhaar Enrolment and update needs.

(c) Display on bank’s website a list of all Aadhaar centers and total Enrolment and
updates done in a month in its every branch.

(d) Provide online appointment facility for ba nk’ customers on the bank site.

(¢) Switch over to online Aadhaar enrolment client

() Ensure that Enrolment machines are operated only from inside bank branches.

(g) Switch from outsource vendor model to in-house model.

T Accordingly, banks who achieve the target of minimum 8 Aadhaar Enrolment /
Updations per day per branch in the Month of November, 2018 will be exempted from the
financial disincentives uplo October 2018. In case bank fails to meet the above target of
carrying out minimum enrolment / Updation per day per branch financial disincentive in
respect of uncovered branches as on last day of the month will be levied from the month of
July,2018 onwards.

8. To further incentivize banks for setting up Aadhaar enrolment Centers in their
identified branches and provide convenience to their customers, it has been decided that
the banks which meet the minimum Aadhaar enrolment/update targets shall continue to
avail UIDADs authentication and EKYC services free of cost .The banks not meeting the
minimum target shall be required to pay for UIDAI’s authentication and E-KYC servicesas
per the notified rates.

o Banks may therefore, ensure that the task of setting up enrolment centre by making
them operational as per above stated staggered number of Aadhaar Enrolments and
Updates/day per branch is completed at the earliest and in any case before, 31t October,
2018.

Vide notification no. 13012/79/2017/Legal-UIDAI ( No. 4 of 2017) dated 14 July
2017 issued under Aadhaar( Enrolment and Update) Regulations, Banks were mandated to
setup Aadhaar enrolment and update facility inside its bank premises at a minimum of 1
out of their every 10 branches by 30! August 2017.

D The time line has been revised many times vide the above referred circulars
mentioned from Sl. No. 1 to 5.

3. Though many banks have achieved the target, representations were received from
some banks in this regard, pointing out the difficulties faced by them due to natural
calamities in various parts of India such as Kerala, Karnataka, Orissa etc., Technical
problems in rolling out enrolment facility, migration from outsource model to in-house
model etc.

4. The banks agreed to provide Aadhaar enrolment/update service to their customers
and to maximise the turnaround and to attain the target by 31t October, 2018. ‘The issue
was discussed in the VC meeting held on 30.08.2018 also and assurance was received from
banks to improve the service and to achieve the target.

58 Accordingly, the target schedule fixed by circular No. 5 referred above has been
relaxed as below:-

(a) From 1st November, 2018 - 8 enrolment / Updations per day per branch.
(a) From 1st January, 2019 - 12 enrolment / updations per day per branch.
(b) From 1st April, 2019 onwards - 16 enrolments / Updations per day per branch.

These figures will be seen on cumulative basis against the total target of the bank.

This enterprise may be in manufacturing, service or trading sector. In case of non-individual enterprises at least 51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or Woman Entrepreneur.

An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower. It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

The banks have reported that they are not in a position to open brick and mortar branches in their allocated villages. 

However, Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank (7) and State Bank of India (4) have set up banking outlets in their allocated villages as per RBI Circular dated 18th May, 2017 whereas OBC has taken up the matter with Reserve Bank of India, New Delhi for permitting them to open brick and mortar branches in the allocated villages as PCA has been imposed by RBI on OBC.

Convener SLBC vide its letter dated 18th Oct., 2018 has taken up the matter with DFS, MOF,GOI, New Delhi to allow the above banks to set up banking outlets in their allocated villages instead of opening of full-fledged brick and mortar branches. 

Further, SBI and Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank have informed Convener SLBC Haryana vide their letter dated 30th & 31st Oct., 2018 that in case DFS does not accept their request to open banking outlets as per RBI Circular dated 18th May, 2017 instead of full-fledged brick and mortar branches they may be permitted to open brick and mortar branches by 31st Dec., 2018 and 31st March, 2019 respectively. Their request has been forwarded to DFS, MOF,GOI, New Delhi for further guidance in the matter.

II. Meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana to discuss the agriculture sector related issues was convened on 26th Oct., 2018 in which Convener SLBC, Haryana, representatives of RBI, NABARD, ACS, Animal Husbandry Department, Haryana, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department and General Insurance Companies involved in Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) also participated. 

From the discussions of Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, ACS, Animal Husbandry & Dairying Department, Govt. of Haryana during the meeting, the following action points/suggestions emerged:-

1. Farmers should be encouraged to go for allied activities like, dairy units, hi-tech and mini dairy units, piggery, sheep & goat units and poultry units and bankers should come forward to finance these projects which will not only help in increasing investment credit for banks but will also help farmers in doubling their income. To promote these schemes, their Department is giving interest subsidy to farmers. He, however, advised that bankers should not insist for projects reports, CA certificates for small loans.  

2. The schemes promoted by the Animal Husbandry & Dairying Department, Govt. of Haryana like bio-gas plant from waste of poultry birds, milk chakkies where-in farmer can invest upto Rs 10.50 lakh for manufacturing of all milk products, micro milk processing units, milk packaging units, milk chiller machines etc. should also be popularized. 

3. Banks should come with an innovative scheme like issuing of Credit Card having limit upto the value of their livestock, enabling farmer to purchase seeds, fodder etc from market will be beneficial for farmers.

4. Banks should explore the possibility of issuance of Credit Card on the basis of value of the live-stock.

5. Dr Anil Banwala from Department of Animal Husbandry also suggested that first year insurance be part of project cost. Representative of NABARD informed that in Dairy Entrepreneurship & Development Scheme (DEDS) insurance of animals is included in project cost.

6. Requisition of CA Certificate, independent project report should also be dispensed with.

The above points were discussed in the meeting of Steering Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 31st Oct., 2018 and representative of NABARD was requested to invite ACS, Animal Husbandry and Dairying Department, Haryana to share his views/expectations in the meeting of DDMs/LDMs convened by NABARD for sensitization in the field through their field functionaries.
Representative of NABARD was also requested to nominate 1-2 DDMs for participation in SLBC meetings and share his/their views in SLBC meetings.

Keeping in view the Government of India‘s mission for creating a digital India, NABARD has launched a project for Digitization of all SHGs in the country. The Project is being implemented in 100 districts across the country and in 04 districts of Haryana viz. Ambala, Karnal, Sonepat and Sirsa. Currently, in E-Shakti districts, all record of SHGs viz. saving, internal loaning and transactions with banks etc. is being uploaded through E-Shakti Mobile App on a real time basis.

Attributes of the project:

· e-book keeping for the SHGs

· Regular updates of transactional data

· Reports generated in the formats as required by stakeholders like bankers

· Inbuilt automatic grading of SHGs based on NABARD/IBA norms

· Auto generation of Loan application for the bankers on input of resolution to borrow by SHG.

The transparent and proper maintenance of records of SHGs will help in nurturing and strengthening of SHGs and will lead to enhanced confidence among members and banks.

Progress under various Govt. Sponsored schemes and issues relating to their implementation in the State of Haryana were discussed in the meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 25th Oct., 2018. The controlling heads of banks were requested to ensure disposal of sponsored cases lying pending with their branches for more than one month within 10 days and remaining within another 10 days.

To improve the performance of banks under Govt. Sponsored Schemes the following action points emerged during the meeting:-
· Controlling heads of banks to ensure monitoring of progress/pendency under all Govt. Sponsored Programmes at their office level on regular basis. 
· Monitoring of progress under PMEGP can also be done through PMEGP E-portal on weekly basis.
· The Nodal Agencies to sponsor applications 150% of the annual target upto 31st Dec., 2018 so that the banks can get sufficient time for their disposal and disbursement as well. Being the last quarter of the financial year banks have to perform under various other activities as well.
· The Nodal agencies HSRLM, NULM and HSFDC would provide districtwise/bankwise/branchwise pendency to SLBC Secretariat on monthly basis by 10th of every month for taking up the matter with the concerned branches through their controlling office for disposal of sponsored cases and disbursement of sanctioned cases as well.
· The District Level Field functionaries of KVIC/KVIB/DIC to visit LDM Office of their respective district with bank branch wise pendency on 20th of every month or next working day if 20th is a holiday, to follow up with the concerned branches for disposal of the pending applications.
· The District Level Field functionaries of HSRLM, NULM and HSFDC to visit LDM Office of their respective district with bank branch wise pendency on 15th of every month or next working day if 15th is a holiday, to follow up with the concerned branches for disposal of the pending applications.
· LDMs to follow up with the concerned bank branches of their respective district to ensure disposal of the pending applications and disbursement of sanctioned cases as well.

It was also resolved that Controlling heads of banks would submit a certificate to Convener SLBC Haryana on monthly basis latest by 10th of succeeding month reporting therein that there is no Govt. sponsored loan application lying pending with their bank branch for disposal/disbursement for more than one month.
In order to resolve the issue of disproportionate sponsoring of applications, it was discussed and resolved that during the course of meeting of District Level Task Force Committee of each Govt. Sponsored Scheme, the Nodal Agencies in coordination with the respective Lead District Manager should allocate/sponsor the application as per the service area of the applicant keeping in view the presence of various banks in the vicinity of the residence/address of the applicant.

It has been observed that overall target for the State of Haryana has been fixed on a very higher side and is not realistic.

Further, out of total target of credit linkage of 11875 SHGs during the financial year 2018-19, credit linkage target of 7418 (62%) Self Help Groups has been allocated to PNB (3026) & Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank (4392) only. SBI has also been allocated a target of 1726 SHGs. 

It is requested that the target should be realistic and distributed amongst various banks in proportion of their rural branches in the State.

During the deliberations of meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 25th Oct., 2018 the representative of HSRLM was requested to revisit the allocation of target for credit linkage of SHGs to Convener Bank, Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and State Bank of India as the same was on a very higher side.

Only 8 loans were to be disbursed. 

It has also been observed that majority of applications are being sponsored to PNB and SHGB under the scheme and other schemes as well resulting in large number of cases lying pending with branches of these banks. Further, only 15 applications have been sponsored to private bank i.e. Axis Bank. Out of total 1783 loans sanctioned to NRLM SHGs during the half year ended Sept.18, 1349 (76%) loans have been sanctioned and disbursed by PNB (662) & SHGB (687) respectively only.

Bank wise pendency was forwarded to controlling offices of banks through SLBC e-mail dated 20th Oct., 2018 with a request to dispose of the applications sponsored upto 30th Sept., 2018 and disbursement of the sanctioned cases as well by 31st Oct., 2018. 	PAYMENT OF COMMISSION TO BANKS ON ACCOUNT OF DISBURSEMENT OF SOCIAL SECURITY PENSIONS & SIGNING OF MOU BY SOCIAL JUSTICE & EMPOWERMENT DEPARTMENT, HARYANA


Director, SJE, Haryana while delivering her keynote address in the 145th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 16th August, 2018 informed the house that out of total commission of Rs 80 crores, a sum of Rs 28 crore was released as interim commission to banks as goodwill gesture although MoU was not yet signed. She further informed that remaining commission will be released after signing of MoU, for which meetings have already been held with SLBC and major banks and MoU was almost final, except few issues.  After detailed discussions over the remaining issues, the Chairperson SLBC advised to hold a separate meeting to sort out pending issues. It was also decided in the meeting to bring the matter to the logical end within 30 days of the said meeting. 

Convener SLBC Haryana vide its letter dated 29th Sept., 2018 informed Principal Secretary, SJE, Haryana that banks are again and again approaching SLBC to take up the matter with State Govt. for immediate release of commission due to them and signing of MoU as well. The issue of release of commission to banks has remained unresolved despite various meetings held in this regard by the Additional Principal Secretary to Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana as well. It is pertinent to mention that each issue relating to payment of commission for disbursement of Social Security Pensions has been discussed many times but the same still remains unresolved. In every meeting fresh issues are being raised by the department which is only delaying the process of payment of commission to the banks.

It was also informed that as discussed and decided in the 145th SLBC Haryana meeting, the MOU may please be executed with the Nodal Banks and payment of commission to banks on account of disbursement of Social Security Pensions may also please be released urgently.

The issue was also discussed in the meetings held under the Chairmanship of ACS, Finance and Planning, Govt. of Haryana on 5th Nov., 2018 in which Director, SJE Deptt. Haryana also participated.  During the meeting, it was decided by the ACS Finance and Planning, Govt. of Haryana that:-

· 90% of the commission shall be released by Department of Social Justice & Empowerment Deptt., Hayana to banks from whom 100% MIS has been received.

·  90% of the commission shall be released by Department of Social Justice & Empowerment Deptt., Hayana to banks for the period cumulative MIS I & II has been received by the DSJE, Haryana.

Director, SJE, Haryana also assured that the commission shall be released by the end of Nov., 2018 positively. While deliberating on the issue of signing of MoU, the Director SJE, Haryana stressed that MoU be got signed by all the banks at the earliest including ‘seamless transfer of funds without any manual intervention and shifting of data from server to server’ clause which was necessary to avoid credit of pension in wrong accounts. It was decided that simultaneously, a meeting shall be convened by NIC team, with representatives of PNB to discuss the modalities for inclusion of this clause in MoU.

In order to give a boost to the Nation’s second biggest employing sector i.e. MSME Sector Hon’ble Prime Minister launched a special support and outreach campaign for 100 days from 2nd Nov., 2018 in MSME clusters of 100 districts of the country. Specific product lines have been identified in each district where clusters have emerged over time. The campaign is aimed at reaching out to MSMEs in these 100 clusters and beyond thereby helping to nurture ecosystem for such MSMEs. 

The following 12 measures have been announced by the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on 2nd Nov., 2018 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi:-

1. ST-registered micro, small and medium enterprises (MSMEs) will be sanctioned a loan of Rs 1 crore in just 59 minutes through a new portal.

2) GST-registered MSMEs will get 2 per cent subvention or rebate on incremental new loans of up to Rs 1 crore.

3) Interest subvention on pre- and post-shipment credit for exports by MSMEs has been increased from 3 per cent to 5 per cent.

4) To rid the sector of inspector raj, PM announced that inspections of factories in the sector will be sanctioned only through a computerized random allotment and inspectors will have to upload reports on portal within 48 hours. "No inspector can now go anywhere. He will be asked why he went to a factory," he said.

5) Easing compliance with environmental rules, MSMEs will need single air and water clearance and just one consent to establish a factory.

6) MSMEs will have to file just one annual return on eight labour laws and 10 central rules, he said, adding that an ordinance has been promulgated to simplify levy of penalties for minor offences under the Companies Act.

7) Public sector companies, which were mandated to source 20 per cent of their annual procurement from MSMEs, will now source at least a quarter of their requirement (25 per cent) from the sector, PM Modi said.

8) Three per cent of sourcing by PSUs would have to be done from MSMEs run by women.

9) All central public sector enterprises will have to take membership of the Government e-Marketplace (GeM) to facilitate online procurement of common use goods and services by various government departments and organisations.

10) The PM announced Rs 6,000 crore for creation of 20 hubs and 100 tool rooms for technology upgradation.

11) Clusters for MSMEs in pharma sector will be created to boost production in the sector. Seventy per cent cost of establishing these clusters will be borne by the Central government.

12) All companies with turnover of more than Rs 500 crore would have to now come on Trade Receivables e-Discounting System (TReDS) platform so that there is no cash flow problem for MSMEs.

With implementation of the above measures MSME sector is expected to grow more expeditiously having more expectations from banking sector.

It has been observed that the total outstanding to Minority Communities in the State is Rs.11821 Crore to 459063 beneficiaries as at Sept. 2018. An amount of Rs.2175 crore has been disbursed to 104376 persons during the period ended Sept. 2018 (2018-19). YOY growth is 4% and % age of amount advanced to minority communities to total priority sector advances is 8% which needs strenuous efforts by banks for considerable improvement.

Government of India has revised the “Prime Minister’s New 15-Point Programme for the Welfare of Minorities”. An important objective of the Programme is to ensure that an appropriate percentage of the priority sector lending is targeted for the minority communities and that the benefits of various government-sponsored schemes reach the under-privileged, which includes the disadvantaged sections of the minority communities. The New Programme is to be implemented by the Central Ministries/Departments concerned through State Governments/Union Territories and envisages location of certain proportion of development projects in minority concentration districts. 

Accordingly, all scheduled commercial banks are required to ensure that within the overall target for priority sector lending and the sub-target of 10 percent for the weaker sections, sufficient care is taken to ensure that minority communities also receive an equitable portion of the credit.

The fund is channelized through State Channelizing Agencies (SCA) nominated by the respective state/ UT Government(s). NHFDC also provides grants for skill training of disabled persons. The detailed information on schemes and programmes of NHFDC is available on website www.nhfdc.nic.in.

With a view to make this segment of population economically independent in the state of Haryana, NHFDC has tied up with Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and Haryana Gramin Bank for  flow of collateral free concessional credit (interest rate of 4-8%p.a) to PWDs for self employment  under credit guarantee scheme of Government of India. The bank will also extend education loan to eligible students with disabilities for higher education in India and abroad at an interest rate of 3.5-4% p.a only. The entire loan extended to PWDs for above purpose shall be refinanced by NHFDC to the concerned bank. Also the partner Banks will be able to earn 3% interest margin on above loans extended to PWDs.
