2.4 Activation of RuPay Cards

As per the data received from banks it has been observed that out of 4419849 Rupay Cards issued upto 30.06.2016, 3203127 cards have been activated which is 72.47% of the total Rupay Cards issued so far. 

Bankwise details of issuance and activation of Rupay Cards are given on Annexure No.2 (P-87).

DFS, MOF, GOI, New Delhi vide communication dated 26.11.2015 has informed that NPCI has extended 45 days usage condition (minimum one usage in 45 days) to 90 days (minimum one usage in 90 days) for RuPay Classic cardholders with effect from 25th Nov 2015.
It may be noted that 45 days usage condition will remain unchanged for RuPay Platinum Cardholders.

Accident arising on or after 00:00:01 25th Nov 2015 will only be considered for extended period. Claim intimations on RuPay Classic cards where accident has occurred before 23.59.59 24th Nov 2015 will not be eligible for claim benefit under 90 days usage condition. Such cases will be reviewed in light of the 45 days usage condition only.

From April 2016 onwards any customer induced transaction done by the account holder at the bank branch within the stipulated period of 90 days will also be eligible for claiming the Rupay card linked insurance benefit.

DFS has advised that the above said targets are to be achieved by organizing special camps by banks on every First and Third Saturday and Second and Fourth Friday, in addition to the daily efforts to achieve the targets so laid down. These camps will also be utilized for distribution of the huge backlog of undistributed RuPay Cards/PINs in banks, activation of cards, mobile seeding etc.

· Aadhaar seeding is already available through other channels like internet banking, ATM, BC Locations and SMS. Customers need to be educated to utilize the same.

· In order to make this a meaningful exercise, adequate publicity and communication to the account holders for camps and its activities should be made. Bank Staff at all levels should be sensitized and involved in the exercise. Services of Marketing Officers and BC Agents be utilized in an optimum manner.

· Adequate publicity material like posters/banners and pamphlets should be got printed and displayed at branches and BC locations.

Bank wise, day wise targets based on the gap in Aadhaar seeding in central Pensioners account, accounts in U.Ts and overall operative saving bank accounts in banks is being monitored by DFS from 19.07.2016 onwards.  

Aadhaar seeding in Central Pensioner and U.Ts is being monitored by DFS on daily basis and seeding in overall SB accounts on weekly basis. Controlling heads of banks are requested to develop a system at controlling office level to daily monitor the progress on daily basis. 

In view of the magnitude of the intensity being shown by GOI to get the 100% aadhaar seeding work accomplished within the aforesaid stipulated time, controlling heads of banks are requested to intensify their efforts and monitoring to ensure that all branches of their bank accomplish the task of 100% aadhaar seeding in all Saving Accounts by the stipulated dates given in the above table.

2.7 Micro ATMs

Banks have provided 1553 Micro ATMs to their BCAs upto 30.06.2016. 
Convener bank has also provided 428 Micro ATMs to its BCAs. This will enable the account holders to swipe their ATM Cards at BCA locations and they will not have to go to the far off areas for swiping the ATM cards.  Besides 6142 ATMs installed by all the banks in the state of Haryana will also take care of swiping of cards.

2.8 Deployment and working of BCAs

In Haryana at all 3244 SSAs (Sub Service Area), the banking service is being provided either by the branches or by BCAs. Out of 3244 SSAs, 1259 SSAs are covered by branches and 1985 by BCAs.   In the State of Haryana 2204 BCAs have been appointed against the requirement of 1985 BCAs. Therefore, not even single SSA has been left without the services of Bank Mitra/BCA.   SBOP & OBC have 3 & 7 inactive BCAs respectively. These banks have assured that BCAs will be activated at the earliest. 

It has been observed that BCs are not aware of their duties and sometimes they are not available on the locations. 
Further:-

· Banks to monitor the working of their Bank Mitr closely.

· Banks should ensure that all Bank Mitr are properly sensitized and should be aware of their duties and the prominent Phone numbers of the district should be available with the Bank Mitr. 

· Branch Managers should visit BC locations to check the availability of Bank Mitr and should also maintain proper record of the visits. 

· Banks should also make telephonic calls to check the availability/working of Bank Mitr. 
· Lead District Managers should undertake surprise visits at BCA locations during their field visits to monitor the functioning of BCAs.
Controlling Heads of banks are requested to ensure 100% presence and efficient working of their BCAs in their respective SSAs.

2.9 Launch of 3 Social Security Schemes i.e. Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) and Atal Pension Yojana (APY).

Hon’ble Prime Minister launched 3 Social Security Schemes namely Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) and Atal Pension Yojana (APY).
2.9 (i) Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY)-The scheme is a one year cover, renewable from year to year, Accidental Insurance Scheme offering insurance on accidental death and disability cover for disability on account of an accident. The scheme is being offered/administered through Public Sector General Insurance Companies (PSGICs) and other General Insurance Companies.

All Saving bank account holders in the age group of 18-70 years can enroll themselves in participating banks on payment of an annual premium of Rs.12/- renewable on year to year basis.

Up to 30.06.2016, banks have enrolled 2452091 persons under the scheme and 2288922 (93.3%) records have been uploaded by banks.

2.9 (ii) Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY)-The scheme is being implemented through LIC of India/other insurance companies willing to offer product on similar terms with necessary approvals and tie ups with banks for this purpose. Under the scheme all saving bank holders with the age-group of 18-50 years can enroll themselves to avail benefits of the scheme on payment of annual premium of Rs.330/-. Under the scheme Rs. 2 lacs is payable on member’s death due to any reason. Details of the scheme are available on PMJDY website and with all banks. 

DFS, MOF, GOI vide their letter No. F.No.H-12011/2/2015-Ins.II dated 20.05.2016 have informed amendment in rules for implementation of PMJJBY.  It has been decided by the competent authority to incorporate a lien clause in the rules of PMJJBY with effect from Ist June, 2016: whereby claims for deaths which occur during the first 45 days from the date of enrollment will not be paid.  The risk cover will commence only after the completion of 45 days from the date of enrollment into the scheme by the subscriber.  However deaths due to accidents will be exempted from the Lien Clause.

Accordingly, the revised consent cum enrolment form for PMJJBY with lien clause incorporated, effective from 01.06.2016 is given on Annexure No.5 (P-90).

All banks and Insurance companies are requested to initiate necessary action in order to ensure availability of the revised form for enrolment under PMJJBY with effect from Ist June, 2016.

Up to 30.06.2016, banks have enrolled 8,01,234 persons under the scheme and 7, 11, 618 (88.8%) applications have been uploaded by banks.

2.9 (iii) Atal Pension Yojana (APY) - Keeping in mind the concern about the old age income security of the working poor, to focus on encouraging and enabling them to save for their retirement, to address the longevity risks among the workers in unorganized sector and to encourage them to voluntarily save for their retirement, the Government of India launched this pension scheme namely Atal Pension Yojana (APY). 
The scheme is being administered by Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority (PFRDA) through NPS Architecture.

Under APY, there is guaranteed minimum monthly pension for the subscribers ranging between Rs.1000/- to Rs.5000/- per month. The benefit of minimum pension will be guaranteed by Govt. of India.

All bank account holders which are citizen of India and in the age-group of 18-40 years can join APY and avail benefits of the scheme on payment of subscription according to their entry age and required minimum monthly pension ranging between Rs.1000/-to Rs.5000/- per month.

Complete details are available with the participating banks and on the website of PFRDA and PMJDY as well.

Up to 30.06.2016, banks have enrolled 68361 persons under the scheme and 65998 (96.5%) records have been uploaded by banks.

2.10 Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY)

Micro Units Development & Refinance Agency Ltd. (MUDRA) was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on 8th April, 2015 as a new financial entity for developing and refinancing last mile financial intermediaries like banks, NBFCs and MFIs etc. who are in the business of lending to smaller of the micro enterprises in manufacturing, trading and service sector. 

On the same day Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana was launched to “fund the unfunded” by bringing such enterprises to the formal financial system and extending affordable credit to them.

It is felt that there is a need to give a special boost to bank finance to this segment on a mission mode, considering enormous task in reaching to the large number of such units, currently excluded from the formal credit.

This segment mainly consists of non-farm enterprises in manufacturing, trading and services whose credit needs are below Rs.10.00 lakh. The MUDRA loans have been classified as under:-

1. Shishu (Loans upto Rs.50000/-)

2. Kishore (Loans from Rs.50001-Rs.5.00 lacs)

3. Tarun (Loans above Rs.5.00 lac and upto Rs.10.00 lac)

It would be the endeavour of MUDRA that at least 60% of Credit goes to Shishu category units and the balance to Kishore and Tarun categories.

The overdraft amount of Rs.5000/- (Rs. Five thousand only) sanctioned under PMJDY may also be classified as MUDRA loans under PMMY.

Mega Mudra Credit Camps were organized from 25.09.2015 to 01.10.2015 in all the districts of State for effective implementation of PMMY in the state. The progress under PMMY upto 30.06.2016 is as under:-

2.11- STAND-UP INDIA SCHEME

Stand-Up India Scheme was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 5th April, 2016. The objective of the scheme is to facilitate bank loans between Rs.10 lakh and Rs. 100 lakh to at least one Scheduled Caste (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST) borrower and at least one women borrower per bank branch of all scheduled commercial banks for setting up a green field enterprise. This enterprise may be in manufacturing, service or trading sector. In case of non-individual enterprises at least 51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or Women Entrepreneur.

An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower.
It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

Being  one  of  the  flagship  programmes  of  the Government of India, the
progress  of  implementation  of  Stand-Up  India  scheme  is being closely
monitored  by a National Level Steering Committee for Stand-Up India Scheme
under  the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister of Finance and 5 Ministers from
Union  Cabinet, 3 Members of Parliament, besides, CMDs of NABARD, SIDBI and
Chairman, DICCI as members of the Committee.


NABARD and SIDBI have been nominated as Nodal Agencies for implementing the Stand-Up India Scheme. NABARD has organized a one day seminar for sensitizing their DDMs as well as LDMs about the scheme for smooth implementation at the ground level.

Since the launch of Stand-Up India Scheme (on 5th April 2016) 281 Beneficiaries have been sanctioned loans amounting to Rs. 54.45 Crore out of which 85 cases amounting of Rs. 16.25 Crore sanctioned to  SC/ST and 196 cases amounting of Rs. 38.20 Crore sanctioned to Women Beneficiaries in Haryana State.

2.12- Opening of FLCs at Block Level

The issue of opening of FLCs in the allocated blocks is being discussed in the Meetings of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana and SLBC Haryana as a regular agenda item. Out of 125 blocks in the State of Haryana, FLCs in 102 blocks were opened upto June, 2016 and 7 FLCs have been opened during the quarter ended June, 16 taking the tally to 109 blocks. Financial Literacy Centre (FLC) in Alewa Block of District Jind has been opened by State Bank of India on 12.07.2016. Thus, 6 FLCs are yet to be opened by SBI.

As on date FLCs have been opened in 110 blocks and 15 blocks remained uncovered.

Further, during the last meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 13.05.2016, Controlling Heads of banks were requested to ensure regular functioning of FLCs opened by their bank in the allocated blocks. 
LDM Mewat had informed SLBC Secretariat that FLC opened by OBC at Tauru is not functioning and no FLC premises exists. FLC Counselor at FLC Karnal (Oriental Bank of Commerce) had expired but new Counselor has not been appointed so far.

All of you are very well aware that PMJDY data submitted by banks to SLBC is reported at various levels, including Mission Office, MOF,RBI, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana etc. During the review meeting of State Financial Inclusion Committee held on 08.06.2016, it was observed that FI data is submitted casually by the banks to SLBC Secretariat. The matter was viewed very seriously and SLBC has been advised to take up the matter with banks to report data authenticated by the respective Senior Officer in order to maintain correctness of the data.

Convener SLBC vide its letter dated 15.07.2016 has requested all SLBC Member banks to ensure that the data reported by the banks should be authenticated by the respective senior officer so that no embarrassment may occur in future in any meeting. 

The house may discuss.

Deliberations on the above mentioned points were held in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana and the following action points emerged:-

1. Banks to continue opening of new accounts under PMJDY but the benefit of Life Insurance (of Rs.30000/-for natural death) will not be available in these accounts.
2. Banks to ensure timely issuance of passbooks, RuPay Debit Cards in all accounts opened under PMJDY and their activation as well.

3. Banks to bring the Zero Balance accounts to minimum level before the SLBC meeting.
4. All SLBC member banks to bring incremental progress in Aadhaar Seeding in all PMJDY accounts as the banks with lower Aadhaar Seeding are affecting the ranking of Haryana State in All India Level. SBI,OBC & SBOP were requested to improve their aadhaar seeding from 63.1%,53.26% and 65.85% respectively to 70% by 10th August, 2016 and 80% by 31st August, 2016.
5. As advised by DFS, Aadhaar Seeding in Central Pensioners’ accounts to be completed by 31.10.2016 and in all PMJDY accounts by 31.03.2017. To accomplish this task, banks to organize special camps for Aadhaar Seeding on every First and Third Saturday and Second and Fourth Friday, in addition to the daily efforts to achieve the targets so laid down. These camps will also be utilized for distribution of the huge backlog of undistributed RuPay Cards/PINs in banks, activation of cards, mobile seeding etc.
6. All member banks were requested to take up with their corporate office for providing of Micro ATM at all BCA locations immediately as Micro ATMs transactions are also one of the source for generation of revenue to the banks.
7. Controlling Heads of banks were requested to ensure 100% presence and efficient working of their BCAs in their respective SSAs.

8. All member banks were advised to make efforts to upload the remaining applications received for enrolment under PMSBY, PMJJBY & APY.

9. All member banks were advised to make efforts to upload the remaining applications received for enrolment.
10.  All member banks were requested to advise their each branch to achieve      the target of Stand up India scheme and provide the progress on monthly basis to SLBC Secretariat.
11. During review all the member banks were requested to ensure that FLC  counselors should be independent and no bank should designate their Branch Manager/ Bank Staff as Financial Literacy Counselor.   Further, all revised guidelines of FLCs issued from time to time should be meticulously complied with by the member banks.

12. All Lead Managers should closely monitor the working of all Bank Mitras/BCAs, Financial Literacy Counselors and RSETIs functioning in their respective districts and should ensure that these persons deliver best in their respective area in the district. LDMs should visit various BCA locations, FLCs and RSETIs on regular basis to review their working in the field and to guide them for better performance. 
13. All SLBC Member banks were advised to ensure that the data reported by their bank is authenticated by the respective Senior Officer so that no embarrassment may occur in future in any meeting.

	ORGANIZING FINANCIAL LITERACY CAMPS BY THE FINANCIAL LITERACY CENTRES (FLCs) & RURAL BRANCHES OF BANKS AS PER REVISED GUIDELINES OF RBI


RBI, Financial Inclusion Development Department (FIDD) vide Circular No.FIDD.FLC.BC.No.18/12.01.018/2015-16 dated January 14, 2016 had issued revised guidelines for Financial Literacy Centres and the operational guidelines for the conduct of camps by FLCs and rural branches of banks. These guidelines were conveyed to SLBC member banks and LDMs. A copy of the same was also placed in the agenda papers of 136th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 13.05.2016 for information and necessary action by the member banks and LDMs as well.
Controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure that:-

· Revised guidelines are conveyed to their FLC Counselors with an advice to organize Financial Literacy Camps as per the revised guidelines dated 14.01.2016 issued by Reserve Bank of India.

· Progress report of their FLCs is submitted to SLBC Secretariat as per the revised format. 

· Rural branches of their bank also organize atleast one Financial Literacy Camp as per the revised guidelines dated 14.01.2016 issued by Reserve Bank of India.

· Independent counselor is appointed in the FLCs and Branch Manager is not designated as Financial Literacy Counselor.

· Separate premises and proper infrastructure is provided in all FLCs opened by banks.

· Senior Officers of banks visit their FLCs atleast once in a quarter to review their functioning.

The above issue was also discussed in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28.07.2016. During the deliberations member banks were requested to ensure meticulous compliance of RBI guidelines.

During the Steering Committee Meeting, Reserve Bank of India authorities were also requested to advise their LDOs to visit the Financial Literacy Centres opened by banks so that proper functioning of the FLCs could be ensured.

Controlling Heads of the member banks are requested to advise their Financial Literacy Counselors to ensure that maximum numbers of sessions are organized with all the mapped Skilling Centres.

	IMPLEMENTATION OF PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY)


Government of Haryana vide their notification no 3009/Agri.II (1)-2016/10854 dated 17.06.16 has notified the areas, crops, Indemnity level, sum insured, premium rates and seasonality discipline etc for implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) in the State of Haryana during Kharif 2016 & Rabi 2016-17 as per administrative approval of Government of India, Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers Welfare vide their reference no 13015/03/2016/Credit II dated 23.02.16. SLBC Secretariat forwarded the notification to all SLBC member banks for implementation. SLBC Secretariat vide its letters dated 24.06.2016 and 14.07.2016 again requested the controlling heads of banks to ensure meticulous compliance of the notification issued by Govt. of Haryana. 

To discuss the issues and difficulties being faced by the field functionaries of banks a meeting was convened by SLBC on 21.07.2016. The meeting was attended by representatives of SLBC member banks, Reliance GIC Ltd., ICICI Lombard GIC Ltd., Bajaj Allianz GIC Ltd. and Lead District Managers of Haryana. Shri Bhupinder Singh, HCS, Director, and Shri Jagraj Dandi, Jt. Director, Agriculture Department represented the Agriculture Department and Shri Ashok Dargan, Convener SLBC presided over the meeting. The queries raised by the member banks during the meeting were replied by the representatives of Agriculture Department, Haryana and have also been conveyed through the minutes of meeting dated 21.07.2016 through e-mail dated 25.7.2016. 

The following action points emerged during the deliberations:-

· In case non loanee farmers approach to any bank branches he should be dealt with as a valued customer by the bank.

· The cut-off date of 31st July (Extended upto 2nd August, 2016 and 10th August, 2016 subsequently)  for Kharif Crops and 31st December for Rabi Crops has been fixed keeping in view the weather conditions/seasonality for sowing of crops available in the State of Haryana.

· Controlling Heads of all the banks were requested to immediately send the details of Nodal Officers designated for PMFBY as requested vide SLBC Haryana letter No. ZO:SLBC:AGRI:PMFBY dated 14.07.2016.

· Controlling Heads of all the banks were requested to advise their field staff to ensure that premium is deducted from all the eligible farmers’ accounts before the prescribed date i.e. 31st July 2016 and the same is submitted to concerned Insurance Company as per the timelines given in the notifications to protect the interest of loanee farmers.

· Controlling Heads of all the banks were requested to provide the complete detail of coverage of farmers under PMFBY as on 31st July 2016 on the format provided in the meeting latest by 2nd August, 2016 for onward submission to the State Govt.  They were also advised to give instructions to their DCOs of all the districts of Haryana to provide the information to be sought by Lead District Manager on priority. 

· All the agencies i.e. State Govt., Financial Institutions/Banks, Insurance Companies will disseminate the details of the schemes of PMFBY to their field staff and farmers for maximum progress and effective implementation under the scheme. 
In case of any further clarification, member banks and LDMs were advised to contact Shri Jagraj Dandi, Jt. Director, Agriculture, Haryana (094170-40812) and through e-mail at jdstat.agrihry@gmail.com.

The issue was also discussed in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28.07.2016. During the deliberations, member banks were requested to ensure implementation of the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana in the State of Haryana.

Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers’ Welfare, GOI, New Delhi vide their letters dated 28th July have provided clarification with regard to operational guidelines of PMFBY and also extended last date for submission of applications and debit/deposit of premium by farmers under Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) and restructured Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme (WBCIS) during Kharif 2016 season from 31st July, 2016 to 2nd August, 2016 and subsequently upto 10th August, 2016 (Vide Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare, GOI, Memo No.13017/01/2016-Credit II, GOI dated 03.08.2016).
The above clarification/extension date has been conveyed to SLBC member banks and LDMs by SLBC Secretariat on 03.08.2016.

	FINANCIAL INCLUSION PLAN (FIP)- COVERAGE OF VILLAGES WITH POPULATION BELOW 2000


With a view to ensure providing  of banking services either through Brick and Mortar branches or IT based BC model, banks were allocated 4077 villages with population below 2000 in the State.  

During the deliberations held in 136th meeting of SLBC Haryana it was informed to the house that out of 4077 villages allocated to banks, the banks have covered 4067 villages and 6 villages were bechirag (without population). It was requested that these 6 villages should also be deemed to be covered. 

Further, Reserve Bank of India had advised to cover all the villages with population below 2000 by August, 2015 but 4 villages allotted to Kotak Mohindra Bank Ltd are still uncovered. The issue was also discussed in a special meeting held in RBI Chandigarh in which representative of Kotak Mahindra Bank assured to cover these villages by 30.04.2016 but no progress was reported by Kotak Mahindra Bank in this regard. 

During the discussions held in 136th meeting of SLBC Haryana Kotak Mahindra Bank was advised to cover the allocated villages latest by 30.06.2016. The matter was taken up with Kotak Mahindra Bank vide Convener Bank letter dated 21.06.2016 and follow up e-mails dated 5.7.16 and 19.7.16 but no progress has been made in this regard till date and 4 villages allocated to Kotak Mahindra Bank still remain uncovered. 
The issue could not be discussed in 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28.07.2016 as no representative of Kotak Mahindra Bank was present in the meeting.

Representative of Kotak Mahindra Bank may apprise the house in this regard.

	OPENING OF BRICK & MORTAR BRANCHES IN VILLAGES WITHOUT A BANK BRANCH OF A SCHEUDULED COMMERCIAL BANK WITH POPULATION MORE THAN 5000


As advised by Reserve Bank of India Central Office Mumbai vide their letter no.FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.NO.82/02.01.001/2015-16 dated 30.12.2015 received through RBI Chandigarh letter dated 21.01.2016 in accordance with RBI guidelines, roadmap for opening of brick and mortar branches in 194 such identified villages (without having a bank branch of a scheduled commercial bank) with population above 5000 was prepared by SLBC.

Out of 194 such identified villages, brick and mortar branches in 2 villages (with population more than 5000) were opened during the quarter ended March, 2016. It is informed that no branch has been opened during the quarter ended June, 2016 and 192 villages are yet to be covered during the remaining period of current financial year 2016-17. 

Controlling heads of the concerned banks are requested to initiate necessary steps in this regard for opening of brick and mortar branches in the villages allocated to their respective banks.

· Payment to para-teachers, ASHA and Aanganwadi workers in Haryana

As per PMO directive, Payment to para-teachers, ASHA and Aanganwadi workers should be made directly into their Aadhaar linked bank accounts through Aadhaar Payment Bridge (APB) platform.

Department of WCD, Haryana will start the process very soon for releasing the honorarium to Aanganwadi Workers and Helpers through Aadhaar Payment Bridge (APB).

· Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) in Scholarship Schemes

Aadhaar is being made mandatory by Govt. of India for disbursal of money for all Scholarships schemes. As per the recent directions received from MoHRD as placed on Annexure–I to III, Aadhaar seeding exercise for all scholarship beneficiaries to be completed in a time bound manner as given hereunder:

· Seeding of existing Aadhaar numbers into bank accounts of students by 31st July, 2016.

· Collection of biometrics for Aadhaar enrolment of students not having Aadhaar by 31st July, 2016.

· Seeding of Aadhaar numbers into bank accounts by 20th August, 2016

100% Aadhaar seeding in bank accounts to be achieved for smooth disbursal of Scholarships. 

State of Haryana has decided that the payments for all kinds of state/central scholarships shall also be made through Aadhaar payment bridge (APB). 

The different central scholarships schemes applicable in Haryana are as under:

Scholarships Schemes:

· Post Matric Scholarships to SC Students

· Post Matric Scholarships to OBC Students

· National Means-cum-Merit Scholarships

· National Scheme of Incentive to SC Girls of 9th Class for Secondary Education

· Merit-cum-Means for Minority Students

· Post Matric Scholarships to Minority Students

· Pre Matric Scholarships to Minority Students
Departments in co-ordination with LDMs/Banks are already in the process of getting these beneficiaries’ Aadhaar number seeded into their bank accounts. The LDMs/Banks must ensure to get the consent form filled and linkage of bank accounts with beneficiary’s Aadhaar number at the earliest. The LDMs/Banks should also ensure that these cases are further mapped on NPCI for scholarship disbursal.

Department of Social Justice & Empowerment, Haryana has informed that at present all new bank accounts are opened through e-KYC and banks have been instructed to get the e-KYC done by the Business Correspondent (BC) while disbursing the pension and also to get the Aadhaar seeded in the bank account. The BC will also ensure that while disbursing the pension the consent of beneficiary is taken and shared with the department. In addition whenever a pensioner comes to bank for collection of pension his/her consent will be collected and Aadhaar seeding will also be done. 

To improve the bank seeding, Department will provide bank wise data of beneficiaries to bankers for bank seeding.

· Modified DBTL Scheme

The modified DBTL scheme has been successfully launched in all the 21 Districts of Haryana and at present Aadhaar seeding in LPG database is 87.9% & in Bank data base (ATC) is 77.4%. However it is observed that there are still 14.5% BTC (Bank Transfer Compliant) customers. 

Instructions issued from MoPNG regarding Aadhaar seeding in Pahal (DBTL) scheme is placed on Annexure – IV. Banks may take immediate necessary action in coordination with OMCs to seed Aadhaar in the bank accounts of these BTC customers.

	DOUBLING THE FARMER’S INCOME BY 2022
 


The Hon’ble Union Finance Minister in his Union Budget Speech for 2016-17 had announced doubling of Farmer’s income by 2022. Hon’able Prime Minister expressed desire on 28.2.2016 to double the income of farmers by the year 2022, when the country completes 75 years of independence. He unveiled a seven-point strategy to double the income of farmers in six years with measures to step up irrigation, provide better quality seeds and prevent post-harvest losses. He said "In the past, the emphasis has been on agricultural output, rather than on farmers' incomes”. 
With a good strategy, well-designed programmes, adequate resources and good governance in implementation, this target is achievable."

PM’s Seven strategies:

1. Big focus on irrigation with large budgets, with the aim of "per drop, more crop."

2. Provision of quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health of each field.

3. Large investments in warehousing and cold chains to prevent post-harvest crop losses.

4. Promotion of value addition through food processing.

5. Creation of a national farm market, removing distortions and creation of e-platform across 585 stations.

6. Introduction of a new crop insurance scheme to mitigate risks at affordable cost.

7. Promotion of ancillary activities like poultry, beekeeping and fisheries.
A National Level Seminar was also organized by NABARD on their 35th Foundation Day on 12th July, 2016 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. During the seminar some important points emerged which may help augment farmers’ income if translated into action. The same is as follows:-  

· Simplifying the agriculture loan application forms of banks; streamlining the process so as to facilitate easier processing of applications and speedier sanction of loan etc. 

During the deliberations held in 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28.07.2016, representative of NABARD briefed the house on the priority accorded to “Doubling the Farmer’s Income by 2022” a call given by Hon’ble Prime Minister of India. It was desired by NABARD that an exclusive Sub-Group of SLBC needs to be formed to address the issue as and when arise. It was also desired that the same may please be made a regular agenda item in SLBC meetings.
Member banks are requested to take steps by making more advances to the farmers and chalk out the plan for achieving the target fixed by Hon’ble Prime Minister.

	COMPUTERISATION OF LAND RECORDS IN HARYANA –  INTERFACE WITH BANKING SYSTEM-CREATION/ RELEASE OF ON-LINE CHARGE ON LAND HOLDINGS


Creation of Charge over Agriculture land as Primary or collateral for availing Bank loan is one of the formalities to be completed by the farmers. Computerization of land records resulting in online access to land records, online creation of charge by lending institutions is expected to go a long way in facilitating smooth flow of requisite credit to Agriculture Sector. 

During the last meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 10.03.2016, Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, Punjab National Bank requested the Land Record Department to provide the User ID and Password to the Lending Institutions so that they may able to have online access on the land record and may also be able to create online charge on the land record of borrowers in order to avoid double or multiple financing on the basis of Mortgage of some property/Land.

SLBC Secretariat has taken up the issue with Revenue Department, Haryana vide communications dated 15.6.16 and 18.7.16 but any communication from the Department is yet to be received.

The Representative from Department of Land Records, Haryana may provide latest update on the issue to the house.

· During the period ended June, 2016 (01.04.16-30.06.2016), banks have filed 1246 Recovery Certificate Cases amounting to Rs.87.39 Crore. As many as 1662 cases amounting to Rs.63.64 Crore have been disposed of during the period ended June, 2016 (01.04.16-30.06.16).  
· 2273 Cases involving an amount of Rs.75.15 crore are pending for more than three years.

Revenue Department, Haryana has been regularly following up and issuing instructions to all Deputy Commissioners of the State for early disposal of the recovery certificate cases lying pending in their respective districts. 
Earlier, SLBC has been obtaining pendency of cases filed under HACOMP Act from the LDMs but due to non receipt of the same from the DCOs of banks, LDMs are not in a position to submit proper information.

SLBC Secretariat has requested the Controlling Heads of SLBC member banks to provide districtwise details of recovery certificate cases which are lying pending but majority of the banks have not submitted the details of pending cases. 

Controlling heads of bank are requested to advise their field staff/DCOs to keep close liaison with LDM/Revenue Authorities for disposal of the pending cases filed by their bank and also provide Districtwise details of pending cases for taking up the matter with Revenue Department, Haryana accordingly.
All LDMs are requested to review the pendency in the DCC/DLRC meetings and make efforts to get the pendency cleared/minimized at the earliest.

The progress report received from banks under the scheme reveals as under:-

· Only 9 cases amounting to Rs.53 lac have been sanctioned and disbursed during the quarter ended June, 2016.

· Out of these 1 case amounting to Rs.2 lac has been sanctioned and disbursed to SC/ST beneficiary and

· 2 cases amounting to Rs.6 lac have been sanctioned and disbursed to women beneficiaries.

Priority Sector Guidelines for MSME Sector 

In terms of circular FIDD.CO.Plan.BC.54/04.09.01/2014-15 dated April 23, 2015 on ‘Priority Sector Lending - Targets and Classification’, bank loans to Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, for both Manufacturing and Service sectors are eligible to be classified under the Priority Sector as per the following norms:-

Manufacturing Enterprises 

The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises engaged in the manufacture or production of goods to any industry specified in the first schedule to the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951 and as notified by the Government from time to time. The Manufacturing Enterprises are defined in terms of investment in plant and machinery. 

Service Enterprises 

Bank loans up to Rs.5 crore per borrower/unit to Micro and Small Enterprises and Rs.10 crore to Medium Enterprises engaged in providing or rendering of services and defined in terms of investment in equipment under MSMED Act, 2006. 

In terms of the recommendations of the Prime Minister’s Task Force on MSMEs, banks are advised to achieve: 

(i) 20 per cent year-on-year growth in credit to micro and small enterprises, 

(ii) 10 per cent annual growth in the number of micro enterprise accounts and 

(ii) 60% of total lending to MSE sector as on preceeding March 31st to Micro enterprises 

It is further advised that banks should open more SME focused branch offices at different MSE clusters which can also act as Counseling Centers for MSEs. Each Lead Bank of a district may adopt at least one MSE cluster.

LDM Karnal and Gurgaon have organized the meetings. LDMs of remaining district are again advised to organize the meeting in the MSME Cluster of their respective districts so as to resolve the issues coming in the way of financing under MSME Sector.

During the deliberations of Ist meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 03.05.2016 and it was observed that progress under the scheme is not picking up. During discussions it was decided that a committee consisting of Lead District Manager, DDM NABARD, Department of Industries, Haryana and major banks may be formed at District level for identification of the weavers. The committee shall submit its report to Department of Industries & Commerce Haryana who in turn will allocate targets accordingly. 
During the deliberations of 136th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 13.05.2016 Lead District Managers of Haryana were advised to constitute a committee for identification of weavers in their respective districts. The matter is being followed up with LDMs but till date only LDM Fatehabad has constituted the committee for this purpose but no meeting of the committee to identify the weavers has been convened as yet. LDM Karnal has informed that there is no weaver in District Karnal. LDMs of remaining districts are requested to inform the status of their district in this regard.

NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana, Chandigarh vide their letter dated 20th July, 28th July and 4th August, 2016 have conveyed amendments in the concessional credit component & Revival, Reform and Restructuring (RRR) package for Handloom Sector. A copy of the same has been sent to all SLBC member banks and LDMs in the State of Haryana through e-mail dated 21.07.2016, 28.7.16 and 5th August, 2016 for their information and onward communication to their field functionaries. 
As per latest amendment, NABARD letter dated 4th August, 2016 the concessional credit component for handloom sector will now be available only through MUDRA Yojana to individual weavers and weaver entrepreneurs. Further, the commitment towards margin money and interest subsidy for already sanctioned WCC cases and the cases sanctioned at bank level till 31st August, 2016 will be honored subject to availability of funds with NABARD. The liabilities under RRR Package including legal reforms and computerization will continue to be disbursed through NABARD.

Further, specific instructions may also be issued to the appointed DCOs to ensure submission of all types of data required by Lead District Manager’s Office i.e DCC/DLRC data, SLBC feedback reports, Progress under Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY), PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, APY, PMMY and Stand Up India etc. within the specific timeframe enabling the LDMO to submit the same to SLBC Secretariat and other stakeholders. 

Controlling heads of banks vide Convener SLBC letter dated 21.07.16 have been requested to appoint a DCO in each district and to submit a copy of the instructions issued to the DCOs alongwith the details of appointed DCOs to SLBC Secretariat by 28.07.2016 positively.

Only Canara Bank, Indian Bank, Indian Overseas Bank, Punjab & Sind Bank and Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank have provided the details of their DCOs.

NHFDC functions as an apex institute for promoting economic development activities and self employment venture for the benefit of Persons with Disabilities (PWDs). The fund is channelized through State Channelizing Agencies (SCA) nominated by the respective state/ UT Government(s). NHFDC also provides grants for skill training of disabled persons. The detailed information on schemes and programmes of NHFDC is available on website www.nhfdc.nic.in.

With a view to make this segment of population economically independent in the state of Haryana, NHFDC has tied up with Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and Haryana Gramin Bank for  flow of collateral free concessional credit (interest rate of 4-8%p.a) to PWDs for self employment  under credit guarantee scheme of Government of India. The bank will also extend education loan to eligible students with disabilities for higher education in India and abroad at an interest rate of 3.5-4% p.a only. The entire loan extended to PWDs for above purpose shall be refinanced by NHFDC to the concerned bank. Also the partner Banks will be able to earn 3% interest margin on above loans extended to PWDs.
