	IMPLEMENTATION OF PRADHAN MANTRI JAN-DHAN YOJANA (PMJDY)


2.1 STATUS OF OPENING OF ACCOUNTS UNDER PMJDY

Banks have opened 53,98,669 accounts up to 30.09.2016 under PMJDY since its launching on 28.08.2014. All banks are advised to sensitize their staff that more and more accounts are to be opened under PMJDY and ensure that no person in the State of Haryana should remain unbanked.  Banks should also encourage opening of accounts of children.

2.1 (i)-PMJDY-OPENING OF ACCOUNTS-CONVERSION OF SMALL ACCOUNTS TO BASIC SAVING BANK DEPOSIT ACCOUNTS (BSBDA)

The Director, FI, DFS, MOF, GOI, New Delhi vide their office letter dated 30th Sept., 2016 informed that various Ministries/Departments of Government of India and some State Governments are facing problems in transfer of benefits in certain schemes due to restrictions imposed (restrictions on withdrawl of amount more than Rs.10000/-, balance in the accounts not to exceed Rs.50000/- at any point of time, credit limit not to be more than Rs.1 lakh) in the Small accounts, which is about 37% of the PMJDY accounts.

As per RBI guidelines, these small accounts would be valid normally for a period of twelve months. Thereafter, such accounts would be allowed to continue for a further period of twelve more months, if the account holder provides a document showing that she/he has applied for any of the officially valid document within twelve months of opening of the small account.

In view of the above, it has been requested to complete KYC of Small Accounts at the earliest so that customers are not put to hardship due to restrictions imposed under “Small Account”.

The above communication has been sent to all SLBC member banks and LDMs on 19.10.2016 for initiating necessary action in this regard.

During the 3rd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 27.10.2016, Controlling heads of banks were requested to advise their field functionaries to complete KYC of Small Accounts at the earliest so that customers are not put to hardship due to restrictions imposed under “Small Account”.

DFS, MOF, GOI, New Delhi vide communication dated 26.11.2015  informed that NPCI has extended 45 days usage condition (minimum one usage in 45 days) to 90 days (minimum one usage in 90 days) for RuPay Classic cardholders with effect from 25th Nov 2015.
It may be noted that 45 days usage condition will remain unchanged for RuPay Platinum Cardholders.
From April 2016 onwards any customer induced transaction done by the account holder at the bank branch within the stipulated period of 90 days will also be eligible for claiming the Rupay card linked insurance benefit.

Out of 53,98,669 accounts opened under PMJDY upto 30.09.2016, aadhaar have been seeded in 40,66,607 accounts which i.e 75.33% of the total accounts opened under the scheme upto 30.09.2016. The Government of India and State Govt. are implementing various DBT and Social Security schemes through bank accounts linked with Aadhaar to ensure that the benefits reach the genuine/actual beneficiaries.

Upto 30.09.2016, banks have provided 1674 Micro ATMs to their BCAs. 
In the first stage, Convener bank has also provided 441 Micro ATMs to its BCAs. This will enable the account holders to swipe their ATM Cards at BCA locations and they will not have to go to the far flung areas for swiping the ATM cards.  Besides 6245 ATMs installed by all the banks in the state of Haryana will also take care of swiping of cards.

In Haryana at all 3244 SSAs (Sub Service Area), the banking service is being provided either by the branches or by BCAs. Out of 3244 SSAs, 1262 SSAs are covered by branches and 1982 by BCAs.   In the State of Haryana 2213 BCAs have been appointed against the requirement of 1982 BCAs, therefore, not even single SSA has been left without the service of Bank Mitra/BCA.   The OBC, SBOP and IDBI have 5, 2, 1 inactive BCAs respectively and banks have assured that BCAs will be activated at the earliest.

	ENGAGING VILLAGE LEVEL ENTREPRENEURS (VLEs) AS BANKING CORRESPONDENTS


The Government of Haryana has proposed to install wi-fi in 150 villages in 4 districts of the State i.e. Faridabad, M.Garh, Rewari and Sonepat to provide the public services (for making various types of payments online, booking of Air/Railway Ticket, payment of electricity bills, telephone/mobile bills etc) to the masses through the Village Level Entrepreneurs (VLEs). The Government desires that VLEs should also be given BCA work for extending banking services for disbursement of Social Security Pensions etc. to make the services of VLEs economically viable.   

A meeting was convened on 25.10.2016 under the Chairmanship of ACS Finance, Haryana to work out the probabilities to engage the Village Level Entrepreneurs (VLEs) as Banking Correspondents.

However, the uncovered 22 villages are being provided banking services under SSA concept through bank branches/BCAs of the banks to which the SSAs have been allocated. After deliberating on the issue in the 3rd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana, it was decided that where BCAs/Bank Mitras are not working properly or are inactive, the banks should depute these VLEs (of the State Government) as the BCAs/Bank Mitras in the respective SSAs. The communication (through minutes of 3rd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 27.10.2016) in this regard has already been sent by SLBC to the Controlling Heads of the banks operating in Haryana and all LDMs to apprise the SLBC about locations/SSAs/villages where Bank Mitras are inactive or not delivering banking services efficiently.

	PRADHAN MANTRI SURAKSHA BIMA YOJANA (PMSBY), PRADHAN MANTRI JEEVAN JYOTI BIMA YOJANA (PMJJBY) AND ATAL PENSION YOJANA (APY)


Hon’ble Prime Minister launched 3 Social Security Schemes namely Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY), Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), and Atal Pension Yojana (APY) from Kolkatta on 09.05.2015 to provide insurance benefit to the families of affected persons and for old age security.

2.9.(i) Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY)-The scheme is a one year cover, renewable from year to year, Accidental Insurance Scheme offering insurance on accidental death and disability cover for disability on account of an accident. The scheme is being offered/administered through Public Sector General Insurance Companies (PSGICs) and other General Insurance Companies.

All Saving bank account holders in the age group of 18-70 years can enroll themselves in participating banks on payment of an annual premium of Rs.12/- renewable on year to year basis.

Up to 30.09.2016, banks have enrolled 24,45,872 persons under the scheme and 23,77,532  (97%) records have been uploaded by banks.

2.9.(ii)Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY)-The scheme is being implemented through LIC of India/other insurance companies willing to offer product on similar terms with necessary approvals and tie ups with banks for this purpose. Under the scheme all saving bank holders with the age-group of 18-50 years can enroll themselves to avail benefits of the scheme on payment of annual premium of Rs.330/-. Under the scheme Rs. 2 lacs is payable on member’s death due to any reason. Details of the scheme are available on PMJDY website and with all banks. 

DFS, MOF, GOI vide their letter No. F.No.H-12011/2/2015-Ins.II dated 20.05.2016 have informed amendment in rules for implementation of PMJJBY.  It has been decided by the competent authority to incorporate a lien clause in the rules of PMJJBY with effect from Ist Sept., 2016: whereby claims for deaths which occur during the first 45 days from the date of enrollment will not be paid.  The risk cover will commence only after the completion of 45 days from the date of enrollment into the scheme by the subscriber.  However deaths due to accidents will be exempted from the Lien Clause.

The revised consent cum enrolment form for PMJJBY with lien clause incorporated, effective from 01.06.2016 is given on Annexure No. 3B (P- 98).

All banks and Insurance companies are requested to initiate necessary action in order to ensure availability of the revised form for enrolment under PMJJBY.

Up to 30.09.2016, banks have enrolled 7,87,256 persons under the scheme and 709994 (90%) applications have been uploaded by banks.

2.9. (iii) Atal Pension Yojana (APY) - Keeping in mind the concern about the old age income security of the working poor, to focus on encouraging and enabling them to save for their retirement, to address the longevity risks among the workers in unorganized sector and to encourage them to voluntarily save for their retirement, the Government of India launched this pension scheme namely Atal Pension Yojana (APY). 

The scheme is being administered by Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority (PFRDA) through NPS Architecture.

Under APY, there is guaranteed minimum monthly pension for the subscribers ranging between Rs.1000/-to Rs.5000/- per month. The benefit of minimum pension will be guaranteed by Govt. of India.

All bank account holders which are citizen of India and in the age-group of 18-40 years can join APY and avail benefits of the scheme on payment of subscription according to their entry age and required minimum monthly pension ranging between Rs.1000/-to Rs.5000/- per month.

Complete details are available with the participating banks and on the website of PFRDA and PMJDY as well.

Up to 30.09.2016, banks have enrolled 76675 persons under the scheme and 74,225 (97%) records have been uploaded by banks.

	PRADHAN MANTRI MUDRA YOJANA (PMMY)


Micro Units & Development Agency Ltd. (MUDRA) was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on 8th April, 2015 as a new financial entity for developing and refinancing last mile financial intermediaries like banks, NBFCs and MFIs etc. who are in the business of lending to smaller of the micro enterprises in manufacturing, trading and service sector. 

On the same day Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana was launched to “fund the unfunded” by bringing such enterprises to the formal financial system and extending affordable credit to them.

It is felt that there is a need to give a special boost to bank finance to this segment on a mission mode, considering enormous task in reaching to the large number of such units, currently excluded from the formal credit.

This segment mainly consists of non-farm enterprises in manufacturing, trading and services whose credit needs are below Rs.10.00 lakh. The MUDRA loans have been classified as under:-

1. Shishu (Loans upto Rs.50000/-)

2. Kishore (Loans from Rs.50001-Rs.5.00 lacs)

3. Tarun (Loans above Rs.5.00 lac and upto Rs.10.00 lac)

It would be the endeavour of MUDRA that at least 60% of Credit goes to Shishu category units and the balance to Kishore and Tarun categories.

Mega Mudra Credit Camps were organized from 25.09.2015 to 01.10.2015 in all the districts of State for effective implementation of PMMY in the state.  Subsequent routine camps were also organized by LDMs.

	STAND-UP INDIA SCHEME


Stand-Up India Scheme has been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 5th April, 2016. The objective of the scheme is to facilitate bank loans between Rs.10 lakh and Rs. 100 lakh to at least one Scheduled Caster (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST) borrower and at least one women borrower per bank branch of all scheduled commercial banks for setting up a green field enterprise. This enterprise may be in manufacturing, service or trading sector. In case of non-individual enterprises at least 51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or Women Entrepreneur.

An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower. It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

Being  one  of  the  flagship  programmes  of  the Government of India, the
progress  of  implementation  of  Stand-Up  India  scheme  is being closely
monitored  by a National Level Steering Committee for Stand-Up India Scheme
under  the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister of Finance and 5 Ministers from
Union  Cabinet, 3 Members of Parliament, besides, CMDs of NABARD, SIDBI and
Chairman, DICCI as members of the Committee.

NABARD and SIDBI have been nominated as Nodal Agencies for implementing the Stand-Up India Scheme. NABARD has organized a one day seminar for sensitizing their DDMs as well as NABARD about the scheme for smooth implementation at the ground level.

Since the launch of Stand-Up India Scheme (on 5th April 2016) 586 Beneficiaries have been sanctioned loans amounting to Rs. 107.92 Crore out of which 531 cases amounting to Rs.86.42 crore have been disbursed. 179 cases amounting to Rs. 26.71 Crore have been sanctioned and 157 cases amounting to Rs. 22.86 Crores have been disbursed to SC/ST beneficiaries. 407 cases amounting to Rs. 81.22 Crore have been sanctioned and 374 cases amounting to Rs.63.56 Crores have been disbursed to Women Beneficiaries in Haryana State upto the period ended Sept., 2016.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Housing for all (Urban) Mission of the Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation was launched on 25th Sept., 2015. The Mission will be implemented through four verticals inter alia includes affordable Housing through Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLSS). CLSS is an important component of the Scheme.

HUDCO alone with National Housing Bank (NHB) has been identified as Central Nodal Agency (CNA) to channelize this subsidy to Primary Lending Institutions (PLIs) for effective monitoring of the scheme.

The progress report received from banks under the scheme upto the period ended Sept., 2016 reveals as under:-

· Only 21 cases amounting to Rs.92 lakh have been sanctioned and upto the period ended Sept., 2016 out of which 17 cases amounting to Rs.72 lakh have been disbursed.

· Out of these 4 cases amounting to Rs.10 lakh have been sanctioned and disbursed to SC/ST beneficiaries and

· 7 cases amounting to Rs.16 lakh have been sanctioned and disbursement amounting to Rs. 10 lakh has been made to 5 women beneficiaries.

Bankwise Progress is given on Annexure No.13 (P-114)

From the above, it has been observed that the progress under the scheme is not picking up.

Director, IF-II, Department of Financial Services (DFS), MOF, GOI, New Delhi vide their office letter dated 30th Sept., 2016 has informed that the progress of the Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLSS) is being reviewed at the highest level by both Department of Financial Services (DFS) and Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation (MO/HUPA).

On reviewing the implementation status of PMAY-CLSS of Public Sector Banks by DFS, it has been observed that banks need to upscale their efforts to ensure higher performance in CLSS. The progress of implementation of PMAY-CLSS is slow in the State.

A copy of brief on PMAY received from DFS was provided to SLBC Member Banks vide Convener SLBC letter dated 03.10.2016 for circulation amongst all field functionaries of their bank in the State of Haryana. Controlling heads of banks were also requested to advise all field functionaries of your bank to extend financing under the scheme so that the performance of bank under the scheme could be improved substantially.

Controlling heads of banks are once again are requested to upscale their efforts to improve the progress under the scheme.

The issue was also discussed in Special Meeting of SLBC Haryana on Financial Inclusion held on 03.10.2016. On the point of opening of FLC in Sohna Block of District Gurgaon by Corporation Bank, Regional Director, RBI, informed that FLC was mandatorily to be opened by the bank. However, if there are some issues, the same shall be taken separately. He opined that the decision of SLBC cannot be denied by any banks especially with this reference. Shri Suchindra Misra, Joint Secretary, DFS, GOI, New Delhi, emphasized that FLC should be opened by Corporation Bank without any further delay.

Convener SLBC, Haryana vide communication dated 04.10.2016 requested Reserve Bank of India, Chandigarh to take up the matter with Corporate Office of Corporation Bank for opening of FLC in the allocated Sohna Block of District Gurgaon at the earliest.

During the deliberations in the 3rd Meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 27.10.2016 and through SLBC e-mail dated 02.11.2016, Controlling Heads/representatives of the above banks were requested to inform the latest status to SLBC with regard to opening of FLC (s) in the remaining allocated blocks but no communication has been received from any of the above mentioned banks.

Controlling heads of the banks are requested to update the house with regard to the status of FLCs to be opened by their bank in the remaining allocated blocks.  

Further, they are also requested to ensure that independent FLC counselors are appointed for smooth functioning of the FLCs opened by their bank, particularly CBI, SBOP, PSB and Harco Bank.

During the deliberations of meeting of State Level Financial Inclusion Committee (SLFIC) held on 08.06.2016, the Chief Secretary expressed willingness to provide a room to FLCs and requested Sh. Sanjeev Kaushal, IAS, the then ACS, Finance & Planning to impart necessary directions to all Deputy Commissioners in this regard. 

During the deliberations of 137th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 12.08.2016 Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, Convener Bank, Head Office also requested the State Govt. to send a communication to the Deputy Commissioners to provide one room in DC Office, Tehsil Office or BDO Offices for FLC Counselor of the area for extending Financial Literacy to the common masses as these offices are frequently visited by the people of target group. Convener, SLBC vide its communications dated 3.10.2016 and 20.10.2016 has requested ACS, Finance to impart necessary instructions to all Dy. Commissioners in the State in this regard.

During the deliberations of 137th meeting of SLBC Haryana representative of HSRLM informed the house that being closely associated with FLCs, HSRLM would provide space/premises for functioning of FLCs opened/to be opened by banks at Block level where its offices (in 43 blocks) have been set up. 

Convener SLBC vide its letter dated 01.10.2016 has also requested HSRLM to provide the list of these offices to SLBC Secretariat for onward communication to the concerned banks so that independent space/premises could be provided to the FLCs for their smooth functioning. 

Representatives of IF&CC, Haryana and HSRLM may apprise the house.

The controlling heads of banks are requested to advise their rural branches to organize more financial literacy camps for different target groups with the help of Financial Literacy Counselor of their bank/area to ensure that information about latest banking schemes/Govt. of India schemes is disseminated amongst them so that the rural masses could avail the benefits of these schemes.

	IMPLEMENTATION OF PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY)


Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana was notified by Government of Haryana vide their notification no 3009/Agri.II (1)-2016/10854 dated 17.06.16 for the notified areas, crops, Indemnity level, sum insured, premium rates and seasonality discipline etc for implementation in the State of Haryana during Kharif 2016 & Rabi 2016-17 seasons.

The cut-off date for deduction of premium for Kharif 2016 crops was extended upto 10.08.2016. Banks were advised to cover the loanee and non-loanee farmers under the scheme and ensure submission of the premium alongwith the required details of the farmers to the respective Insurance Companies by within the stipulated period.

Bankwise/Districtwise Progress under PMFBY is given on Annexure No. 15.1-15.4 (P 117-120).

During the deliberations, controlling heads of banks were requested to go through the progress of their bank from the annexure and report the discrepancies, if any, to SLBC immediately for making necessary corrections and incorporating the corrected progress report in the agenda papers of 138th meeting of SLBC Haryana scheduled for 15.11.2016. No discrepancy has been reported by any of the SLBC Member Banks.
The progress under the scheme was reviewed in a meeting held on 17.10.2016 in Haryana Civil Secretariat under the Chairmanship of Shri P.Raghavendra Rao, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance and Planning, Govt. of Haryana and the issues and difficulties faced by the different stakeholders in implementation of the scheme. 

Further, a meeting to discuss the strategies and overcome the difficulties faced by the different stakeholders in implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) was held in the office of Convener SLBC Haryana on 20.10.2016 and the following suggestions/inputs were given by the bankers’ representatives & insurance Companies:-

1. As per PMFBY scheme the insurance of each loanee farmer is compulsory for which the premium was deducted by the bankers from the account of each loanee farmer.  In case banker does not deduct the premium of insurance, and if any natural calamity arises resulting in damages to the crops, the banker/the respective branch incumbent will be held accountable for the damage. During the period of deduction of insurance premium of Kharif 2016 crops, there were huge protest /agitation made by the farmers in front of the bank branches against the implementation of the scheme who alleged that the premium has been deducted by the bankers against the willingness of the farmers thus the banks had to face a lot of hardship in their routine working also and at few places man handling with bank staff also came to the notice where police also had to be called. In this situation Annexure ‘C’ which depicts the consent of the farmer and his crop pattern cannot be taken by the banker from individual farmer.

In view of the above, it was suggested that for implementation of PMFBY for Rabi crop 2016-2017 the dissemination at the larger & wider level should be made by the District Administration to make the farmers aware of the benefits of the scheme. The interested farmers for PMFBY should approach the respective bank branch for getting his crop insured and submit the Annexure ‘C’ form prescribed to be taken under PMFBY. 

2. There are various problems faced by the bankers and insurance companies at district level in the implementation of this scheme therefore to review the work at district level, fortnightly meeting should be held in each district of all the stakeholders i.e. insurance companies, Agriculture department, LDM, DCOs, LDOs of RBI and DDM, NABARD under the chairmanship of the Deputy Commissioner of District for smooth implementation of PMFBY- Rabi 2016. It was also opined that one officer from Agriculture Department at District level preferably Deputy Director Agriculture be nominated as a Nodal officer, who coordinates all the activities of PMFBY at District Level.

3. As no mortgage of land for crop loan up to Rs.1 lac is required, some farmers particularly oral/tenant/landless/contractual farmers might have raised loan from different banks and there may be chances of duplicity of loan by the same farmers. Moreover, the commercial banks take BC letter (Balance Confirmation Letter) duly signed by the loanee farmers before the lapse of 3 years, which automatically extend/renew the law limitation period for another 3 years to enable the banker to take legal recourse in case of default is made by the farmer.                                           

The bankers are of the view that number of such cases would not be more than 10% of total KCC loan and also these farmers should not be deprived of loan in absence of any security or title deed in their name. It was also suggested by the house that to reduce the duplicity of loan by the same farmers, KCC accounts should be linked with Aadhaar and also banks should take the confirmation copy/undertaking from the farmers for outstanding of any loan from any of the other Financial Institutions.

4. The bankers informed the house that PMFBY insurance premium has been deducted as per the crop given in the record of the bank.  The farmers might have changed their crop pattern without any information to bank. The house suggested that the record of crop pattern is to be updated by the concerned Patwari of the areas who usually visit the field from time to time in his official capacity and the insurance companies and banks should take the updated data of crop from Patwari for smooth implementation of PMFBY.

5.  The information required by the Insurance agencies and the information to be uploaded on Agriculture Department Portal was not in consonance and the banks had to put in more time to provide different information required by different agencies. Also the uploading of information on portal was not user friendly for the bankers as the portal was having different code for which bankers do not have any knowledge. 

The participants suggested that there should be one common/uniform form containing all the information to be used by all the stakeholders. Also Agriculture department should sensitize the bank staff at all district level with details of codes to be uploaded on portal. The portal also could not be opened at many places specifically at the branches situated in remote areas.

6. In cooperative banks there are many chances of credit limits being sanctioned to farmers on the basis of ghost acreage and false declarations. To prevent sanction/advancement of crop loan on the basis of ghost acreage, sanction of credit limits to the farmer should be linked with computerized land record. Also, it is informed by the official of HARCO Bank that since 1984 no confirmation of loanees/members accounts of PACS has been carried out.  Hence, to rule out the chances of misappropriation/embezzlement in the level of PACS confirmation of accounts at the level of PACS by departmental staff is required. 

In case of HARCO bank, since the bank neither takes documentation nor balance confirmation letter from the borrower, in this case they have to take fresh documentation in consultation with their Law department to safeguard the interest of their bank. 

The commercial banks are taking the balance confirmation letter on regular basis from all type of borrowers. Bankers are to be provided access to the State Revenue record to view the details of any mutation done by the farmers on agriculture land for any loan taken from the financial institutions. However in commercial banks, before giving any type of loan to any borrower including for agriculture, CIBIL report of a person is obtained to see his eligibility and the quantum of indebtedness or default in repayment etc. 

Controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure uploading of data relating to PMFBY on the portal immediately.

Of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Haryana on 29.10.2016 for information and necessary guidance in the matter.

As advised by Reserve Bank of India Central Office Mumbai vide their letter no.FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.NO.82/02.01.001/2015-16 dated 30.12.2015 received through RBI Chandigarh letter dated 21.01.2016 roadmap for opening of brick and mortar branches in 194 such identified villages (without having a bank branch of a scheduled commercial bank) with population above 5000 was prepared by SLBC.

Out of 194 such identified villages, brick and mortar branches in 2 villages (with population more than 5000) were opened during the quarter ended March, 2016. 
It is informed that no branch has been opened during the quarter ended Sept., 2016 and 192 villages are yet to be covered during the remaining period of current financial year 2016-17. 

During the deliberations of 137th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 12.08.2016, Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB advised to re-examine the issue for which a fresh report be taken from the LDMs as some other bank may have already opened the branch in the allocated village.  After the revisit, a time bound plan may be formed and placed before SLBC for review.

SLBC Secretariat through the minutes, action points of the above meeting and letter dated 2.11.2016 had advised all LDMs to revisit the issue and submit the latest position. LDM Ambala, Gurgaon, Jind and Karnal have informed that no branch has been opened in the allocated villages. 

Remaining LDMs are requested to apprise the status of their district to the house. 

Since the allocated villages are to be covered by March, 2017 and only 5 months are left for the close of the financial year, Controlling heads of the concerned banks are requested to prepare a roadmap and initiate necessary steps for opening of brick and mortar branches in the villages allocated to their respective banks by March, 2017 positively.

· Pre Matric Scholarships to Minority Students
Data pertaining to above schemes is available with the concerned line departments. Departments in co-ordination with LDMs/Banks are already in the process of getting these beneficiaries Aadhaar number seeded into their bank accounts. The LDMs/Banks must ensure to get the consent form filled and linkage of bank accounts with beneficiary’s Aadhaar number at the earliest. The LDMs/Banks should also ensure that these cases further mapped on NPCI for scholarship disbursal.

· Similarly, the targets under Agriculture & Allied Sector have been achieved in 2 districts i.e. Jind and Panchkula missed by 19 districts. Out of 19 districts, 4 districts namely Karnal (99%), Panipat (96%), Rewari (95%) and Yamuna Nagar (99%) have achieved more than 90% of the prorate target.

· The targets under Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises have been achieved/surpassed in 10 districts and missed by 11 districts namely Ambala, Bhiwani, Hisar, Jhajjar Jind, Kaithal, Karnal, Kurukshetra, Mewat, Palwal and Panchkula districts. Out of these 11, 2 districts namely Kurukshetra (98%), Panchkula (97%) districts have achieved more than 95% of the prorate target.

· The targets under Other Priority Sector have been achieved by only 8 districts namely Faridabad, Hisar, Jind, Karnal, Kurukshetra, Panchkula, Panipat, and Rohtak and missed by 13 districts. 2 Districts i.e. Fatehabad (99%) and Yamuna Nagar (91%) have achieved more than 90% of their prorate target for the period ended Sept., 16.

	DOUBLING THE FARMER’S INCOME BY 2022
 


The Hon’ble Union Finance Minister in his Union Budget Speech for 2016-17 had announced doubling of Farmer’s income by 2022. Hon’ble Prime Minister expressed desire on 28.2.2016 to double the income of farmers by the year 2022, when the country completes 75 years of independence. He unveiled a seven-point strategy to double the income of farmers in six years with measures to step up irrigation, provide better quality seeds and prevent post-harvest losses. He said "In the past, the emphasis has been on agricultural output, rather than on farmers' incomes”. 
With a good strategy, well-designed programmes, adequate resources and good governance in implementation, this target is achievable."

PM’s Seven strategies:

1. Big focus on irrigation with large budgets, with the aim of "per drop, more crop."

2. Provision of quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health of each field.

3. Large investments in warehousing and cold chains to prevent post-harvest crop losses.

4. Promotion of value addition through food processing.

5. Creation of a national farm market, removing distortions and creation of e-platform across 585 stations.

6. Introduction of a new crop insurance scheme to mitigate risks at affordable cost.

7. Promotion of ancillary activities like poultry, beekeeping and fisheries.
A National Level Seminar was also organized by NABARD on their 35th Foundation Day on 12th July, 2016 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. During the seminar some important points emerged which may help augment farmers’ income if translated into action. The same is as follows:-  

· Simplifying the agriculture loan application forms of banks; streamlining the process so as to facilitate easier processing of applications and speedier sanction of loan etc. 
While deliberating on the above issue during review in 137th SLBC meeting, it was desired by the house that an exclusive Sub-Group consisting of members from RBI, NABARD, Commercial Banks, RRB, Convener Bank, Harco Bank and representatives from Agriculture Department may be formed to address the issue as and when arise.

Convener SLBC vide its letters dated 23.09.2016 and 15.10.2016 has requested Chief Secretary, Haryana and Additional Chief Secretary, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana to initiate necessary steps in this regard.
Representative of IF&CC, Haryana and Agriculture Department, Haryana may apprise the house in this regard.

	ITEM NO. 13
	COMPUTERISATION OF LAND RECORDS IN HARYANA –  INTERFACE WITH BANKING SYSTEM-CREATION/ RELEASE OF ON-LINE CHARGE ON LAND HOLDINGS


Creation of Charge over Agriculture land as Primary or collateral for availing Bank loan is one of the formalities to be completed by the farmers. Computerization of land records resulting in online access to land records, online creation of charge by lending institutions is expected to go a long way in facilitating smooth flow of requisite credit to Agriculture Sector. 

During the last meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 10.03.2016, Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, Punjab National Bank requested the Land Record Department to provide the User ID and Password to the Lending Institutions so that they may able to have online access on the land record and may also be able to create online charge on the land record of borrowers in order to avoid double or multiple financing on the basis of Mortgage of some property/Land.

SLBC Secretariat has taken up the issue with Revenue Department, Haryana vide communications dated 15.6.16 and 18.7.16 but any communication from the Department is yet to be received.

The Representative from Department of Land Records, Haryana may provide latest update on the issue to the house.

	ISSUES OF REVENUE DEPARTMENT HARYANA


1. SLBC Secretariat has been regularly following up with Revenue & Disaster Management Department Haryana (Communications dated 13.04.16, 12.05.16, 22.06.16, 19.07.2016, 23.08.16 and 23.09.16) for clarifying whether charge is to be created on the agriculture land against which financial assistance has been provided by the banks, as per section 4 (1) only of the HACOMP Act, 1973 and whether such creation of charge will be a valid charge under the act that means when borrower defaults in repayment of bank dues the bank can sell the related property as per the provision of the law as in the case of Registered Mortgage or by execution of registered mortgage deed as being done by banks as per prevailing practice.  

Stamp & Registration Branch of Revenue & Disaster Management Department, Haryana vide their office letter dated 7.11.2016 has informed as under:-

“On the subject above, Government has already issued clarification vide this department Memo No.6832-STR-6-2013-4845 dated 17.04.2016. In view of the HACOMP Act, 1973 which is applicable on the cases of financial assistance provided by the banks under Section 4 (1) only of the HACOMP Act, 1973 for creation of charge in revenue record on the basis of memo issued by the Banks in favour of the CRO and the memo is returned back to the concerned bank after creating the charge in favour of the bank.”

In view of the said clarification and order dated 7th October, 2013 of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the case State V/s Narvir Singh decision is to be taken by the Banks on the above point whether such creation of charge will be a valid charge under the Act when borrower defaults in repayment of Bank dues the Bank can sell the related property as per the provisions of the law as in the case of registered mortgage. In this regard your attention is invited to Section 17 & 49 of the Registration Act, 1908 and Section 58-62 of Transfer of Property Act, 1882 and article 6 and 40 of the Indian Stamp Act, 1899. In view of the facts what has been stated above the SLBC may proceed further.”  
2. Government of Haryana has approved creation of Charkhi Dadri as 22nd District of Haryana. A notification in this regard is to be issued by Revenue & Disaster Management Department Haryana. It is requested that a copy of the same may please be provided to SLBC Haryana for reference and further necessary action.
3. As per RBI guidelines in the event of any natural calamity, a special meeting of State Level Bankers Committee/District Level Review Committee is to be convened to extend relief measures to the affected people of the area/district/state. On issuance of notification by Govt. of Haryana declaring the areas affected by the natural calamity, SLBC convenes a Special SLBC meeting for discussing the relief measures to be provided to the affected people as per the decision taken in the Special SLBC meeting. 

4. Revenue & Disaster Management Department Haryana is requested that in case of declaration of any natural calamity in the State of Haryana or any part of the State of Haryana, a copy of the Notification issued by the Department/Government of Haryana may please immediately be provided to SLBC Secretariat for convening Special SLBC meeting and onward communication to the Lead District Managers for convening Special DCC/DLRC meeting.

The issue was also discussed in the 3rd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 27.10.2016.

	PROGRESS OF RURAL SELF EMPLOYMENT TRAINING INSTITUTES (RSETIs) –SEPT., 2016


 
In the State of Haryana, RSETIs are functioning in all 21 districts of the state.
 
From the progress of report of RSETIs upto Sept., 2016, it has been observed that:-

· 3100 training programmes of Skill Development have been organized upto Sept., 2016 wherein 79373 trainees participated.
· 11751 trainees have been financed by the banks to start their Enterprises, 32163 trainees have set up enterprise with their owned funds and 4575 trainees got wage employment.

· Settlement rate is 61%.

· Out of the total 79373 trainees, 27869 were from SC/ ST category, 21908 from OBC, 5872 from Minority and 23724 were from other categories.

· 42070 women & 425 Handicapped persons have also been provided training for self-employment.

· 3546 trainees have also been sponsored by KVIC/KVIB/DIC.
 
Performance of the RSETIs functioning in the State up to Sept., 2016 is given on Annexure No.23 (P-144). 

Controlling heads of banks are requested to advise their branches to dispose of the loan applications of RSETI trained candidates on merits and clear the pendency so that credit linkage of these candidates could be improved further for making them self-reliant.

· Payment of charges/taxes for getting the maps of RSETI buildings passed from respective Municipal Corporations/Committees/Department of Town & Country Planning. 
The above issues were discussed in the meetings held with different Departments of Govt. of Haryana and as decided in the meeting held on 03.08.2016 under the Chairmanship of Shri Sanjeev Kaushal, IAS, ACS, Finance, Director General, Town & Country Planning Department, Haryana, Chandigarh vide office order dated 17.10.2016 delegated to District Level Clearance Committee (DLCC) headed by the Deputy Commissioner to approve change of land use applications for setting up of Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs) upto one acre.   

Further, the following issues are still pending for decision/resolution:-

· Payment of CLU charges should be waived.
· Sanction of electricity loads/water supply on domestic rates-MORD vide its letter dated 15.09.2015 had advised all the State Governments as under:-

“Difficulty in constructions of RSETI Premises-It has been brought to our notice that wherever RSETIs have been allotted land and constructed the RSETI premises; demands for water and electricity charges are raised at commercial rates. It is  clarified that RSETIs are engaged in training unemployed youth, as per Govt. of India guidelines and as such, they should not be treated as commercial establishments and hence charges as applicable to domestic rates need only be collected.” 

· Waiver of payment of charges/taxes for getting the maps of RSETI buildings passed/approved from respective Municipal Corporations/Committees/Department of Town & Country Planning.

	SCHEME OF MINISTRY OF NEW RESOURCES & ENERGY (MNRE),GOI FOR PROMOTING SOLAR PHOTOVOLTAIC WATER PUMPING SYSTEMS FOR IRRIGATION 


During the deliberations of the 137th meeting of SLBC Haryana it was advised that LDMs and Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank to sensitize all the field staff to provide finance under Solar Pumpset as NABARD is providing 40% subsidy and some of the banks have also waived the collateral security for loan upto Rs.5.00 lakh and also by financing under this project the Investment credit of the banks will increase. 
Punjab National Bank also for the purpose of popularizing installation of new solar pump sets and replacement of Electric/Diesel Pump Sets with Solar pumps introduced a capital subsidy on solar pump sets for irrigation purpose under which maximum subsidy of Rs.57600/- per H.P. will be given to the farmers. PNB has made good dissemination of this scheme amongst rural masses.

All agriculture officers/ LDMs/Branch Incumbents have been advised to focus on lending under this scheme in order to increase the overall investment credit of the bank for which each Agriculture Officer and Branch Manager has been allocated targets.

Convener Bank has already issued detailed Circular on 18.06.2016 to its branches for implementation of the scheme.

Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank has also informed that circulars regarding scheme of Solar photovoltaic water pumping systems for irrigation have been issued and target of one case per branch has also been allocated. The security norms for loans upto Rs. 5.00 lac to Solar Pump have also been waived by the bank.

Lead District Managers are advised to popularize the scheme and sensitize the bank staff about the scheme in their respective districts with the assistance of DDM NABARD.

· Out of 1257, 325 applications amounting to Rs.910.70 lacs (Margin Money) were sanctioned by banks during the period ended Sept., 2016.

· 260 applications involving margin money of Rs.640.95 lac have been disbursed (including the cases sanctioned during 2015-16 and remained pending for disbursement) generating 2080 employment numbers. 

· 146 applications involving margin money amounting to Rs.366.26 lac have been disbursed by Corporation Bank Mumbai. Total Margin Money amounting to Rs.1007.21 lacs has been disbursed against the target of Rs.4551.24 lacs. Thus achieving 22% of the target. 
· 61 applications have been rejected by banks and 713 projects were still lying pending with various branches of banks in the State of Haryana.

Priority Sector Guidelines for MSME Sector 

In terms of circular FIDD.CO.Plan.BC.54/04.09.01/2014-15 dated April 23, 2015 on ‘Priority Sector Lending - Targets and Classification’, bank loans to Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, for both Manufacturing and Service sectors are eligible to be classified under the Priority Sector as per the following norms:-

Manufacturing Enterprises 

The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises engaged in the manufacture or production of goods to any industry specified in the first schedule to the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951 and as notified by the Government from time to time. The Manufacturing Enterprises are defined in terms of investment in plant and machinery. 

Service Enterprises 

Bank loans up to Rs.5 crore per borrower/unit to Micro and Small Enterprises and Rs.10 crore to Medium Enterprises engaged in providing or rendering of services and defined in terms of investment in equipment under MSMED Act, 2006. 

In terms of the recommendations of the Prime Minister’s Task Force on MSMEs, banks are advised to achieve: 

(i) 20 per cent year-on-year growth in credit to micro and small enterprises, 

(ii) 10 per cent annual growth in the number of micro enterprise accounts and 

(ii) 60% of total lending to MSE sector as on preceeding March 31st to Micro enterprises 

It is further advised that banks should open more SME focused branch offices at different MSE clusters which can also act as Counseling Centers for MSEs. Each Lead Bank of a district may adopt at least one MSE cluster.

3. It has been observed by RBI that deficiencies found during study are due to unawareness of Branch Managers. Banks to sensitize their BMs in this regard to ensure that MSE loans upto Rs.10 lac are provided 100% collateral free.

NHFDC functions as an apex institute for promoting economic development activities and self employment venture for the benefit of Persons with Disabilities (PWDs). The fund is channelized through State Channelizing Agencies (SCA) nominated by the respective state/ UT Government(s). NHFDC also provides grants for skill training of disabled persons. The detailed information on schemes and programmes of NHFDC is available on website www.nhfdc.nic.in.
With a view to make this segment of population economically independent in the state of Haryana, NHFDC has tied up with Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and Haryana Gramin Bank for  flow of collateral free concessional credit (interest rate of 4-8%p.a) to PWDs for self employment  under credit guarantee scheme of Government of India. The bank will also extend education loan to eligible students with disabilities for higher education in India and abroad at an interest rate of 3.5-4% p.a only. The entire loan extended to PWDs for above purpose shall be refinanced by NHFDC to the concerned bank. Also the partner Banks will be able to earn 3% interest margin on above loans extended to PWDs.

Any Bank interested to sign agreement with NHFDC for flow of concessional credit to PWDs may contact the office of Ministry of Social Justice and empowerment. Govt. of India, Shastri Bhawan, New Delhi.
