	SUPPORT FROM FINANCIAL INCLUSION FUND (FIF)-DEPLOYMENT OF POS TERMINALS IN TIER 5 & 6 CENTRES


NABARD, Central Office, Mumbai vide their Circular No.283/DFIBT-39/2016 dated 6th Dec.,2016 addressed to CMDs/Chairman/CEOs of Scheduled Commercial Banks, State Cooperative Banks and District Central Cooperative Banks  had informed there is a thrust on digital transactions and a need to provide an impetus to cashless transactions amongst the farming community also. As such, there is a need to increase the digital payments and acceptance infrastructure in rural areas. The deployment of Point of Sale Machines (PoS) Terminals will ensure cashless transactions which will squeeze the physical use of money/currency resultantly the customers will withdraw only small amounts of cash in rural areas and especially in Tier 5 & 6 centres, covering population less than 10000.

As informed earlier that NABARD is extending financial support of maximum Rs.6000/- (Rs. Six Thousand only) from Financial Inclusion Fund (FIF) for deployment of PoS Terminals in one lakh villages in Tier 5-6 Centres, subject to a cap of two PoS devices per village.

Govt. of India has advised to complete Aadhaar seeding in all Bank accounts by 31.12.2017. In case, the Aadhaar is not provided to the bank by 31.12.2017, the account shall cease to be operational (become inoperative) till the time Aadhaar is provided to the bank for seeding. 

Ministry of Rural Development, GOI, New Delhi had devised a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for Aadhaar Seeding in the accounts of MGNREGA Workers. As per the SOP, DRDA will provide the consent forms to the Lead District Manager for seeding of Aadhaar through the concerned banks. SLBC Secretariat had forwarded the SOP to all LDMs on 31.03.2017 with an advice to share the same with the District Administration and ensure its compliance. The revised SOP received from Rural Development Department, Haryana has also been sent to LDMs on 24th July, 2017. The same has also been provided to the District Administration by MORD, GOI, New Delhi for meticulous compliance.
To accomplish the task, MORD has advised to organize special camps from 25th July-10th Sept., 2017 for seeding of Aadhaar in the accounts of MGNREGA Workers in the State of Haryana as per the schedule prepared by the District Administration in coordination with the Lead District Managers.

It is informed that suitable instructions have already been imparted to all LDMs in the State of Haryana vide SLBC Secretariat e-mail dated 7th July, 2017 and letter dated 11th July, 2017 and by ACS Finance, Haryana in a Video Conference held on 18th July, 2017. 
During the deliberations in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28th July, 2017, the controlling heads of bank were also requested to advise their field functionaries to participate in the camps being organized from 25th July, 2017 to 10th Sept., 2017 to ensure 100% Aadhaar seeding the accounts of MGNREGA Workers being maintained in their bank branches.

It Was decided to incorporate a lien clause in the rules of PMJJBY with effect from Ist September, 2016: whereby claims for deaths which occur during the first 45 days from the date of enrollment will not be paid.  The risk cover will commence only after the completion of 45 days from the date of enrollment into the scheme by the subscriber.  However deaths due to accidents will be exempted from the Lien Clause. Accordingly, the revised consent cum enrolment form for PMJJBY with lien clause incorporated, effective from 01.06.2016. All banks and Insurance companies are requested to initiate necessary action in order to ensure availability of the revised form for enrolment under PMJJBY.

All bank account holders which are citizen of India and in the age-group of 18-40 years can join APY and avail benefits of the scheme on payment of subscription according to their entry age and required minimum monthly pension ranging between Rs.1000/-to Rs.5000/- per month.

Activities allied to agriculture include pissiculture, beekeeping, poultry, livestock rearing, grading, sorting, aggregation agro industries, dairy, fishery, Agri-Clinics and Agribusiness Centres, Food & Agro Processing etc.

Further, we have received a copy of D.O. No. 25-1 (15)/2016-17/AHD (Coord.) dated 19.01.2017 through the office of Director General, Animal Husbandry & Dairying, Haryana vide their letter dated 29th March, 2017 with the request to ensure to provide the benefits of PMMY to farmers as per the guidelines issued by MOF, GOI, in this regard.

Stand-Up India Scheme was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 5th April, 2016. The objective of the scheme is to facilitate bank loans between Rs.10 lakh and Rs. 100 lakh to at least one Scheduled Caste (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST) borrower and at least one woman borrower per bank branch of all scheduled commercial banks for setting up a green field enterprise. This enterprise may be in manufacturing, service or trading sector. In case of non-individual enterprises at least 51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or Woman Entrepreneur.

An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower. It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

During the current financial year i.e. upto June, 2017, 239 beneficiaries have been sanctioned loans amounting to Rs.55.29 crore and disbursement amounting to Rs.38.06 crore has been made in 230 cases. Out of 239, 65 cases amounting to Rs. 11.80 Crore sanctioned and 62 cases amounting to Rs.6.70 Crores disbursed to SC/ST and 174 cases amounting to Rs.43.49 Crore sanctioned and 168 cases amounting to Rs.31.37 Crores disbursed to Women Beneficiaries in Haryana State.

During the meeting representatives of 
Controlling Offices of banks were requested to advise their field functionaries to make concerted efforts to improve their performance under the scheme so that the target allocated to their bank and State of Haryana could be achieved.

	PRADHAN MANTRI AWAS YOJANA (PMAY)-CREDIT LINKED SUBSIDY SCHEME (CLSS)-PROGRESS DURING THE QUARTER ENDED JUNE, 2017 (2017-18)


Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Housing for all (Urban) Mission of the Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation was launched on 25th June, 2015. The Mission will be implemented through four verticals inter alia includes affordable Housing through Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLSS). CLSS is an important component of the Scheme.

HUDCO along with National Housing Bank (NHB) has been identified as Central Nodal Agency (CNA) to channelize this subsidy to Primary Lending Institutions (PLIs) for effective monitoring of the scheme.

As the progress under the scheme was not picking up, the Government of India decided to extend the scheme for Middle Income Group beneficiaries as well. It is expected that with this step of Govt. of India, the progress under the scheme may pick up drastically. 
Progress under scheme during the quarter ended June, 2017 is as under:-
· 43 cases amounting to Rs.469 lakh have been sanctioned, out of which 36 cases amounting to Rs.272 lakh have been disbursed.

· Out of these 9 cases amounting to Rs.58 lakh have been sanctioned to SC/ST beneficiaries and disbursement has been made in 9 cases amounting to Rs.55 lacs.

· 15 cases amounting to Rs.158 lakh have been sanctioned to women and disbursement amounting to Rs.158 lakh has been made in 17 cases.

Bank wise and District wise progress under the scheme is given on Annexure No.13 (P-129).

From the above, it is observed that the progress under the scheme is low. Representatives of banks are requested to share their views about the low progress under the scheme.

The above progress was also discussed in the review meeting held at ours on 21st July, 2017 and 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28th July, 2017 in which the representative of SUDA informed that a survey has been conducted in the State from 1st June, 2017 to 25th July, 2017 and the validation and uploading of surveyed data is in process.
The Nodal Agency, SUDA is requested that on finalization of the surveyed data, a block wise/bank wise list of beneficiaries may please be provided to SLBC Haryana for circulation amongst the SLBC member banks for contacting the beneficiaries to provide them financing under the scheme so that the progress under the scheme could be improved significantly.
Controlling heads of banks are requested to advise their field functionaries to finance under the scheme so that the performance of their bank and the State of Haryana as a whole could be improved further.

2 FLCs have been opened by OBC in July, 2017 thus raising the number of operative FLCs to 131 and number of blocks covered to 119.

1 FLC opened by Bank of India in Hisar was closed by the bank itself. SLBC has been taking up the matter with Bank of India regularly for restarting the functioning of FLC. 
An MOU has been signed by PNB with CRISIL Foundation for opening of 5 FLCs i.e. 3 in District Karnal (Indri, Nissing and Asandh) and 2 in District Panipat (Israna & Samalkha) on pilot project basis of Reserve Bank of India.
As at March, 2017 the FLCs were to be opened in the 11 blocks. 3 FLCs were opened by SBI during the quarter ended June, 2017. Further, progress made in this regard as at June, 17 is given below:-

Govt. of Haryana has issued notification on 13.06.2017 for implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) in the State of Haryana for Kharif 2017 and Rabi 2017-18 Seasons. A copy of the notification has already been provided to the Controlling Heads of SLBC member banks in the State of Haryana through e-mail dated 15.06.2017 for imparting necessary instructions to their branches in the State for its implementation.

Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana has provided a calendar of activities to be performed by the banks and Insurance Companies for implementation of the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) in the State of Haryana for Kharif, 2017 season. The same was discussed in the meeting held with banks on 21.07.2017 and in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28th July, 2017.  

As per the notification premium was to be deducted upto 31st July, 2017 and to be remitted to the respective insurance company through NEFT/RTGS within 15 days from the cut-off date in case of loanee farmers and within 7 days for non-loanee farmers.
Further, farmer wise data is also to be uploaded on the PMFBY portal within 15 days from the cut-off date for collection of premium from farmers. In case of holiday on last day, the next working day will be considered last day.
Controlling heads of banks are also requested to ensure submission of the details of farmers covered and premium collected as per the format sent to their office by SLBC Secretariat vide e-mail dated 03.08.2017.

The representative of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana may deliberate on the issue.

	PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY)-MANDATORY ENTRY OF ALL COVERAGE DETAILS ON PORTAL FOR KHARIF 2017 ONWARDS


Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Govt. of India, New Delhi vide their letter dated 24th July, 2017 have advised that it has been brought to their notice that certain banks have raised their concern of not having Aadhaar ID of the loanee farmers linked to SAO loan/KCC account. Since, the scheme emphasizes that Aadhaar is mandatory under the DBT scheme and also it is mandatory for the all the loanee farmers to be provided with the insurance coverage.
SLBCs of all the states have been advised by the Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department to issue necessary directives to all the participating banks to debit the premium for all notified crops & notified areas from the loan account of all farmers before the stipulated cut-off date mentioned in the notification/GO and electronically remit the same to the respective Insurance Companies (ICs) within prescribed cut-off date of notification. It has also been directed to issue a crop wise declaration to respective ICs for Kharif 2017 mentioning name of crop, number of farmers covered, area covered (in hect.), sum insured and details of premium remitted by the bank branches with UTRs to the respective Insurance Companies in compliance with the cut off dates as mentioned in the OG/notifications issued by the concerned States/UTs.
Further, in case certain accounts are not updated with the Aadhaar number, the participating bank must ensure to get the same from the individual borrowers and upload the necessary details of individual insured farmers on Crop Insurance Portal through available modules of CBS integrated online/offline utility as conveyed vide MOA letter dated 12th July, 2017.

It is submitted that there is no clarification about the farmers who have not got issued the Aadhaar Card till date and premium has been deducted from their account. 

As per Aadhaar act for any separate provision/facility, if Aadhaar is to be seeded, separate consent is required to be obtained from the concerned person/beneficiary. Under these circumstances, it would be difficult for the bankers, who are already over occupied to take consent forms from all the loanee farmers for seeding of Aadhaar in bank account and at PMFBY portal as well.

As such, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana is requested to seek necessary clarification from the Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, GOI, New Delhi in this regard.
Representative of UIDAI and Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana may apprise the house in this regard.

	APPROVAL OF THE HOUSE FOR THE PERIODICITY OF EACH CROP GROWN IN THE STATE


Advances given for Agriculture purposes will be classified as NPA, if it is not repaid within specified period of time (as per crop duration). To achieve the aforesaid functionality, it is required to maintain the duration of crops. In the light of RBI Circular letter no. DBOD.BP.BC102/21.04.048/2003-04 dated 24.06.2004, some of the banks have requested that the crop duration should be approved by SLBC in every state & the data relating to state wise approval of crop duration will be fed in the CBS by the banks for the purpose of classifying the loan related to the specific crop as NPA, in case of non-payment of dues by the farmers within the specified period. 

RBI vide above circular dated 24.06.2004 had informed that w.e.f. 30.09.2004, the following revised norms will be applicable to all direct agriculture advances:-

a. A loan granted for short duration crops will be treated as NPA, if the installment of principal or interest thereon remains overdue for two crop seasons.

b. A loan granted for long duration crops will be treated as NPA, if the installment of principal or interest thereon remains overdue for one crop seasons

c. For the purpose of these guidelines, “long duration” crops would be crops with crop season longer than one year and crops which are not long duration crops”, would be treated as “Short duration crops”.
d. The crop season for each crop, which means the period upto harvesting of the crops raised, would be as determined by State Level Bankers’ Committee in each State.
The following crop seasons for the various crops being cultivated in Haryana were placed in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28th July, 2017 for discussion and the same were approved by the house.

	OPENING OF BRICK & MORTAR BRANCHES IN VILLAGES WITHOUT A BANK BRANCH OF A SCHEDULED COMMERCIAL BANK WITH POPULATION MORE THAN 5000


As per the instructions of Reserve Bank of India, 194 unbanked villages (without having a brick and mortar branch of a Scheduled Commercial Bank) having population more than 5000 were identified in the State of Haryana. These villages were allocated to various banks for opening of brick and mortar branches. Upto 31st March, 2017, out of 194 villages, brick and mortar branches have been opened in only 27 villages and 167 villages were yet to be provided services of a brick and mortar branch.

The matter was strongly taken up with banks to open brick and mortar branches in these villages without any further delay by Capt. Abhimanyu, Hon’ble Finance Minister, Haryana in 138th SLBC meeting and by Additional Chief Secretary, Finance, Govt. of Haryana in 139th & 140th SLBC meetings.

Opening of brick and mortar branches in the villages having population more than 5000 is also an important agenda of Reserve Bank of India. Reserve Bank of India, Central Office, Mumbai vide their Circular No.RBI/2016-17/306/DBR.No.BAPD.BC.69/22.01.001/2016-17 dated 18th May, 2017 have revised its Branch Authorization Policy and issued new guidelines for “Banking Outlets”.  These guidelines are applicable to all domestic Scheduled Commercial Banks (Excluding Regional Rural Banks), Small Finance Banks, Payment Banks and Local Area Banks.

As per Point No.3.1.1 of the revised guidelines for opening of new place of business and transfer of existing places of business (Section 23 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949), A ’Banking Outlet’  for a domestic Scheduled Commercial Bank (DSCB), a Small Finance Bank (SFB) and a Payment Bank (PB) is a fixed point service delivery unit, manned by either bank’s staff or its Business Correspondent where services of acceptance of deposits, encashment of cheques/cash withdrawl or lending of money are provided for a minimum of 4 hours per day for atleast five days a week. It carries uniform signage with the name of the bank and authorization from it, contact details of the controlling authorities and complaint escalation mechanism. The bank should have a regular off-site and on-site monitoring of the ’Banking Outlet’ to ensure proper supervision, ún-interrupted service’ except temporary interruptions due to telecom connectivity, etc and timely addressing of customer grievances. The working hours/days need to be displayed prominently.

As per Point No.3.1.2, A banking outlet which does not provide delivery of services for a minimum of 4 hours per day and for at least 5 days a week will be considered a ‘Part-time Banking outlet’. 

To discuss the revised guidelines a meeting was convened at ours on 20.06.2017. Minutes of the meeting were also sent to the banks vide SLBC e-mail dated 27th June, 2017. During the meeting the controlling heads of banks were requested to take up the aforesaid issue for opening the above Brick & Mortar branches/Banking Outlet by their bank with their corporate office and get the same approved from the respective competent authority. Convener SLBC advised all the member banks to provide the roadmap for opening of Brick & Mortar branches/Banking outlet at allocated villages by 10th July, 2017 to SLBC positively to enable SLBC Secretariat to compile the list and submit to RBI.

	ISSUES OF UNIQUE IDENTIFICATION AUTHORITY OF INDIA (UIDAI)


· Setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation facility in Bank premises

The Prevention of Money Laundering (Maintenance of Records) Rules, 2005 (“PML Rules 2005”) (Annexure No.16.1 (P 133-142) have been amended with effect from June 1, 2017 & now Aadhaar is required for every bank account & all existing Bank accounts have to be verified with Aadhaar by the banks by 31st December, 2017. There are more than 100 Crore bank accounts which will be required to be verified before the aforesaid date and every new customer will also be required to be verified with Aadhaar. Scheduled Commercial Banks have major share of bank account holders who will need to authenticate their bank accounts with their Aadhaar numbers. Therefore, it is necessary to provide Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities in Scheduled Commercial Banks so that no undue hardship is caused to their customers owing to the aforesaid amendment of the PML Rules, 2005. 

Vide Unique Identification Authority of India, Notification dated 14th July, 2017 (Annexure No.16.2 (P 143-145),16.3 (P 146-147) and 16.4 (P 148-149) it has been decided that every Scheduled Commercial Bank shall set up Aadhaar enrolment and update facility inside its bank premises at a minimum of 1 out of their every 10 branches by 30th August, 2017. Further it has been decided that:-

· The selection of branches for enrolment and update facility shall be such that it covers all the district headquarters where it is present, and that there is maximum coverage of Talukas/Block in every district.

· The Scheduled Commercial Bank shall notify to its customers, the general public, and UIDAI of the locations of branches where Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities will be provided by them. The list of such branches shall be displayed on its websites. Any changes in locations shall be notified at the earliest in the aforesaid manner.

· The Banks may at its discretion provide the Aadhaar Enrolment and Update facility to customers of other banks.

· The Bank may charge the customers for the Aadhaar enrollment and update services at the rate prescribed by UIDAI.

· The Scheduled Commercial Bank shall, if not already done so, become Registrar of UIDAI for providing enrolment and update facilities.

-DEDS is the only direct beneficiary oriented scheme covering loaning in the entire value chain from cattle procurement to sale of milk through outlets.
It has been mentioned that SLBC is the main institutional forum for review of programme and policies by all financial institutions. SLBC should cover monitoring of bank funded dairy development scheme, DEDS wherein nationalized, commercial and RRBs provide loan assistance.

As such, controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure submission of the progress report under the scheme from the next quarter i.e. Sept., 2017 onwards.

NABARD, authorities are also requested to provide the prescribed format for review of progress under DEDS so that the same could be provided to the SLBC member banks for submission of progress report on quarterly basis for review in the SLBC meetings as a regular agenda item.

It is observed that an amount of Rs.3298 Lac has been granted as loan under the scheme during the quarter ended June 2017, which is 6% of the target. 

Upto the period ended June 2017 banks have reported adoption of only 162 villages (Bank of India-11,Canara Bank-3, Dena Bank-6, Indian Bank-8, IOB-18, OBC-21, PNB-57, SBI-12, Syndicate Bank-3, Union Bank of India-1 and Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank 22).
The Bank wise position is available in Annexure No. 23.2 (P-176).

The Controlling Heads of Banks are requested to advise their field functionaries to adopt one village in each district where they are having branch and lend liberally under the scheme to get the farmers out of clutches of money lenders. LDMs are requested to coordinate with banks and finalize Bank-wise adoption of villages.

SLBC Secretariat vide its letter dated 21st June, 2017 had requested Controlling Heads of banks to advise their branches to adopt villages in their service area so that the farmers could be got free from the clutches of money lenders. LDMs were also advised to allocated villages to the banks operating in their respective districts for the above said purpose but no progress has been made in this regard.
LDM Fatehabad and Rewari have allocated 139 and 31 villages of their district respectively to various banks operating in their respective districts. Remaining LDMs are requested to allocate the villages to the banks in their respective districts to ensure that the farmers/villages are got free from the clutches of the money lenders.
Controlling heads of banks are once again requested to initiate necessary steps in this regards through their branch network in rural Haryana.

3. Stamp Duty on loans amounting to Rs.3.00 lakh granted to women SHGs has been waived and notification dated 4th July, 2016 issued by Govt. of Haryana has been provided to the Controlling heads of banks but the same has not been provided to the field functionaries.

4. Best performing SHG branches should be suitably rewarded by the banks as per their scheme.

5. District wise Sub Committees on NRLM to be formed and convene meeting on monthly basis to review the progress and resolve the related issues.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to take necessary steps as mentioned above.

Lead District Managers are also advised to ensure that the meetings of District Level Sub Committee on NRLM & NULM are held on monthly basis invariably and the related pending issues are also resolved.

NABARD has selected Two Project Implementing Agencies (PIAs) Ujala Welfare Committee and Infosys Federation & Educational Council. The projects of these PIAs have been approved by NABARD. These agencies are forming SHGs in the District and after collection and compilation of SHG data of District Ambala will be uploaded on the website.

6th & 7th meetings of PIMC on Eshakti Phase-II-Digitization of SHGs in Ambala District were held on 27.02.17 and 29.03.17.  During the last meeting held at Ambala on 8th June, 2017 it was informed that 100% Digitization of the targeted SHG accounts has been achieved & their data has also been uploaded on the Mobile of the animators. 
The focus has shifted to Credit Linkage of SHGs. As per E-Shakti portal 316 SHGs have been credit linked out of 522 SHGs.

The progress was also discussed in the meeting of banks held at ours on 21st July, 2017 & 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 28th July, 2017. During the meetings representative of SUDA raised the following points:-

General Issues:

1. The banks keep the sponsored cases pending for more than 3-6 months.

2. The rejection rate of sponsored cases is very high by giving vague reasons although the applications are sponsored after proper scrutiny by Task Force and the District level Committee which have Lead District Manager (LDM) & 2-3 bankers as members.

3. The banks take 3-6 months to disburse the loans after sanctioning.

4. The banker’s demand PAN Card of the Beneficiary.

5. Banks call the beneficiary & groups to frequently visit the banks for verification, etc.

6. The banks ask all the members of SHGs to be present in the bank for opening of account with KYC details whereas, only the members having Bank Operational powers i.e. President, Secretary, Cashier are required to be present.

7. The private banks like HDFC, YES Bank, AXIS Bank, etc. do not accept the loan applications.

8. Banks do not submit interest subsidy claims in time & declare the account as Non-Performance Assets (NPA) for non-receipt of interest subsidy.

	AMENDMENTS IN GUIDELINES OF SELF EMPLOYMENT PROGRAMME (SEP) COMPONENT OF THE MISSION I.E. NATIONAL URBAN LIVELIHOODS MISSION (NULM) ISSUED ON 15TH JUNE, 2016


The Director, Ministry of Housing & Urban Poverty Alleviation, GOI, New Delhi vide DO letter dated 15th June, 2017 has mentioned that:-

1. The progress reported by the State of Haryana against the credit targets issued by RBI for 2016-17 has scope for improvement. There is also a delay in the disposal of loan applications submitted by Urban Local Bodies (ULBs).

2. The Ministry has brought out several amendments in the operational guidelines of SEP component to improve performance under the scheme. Some of the following initiatives are as under:-

· Amendments in guidelines of SEP component were issued vide letter dated 15th June, 2016 recommending that:-

-No margin money should be taken for loans upto Rs.50000/-

-For loans ranging from Rs.50000/- to Rs.10 lakh preferably 5% should be taken as margin money and is should in no case be more than 10% of the project cost for SEP Individual and Group Finance.

· Provision for Term Loan, Composite Loan and Working Capital Loans through Cash Credit arrangement has been made explicit in guidelines under SEP Individual and Group Finance.
· Loans to Individuals in groups for setting up individual enterprises have been provided in SEP (G) guidelines.

· SEP guidelines have been amended vide letter dated 22nd August, 2016 so that the banks can now directly accept loan applications of urban poor beneficiaries on the basis of relevant documents as per the guidelines of PMMY or any other such scheme WITHOUT HAVING PRIOR SPONSORING FROM ULB. The details of such loans sanctioned should be sent to ULBs for confirmation of their eligibility for interest subsidy under DAY NULM.
· Vicinity of urban poor in the vicinity of bank branches should be considered while allocating targets to them.

· Loan sanction letter should contain the monthly/quarterly interest subvention payable on timely repayment of loans so that the beneficiaries are made aware and appropriately sensitized.

Controlling heads of banks and Lead District Managers are requested to ensure compliance of the above instructions of MOHUPA.

Action Required from the Controlling Heads of the Banks

2. Issuance of instructions to the field functionaries to dispose of the applications sponsored by the District Level Task Force Committee within the prescribed time norms and not to keep the same pending without genuine reasons. Disbursement of the sanctioned cases without delay.

3. Margin Money should be claimed after sanction of the loan.

4. Loans should be disbursed after the EDP training.

5. The Branch Managers should be advised to mark the sanctioned/disbursed cases in the PMEGP Portal so as to reduce the pendency and improve the performance of their bank in the District and for the State as a whole.

 Action Required from the Department

1. To ensure sanction of the loan, proper scrutiny of the loan applications be done by the DLTFC.

2. Maximum applications should be forwarded to the banks by 31st Dec., 2017 so as to enable the banks to sanction and disburse the loans well before the end of the financial year and ensure achievement of the allocated targets.

Priority Sector Guidelines for MSME Sector 

In terms of circular FIDD.CO.Plan.BC.54/04.09.01/2014-15 dated April 23, 2015 on ‘Priority Sector Lending - Targets and Classification’, bank loans to Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, for both Manufacturing and Service sectors are eligible to be classified under the Priority Sector as per the following norms:-

Manufacturing Enterprises 

The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises engaged in the manufacture or production of goods to any industry specified in the first schedule to the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951 and as notified by the Government from time to time. The Manufacturing Enterprises are defined in terms of investment in plant and machinery. 

Service Enterprises 

Bank loans up to Rs.5 crore per borrower/unit to Micro and Small Enterprises and Rs.10 crore to Medium Enterprises engaged in providing or rendering of services and defined in terms of investment in equipment under MSMED Act, 2006. 

In terms of the recommendations of the Prime Minister’s Task Force on MSMEs, banks are advised to achieve: 

(i) 20 per cent year-on-year growth in credit to micro and small enterprises, 

(ii) 10 per cent annual growth in the number of micro enterprise accounts and 

(ii) 60% of total lending to MSE sector as on preceding June 30th to Micro enterprises 

It is further advised that banks should open more SME focused branch offices at different MSE clusters which can also act as Counseling Centers for MSEs. Each Lead Bank of a district may adopt at least one MSE cluster.

The State Apprentice Advisor cum Director Skill Development and Industrial Training Department, Haryana, Chandigarh vide their DO letter dated 31st July, 2017 has informed that GOI has enacted Apprenticeship Act, 1961 to provide on the job training to the candidates for skill up-gradation. As per the notification GSR 479(E) dated 30th June, 1999 issued by the GOI, banking activities including financial services are covered under the Act. Ministry of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship (MSDE), Govt. of India is the Administrative Ministry for implementing the Act.
As per the Act, 

-All establishments having more than six man power, are required to engage apprentices in the band of 2.5%-10% of the total manpower.

-In order to incentivize the establishments, the Ministry has launched National Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme (NAPS) with a provision to reimburse 25% of the paid stipend or maximum Rs.1500/-per month per apprentice, whichever is less, to the establishments.
-GOI has also instituted web portal www.apprenticeship.com, www.dgt.govin and www.apprenticeship.gov.in for information.
-out of 259 designated trades under the Apprenticeship Act covering various sectors, 15 optional trades (Annexure No.38 (P-224) have been notified by MSDE for apprenticeship training.

	Govt. of India had advised the banks to ensure issuance of RuPay ATM cum debit cards to 95% of the total eligible KCC holders by 31st Dec., 2016. 

It has been observed from the progress reports received from banks that out of       2049927 eligible KCC holders banks have issued only 732027 Rupay ATM cum debit cards upto June 2017 i.e.36%. It has been observed that HARCO Bank has maximum KCC holders i.e. 1200878 but they have issued only 6678 Rupay Debit cum ATM Cards. Member banks are requested to issue Rupay Cards to remaining eligible KCC holders expeditiously.

To discuss and resolve the matter of issuance of Kisan Rupay Cards by HARCO Bank, a special meeting was convened on 05.04.2017 under the Chairmanship of ACS Finance & Planning, Govt. Of Haryana. Convener SLBC, Haryana, Managing Director, HARCO Bank, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Haryana and Chief Manager SLBC Haryana also participated in the meeting.
During the deliberations Managing Director, HARCO Bank apprised that Core Banking Solution (CBS) has already been implemented in HARCO Bank & all DCCBs.  He also informed that Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana launched RuPay ATM Debit Card and IMPS services at Branch level on 16th November, 2016 for HARCO Bank customers.  HARCO bank has already distributed 6400 Rupay Debit Cards to its customers.  DCCBs have placed the order of 45000 personalized Rupay Debit Cards to card vendor so far and also fixed target to distribute 1.5 lakh Rupay Debit Cards by 15.04.2017 to their customers which are primarily the Agriculturists and Rural masses.  The aforesaid cards will mostly be given to the farmers.  The Managing Director, HARCO Bank further informed that presently out of total 13.16 lakh KCCs, 6.14 lakh KCCs are regular and out of which 5.37 lakh KCCs holders are eligible for Kisan Rupay ATM Cum Debit Card.  He assured that all eligible cards will be issued by 30th April, 2017.

HANDLOOM WEAVER MUDRA PORTAL

It was informed by NABARD, Haryana, Regional Office Chandigarh vide their e-mail dated 20th April, 2017 that the Office of Development Commissioner for Handlooms, Ministry of Textiles , GOI, Udyog Bhawan, New Delhi vide their Office Memorandum dated 30th June, 2017 have informed as under:-

-Guidelines regarding amendment in the scheme of Financial Assistance under Concessional Credit Component for Handloom Sector were issued by Ministry of Textile vide their Office memorandum (OM) No.6/2/99/DCH/16-17/DHDS/NIMRC dated 27th June, 2016 which states that “Concessional Credit Component for handloom Sector will now be available only through MUDRA Yojana for individual weaver entrepreneurs. The applications pending under WCC Scheme will be sanctioned upto 31.08.2016.”

-It was clarified vide letter no. 6/2/99/DCH/16-17/DHDS/NIMRC (Part) dated 27th July, 2016 that “the commitments towards the margin money, interest subsidy and credit guarantee fee for already sanctioned 
WCC cases and the cases likely to be sanctioned within the notified time frame i.e. August, 2016 will be honoured by this office and funds will be provided through NABARD.”

-Vide OM No.9/1/2015/DCH/DHDS/MUDRA Scheme dated 14th June, 2017 it was intimated that “Handloom Weaver MUDRA Portal has been developed and will become operational for all participating banks by 01.04.2017. Participating banks will claim the financial assistance in terms of margin money, interest subvention and credit guarantee fee through this portal w.e.f. 01.04.2017.

The above communications have already been forwarded to all SLBC member banks for information and necessary compliance of the guidelines issued by Ministry of Textiles, GOI ,New Delhi.

Keeping in view the above guidelines, the following procedure to be adopted for availing financial assistance under Concessional Credit Component for Handloom Sector:-

1. For loans sanctioned upto August, 2016 under Weaver Credit Card (WCC) Scheme, the claims to be submitted to NABARD.

2. For loans sanctioned after August, 2016 under Weaver Credit Card (WCC) Scheme, the claims to be lodged in “Handloom Weaver MUDRA Portal.”

Further, it was alo reiterated that the Weaver MUDRA Scheme is available only for handloom weavers. Banks should ensure that weavers’ identity card issued by the Office of Development Commissioner for Handlooms or State Government is invariably enclosed with the loan application. In case the handloom weaver does not possess weavers’ identity card, the same may be issued by the State Government subject to proper verification.

Controlling heads of banks/Department of Industries and Commerce, Haryana are requested to advise their field functionaries to ensure compliance of the above guidelines.

Reserve Bank of India Central Office, Mumbai vide its communication dated 31st July, 2015 advised SLBC Conveners to monitor the progress of pledge financing against Negotiable Warehouse Receipts (NWRs) in the SLBC meetings and provide the data to LDMs for review in DCC/DLRC meetings. 

On the basis of information received from banks progress compiled by SLBC is as under:-

On the basis of feedback report received from the LDMs, it has been observed that most of the banks have designated their Branch Managers as District Coordinating Officer (DCO) due to which LDMs face problems in obtaining various types of feedback reports from them for BLBC/DCC/DLRC/SLBC meetings etc.

Controlling heads of the remaining banks are requested to ensure that details of DCOs are provided to SLBC Secretariat as DCO is an important link between a bank and the Lead District Manager.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure that Independent DCOs are appointed and Branch Managers are not designated as DCO.

Further, due to merger of Associate Banks of State Bank of India with itself DCOs of State Bank of India didn’t provide the data relating to the branches of erstwhile associate banks of SBI to their respective LDMOs completely and well in time.

Representative of State Bank of India is requested to get the necessary instructions to all DCOs of their bank to cooperate the LDMs in all the matters including submission of SLBC and other meetings data complete and well in time in future.

	LOANS GRANTED TO DISABLED PERSONS AT NHFDC RATE UNDER TIE UP ARRANGEMENT


NHFDC functions as an apex institute for promoting economic development activities and self employment venture for the benefit of Persons with Disabilities (PWDs). The fund is channelized through State Channelizing Agencies (SCA) nominated by the respective state/ UT Government(s). NHFDC also provides grants for skill training of disabled persons. The detailed information on schemes and programmes of NHFDC is available on website www.nhfdc.nic.in.

With a view to make this segment of population economically independent in the state of Haryana, NHFDC has tied up with Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and Haryana Gramin Bank for  flow of collateral free concessional credit (interest rate of 4-8%p.a) to PWDs for self employment  under credit guarantee scheme of Government of India. The bank will also extend education loan to eligible students with disabilities for higher education in India and abroad at an interest rate of 3.5-4% p.a only. The entire loan extended to PWDs for above purpose shall be refinanced by NHFDC to the concerned bank. Also the partner Banks will be able to earn 3% interest margin on above loans extended to PWDs.

Any Bank interested to sign agreement with NHFDC for flow of concessional credit to PWDs may contact the office of Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India, Shastri Bhawan, New Delhi.
