As per the report received from Rural Development Department, Haryana, out of 6,78,340 active MGNREGA workers in the State, 6,75,006 (99.51%) workers have been issued Aadhaar Card and out of these, Aadhaar in the accounts of 5,69,403 workers (84%) has been seeded and 1,08,937 workers is yet to be seeded.

UIDAI, vide Notification dated 14th July, 2017 had informed that it has been decided that every Scheduled Commercial Bank is to set up Aadhaar enrolment and update facility inside its bank premises at a minimum of 1 out of their every 10 branches by 30th August, 2017. Later on this date was extended upto 31st October, 2017, and 31st December, 2017 and now it is 31st March, 2018.

Accordingly, LDMs of Haryana State had identified 568 bank branches of various banks operating in their respective districts for setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation facility in bank premises. The Bank wise and District wise details are given in Annexure No. 6.1 (P-91).
As per data received from UIDAI, RO, Chandigarh 221 centres have been set up in the State. Out of these, 52 centres are with Zero enrolment/Updation. Bank wise and district wise position is given on Annexure 6.2 (P-92)

It was also observed that loan accounts sanctioned under these schemes were not being classified properly in Mudra resulting into data loss. The representatives of banks were requested to advise their field functionaries to ensure that Allied Activities to Agriculture covered under Mudra are classified properly so that progress under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana could be improved significantly.
Representatives of the banks are once again requested to ensure compliance of the same.

Stand-Up India Scheme was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 5th April, 2016 with the objective of facilitating bank loans between Rs.10 lakh and Rs. 100 lakh to at least one Scheduled Caste (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST) borrower and at least one woman borrower per bank branch of all scheduled commercial banks for setting up a green field enterprise. This enterprise may be in manufacturing, service or trading sector. In case of non-individual enterprises at least 51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or Woman Entrepreneur.

An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower. It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

Six Thousand only) from Financial Inclusion Fund (FIF) for deployment of PoS Terminals in one lakh villages in Tier 5-6 Centres, subject to a cap of two PoS devices per village.

Progress with regard to installation of PoS Terminals in Tier 5 & 6 villages as at Dec., 2017 was reviewed in the 4th meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 30th January, 2018. During the review representatives of banks present in the meeting were requested to ensure that the requisite numbers of PoS terminals/machines are installed in the villages identified by their bank and financial assistance from NABARD under Financial Inclusion is also claimed. They were also requested to provide the information in respect of their bank to SLBC Secretariat. In the meeting, AGM NABARD, informed the bankers that date of lodgment of first claim stands extended from 31.12.2017 to 31.01.2018.  He further clarified that claims for CAPEX model can be lodged upto 28.02.2018 and for OPEX model upto 31.12.2019 and in case of multi-state sanction, the claim can be lodged upto 31.01.2018 only.

While deliberating on the agenda item in the 4th meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana, Shri S.D.Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed that a meeting under the Chairmanship of Director, Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana was held on 10.01.2018 in Haryana Civil Secretariat regarding grievances of PMFBY.  Joint Director (Stat), Deptt. Of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Haryana informed the house that 5000 cases of claims of Kharif 2016 were pending for settlement due to various reasons and after detailed deliberations, the Chairman of the meeting issued necessary instructions to Insurance Companies to honour the genuine claims where there were just clerical mistakes done by banks while entering in portal and in case of material mistakes done by banks, respective banks will be held responsible.  

Shri Sharma requested Joint Director (Stat), Agriculture & Famers’ Welfare Department, Haryana to inform SLBC Secretariat about the detail of claims honoured by Insurance Companies after the aforesaid meeting and claims rejected by Insurance Companies along with the reasons there-of.

	OPENING OF BRICK & MORTAR BRANCHES IN VILLAGES WITHOUT A BANK BRANCH OF A SCHEDULED COMMERCIAL BANK WITH POPULATION MORE THAN 5000


During the deliberations on the issue in the 4th meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 30th January, 2018, the house was informed that as per instructions of Reserve Bank of India, 194 unbanked villages (without having a brick and mortar branch of a scheduled commercial bank) having population more than 5000 were identified in the State of Haryana and these villages were allocated to various banks for opening of brick and mortar branches. As at Dec., 2017, out of 194, brick and mortar branches have been opened in only 48 villages and 146 villages are yet to be provided with services of a brick and mortar branch.  
It was discussed that in view of change of definition of a bank branch by RBI vide their circular No. RBI/2016-17/306/DBR No BAPD BC.69/22.01/2016-17 dated 18.5.2017 banks are awaiting to receive instructions from their corporate offices with regard to the changed guidelines after which the momentum for opening of branches is expected to pick up. 
It has been informed by RBI that the matter has been taken up with their Central Office, Mumbai.

	FINANCIAL ASSITANCE TO COBBLERS UNDER DRI SCHEME


In a special meeting convened by SLBC Haryana on 11th January, 2018, Convener SLBC informed that recently a meeting was convened by Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana which was also attended by Convener SLBC Haryana and major banks where-in he advised bankers to sanction DRI loans to all cobblers in the State of Haryana for making of their khokhas.  It was also informed in the meeting that Deptt of Finance, Govt. of Haryana has advised all Deputy Commissioners to prepare list of cobblers and the same be circulated to all banks in order to ensure that required finance under DRI be given to them. 

The controlling heads were advised to issue necessary instructions to field functionaries to consider loan applications of cobblers on merits.

SLBC Secretariat has also advised all LDMs of Haryana to coordinate with the Deputy Commissioner/Additional Deputy Commissioner of their respective district and identify the cobblers who are in need of financial assistance so that DRI Loans could be extended to them by the banks for their Khokhas (work place).

As on 09.02.18, 131 cases of loans amounting to Rs. 13 lakh have been sanctioned to cobblers under DRI scheme by PNB branches in the State of Haryana.

Controlling heads of banks and LDMs are requested to apprise the house about the progress made in this regard.

	NON-PAYMENT OF COMMISSION TO BANKS ON ACCOUNT OF DISBURSEMENT OF SOCIAL SECURITY PENSIONS & NON- SIGNING OF MOU BY SOCIAL JUSTICE & EMPOWERMENT DEPARTMENT, HARYANA


The issue of non-payment of commission to banks on account of disbursement of social security pensions & non- signing of MOU by Social Justice & Empowerment Department, Haryana was discussed in 142nd meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 17th Nov., 2017. The Principal Secretary, SJE Deptt., Haryana assured the house to take necessary steps in this regard soon.

Accordingly, the Principal Secretary, SJE Department, Haryana issued order dated 29th Dec., 2017 saying that the commission be paid to the pension disbursing agencies as per the notifications issued in this regard by MoF, Deptt. Of Expenditure, GOI, New Delhi subject to providing of MIS by the respective pension disbursing agency. The transaction charges (commission) to the Pension Disbursing Agencies which fail to provide MIS, be withheld till the time the MIS details are made available to the Department. A draft of MoU was also provided to SLBC for giving final consent of banks. 

After having discussion on the draft MoU in a specially convened meeting on 11th January, 2018 and incorporating the suggestions/inputs received from various participating member banks, a copy of MoU accepted by all member banks has been sent to the office of Director, Social Justice & Empowerment Deptt., Haryana on 18th January, 2018 for further necessary action. But so far no response has been received from the department. It is requested that MoU be finalized in order to avoid all ambiguities and delay in payment of pending commission to the banks.

	FINANCING OF DEVELOPMENTAL CHARGES LEVIED BY THE STATE GOVERNMENT ON ACCOUNT OF LEGALIZING UNAUTHORIZED COLONIES OF FARIDABAD AND GURUGRAM DISTRICTS


Government of Haryana is in the process of providing relief to general public residing in unauthorized colonies such as civic amenities and infrastructure deficient areas, under the Haryana Management of Civic Amenities and Infrastructure Deficient Municipal Areas (Special Provisions) Act, 2016 by way of gazette notification. The objective of the Act is to provide basic amenities and services like water supply, sewerage and drainage, road and street lighting. Along with the notification, the development charges to be levied will also be notified. 

Recently, colonies of MC Gurugram and Faridabad have been notified vide notification dated 06.12.2017. 

The Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana, convened a special meeting on 03.01.2018 with all the stake-holders including Convener, SLBC Haryana and LDMs of Gurugram and Faridabad to discuss the possibility and action plan for financing the developmental charges by the banks at all places where these unauthorized colonies have been authorized by the State Govt. In the meeting, the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Haryana desired that this fund may be financed by banks to the residents of these colonies who are unable to pay the developmental charges from their own sources.

Being a policy matter for all banks, to discuss various aspects in financing to the public for payment of developmental charges to the State Government a meeting was convened by Convener SLBC Haryana on 11th January, 2018.

After detailed deliberations over the issue, the following main features emerged for the proposed scheme to finance the development charges:-

· The borrower should not be defaulter of any bank/financial institution.

· The quantum of loan shall be minimum Rs 0.50 lakh and maximum Rs 2.50 lakhs.

· The borrower will submit ITR/salary slip/Affidavit of income, as proof of income.

· The repayment period shall remain 5 to 7 years.

· The repaying capacity of the borrower shall be examined by Branch Manager while financing.

· Property/house shall be numbered/identifiable and property area should be mentioned in the registry. 

· The banks will create equitable mortgage of the house for which development charges are being financed.

· The title-deed will be got prepared by borrower and shall be submitted with the Bank for creating equitable mortgage and Permission to Mortgage the property shall be given by Govt of Haryana by way of Notification in all the cases collectively.

· All these loans will be guaranteed by Government of Haryana by way of Notification to be issued by State Government.

· The rate of interest applicable to these loans shall be rate applicable to Housing Loan accounts by the respective bank which may differ from bank to bank.

· Any other term or condition which is necessarily required by the bank to enforce from legal point of view.

In case, Govt. of Haryana accepts the above terms, controlling heads of all banks were advised to get the loan scheme approved from their respective Boards/competent authority at the earliest so that the same may be communicated to State Govt.

2nd Meeting of Sub-Group on doubling the farmers’ income by 2022 was held on 29.01.2018 with controlling heads of select SLBC member banks and representatives from concerned Government Departments to chalk out the strategy to discuss various issues with regard to doubling farmers’ income by 2022, as per guidelines issued by NABARD.
Detailed deliberations were held over the issue and following decisions/suggestions were given in the meeting:-

· As decided in 137th SLBC meeting, a committee shall be formed by the Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Govt. of Haryana which will convene quarterly meetings under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary, Agriculture, Govt. of Haryana.  The Committee shall be taking-up district level issues pertaining to all related Departments like Fisheries Department, Irrigation, Animal Husbandry and Agriculture Marketing Board etc. The issues arising out of the meeting relating to bank finance shall be taken up in sub-committee of SLBC to be held on quarterly basis. 

· SLBC will hold quarterly sub-committee meetings and the points raised by the above-said committee shall be discussed.

· Shri V K Sharma, Dy. Director, Fisheries Department, Govt. of Haryana suggested that Govt. should encourage setting up of food processing centers for value addition resulting in enhancement of farmers’ income.

· Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Govt. of Haryana will prepare a book-let containing all agriculture & allied activities schemes run by various Departments of Govt. of Haryana for distribution amongst farmers during Kisan Melas/Kisan Goshties organized by their Department from time to time for creating awareness amongst farmers for optimum utilization of the farmers’ centric schemes.

· Settlement rate is 65%.

· Out of the total 96408 trainees, 33866 were from SC/ ST category, 26774 from OBC, 6482 from Minority and 29693 were from other categories.

· 48877 women & 538 Handicapped persons have also been provided training for self-employment.

· 6547 trainees have also been sponsored by KVIC/KVIB/DIC for EDP Training under PMEGP. Out of which, 1513 were women and 10 handicapped persons.

In order to improve the settlement rate of RSETI trained candidates, bankwise details of loan applications of RSETI trained candidates forwarded to various banks in the State and applying pending with various bank branches has been collected from RSETIs and compiled by SLBC Secretariat. 

From the progress report upto the period ended Dec., 2017, it has been observed that:-

· Upto Dec., 2017, 12923 loan applications of RSETI trained candidates have been sponsored to various banks operating in the State of Haryana.

Bank wise pendency was sent to the controlling heads of banks by SLBC Secretariat on 25.01.2018 with a request to impart necessary instructions to their DCOs/branches in the state to ensure disposal of the pending applications latest by 31st January, 2018 and not to keep the loan applications pending for more than one month from the receipt of the same at theirs.

In the Last SLBC Meetings,  issues relating to Settlement and Credit Linkage of RSETI trainee were deliberated  and as per the decisions emerged  to implement the same all Controlling heads should instruct their  Branches operating in the State of Haryana as follows;-
1)       Sponsor/ Refer, Candidates to RSETI for Training / Skill Development being conducted for different programmes in RSETI’s
2)      Loan Applications of RSETI trained Candidates Sponsored by RSETI’s should be disposed of on Priority.

3)       Rejections of RSETI Loan applications are to be considered by Next higher authority at Controlling Level.
Controlling heads of all Banks are requested to apprise the house in respect of issuance of instructions to their branches operating in the state of Haryana and the copy of the same may be provided to SLBC for onward Communication to RSETIs.

	ISSUES HINDERING THE CONSTRUCTION OF RURAL SELF EMPLOYMENT TRAINING INSTITUTES (RSETIs) BUILDING


The pending issues relating to RSETIs were discussed with DCs through Video conferencing by ACS (Finance & Planning), GOH on 29/4/17, 18/7/17 & 28/12/17 to resolve them, in which the representatives of concerned Departments also participated. The following issues still remain unresolved. 

Latest status is as under:-

RSETI Kurukshetra–The issue of relaxation of condition of construction i.e 25% of FAR to 20% of FAR to facilitate approval of map is still unresolved by Town & Country Planning, Department, Haryana. The request stand submitted to DG, Town & Country Planning, Chandigarh through DTP, Kurukshetra on 29.11.17.
RSETI Yamunanagar–Approval of CLU/Map & NOC for access to building from road without charging lease amount from PWD but there is no progress.  ACS (F&P) informed that a separate meeting may be convened with ACS (B&R) and PS, TCP to resolve the issue. No meeting has been convened so far.
RSETI Sirsa- CLU was applied on 27-3-17 and DTP Sirsa, raised observation relating to non availability of 33ft link road. During the VC held on 28.12.2017 Deputy Commissioner assured to get clearance by 15.01.2018 but no progress has been made in this regard till date.
RSETI Jind–DTP, Jind raised a critical observation relating to non availability of link road of 33 ft (6 karam). As advised in VC dated 28.12.2017, Nodal Executive (RSETIs) PNBCRDT held meeting with DC Jind on 29.12.17. After thorough discussions, Deputy Commissioner agreed that Panchayat Department may procure NOC from NHAI for providing access from road to RSETI building. No further progress till date.

RSETI Jhajjar-Providing 1 acre land for RSETI in lieu of half acre allotted earlier. Land has been identified. DC has authorized the ADC for executing MOU.
Other issues involved are as under;-
 1.    One time relaxation in allowing CLU for construction of RSETIs as a special case. 
2.    Waiver of CLU charges / lease amount for access to building from road. 
3.    Waiver of Payment of charges / taxes for getting the maps of RSETI Buildings passed/approved from respective Municipal Corporation/ Committees/ Department of Town & Country Planning.
4.    Sanction of electricity load/ water supply on domestic rates
 5.    Timely release of electricity connection
6.    Providing space by the State Govt. for functioning of FLCs
As many issues have already been resolved with the pro-active intervention of ACS, Finance & Planning, Govt. of Haryana, hence it is requested that to resolve the remaining issues of RSETIs, a separate meeting under the Chairmanship of Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt. of Haryana be convened at the earliest.

	DEENDAYAL ANTYODAYA YOJANA-NATIONAL RURAL LIVELIHOOD MISSION (DAY-NRLM)


Progress under Deendayal Antyodaya National Rural Livelihood Mission (DAY-NRLM) for the period ended Dec., 2017 was reviewed in specially convened meeting on 11.01.2018 and 4th meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana on 30.01.2018. 
During the review it was observed that 1437 cases were lying pending with various banks for credit linkage. Out of these, 1172 applications were related to Ist Doses of credit and 265 applications were lying pending for 2nd dose of credit. As per progress report received from HSRLM, Panchkula an amount of Rs.29.75 crore has been disbursed to 3774 SHGs upto 25th January, 2018 and outstanding was Rs.128.64 crore as on that date. 
During the meeting, the State Project Manager, HSRLM, requested the bankers to take note of following points:-

· Banks are generally asking for KYC of all SHG members where-as as per RBI guidelines KYC of SHG office-bearers only is required.

· As per operational guidelines, banks should finance minimum Rs 5.00 lakhs per SHG and rate of interest to be charged is 7% and banks should submit claim for interest subvention in time.

· Banks to dispose of pending cases within the time-frame stipulated and clear the pendency at the earliest.

He also requested the banks to dispose of the pending applications at the earliest and reiterated that recovery percentage of their sponsored cases is above 95%. 

Bank wise pendency & Progress is given on Annexure No.29.1-29.2 (P 150-151) 
For effective implementation of the scheme, controlling heads of banks and LDMs are requested to ensure compliance of the following:-
1. Banks to feed unique code allocated to NRLM SHGs in their CBS so that data could be fetched and interest subvention could be provided by NRLM.

2. Interest on SHG loans should be charged @ 7% and interest subvention is to be claimed from NRLM where-as some banks are charging usual/normal rate of interest on the loans provided to SHGs.

3. Stamp duty on loans granted to women SHGs upto Rs.3.0 lakh has been waived vide notification dated 4th July 2016 (Annexure No.29.3 (P-152) issued by Govt. of Haryana and needs to be implemented in true letter and spirit. 

4. Best performing SHG branches should be rewarded by the banks as per the scheme of their bank.

5. District-wise sub committees on NRLM, as provided in master circular of RBI, are to be formed where not existing as yet and convene meeting on monthly basis to review the progress and resolve the related issues.

Digital India Programme has been launched by Govt. of India under which all schemes and programmes are being digitalized by Govt. of India. Under this process, NABARD is digitalizing SHG data in 22 districts of the country including District Ambala in Haryana State. After collecting SHG Data of district Ambala, the same is to be uploaded in soft form on website”E-Shakti.nabard.org.” 

NABARD has selected Two Project Implementing Agencies (PIAs) Ujala Welfare Committee and Infosys Federation & Educational Council. The projects of these PIAs have been approved by NABARD. These agencies are forming SHGs in the District and after collection and compilation of SHG data of District Ambala will be uploaded on the website.

During 10th meeting of PIMC on Eshakti Phase-II-Digitization of SHGs in Ambala District were held on 18.12.2017, it was informed that since 100% Digitization of the targeted SHG accounts has been achieved, now the main task of the Animators would be to carry out handholding of SHGs & facilitate data uploading on periodic basis through E-Shakti Mobile App. The focus has shifted to Credit Linkage of SHGs. As per E-Shakti portal 343 SHGs have been credit linked out of 533 SHGs. 

To carry forward the movement of Digital India Mission of GOI, NABARD has selected 3 more districts of Haryana namely Karnal, Sonepat and Sirsa to implement this pilot project for digitization of SHG data. 1st PMIC meeting of LDMs, DDMs, District Project Managers of HSRLM, NGOs, Selected Implementing Agencies and representative of SLBC Haryana was convened by NABARD on 20.12.2017 to discuss the steps to be taken & Time lines for the project implementation.

NHFDC functions as an apex institute for promoting economic development activities and self employment venture for the benefit of Persons with Disabilities (PWDs). The fund is channelized through State Channelizing Agencies (SCA) nominated by the respective state/ UT Government(s). NHFDC also provides grants for skill training of disabled persons. The detailed information on schemes and programmes of NHFDC is available on website www.nhfdc.nic.in.

With a view to make this segment of population economically independent in the state of Haryana, NHFDC has tied up with Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and Haryana Gramin Bank for  flow of collateral free concessional credit (interest rate of 4-8%p.a) to PWDs for self employment  under credit guarantee scheme of Government of India. The bank will also extend education loan to eligible students with disabilities for higher education in India and abroad at an interest rate of 3.5-4% p.a only. The entire loan extended to PWDs for above purpose shall be refinanced by NHFDC to the concerned bank. Also the partner Banks will be able to earn 3% interest margin on above loans extended to PWDs.

Any Bank interested to sign agreement with NHFDC for flow of concessional credit to PWDs may contact the office of Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India, Shastri Bhawan, New Delhi.
