	REVAMP OF LEAD BANK SCHEME-ACTION POINTS FOR SLBC CONVENER BANK/LEAD BANK


RBI, Central Office, Mumbai vide their Circular no FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.No.19/02.01.001/2017-18 dated 6th April, 2018 has informed that the Lead Bank Scheme was last reviewed by the “High Level Committee” under Smt. Usha Thorat, then Deputy Governor, RBI as the Chairperson in 2009. In view of changes that have taken place in the financial sector over the years, RBI had constituted a “Committee of Executive Directors” of the Bank to study the efficacy of the Scheme and suggest measures for improvement. 
The committee’s recommendations were discussed with various stakeholders and based on their feedback, it has been decided that the following ‘action points’ will be implemented by the SLBC Convener Banks/Lead Banks.

	State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) meetings should primarily focus on policy issues with participation of only the Senior functionaries of banks/Government Departments. All routine issues may be delegated to Sub-Committee (s) of the SLBC. A Steering Sub-Committee may be constituted in SLBC to deliberate on agenda proposals from different stakeholders and finalize a compact agenda for the SLBC meetings. Typically, the Sub-Committee could consist of SLBC Convener, RBI, NABARD representatives & Senior State Govt. representatives from the concerned department e.g. Finance/Institutional Finance and two to three banks having major presence. Other issue-specific sub-committees may be constituted as required.  

A revised agenda for SLBC meetings received from RBI is attached for reference of the house at Annexure No.2 (P 100-102)

Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana to review progress under Financial Inclusion Schemes/ Digitization i.e. PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, APY, PMMY, Stand up India Programme, PMAY, Digital  Transactions, Gram Swaraj Abhiyan, Setting up of & review of progress of FLCs, RSETIs & issues relating to RSETIs and Opening of Brick & Mortar Branches in villages having population  more than 5000.
4. Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana on Agriculture Sector related issues- Implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY), Doubling of Farmers’ Income by 2022, DEDS, Area Development Schemes, Protected Cultivation and Rural Godowns, digitization of SHGs & other NABARD related issues etc.

	The corporate business targets for branches, blocks, districts and states may be aligned with the Annual Credit Plans (ACP) under the Lead Bank Scheme to ensure better implementation. The Controlling Offices of the banks in each state should synchronize their internal business plans with the ACP under Lead Bank Scheme
	ACP targets approved by the DCC/DLRC and SLBC, are further allocated amongst various branches of the banks at District level. In order to have linkage of corporate business targets for branches, districts and State with ACP under Lead Bank Scheme, the following steps need to be taken:-

i. Finalization of ACP targets under LBS in advance at least one month before the close of the financial year and sent to banks.

ii. While finalizing the corporate targets, the targets allocated under Annual Credit Plan (ACP) must be kept in mind/taken into consideration.

	At present, discussions at the quarterly meetings of the LBC fora viz. State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC), District Level Consultative Committee (DCC) and Block Level Bankers’ Committee (BLBC) primarily focus on the performance of banks in the disbursement of loans vis-à-vis the allocated target under the Annual Credit Plan. The integrity & timelines of the data submitted by banks for the purpose has been an issue as a significant portion of this data submitted by banks is manually compiled and entered into the Data Management System of the SLBC Convener Banks. The extent to which this data corresponds with the data present in the CBS of the respective banks also varies significantly. Therefore, there is a need of a standardized system to be developed on the website maintained by each SLBC to enable uploading and downloading of the data pertaining to the Block, District as well as the State. The relevant data must also be directly downloadable from the CBS and/or MIS of the banks with a view to keeping manual intervention to a minimal level in the process. The procedure relating to the envisaged intervention in this area is given in Annexure-II. Necessary modifications may be made in the SLBC websites and to the CBS & MIS systems of all banks to implement the envisaged data flow mechanism.
	SLBC Haryana has engaged a vendor M/s Softrak Infosolution Pvt. Ltd. (SIPL) for creating a data portal and management of website of SLBC Haryana. The work is under process/progress. 

It may not be feasible for SLBC Secretariat to download the data from CBS and/or MIS of other banks for which access to CBS of other banks would be required.  

In order to minimize manual intervention it is suggested that banks may upload data from their CBS and/or MIS in data portal to be developed by SLBC, as stated above.

	To strengthen the BLBC forum which operates at the base level of the Lead Bank Scheme, it is necessary that all branch managers attend BLBC meetings and enrich the discussions with their valuable inputs. Controlling heads of banks may also attend a few BLBC meetings selectively. 
	SLBC has been receiving feedback from LDMs with regard to non-participation of Branch Managers/DCOs of banks in the BLBC/DCC/DLRC/Financial Inclusion/ Other meetings convened by the LDMOs and District Administration. SLBC also takes up the matter with the controlling heads of the concerned banks in this regard.

SLBC Haryana vide its letter dated 19th July, 2018 has requested controlling heads of banks to impart necessary instructions to their BMs & DCOs in this regard.

Controlling heads of banks are once again requested to ensure strict compliance of RBI instructions by their BMs and DCOs in this regard.

	Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs) should be more actively involved and monitored at various fora of Lead Bank Scheme (LBS) particularly at the DCC level. Focus should be on development of skills to enhance the credit absorption capacity in the area and renewing the training programmes towards sustainable micro enterprises. RSETIs should design specific programmes for each district/block keeping in view the skill up gradation of the rural youth in the district.

	PROMOTION OF BHIM APP AND RUPAY CARD BY EVERY BRANCH MANAGER FOR CASHLESS TRANSACTIONS


In a meeting held on 3rd July, 2018, Chief Secretary to Govt. of Haryana informed Convener SLBC Haryana that in the Pragati meeting held by Govt of India, Hon’ble Prime Minister of India advised all Chief Secretaries that each bank branch operating in their respective State to get Bhim app activated at business outlets of 100 small businessmen and start operation for digital transactions.  The Hon’ble Prime Minister also advised to accomplish this task by Diwali.  

The Chief Secretary, advised Convener SLBC to allocate this target to each bank operating in the State of Haryana in proportion to their total branches existing in the State of Haryana and review the performance of banks in SLBC meetings.

A meeting to discuss the issue with major SLBC member banks was convened by SLBC Haryana on 7th July, 2018 and demonstration on working of BHIM app was given in the meeting and clarifications to queries were also provided.

Bharat Interface for Money (BHIM) is an app that lets you make simple, easy and quick payment transactions using Unified Payments Interface (UPI). You can easily make direct bank to bank payments instantly and collect money using just Mobile number or Payment address. Service available are as follows:-
1. Send Money – Using this option, you can send money to anyone using Virtual Payment Address (VPA), Account no & IFSC and QR Scan.

2. Request Money – Using this option, you can collect money by entering Virtual Payment Address (VPA). Additionally through BHIM App, one can also transfer money using Mobile No. (Mobile No should be registered with BHIM or *99# and account should be linked).

3. Scan & Pay- Using this option, you can pay by scanning the QR code through Scan & Pay & generate your QR option is also present.

4. Transactions – Using this option, you can check transaction history and also pending UPI collect requests (if any) and approve or reject. You can raise complaint for the declined transactions by clicking on Report issue in transactions.

5. Profile – Using this option, you can view the static QR code and Payment addresses created. You can also share the QR code through various messenger applications like WhatsApp, Email etc. available on phone and can also download the QR code.

6. Bank Account – Using this Option, you can see the bank account linked with your BHIM App and its PIN status. You can set/change your UPI PIN. You can also change the bank account linked with BHIM App by clicking Change account provided in Menu. Also you can check Balance of your linked Bank Account by clicking  “REQUEST BALANCE”.
BHIM app is India’s official UPI app.  It was launched just after the demonetization to make India go cashless.  Now there are many apps available in market such as PhonePe, PayWiz. 
During the deliberations on the issue in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 1st August, 2018, Convener SLBC Haryana advised bankers to sensitize field functionaries towards accomplishing this task which will also help in increase of digital transactions.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to allocate a target of 100 small businesspersons per branch for activating Bhim App and promotion of Rupay Card for performing cashless transaction. Performance of banks in this regard shall be reviewed in next Financial Inclusion/Sub Committee/SLBC meeting. 
LDMs are also advised to review bank wise progress in DCC/DLRC meetings of their respective districts as well.

During the deliberations on the issue held in 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 1st August, 2018 Deputy Director, UIDAI informed the house that as on 26.06.2018, out of 461 Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres to be set up by banks, 359 centres were opened of which 329 were active and centres with zero enrolment were 30. Bank-wise position was reviewed and concerned bankers assured that enrolment/updation work in these Centres will commence soon.

He also informed that proper publicity is required to be given by bank branches regarding documents required and fees charged by Aadhaar Centres for the benefit of public. He further informed that Aadhaar kits should not be allowed to be taken outside bank premises at any cost and there should not be over-charging.

AGM, NABARD informed the house that NABARD is providing financial assistance to commercial banks and RRBs for setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres in rural areas.

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana also informed that training has already been provided by UIDAI in association with SLBC to all concerned bank officers of these branches and these instructions have already been communicated to all banks for compliance.

During review of performance of banks under PMMY scheme in the 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 1st August, 2018, Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that Govt of India has enlarged the scope of MUDRA and activities allied to agriculture (upto Rs 10.00 lakh) (excluding crop loans, land improvement such as canals, irrigation, wells etc) and services supporting these will promote livelihood or are income generating shall be eligible for coverage under PMMY w.e.f. 2016-17. He also mentioned that proper classification of loans under PMMY i.e. activities allied to agriculture will enhance agriculture Loans (Investment Credit) as well as under Mudra Loans but observed that loan accounts sanctioned under these schemes were not being classified properly, as a result of which there was data loss.  He advised bankers to ensure that Allied Activities to Agriculture covered under Mudra are classified properly. 

Shri Anil Kumar Yadav, General Manager, RBI, informed that figures mentioned in Mudra portal are much better as they also include MUDRA loans sanctioned by NBFCs etc. and advised SLBC to incorporate those figures also.

Stand-Up India Scheme was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 5th April, 2016 with the objective of facilitating bank loans between Rs.10 lakh and Rs. 100 lakh to at least one Scheduled Caste (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST) borrower and at least one woman borrower per bank branch of all scheduled commercial banks for setting up a green field enterprise. This enterprise may be in manufacturing, service or trading sector. In case of non-individual enterprises at least 51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or Woman Entrepreneur. An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower. It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

· The periodicity of the scheme (CLSS), which was earlier upto 31.12.2017 has been extended upto 31.03.2019.

· Housing and Urban Development Corporation (HUDCO) and National Housing Bank (NHB) are the Central Nodal Agencies (CNAs) to channelize the interest subsidy to the lending institutions and for monitoring the progress of Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme. 

Revision of Carpet Area for MIG-I & II category has already been communicated to all SLBC member banks vide e-mail dated 27.06.2018.
Reserve Bank of India vide their Circular dated 19th June, 2018 have informed that  in terms of the above Master Direction, loans to individuals up to Rs. 28 lakh in metropolitan centres (with population of ten lakh and above) and Rs. 20 lakh in other centres, are eligible to be classified under priority sector, provided that the cost of dwelling unit does not exceed Rs. 35 lakh and Rs. 25 lakh, respectively. 

With a view to bringing convergence of the Priority Sector Lending guidelines for housing loans with the Affordable Housing Scheme, and to give a filip to low-cost housing for the Economically Weaker Sections and Low Income Groups, the housing loan limits for eligibility under priority sector lending will be revised to Rs. 35 lakh in metropolitan centres (with population of ten lakh and above), and Rs. 25 lakh in other centres, provided the overall cost of the dwelling unit in the metropolitan centre and at other centres does not exceed Rs. 45 lakh and Rs. 30 lakh, respectively. 

Further more, the existing family income limit of Rs. 2 lakh per annum, prescribed under Para 10.4 of the above Master Direction, for loans to housing projects exclusively for the purpose of construction of houses for Economically Weaker Sections (EWS) and Low Income Groups (LIG), is revised to Rs. 3 lakh per annum for EWS and Rs. 6 lakh per annum for LIG, in alignment with the income criteria specified under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana.

The above guidelines have also been communicated to SLBC member banks vide e-mail dated 20th June, 2018. 

The progress under the scheme is being reviewed in SLBC meetings as a regular agenda item. Progress under the scheme during the quarter ended June, 2018 (2018-19) is as under:-

· During the quarter ended June, 2018, 484 cases amounting to Rs.4246 lakh have been sanctioned, out of which 264 cases amounting to Rs.3775 lakh have been disbursed.

· Out of 484 cases, 27 cases amounting to Rs.217 lakh have been sanctioned to SC/ST beneficiaries and disbursement has been made in 24 cases amounting to Rs.192 lacs.

· Similarly, 66 cases amounting to Rs.818 lakh have been sanctioned to women and disbursement amounting to Rs.618 lakh has been made in 60 cases (including the cases sanctioned last year).
Bankwise progress is given on Annexure No.18.1 (P-139).

The Urban Local Bodies Department, Govt. of Haryana had provided district wise lists of 14688 identified applicants to SLBC Haryana which was further forwarded to all LDMs for further allocation amongst various banks operating in their respective districts.  Out of 14688, 103 cases have been sanctioned by bank branches.
Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana convened a meeting with Convener SLBC Haryana and Principal Secretary, Finance and Planning, Govt. of Haryana on 03.07.2018 to review the progress under the scheme and he expressed displeasure over dismal progress under PMAY in the State of Haryana. He advised Convener SLBC to place on record, the reasons for low performance/high rejection of applications under PMAY.
District wise position of reasons for rejection/non sanction of loans under PMAY is given on Annexure No.18.2 & 18.3 (P 140-141).
On taking up the matter with LDMs, the reasons for not processing PMAY loan cases by banks’ branches are as under:-

During the review of progress in 2nd Steering Committee meeting held on 1st August, 2018, Chief Manager SLBC informed the house that SUDA had provided district-wise details of 14688 identified beneficiaries under PMAY which LDMs have since distributed to all banks in their respective districts. He also informed that as advised by Principal Secretary, F&P Govt. of Haryana, reasons for not processing PMAY cases were obtained from all banks through LDMs, which have also been communicated to the Nodal Department i.e SUDA, Haryana.  

Shri Mohinder Singh, State Urban Economist informed that the reasons outlined by SLBC for low progress are being taken up by their Department with Central Govt for resolution so that objective to provide housing to all needy persons is accomplished.

4. COVERAGE OF RISKS AND EXCLUSIONS

The following stages of the crop and risks leading to crop loss will be covered under the scheme:-

i) Prevented Sowing/Planting Risk: Coverage of risk in case the insured area is prevented from sowing/plan ting due to deficit rainfall or adverse seasonal conditions.
ii) Standing Crop (Sowing to harvesting): Comprehensive risk insurance will be provided to cover yield losses due to non preventable risks, viz. Drought, Dry spells, Flood, Inundation, Pests and Diseases, Landslides, Natural Fire and Lightening, Storm, Hailstorm, Cyclone, Typhoon, Tempest, Hurricane and Tornado.

iii) Post-Harvest Losses: Coverage will be available only up to a maximum period of two weeks from harvesting for those crops which are allowed to dry in cut and spread condition in the field after harvesting against specific perils of cyclone, cyclonic rains and unseasonal rains.

iv) Localized Calamities: Loss/damage resulting from occurrence of identified localized risks of hailstorm, landslide, and inundation affecting isolated farms will be covered.

v) Risk inception date - The risk under PMFBY will commence from the date of notification of the Scheme or date of commencement of season whichever is earlier.

vi) Seasonal Discipline:- Crop period for Sunflower will begin for Jan to June.

vii) General Exclusions: Losses arising out of war and nuclear risks, malicious damage and other preventable risks (refer Para IV.2 of OGs of PMFBY).

The ACS, has asked banks to start the respective scheme without any delay to extend the benefit to the students by way of bank loan who are desirous of learning/acquiring higher level skills. 

Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana vide its communication dated 17th July, 2018 has requested controlling heads of banks to inform whether this scheme has been implemented in their bank or not. If it is being implemented, please send a copy of the circular of the scheme to SLBC Haryana and accelerate the progress under the scheme for extending loan to the eligible candidates for skill development, as per guidelines of the Scheme. Further, Govt of Haryana through Haryana State Development Mission has empanelled a Centre of Excellence (COE) set up by the Primordial Systems at Gurugram and a target of skilling of 1,000 persons during 2018-19 has been fixed by Govt of Haryana. 
Controlling heads of banks have been requested to extend skill loans to willing candidates in accordance with the spirit of this scheme and specially in District Gurugram to make the experiment of COE a success. They have also been requested to advise their field functionaries to asisst LDM Gurugram in order to accomplish the target by banking system in the district.

	FINANCING OF DEVELOPMENTAL CHARGES LEVIED BY THE STATE GOVERNMENT ON ACCOUNT OF LEGALIZING UNAUTHORIZED COLONIES OF FARIDABAD AND GURUGRAM DISTRICTS


Government of Haryana is in the process of providing relief to general public residing in unauthorized colonies such as civic amenities and infrastructure deficient areas, under the Haryana Management of Civic Amenities and Infrastructure Deficient Municipal Areas (Special Provisions) Act, 2016 by way of gazette notification. The objective of the Act is to provide basic amenities and services like water supply, sewerage and drainage, road and street lighting. Along with the notification, the development charges to be levied will also be notified. 

Recently, colonies of MC Gurugram and Faridabad have been notified vide notification dated 06.12.2017. 

The Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana, convened a special meeting on 03.01.2018 with all the stake-holders including Convener, SLBC Haryana and LDMs of Gurugram and Faridabad to discuss the possibility and action plan for financing the developmental charges by the banks at all places where these unauthorized colonies have been authorized by the State Govt. In the meeting, the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Haryana desired that this fund may be financed by banks to the residents of these colonies who are unable to pay the developmental charges from their own sources.

Being a policy matter for all banks, to discuss various aspects in financing to the public for payment of developmental charges to the State Government a meeting was convened by Convener SLBC Haryana on 11th January, 2018.

After detailed deliberations over the issue, the following main features emerged for the proposed scheme to finance the development charges:-

· The borrower should not be defaulter of any bank/financial institution.

· The quantum of loan shall be minimum Rs 0.50 lakh and maximum Rs 2.50 lakhs.

· The borrower will submit ITR/salary slip/Affidavit of income, as proof of income.

· The repayment period shall remain 5 to 7 years.

· The repaying capacity of the borrower shall be examined by Branch Manager while financing.

· Property/house shall be numbered/identifiable and property area should be mentioned in the registry. 

· The banks will create equitable mortgage of the house for which development charges are being financed.

· The title-deed will be got prepared by borrower and shall be submitted with the Bank for creating equitable mortgage and Permission to Mortgage the property shall be given by Govt of Haryana by way of Notification in all the cases collectively.

· All these loans will be guaranteed by Government of Haryana by way of Notification to be issued by State Government.

· The rate of interest applicable to these loans shall be rate applicable to Housing Loan accounts by the respective bank which may differ from bank to bank.

· Any other term or condition which is necessarily required by the bank to enforce from legal point of view.

In view of the above requirements of the banks, Department of Urban Local Bodies, Haryana Panchkula vide their communication dated 28th Feb., 2018 have informed that Govt. has approved the policy mechanism for the areas already declared/to be declared as Civic Amenities and Infrastructure Deficient Areas under the Haryana Management of Civic Amenities and Infrastructure Deficient Municipal Areas (Special Provision) Act, 2016. 

The banks have been empowered to perform following actions while granting loan/finance:-
1. The banks may create equitable mortgage of the house for which development charges are being financed.
2. In case of default of payment by the applicant, the bank shall not take immediate action under SARFAESI Act but inform the municipality. The municipality shall take punitive action within 3 months against the applicant by temporary disconnection of water and sewerage, electricity etc. Thereafter, if need arises, the concerned bank may proceed under SARFAESI Act after informing the District Administration.

3. The banks will create equitable mortgage of the house for which development charges are being financed.

4. The branch manager shall examine the borrowing capacity of the applicant based on the following documents and fulfilling the conditions while approving loan/finance :-

i) The applicant shall not be defaulter of any bank/financial institution.
ii) The quantum of loan provided shall be upto a maximum of Rs. 3.00 lakh.

iii) The applicant shall submit ITR/Salary Slip/Affidavit of Income as proof of income.

iv) The repayment period shall remain 5-7 years.

v) The applicant shall get prepared title deed of the property and shall submit to the bank for creating equitable mortgage. The property document shall inform property area in the registry.

5. The rate of interest applicable to these loans shall be at appropriate rate applicable to housing loan.

6. Any other terms and conditions which is necessarily required by bank to enforce from legal point of view.

During the deliberations of 144th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 17th May, 2018 controlling heads of banks were requested to take up the matter with their respective Corporate Office for approval of the policy mechanism approved by the State Govt for implementation by their bank branches in the State of Haryana. SLBC Haryana Secretariat vide its communications dated 15th June, 27th June and 4th August, 2018 requested the controlling heads of banks to apprise the progress made in this regard but response from the SLBC member banks except Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank who have already issued instructions to their branches vide Circular dated 25th May, 2018. Convener Bank has also initiated the process with its Corporate Office.

SLBC Haryana Secretariat forwarded bankwise pendency to the concerned banks vide e-mail dated 19.07.2018 with a request to advise their field functionaries to ensure that:-

1. Applications are sanctioned on merits/disposed of within a period of 15-30 days from the receipt of application at branch level.

2. Sanctioned cases are disbursed immediately after the sanction subject to compliance of terms of sanction of loan.

3. Loan applications are not rejected on flimsy grounds.

4. Loan applications are not kept pending for disposal/disbursement beyond the prescribed time norms.
During the deliberations of 2nd meeting of Steering Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 1st August, 2018, Ms Sunita Duggal, Chairperson, HSCFDC, while taking up the matter of credit dispensation by banks relating to HSCFDC, informed that against the annual target fixed for 2018-19 of 8000 cases, 4296 cases were sponsored upto June 2018 and only 602 cases were sanctioned and 3355 cases were pending for disposal. She discussed bank-wise pendency of sponsored cases and advised bankers to dispose of pending cases within the time-frame stipulated by Reserve Bank of India.

The Convener SLBC Haryana took a very serious note over large number of pending cases of HSCFDC and strictly advised controlling heads of all banks to sensitize field functionaries to clear the pendency at the earliest. He further advised that pendency under all Govt. sponsored programmes be got cleared by 31st of August, 2018 by all means.

DBT & BANKERS’ RIGHT TO SET OFF
Sr. Advisor, IBA, Mumbai vide his office letter dated 21st June, 2017 addressed to the CEOs of all member banks and all SLBC Conveners has informed that RBI convened a meeting with select Public and Private Sector Banks and IBA on April 18, 2017 to discuss the issues of bankers’ legal right to set-off and its implications in financial inclusion and implementation of DBT.
 2. In the meeting, while the bankers stood by their legal right to setoff, there was a general consensus that banks may choose to forgo this right and not set off input subsidies specifically meant for relief measures extended by the Sovereign ( Central or State Government). RBI opined that if the banks continue to set off subsidies/relief provided by the Government under various welfare schemes through Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) then the borrower could not be benefitted and the purpose for which DBT was introduced could also be defeated. As such, RBI decided that an industry wide framework is evolved across the banking industry so that the DBTs are not affected while the bankers’ legal right to set off is also recognized. IBA was requested to look into this issue and evolve a common framework for the industry.
 3. In this context, IBA convened a meeting of senior executives from select Public Sector and Private Sector Banks on 23rd May, 2017. In the meeting, the following consensus emerged among the group of bankers:

Banks are not agreeable to forgo their right to set off as a general rule. Banks will consider forgoing their right to set off in specific instances where the relief/assistance is linked to natural calamities such as flood, cyclone, earthquake etc. and are as a one-time measure based on the notifications issued by the Central/State Government.

Banks are not agreeable to extend the concession to all cases of distribution of Government subsidy including subsidy routed through DBT, on a regular basis. Banks also don’t have any specific policy under which banks consider ceding their legal right to set off. 

 
4. The above views of the banks were conveyed to RBI vide our letter No. SB/RBI/DBT/2017-18/2889 dated 02nd June, 2017.
 

5. RBI has now vide letter No. FIDD.CO.FSD.No 5000/05.05.012/2016-17 dated June 14, 2017 requested IBA to convey the previously mentioned decision (s) to all banks/SLBCs.

	LOANS GRANTED TO DISABLED PERSONS AT NHFDC RATE UNDER TIE UP ARRANGEMENT


NHFDC functions as an apex institute for promoting economic development activities and self employment venture for the benefit of Persons with Disabilities (PWDs). The fund is channelized through State Channelizing Agencies (SCA) nominated by the respective state/ UT Government(s). NHFDC also provides grants for skill training of disabled persons. The detailed information on schemes and programmes of NHFDC is available on website www.nhfdc.nic.in.
With a view to make this segment of population economically independent in the state of Haryana, NHFDC has tied up with Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank and Haryana Gramin Bank for  flow of collateral free concessional credit (interest rate of 4-8%p.a) to PWDs for self employment  under credit guarantee scheme of Government of India. The bank will also extend education loan to eligible students with disabilities for higher education in India and abroad at an interest rate of 3.5-4% p.a only. The entire loan extended to PWDs for above purpose shall be refinanced by NHFDC to the concerned bank. Also the partner Banks will be able to earn 3% interest margin on above loans extended to PWDs.

Any Bank interested to sign agreement with NHFDC for flow of concessional credit to PWDs may contact the office of Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India, Shastri Bhawan, New Delhi.
