	PROMOTION OF BHIM APP AND RUPAY CARD BY EVERY BANK BRANCH FOR CASHLESS TRANSACTIONS


In a meeting held on 3rd July, 2018, Chief Secretary to Govt. of Haryana informed Convener SLBC Haryana that in the Pragati meeting held by Govt of India, Hon’ble Prime Minister of India advised all Chief Secretaries that each bank branch operating in their respective State to get Bhim app activated at business outlets of 100 small businessmen and start operation for digital transactions.  The Hon’ble Prime Minister also advised to accomplish this task by Diwali.  
The Chief Secretary, advised Convener SLBC to allocate this target to each bank operating in the State of Haryana in proportion to their total branches existing in the State of Haryana and review the performance of banks in SLBC meetings.
A meeting to discuss the issue with major SLBC member banks was convened by SLBC Haryana on 7th July, 2018 and demonstration on working of BHIM app was given in the meeting and clarifications to queries were also provided.
Bharat Interface for Money (BHIM) is an app that lets you make simple, easy and quick payment transactions using Unified Payments Interface (UPI). You can easily make direct bank to bank payments instantly and collect money using just Mobile number or Payment address. Services available are as follows:-
1. Send Money – Using this option, you can send money to anyone using Virtual Payment Address (VPA), Account no & IFSC and QR Scan.
2. Request Money – Using this option, you can collect money by entering Virtual Payment Address (VPA). Additionally through BHIM App, one can also transfer money using Mobile No. (Mobile No should be registered with BHIM or *99# and account should be linked).
3. Scan & Pay- Using this option, you can pay by scanning the QR code through Scan & Pay & generate your QR option is also present.
4. Transactions – Using this option, you can check transaction history and also pending UPI collect requests (if any) and approve or reject. You can raise complaint for the declined transactions by clicking on Report issue in transactions.
5. Profile – Using this option, you can view the static QR code and Payment addresses created. You can also share the QR code through various messenger applications like WhatsApp, Email etc. available on phone and can also download the QR code.
6. Bank Account – Using this Option, you can see the bank account linked with your BHIM App and its PIN status. You can set/change your UPI PIN. You can also change the bank account linked with BHIM App by clicking Change account provided in Menu. Also you can check Balance of your linked Bank Account by clicking “REQUEST BALANCE”.
BHIM app is India’s official UPI app.  It was launched just after the demonetization to make India go cashless.  Now there are many apps available in market such as PhonePe, PayWiz. 
Convener SLBC, Haryana vide its letter dated 24th August, 2018 had requested the controlling heads of banks to allocate target to each branch of their bank in the State of Haryana to onboard of BHIM App on 100 mobiles of small businesspersons of their respective area and ensure that this task be accomplished by each branch by 19th Oct., 2018 i.e. before Dussehra positively. 
As per the progress received from banks, it has been observed that against the target of 4,73,000, banks have on boarded 1,05,062 small vendors on Bhim App upto 19th Jan., 2019. Summary of the same is as under:-

	MODIFICATIONS IN PRADHAN MANTRI JAN DHAN YOJANA (PMJDY)


During the Video Conference held on 12.09.2018, DFS complimented all banks for successful completion of the four years period of the National Mission of Financial Inclusion-PMJDY, launched on 14th August 2014. PMJDY, in its first four years envisaged provision of universal banking facilities to every unbanked household in the country by opening a basic banking account. 

To give the necessary impetus to financial inclusion activities and bring transformative changes in the country, the Government decided to extend PMJDY beyond 14.8.2018 with the change in focus on opening accounts from “every household” to “every adult” with the following modifications:-

a) Existing overdraft limit to PMJDY account holders of Rs. 5,000 has been raised to Rs. 10,000.

b) Age limit of 18-60 years has been revised to 18-65 years

c) There will not be any conditions attached for OD up to Rs. 2,000.

d) Accident insurance cover for RuPay card holders has been raised from Rs. 1 lakh to Rs. 2 lakh to new PMJDY accounts opened after 28.8.2018.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure implementation of the modifications made in the scheme and submission of progress to SLBC Haryana on weekly basis as well for compilation and onward submission to Mission Office, PMJDY accordingly.

As per the report received from Rural Development Department, Haryana, out of 6,72,880 MGNREGA workers in the State  6,69,075 workers (99.4%) workers are having aadhaar whereas accounts of 5,46,564 (81.2%) active workers have been converted into Aadhaar Based Payment.

During the deliberations of meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 29th January, 2019 on the issue of seeding of aadhaar in MGNREGA workers’ accounts representative of Rural Development Department requested that aadhaar number is being entered by banks as a KYC document but option of DBT is not being entered in banks’ system.

As such controlling heads of bank are requested to impart necessary instructions to their field functionaries to seed aadhaar in MGNREGA workers’ account carefully so that account is mapped with NPCI and the benefits of DBT could be provided to 100% MGNREGA workers.

Setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres in Bank Branches in State of Haryana
Vide UIDAI notification no.13012/79/2017/Legal-UIDAI (No.4 of 2017) dated 14.07.2017 it was instructed that every scheduled commercial bank shall setup Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities inside its bank branches at a minimum 1 out of 10 branches.
UIDAI vide circular no F.No.13012/171/2018/Legal/UIDAI/114 dated 23.10.2018 has reiterated that the UIDAI’s circular issued on dated 14.07.2017 which requires every scheduled commercial bank to provide Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities to its customers shall continue to operate.
Bank wise count of 4717 bank branches was intimated by SLBC to UIDAI Regional Office Chandigarh and accordingly 472 Aadhaar enrolment centres were required to be opened in the State. At present, in 324 bank branches (details attached as Annexure–I) Aadhaar enrolment/update facility is operational. In 56 branch locations (details attached as Annexure–II) banks had earlier deployed their kits which are not presently working as on 21.01.2019. At 115 branch locations (details attached as Annexure – III), banks are yet to install their kits. It is requested that Aadhaar Enrolment Centres be got opened in these identified branches on priority & all available kits should be made functional at the earliest.
· Block wise coverage
For the convenience of the public, it is desired that these 472 branches should be evenly distributed in the state. 
SLBC Haryana vide its letter dated 27.06.2018 has instructed all the LDMs to ensure that no block in any district should remain uncovered without Aadhaar enrolment centre. However, in 45 blocks Aadhaar enrolment kits were deployed which have stopped working now in bank branches. In another 37 blocks, kits are yet to be deployed by banks. Districtwise details of uncovered blocks is attached as Annexure – IV. The banks are requested to open branches evenly distributed in all blocks of Haryana including rural areas.
· Banks with Low enrolment/Updation rate
Out of the 324 kits deployed in bank branches, 22 bank branches (details attached as Annexure - V) in the state have done Zero Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation in the last 30 days. It may be ensured that all Aadhaar enrolment centres opened by banks must carry out enrolments & updation on daily basis.
UIDAI vide circular dated 31st August, 2018 has mandated that each enrolment centre should do at least 12 Enrolment /Updates every day w.e.f. 1st January 2019. At present, overall average Enrolment/Update per day per kit of all bank branches in Haryana is 5. Bank-wise average enrolment is attached as Annexure – VI. It may be ensured that all banks must achieve the target rate of Enrolment and Updation.
UIDAI has also revised the rates w.e.f. 1.1.2019 for various Aadhaar services.  
The revised rate list is attached herewith at Annexure – VII
· Verification of Aadhaar Enrolment Centres
UIDAI RO, Chandigarh keeps on getting public complaints regarding overcharging, denial of services and Misbehavior issues. Branch wise details of such complaints are attached at Annexure VIII
SLBC Haryana also vide its letter dated 25.09.2018 has issued detailed guidelines regarding effective supervision of Aadhaar enrolment & updation centres to all LDMs wherein it was instructed that every Aadhaar enrolment & updation centre must be visited at least once in a month by respective DCO & once in three month by LDM. LDMs may be advised that the guidelines issued by UIDAI/SLBC on inspection of enrolment centres is strictly followed.
· IEC
Banks may carry out extensive IEC for the information of public about the locations of branches where Aadhaar enrolment and updation facilities have been setup. Banks may be advised to do proper branding of Aadhaar enrolment centre outside or inside bank premises for the awareness of residents.
· Training of Bank Staff/Operators/Supervisors/Verifiers
Banks may plan refresher training for their operators/supervisors/verifiers in co-ordination with UIDAI RO Chandigarh in order to improve data quality and other latest guidelines regarding Aadhaar enrolment process.

From the bank wise progress report it has been observed that out of total 120722 loans sanctioned under Shishu Category by all banks, HDFC Bank alone has reported sanction of 34920 (Shishu Category) loans i.e 29% of total Shishu loans sanctioned.

Out of total Rs. 2215 crore loans sanctioned in 1,75,715 accounts under PMMY, 1,12,905 women have been sanctioned loans amounting to Rs.631 crore i.e. 64% of the total loans sanctioned under the scheme during the period ended Dec., 2018 (2018-19).

Similarly, 51,262 accounts of SC/ST beneficiaries have been sanctioned out of total 1,75,715 accounts sanctioned under PMMY amounting to Rs.221 Cr. i.e. 29% of the total loans sanctioned under the scheme during the period ended Dec., 2018 (2018-19). 
While reviewing the performance of banks under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) upto Dec., 2018 in the meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 29th January, 2019 it was observed that progress under the scheme was only 50% whereas it should have been at least 75% of the allocated target.

The Convener SLBC Haryana reviewed bank wise progress under the scheme and observed that more efforts were required to achieve the targets. While reviewing the progress under Stand Up India Scheme in the Sub Committee meeting, Convener SLBC observed that all branches of banks are not participating in the scheme. Only 269 branches of banks have financed 483 cases whereas the scheme is a general MSME scheme and does not contain subsidy aspect. On the request of SBI and SHGB, Convener SLBC vide its letter dated 31st Oct., 2018 and 21st Nov., 2018 has taken up the matter with DFS, MOF,GOI, New Delhi to allow  SBI and SHGB to open brick and mortar branches by 31st Dec., 2018 and 31st March, 2019 respectively in their allocated villages. Reply from DFS is still awaited.

During the Sub Committee meeting held on 29th January, 2019, Convener SLBC, advised the representatives of Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank, State Bank of India and Oriental Bank of Commerce to take necessary steps for opening of brick and mortar branches in their allocated villages at the earliest.

As OBC has come out of the purview of PCA, controlling head of OBC is requested to ensure that the branches in their allocated villages are opened within a time bound manner.

· Upto Dec., 2018, 17,265 loan applications of RSETI trained candidates have been sponsored to various banks operating in the State of Haryana.

· Out of these, 6802 loan applications have been sanctioned and disbursement has been made to 6454 applicants.

· 4402 applications have been rejected by banks.

· 6061 Applications were still lying pending for disposal with various branches of banks in the State as at Dec., 2018. 
Bank wise and District wise progress along with the pendency is given on Annexure No. 20.2 & 20.3 (P 145-146).

The following action is required from banks in this regard:-

1. Loan applications of RSETI trained persons are disposed of within 15-30 days from the receipt of application at the branch.

2. Loan application of RSETI trained person should be rejected by the next higher authority at Controlling Office level.

3. Branches of different banks in the area to motivate rural masses and send them for training to RSETI functioning in their respective district.

During the review of progress of RSETIs in the Sub Committee meeting, Convener SLBC advised that RSETI trained candidates should be extended financial support/loans under PMMY for setting-up their venture. RSETIs/sponsor banks should follow up with the concerned bank branches for sanction of loans and clearance of pendency within a time bound manner.

Controlling heads of banks are requested to impart necessary instructions to their field functionaries to dispose of the loan applications of RSETI trained candidates lying pending with them on merits so that progress of their bank under PMMY could improve further.

	RESOLUTION OF COMPLAINTS UNDER PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY)


A meeting was convened by Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Govt of Haryana, under the chairpersonship of Additional Chief Secretary (Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare) on 08.10.2018 which was attended by representatives of Insurance Companies, various Govt Departments and Convener SLBC Haryana.
During the meeting, issue of resolution of complaints under PMFBY was discussed in detail. The Chairperson decided that each and every complaint will be resolved by District Level Monitoring Committee (DLMC) headed by Deputy Commissioner of the respective district and decision so taken by DLMC shall be final and binding on insurance companies.  The ACS also opined that all complaints have to be resolved on one-to-one basis and it will not be appropriate to issue general guidelines to resolve all complaints in one go.  
Still, SLBC Secretariat is receiving references from banks/farmers that claims have been rejected by Insurance Companies, on one pretext or other, resulting into complaints.  We are also receiving complaints from banks that insurance companies have sent consolidated claims to banks without providing list of farmers as a result of which amount is lying in sundries accounts of banks.
Action Required: During the deliberations of Sub Committee meeting held on 25th January, 2019 Director General, Agriculture & Farmers Welfare Deptt., Haryana was requested to ensure implementation of decision taken in the meeting held under the Chairpersonship of ACS, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Deptt., Haryana 08.10.2018 that each and every complaint would be resolved by District Level Monitoring Committee (DLMC) headed by Deputy Commissioner of the respective district and decision so taken by DLMC shall be final and binding on insurance companies. DLMC meeting should be held twice in a month and minutes of the meeting should be sent to Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Deptt., Haryana and a copy of the same to SLBC Haryana as well.

Action Required: Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana is once again requested to impart necessary instructions in this regard.

	DOUBLING OF FARMERS’ INCOME BY 2022- CONVENING MEETING OF STATE COORDINATION COMMITTEE


The Hon’ble Union Finance Minister in his Union Budget Speech for 2016-17 had announced doubling of Farmers’ income by 2022. Hon’ble Prime Minister expressed desire on 28.02.2016 to double the income of farmers by the year 2022, when the country completes 75 years of independence. He unveiled a seven-point strategy to double the income of farmers in six years with measures to step up irrigation, provide better quality seeds and prevent post-harvest losses. He said "in the past, the emphasis has been on agricultural output, rather than on farmers' incomes”. 

With a good strategy, well-designed programmes, adequate resources and good governance in implementation, this target is achievable."

It was decided in the 137th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 12th August, 2016 that one Committee was to be formed by the Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department of Govt. of Haryana, as only providing of finance is not sufficient rather the Road Map is required to be made for providing of Rural infrastructure, irrigation, electricity, literacy in commercial agriculture, modern techniques etc., Mandi, Warehouses, Cold Storage, making of more advances to the farmers and evolving overall strategy and plan in Haryana for achieving the target fixed by Hon’ble Prime Minister. 

The issue of convening of meeting of State Level Coordination Committee formed for the purpose is being discussed in each and every meeting since then but the meeting has still not been convened. 
During the deliberations in the Sub Committee meeting held on 25th January, 2019, Director General, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Deptt., Haryana assured that the meeting shall be convened shortly.

It is once again requested that the meeting is convened at the earliest and action points of the same relating to banks are submitted to SLBC for deliberations in the meeting for implementation by the banks.

	PROTECTED CULTIVATION IN HARYANA-BANKABLE PLAN FOR 2018-2019


From the progress report received from banks, it has been observed that during the period ended December 2018, 23 units amounting to Rs 1070 lakhs have been financed against the target of 1007 units with an amount of Rs 2346 lakhs respectively under Naturally Ventilated Poly House Model (NVPH). 	FINANCING OF FARMERS’ PRODUCING ORGANIZATIONS (FPOs)


We have been informed by Small Farmers Agribusiness Consortium, Haryana (SFACH) that Farmers’ Producing Organizations (FPOs) are having problem of getting loan sanctioned from banks due to issues like providing urban collateral guarantee.  SFACH has issued LOI’s to 22 FPOs, out of 89 formed till date and is moving aggressively for formation of around 500 FPOs during 2018-19.  The SFACH is trying hard to make FPOs functional through establishment of infrastructure in order to enhance farmers’ income through aggregation/sale of produce in a collective manner.  

The details of the Scheme are as under:-
Formation of SFACH 
Taking que from GOI, SFAC body, the State Govt has formed its own similar body for farmers i.e SFACH (Small Farmers Agri-business Consortium Haryana) as per state specific needs. It was noticed that for formation of FPO under SFAC with minimum 500 members is possible in scattered geographical area (within radius of 20/30 K.M or so), where as in state like Haryana the FPO’s are to be formed by organizing the nearby villages farmers as per crop production clusters. It has been seen that Haryana has a different type of agricultural production geography like the nearby villages grows similar type of crops e.g. Mushroom by nearby villages of Sonipat District, Tomato by nearby villages of Karnal/Charkhi Dadri/Sirsa districts, Kinnow by nearby villages in Sirsa/Fatehabad/Bhiwani Districts etc. From the feedback of the farmers, it came to know that farmers of  villages having proximity with each other can come together easily due to their local social relations and growing similar type of crops and therefore can form their group/ FPO in order to develop a common facility centre within their proximity for sale and aggregation. Also the state Govt. felt that scattered FPO’s as in case of SFAC may not be able to organize their aggregation and sales in an efficient manner and may not be viable in financial terms. Particularly the horticulture produce and dairy products, which are perishables in nature, need immediate aggregation and disposal in cold chain. Working with this special synergy may not be possible for scattered FPO formed through distant villages.
Therefore, the State Govt. decided to form SFACH body, with the guidelines that 150 (Minimum) farmers having 500 acres area can form a FPO. Other objective of the SFACH is to ensure good input supply, financial & Technical support, marketing linkages and Training/ Networking.
Crop Cluster Development Programme (CCDP) Scheme
The State Government has come out with a very ambitious policy for providing massive financial help to FPOs (70-90% of project cost), with a budget outlay of 510.36 crore for the first three years. Under this scheme, the bank has to sanction only 10% loan and rest is borne by the FPO. The State Government has prepared this massive financial subsidy scheme after careful examination of FPOs/ farmers’ financial strength and their affordability to create costly PHM infrastructure.
Objectives of CCDP
Objective of CCDP is strengthening farmer capacity, aggregation of produce, market linkages, ensuring access to and usage of quality inputs, access to agro-services and enhancing cluster competitiveness, access to post harvesting management infrastructures in a collective mode. Facilitating access to fair and remunerative markets i.e. linking of producer groups to marketing opportunities through market aggregators. To integrate all stake holders in supply chain and value addition through- Crop Cluster Development Programme (CCDP), end to end approach of integrating the entire supply chain right from production till it reaches the market.
The State Government is moving aggressively to empower the farmers through various policies and schemes and quickly want to resolve the problem of FPOs through holistic approach and come out with some solution like framing a window for financing FPOs under CCDP leveraging them from stringent conditions of bank guarantees.
During the deliberations in the Sub Committee meeting held on 25th January, 2019, it was pointed out that Farmers’ Producing Organizations (FPOs) are finding it difficult to provide collateral security demanded by the banks for financing the projects. Representative of Horticulture Department, Haryana was requested to take up the matter with State Govt. for evaluation of such projects for providing Govt. Guarantee in these cases.
Representative of Horticulture Department is requested to apprise the house in this regard.
In view of campaign of the Government of doubling the income of the farmers by 2022, Controlling heads of banks are requested to come forward to finance more and more FPO projects under CCDP.

The Project is being implemented in 100 districts across the country and in 04 districts of Haryana viz. Ambala, Karnal, Sonepat and Sirsa. Currently, in EShakti districts, all record of SHGs viz. saving, internal loaning and transactions with banks etc. is being uploaded through E-Shakti Mobile App on a real time basis.

Attributes of the project:

· e-book keeping for the SHGs

· Regular updates of transactional data

· Reports generated in the formats as required by stakeholders like bankers

· Inbuilt automatic grading of SHGs based on NABARD/IBA norms

· Auto generation of Loan application for the bankers on input of resolution to borrow by SHG.

The transparent and proper maintenance of records of SHGs will help in nurturing and strengthening of SHGs and will lead to enhanced confidence among members and banks.  Controlling heads of banks are requested to advise their field functionaries of these districts to extend due cooperation in streamlining the system.

During the deliberations in the Sub Committee meeting held on 25th January, 2019 it was resolved that banks should launch a special campaign for opening of PMJDY accounts of SHGs in districts Ambala, Karnal, Sonepat and Sirsa where E-Shakti Project (Digitization of SHGs) of NABARD is being implemented.

The SAB includes representatives of DFS, GOI, NRLM, MORD, RBI, Public and Private Sector banks, RRBs, Cooperative Banks and leading practitioner of MFI/Industry expert.

4th meeting of the Board was held on 30th Nov., 2018 at NABARD, HO, Mumbai. Action points emanating from the meeting are appended below for discussion by the house and implementation by the concerned stakeholders:-

1. NABARD has launched the Project “E-Shakti” for digitization of SHGs, which is designed to capture the social and financial profiles of SHGs and its members. The project is now in operation in 100 districts covering 22 states and 01 U.T.in the country. All the banks may be encouraged to utilize the facility of E-Shakti platform for their business transactions with SHGs.

2. The data available in E Shakti platform and also in NRLM Portal may also be used for reporting member level data to CIC.

3. As part of NABARD’s efforts to rejuvenate the SHG Bank Linkage Programme, Village Level Programmes (VLPs) on SHG Bank Linkage Programme were introduced in Feb.-March, 2016 to be conducted through Branch Managers in the priority states. The VLPs are organized to improve interaction between bankers, SHPIs including NGOs, SRLMs and SHG members resulting in better understanding and appreciation of mutual requirements which will result in improved credit linkage as well as improved recovery. Banks in the state may be motivated to conduct VLPs to improve SHG Credit linkage in the State.

4. The issue of SHG BLP (Bank Linkage Programme) may be discussed in SLBC Sub Committee meetings and banks may be encouraged to enhance credit flow to SHGs/JLGs and provide repeat finance to well performing SHGs.

5. Special SLBC meetings may be conducted in Central, Northern (Punjab, Haryana, H.P., J&K, New Delhi & Rajasthan) and North Eastern States to focus on picking up livelihood activities among SHGs and also to reduce Regional Imbalances.

6. To improve loan recovery and reduce NPAs in SHG Loan accounts, banks may be encouraged to :-

· Extensively use Community Based Recovery Mechanism

· SHG Federations

· Services of bank Sakhi

7. Banks may be encouraged to give emphasis to appoint members of SHGs as BCs of banks.

Representative of NABARD may elaborate and the house may discuss the above points for implementation by the banks operating in the State of Haryana.

	SAVING & CREDIT LINKAGE OF SELF HELP GROUPS (SHGs)-PROGRESS DURING THE PERIOD ENDED DEC. 2018 (2018-19)


From the progress report of Self Help Groups (SHGs) for the period ended Dec. 2018 (2018-19), it has been observed that against the target of Saving Linkage of 7000 SHGs, banks have saving linked 6247 SHGs during the period ended Dec., 2018 and 54574 SHGs have been reported saving linked since inception of the scheme. Out of these, 23649 SHGs are NRLM compliant.

Similarly, against the target of Credit Linkage of 10000 SHGs, banks have credit linked only 2669 SHGs during the period ended Dec. 2018 (2018-19) and 36014 SHGs have been reported credit linked since inception of the scheme. Out of these, 15584 SHGs are NRLM compliant.

	NOTIFICATION UNDER INDIAN STAMP (HARYANA AMENDMENT) BILL 2018


Govt. of Haryana had notified revision of Stamp Duty on various documents vide Notification dated 17th Oct., 2018 which created confusion amongst the field functionaries of banks. The matter was taken up with Revenue and Disaster Management Department, Haryana and clarification in this regard was issued by the Department vide their letter No. 03-STR-1-2019/031 dated 01.01.2019, a copy of the which was forwarded to all SLBC member banks on 02.01.2019.

As some points in letter No 03-STR-1-2019/031 dated 01.01.2019 issued by Revenue & Disaster Management Department Haryana were creating doubts, a meeting was held with the Chief Stamp Auditor, Revenue & Disaster Management Department, Haryana on 07.01.2019 and all issues were discussed in detail.  A fresh clarification issued by Revenue & Disaster Management, Haryana, vide their letter No. 101-STR-1-2019/554 dated 17.01.2019 is placed as Annexure No. 29 (P-163-171) 

SLBC Secretariat has been receiving references/telephonic calls from the field with regard to extraordinary increase in the stamp duty affecting the process of financing by banks.

LDMs also to follow up with banks operating in their respective districts to ensure disposal of the pending applications as mentioned above. As decided in 146th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 15th Nov., 2018, a certificate is to be submitted to SLBC Haryana Secretariat on monthly basis by controlling heads of banks mentioning therein that there was no Govt. Sponsored Loan application pending with any of their bank branch for more than 30 days).

(Action: Controlling heads of banks/ all LDMs)

2. Banks to lodge PMEGP margin money claims with the Nodal Bank (Corporation Bank) immediately after the loan sanctioned/EDP training provided.  

3. HSFDC and SUDA to explore the possibility of launching of online portal for submission of loan applications as PMEGP Portal.

(Action: Haryana Scheduled Castes Finance & Dev. Corporation and State Urban Development Authority)

4. KVIC, KVIB and Deptt. Of Industries and Commerce, Haryana to impart instructions to their District Level field functionaries to visit LDM Office of their respective district for follow up with concerned banks for disposal of pending loan applications on 15th of each month (in case 15th is a holiday then on the next working day).

(Action: KVIC, KVIB and Deptt. Of Industries and Commerce, Haryana)

5. State Urban Development Authority (SUDA) and  Haryana Scheduled Castes Finance & Dev. Corporation (HSFDC) to impart instructions to their District Level field functionaries to visit LDM Office of their respective district for follow up with concerned banks for disposal of pending loan applications on 20th of each month (in case 20th is a holiday then on the next working day).

6. Special camps be organized at district level from 1.02.2019 to 10.02.2019 in coordination with Nodal Officers of Urban Local Bodies for mobilizing fresh PMAY loan applications and disposal of pending loan applications under NULM and PMAY as well. A communication dated 25th January, 2019 in this regard has already been sent by SLBC Haryana Secretariat to all LDMs.
7. Special camps be organized at district level from 15.02.2019 to 20.02.2019 in coordination with Nodal Officers of HSCFDC for disposal of pending loan applications. A communication dated 27th January, 2019 in this regard has already been sent by SLBC Haryana Secretariat to all LDMs.
Controlling heads of banks to impart necessary instructions to their field functionaries to participate in the above camps.
(Action: Banks, LDMs, Urban Local Bodies, Haryana and SUDA, Haryana)
     8. The bankers were advised to sanction the eligible cases within 15 days as    performance of banks under PMAY scheme was being monitored at Chief Secretary level.  It was hoped that during the special camps to be organized from 01.02.2019 to 10.02.2019 performance of banks under PMAY will improve positively during this financial year.

(Action: Banks and LDMs)

9. State Urban Development Authority (SUDA)/Urban Local Bodies Department Haryana to ensure that the meetings of District Level Task Force Committee formed under PMAY are convened at the earliest to shortlist the eligible applicants for financing under the scheme so as to improve the performance under the scheme considerably. 

(SUDA/ULB, Haryana and LDMs)

10. All banks to continue to sanction loans to interested and eligible cobblers under DRI scheme on regular basis.

11. As resolved in the meeting held on 5th Nov., 2018, under the Chairmanship of ACS, Finance & Planning, Haryana Department of Social Justice & Empowerment Deptt., Haryana to release at least 90% of the commission due to banks on account of disbursement of social security pensions of the department immediately.

12. MOU should be finalized on priority and got signed by the banks with the     Department of Social Justice & Empowerment Deptt., Haryana.

Convener SLBC Haryana vide communication dated 16th Nov., 2018, minutes dated 3.11.18 and action points dated 8th January, 2019 requested the Controlling heads of banks to ensure that each semi urban and urban branch of their bank finances at least 2 cases under PMAY identified at their own level.
Progress under the scheme during the period ended Dec., 2018 (2018-19) is as under:-
· During the period ended Dec., 2018, 1504 cases amounting to Rs.22358 lakh have been sanctioned by banks in the State of Haryana whereas disbursement in 1455 cases amounting to Rs.18559 lakh has also been made. 

· 196 and 49 Applications were lying pending for disposal/sanction and disbursement respectively with various branches of banks.
Bank wise progress is given on Annexure No. 35 (P-193).

From the above it is observed that progress under the scheme is not upto the mark. Controlling heads/representatives of banks are requested to initiate immediate necessary steps for considerable improvement in the progress under the scheme as only about 1 and a half months are left for the close of the quarter and financial year as well.
