	MODIFICATIONS IN PRADHAN MANTRI JAN DHAN YOJANA (PMJDY)


During the Video Conference held on 12.09.2018, DFS complimented all banks for successful completion of the four years period of the National Mission of Financial Inclusion-PMJDY, launched on 14th August 2014. PMJDY, in its first four years envisaged provision of universal banking facilities to every unbanked household in the country by opening a basic banking account. 

To give the necessary impetus to financial inclusion activities and bring transformative changes in the country, the Government decided to extend PMJDY beyond 14.8.2018 with the change in focus on opening accounts from “every household” to “every adult” with the following modifications:-

a) Existing overdraft limit to PMJDY account holders of Rs. 5,000 has been raised to Rs. 10,000.

b) Age limit of 18-60 years has been revised to 18-65 years

c) There will not be any conditions attached for OD up to Rs. 2,000.

d) Accident insurance cover for RuPay card holders has been raised from Rs. 1 lakh to Rs. 2 lakh to new PMJDY accounts opened after 28.8.2018.

As per the report received from Rural Development Department, Haryana, as on 31st March, 2019, out of 6,77,616 active MGNREGA workers in the State,  6,74,505 workers (99.5%) workers are having aadhaar whereas accounts of 5,47,049 (80.7%) active workers have been converted into Aadhaar Based Payment.
Controlling heads of banks are requested to advise their field functionaries to ensure seeding of adhaar in the accounts of MGNREGA workers on the basis of consent forms received through the DRDA/LDM Office and ensure that no consent form remains pending with them without aadhaar seeding.
During the meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 29th April, 2019 Rural Dev. Deptt., Haryana was requested to ensure that consent forms along with copies of Aadhaar Card of the remaining MGNREGA workers are obtained and provided to the LDM Offices of the concerned district enabling them to get the accounts seeded with aadhaar at the earliest so as to achieve 100% conversion of accounts of active MGNREGA workers into Aadhaar Based Payment System.

Representative of Rural Dev. Deptt., Haryana is once again requested to ensure that necessary steps are taken this regard so that 100% accounts of active MGNREGA workers are seeded with Aadhaar to provide them the benefits of DBT.

	UIDAI ISSUES- SETTING UP OF AADHAAR ENROLMENT & UPDATION CENTRES IN BANK PREMISES


Progress of Setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres in Bank Branches in the State of Haryana was reviewed in the 1st meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 29.4.19 and it was observed that :-

1. Out of 472 Aadhaar Enrolment Centres to be set up by banks, 303 centres have been set up by banks upto March, 2019.

2. In 84 branch locations, banks had earlier deployed their kits which are not presently working as on 22.04.2019.
3. At 109 branch locations, banks are yet to install their kits.
4. in 31 blocks Aadhaar enrolment kits deployed in 31 blocks of Haryana have stopped working. In another 36 blocks, kits are yet to be deployed by banks. 
5. Out of the 303 kits deployed in bank branches, 23 bank branches  in the state have done Zero Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation in the last 30 days.
6. UIDAI vide circular dated 13th Feb., 2019 has mandated that each enrolment centre should do at least 8 Enrolment /Updates every day w.e.f. 1st April, 2019. At present, overall average Enrolment/Update per day per kit of all bank branches in Haryana is 7. 
7. UIDAI vide its gazette notification dated 06.03.2019 under AADHAAR (PRICING OF AADHAAR AUTHENTICATION SERVICES) REGULATIONS, 2019 has stated that Scheduled Commercial Banks engaged in providing Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities in accordance with Gazette Notification no. 13012/79/2017/Legal-UIDAI (No 4 of 2017) dated 14th July 2017 shall be exempted from Authentication transaction charges. However, such banks, which fall short of the Aadhaar enrolment and update targets, as communicated from time to time, will be charged in proportion to the shortfall in achieving the target. 
Bankwise details of pendency and progress alongwith UIDAI Circulars have already been provided to SLBC member banks during the Sub Committee meeting held on 29th April, 2019.
Controlling heads of banks are requested to ensure that:-

-AECs are set up at the remaining identified centres at the earliest. 
-AECs set up by their bank are functioning smoothly and performing Minimum enrolments/updations (8) prescribed by UIDAI.
-Charges prescribed by UIDAI are being collected by their AECs for enrolment/updation of Aadhaar.
-Monitoring of the vendors appointed for enrolment/updation of Aadhaar at their respected AECs is being done and Aadhaar Enrolment Kits are not being allowed to be taken out of the branch.
- Grievances of the masses are being redressed in a time bound manner.

- Implementation of instructions issued by UIDAI from time to time in letter and spirit. 
LDMs are also advised to ensure that the AECs in their respective district are being set up by banks to ensure coverage of all blocks of their district with the AECs.
The representative of UIDAI may deliberate the issue.

An interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing handholding support to the borrower. It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

	IMPLEMENTATION OF PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY) - RABI 2018-19


Govt. of Haryana had issued Notification on 30.03.2018 for implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) in the State of Haryana for Kharif 2018 and Rabi 2018-19 Seasons. Cut-off date for deduction of premium for Rabi 2018 from the accounts of loanee farmers was 31.12.2018 and the same was to be remitted to the respective insurance companies within 15 days from the cut-off date. 

Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Deptt., Govt. of India had also stipulated for uploading the data of loanee farmers on PMFBY portal within 15 days.

The main features of PMFBY Notification dated 30.03.2018 are enumerated as under:-

· The Insurance Company shall verify insured farmers pertaining to area insured, area sown, addresses, bank account number (KYC) as provided by the banks independently on its own cost within two months of the cut-off date and in case of any correction must report to the State Govt failing which no objection by the Insurance Company at a later stage will be entertained and it will be binding on the Insurance Company to pay the claim.

· In case of any grievance in any particular district pertaining to claim of any farmer, the decision of the District Level Monitoring Committee (DLMC) headed by the Deputy Commissioner of the respective district shall be final and binding on the Insurance Company.  The concerned implementing agency will be bound to implement the decision of the DLMC within 15 days of the order of the DLMC failing which financial penalty of Rs 2000/- per day of the delay per case in addition to the claim amount will be imposed on the delinquent implementing agency and recovered from the subsidy amount to be paid to the said insurance company by the State Govt.  All disputes arising out of the decision of the DLMC shall be subject to the jurisdiction of local courts/consumer court of the respective district.  Non-implementation of the decision of the DLMC by the insurance company will invite debarment for future participation in bidding process.

· As per revised operative guidelines the appeal against the decision taken in DLMC meeting can be made in State Level Grievance Redressal Committee (SGRC) which will be headed by Principal Secretary/Secretary of Nodal Department, SLBC/Banks, CGM NABARD, Insurance Company and concerned State Authority or Department shall be appointed as member. The reports from the field have been received that DLMC in various districts is being held under the chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner but in some cases the Deputy Commissioner alone is taking the decision without any consultation or concurrence of the remaining members of the committee.  It was requested by SLBC vide letter dated 13.03.2019 to the Department to hold the meeting of SGRC with prior information/notice in the field so that  the appeal can be filed in SGRC by any stake-holder against the decision of DLMC.

· For any reason if a farmer changes the crop planned earlier, he should intimate the change to insurance company, at least 30 days before the cut-off date for buying insurance, through the Bank/Insurance Company/Insurance intermediary.

	RESOLUTION OF COMPLAINTS UNDER PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY)


A meeting was convened by Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Govt of Haryana, under the chairpersonship of Additional Chief Secretary (Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare) on 08.10.2018, which was attended by representatives of Insurance Companies, various Govt Departments and Convener SLBC Haryana.

During the meeting, issue of resolution of complaints under PMFBY was discussed in detail. The Chairperson decided that each and every complaint will be resolved by District Level Monitoring Committee (DLMC) headed by Deputy Commissioner of the respective district and decision so taken by DLMC shall be final and binding on insurance companies.  The ACS also opined that all complaints have to be resolved on one-to-one basis and it will not be appropriate to issue general guidelines to resolve all complaints in one go.  
Still, we are receiving references from banks/farmers that claims have been rejected by Insurance Companies, on one pretext or other, resulting into complaints.  

We are also receiving complaints from banks that insurance companies have sent consolidated claims to banks without providing list of farmers as a result of which amount is lying in sundries accounts of banks.

He had requested representative from Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare to take up with insurance companies to supply these lists to bank branches so that farmers’ accounts are credited immediately.  As per information received from the field, these entries are still outstanding.  The representative from Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare is requested to inform action taken in this regard.

	DOUBLING OF FARMERS’ INCOME BY 2022- CONVENING MEETING OF STATE COORDINATION COMMITTEE


The Hon’ble Union Finance Minister in his Union Budget Speech for 2016-17 had announced doubling of Farmers’ income by 2022. Hon’ble Prime Minister expressed desire on 28.02.2016 to double the income of farmers by the year 2022, when the country completes 75 years of independence. He unveiled a seven-point strategy to double the income of farmers in six years with measures to step up irrigation, provide better quality seeds and prevent post-harvest losses. He said "in the past, the emphasis has been on agricultural output, rather than on farmers' incomes”. 

During the deliberations on the issue in the 146th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 15.11.2018, representative of Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Haryana was again requested to take up the matter with the State Coordination Committee (SCC) for convening the meeting of the committee at the earliest so that the next meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana on Doubling Farmers’ Income could be convened by SLBC and action points relating to banks could be discussed therein for implementation.

SLBC Haryana has written letters to ACS, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department Haryana on 12.11.2018, 11.01.2019 and 16.03.2019 with a request to impart suitable instructions to the State Level Coordination Committee to convene the meeting and convey us the action points for implementation by the banks operating in the State of Haryana.

During the deliberations held in the meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana on 29th April, 2019, representative of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Deptt., Haryana informed the house that the meeting has been finalized and shall be convened after the General Election Process is over.
Representative of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Deptt., Haryana is requested to ensure that the said meeting is convened within a fortnight and the action points for banks are conveyed to SLBC Haryana for further necessary action.

	FINANCING OF FARMERS’ PRODUCING ORGANIZATIONS (FPOs)


Small Farmers’ Agribusiness Consortium Haryana (SFACH) informed SLBC that Farmers’ Producing Organizations (FPOs) are having problem of getting loan sanctioned from banks due to issues like providing urban collateral guarantee.  SFACH has issued LOI’s to 22 FPOs, out of 89 formed till date and is moving aggressively for formation of around 500 FPOs during 2018-19.  The SFACH is trying hard to make FPOs functional through establishment of infrastructure in order to enhance farmers’ income through aggregation/sale of produce in a collective manner.  

In the Sub-Committee to SLBC Haryana meeting held on 25.01.2019, it was pointed out that banks were not financing loans to FPOs for want of collateral security.  After detailed discussions, it was decided that Department of Horticulture will request IF&CC, Govt of Haryana for evaluation of project for providing Govt Guarantee in these cases.  

We have been informed by Joint Director Horticulture, SFACH, Panchkula vide their letter No. 205/SC/SFACH/2019 dated 24.04.2019 that the matter was taken up with Finance Department, Haryana to provide Govt. Guarantee to the projects of FPOs.  As per notification issued by Finance Department vide No. 4/I/ARO/IV-FD (Res. Cell)-2001 dated 21.11.2001, Finance Department provide State Guarantee to Public Sector Undertakings for their projects.  Farmers Producer Organizations are not Public Sector Undertakings but these are Producer Companies under Companies Act. Therefore, FPOs are not eligible for availing facility of State Guarantee for loaning of their projects.  However, this matter shall be pursued with the State Govt for consideration and also with NABKISAN Finance Limited.
During the 1st meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana, the Managing Director, SFACH informed the house that Crop Cluster Development Programme (CCDP) was started in 2016-17 with budget provision of Rs 510 crore for three years and target for first year was Rs 100 crore. He informed that 80% subsidy is provided by their Department, 10% is borne by FPO and only 10% of the project cost is to be financed by banks and still banks were insisting for collateral security.  

He informed the house that the matter has been taken up with NABARD for providing Guarantee as in case of Orissa and hoped that the issue shall be resolved within 10 days.  He also informed that they are planning to organize a workshop to sensitize bankers about the scheme. 

Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Haryana also advised that the issue be taken up at SLBC level for making Credit Guarantee Fund, instead of collateral security, with a view to increase financing under the scheme.

Keeping in view the Government of India‘s mission for creating a digital India, NABARD has launched a project for Digitization of all SHGs in the country. The Project is being implemented in 100 districts across the country and in 04 districts of Haryana viz. Ambala, Karnal, Sonepat and Sirsa. Currently, in E-Shakti districts, all record of SHGs viz. saving, internal loaning and transactions with banks etc. is being uploaded through E-Shakti Mobile App on a real time basis.

Attributes of the project:-
· e-book keeping for the SHGs

· Regular updates of transactional data

· Reports generated in the formats as required by stakeholders like bankers

· Inbuilt automatic grading of SHGs based on NABARD/IBA norms

· Auto generation of Loan application for the bankers on input of resolution to borrow by SHG.

The transparent and proper maintenance of records of SHGs will help in nurturing and strengthening of SHGs and will lead to enhanced confidence among members and banks.  Banks are requested to extend due cooperation in streamlining the system.

	KISAN CREDIT CARD (KCC) SCHEME : WORKING CAPITAL FOR ANIMAL HUSBANDRY AND FISHERIES


In the Budget 2018-19 the Union Government announced their decision to extend the facility of Kisan Credit Card (KCC) to Animal Husbandry and Fisheries (AH&F) to help them meeting working capital requirements.   In pursuance of the said budget announcement, the Reserve Bank of India vide notification No. RBI2018-19/12LFIDDCI.FSD.BC.12/05.5.010/2018-19 dated February 3, 2019 has framed guidelines for extending the KCC facility for working capital requirement for activities related to Animal Husbandry and Fisheries.

At point No. 4.1 of the above circular it has been mentioned that Scale of Finance shall be fixed by DLTC (District Level Technical Committee) based on local cost worked out on the basis of per acre/per unit/per animal/per bird etc.
SLBC Haryana vide its letter dated 19.03.2019 has requested HARCO Bank to initiate necessary steps for fixing of scale of finance for financing under the scheme in coordination with the concerned departments and also to hold meeting of District Level Technical Committee of their respective district in coordination with LDMs and concerned departments to evaluate the scale of finance at the earliest so that credit facility can be extended to farmers of Haryana. The issue was also deliberated upon in the 1st meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 29th April, 2019 wherein representative of HARCO Bank informed the house that necessary instructions in this regard have already been issued by them to their field staff. He was also advised to get scale of finance of all districts ready before the SLBC meeting so that all Banks/LDMs may be provided the same and this scheme takes off well in time in the State of Haryana.   
It has been informed by HARCO Bank vide their communication dated 10th May, 2019 that the meetings of District Level Technical Committee (DLTC) for fixing of Scale of Finance under the scheme have been fixed.  

As such, all LDMs are advised to ensure that Scale of Finance of their district is finalized at the earliest.

	NOTIFICATION ISSUED UNDER INDIAN STAMP (HARYANA AMENDMENT) BILL 2018-REQUEST FOR FURTHER REVIEW IN STAMP DUTY ON LOAN DOCUMENTS EXECUTED IN BANKS


While delivering his key-note address in 147th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 14th Feb., 2019, the Chairman SLBC, Haryana raised the issue of increase in stamp duty by State Govt recently and felt that stamp duty on loan agreement, which stands increased from Rs 10/- to Rs 2000/- for small loans given to poor strata of the society was on very high side.  He requested the State Government to consider revision on stamp duty on loan documents to be given to the weaker sector, priority sector & agriculture sector.

Shri D.S.Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary to Govt. of Haryana also assured that recent hike in Stamp Duty by Govt. of Haryana will be re-looked/reviewed to make sure that beneficiaries of weaker section are not over-burdened.
Acceding to the request of SLBC Haryana, the State Govt. revised the stamp duty and issued notification dated 9th March, 2019 (Annexure 24 A, P 166-167) on all types of loan agreement for obtaining loan on the following documents:-
(i)- small and marginal farmer for a loan upto Rs.1,60,000/- for agricultural purposes;

(ii) beneficiary of Economically Weaker Section under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (PMAY) or National Urban Livelihood Mission (NULM) for taking a loan for the purchase or construction of house or for self employment etc.;

(iii) Below Poverty Line Scheduled Caste Family whose case of loan has been recommended by the Haryana Scheduled Castes Finance and Development Corporation to the banks;

(iv) beneficiary sponsored to the bank by the Haryana Women Development Corporation under its scheme of making women self reliant.

During the deliberations of meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 29.04.2019, SLBC Haryana was requested to take up the matter with the State Govt. for revision in stamp duty on the following documents which was revised vide notification dated 17th Oct., 2018:-
1. Agreement executed for leasing a Locker 

2. Guarantee Agreement executed by the guarantors ( In a loan case more than one guarantors can be there and all of them have to pay a stamp duty of Rs. 2000/- each)

3. Agreement executed for two wheeler loan

	PAYMENT OF COMMISSION TO BANKS ON ACCOUNT OF DISBURSEMENT OF SOCIAL SECURITY PENSIONS & SIGNING OF MOU BY SOCIAL JUSTICE & EMPOWERMENT DEPARTMENT, HARYANA


During the deliberations of 147th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 14th Feb., 2019, the Convener SLBC informed the house that the issue of non-payment of commission to banks on account of disbursement of Social Security Pensions has been taken up by banks as well as by Convener SLBC Haryana on various fora but the issue still remains unresolved. Convener SLBC Haryana again requested worthy Chief Secretary to Govt. of Haryana and ACS, Finance & Planning to get the issue resolved at the earliest as banks were incurring hefty expenditure on disbursement of social justice pensions.

In order to resolve the issue, on the advice of Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS, F&P, Haryana a Committee consisting of Secretary Finance, Govt. of Haryana, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Haryana; Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana and concerned Bank Manager was constituted to discuss bank wise pending MIS so that the issue of payment of commission could be resolved.

On the request of Convener SLBC Haryana, a meeting was convened under the Chairpersonship of Smt. Pankaj Choudhary, Special Secretary, Finance, Govt. of Haryana on 23rd April, 2019. During the meeting, Chief Manager SLBC Haryana was advised to communicate to all banks to resubmit the total claim of commission from the beginning viz-a-viz claims received and pending as on 31st March, 2019 to the SJE, Deptt., Haryana latest by 30th April, 2019 positively under copy to SLBC Secretariat as well. The Chairperson has directed the SJE Deptt. Haryana to make payment of 90% of the total pending commission to the banks by 31st May, 2019 provisionally as interim payment and remaining commission will be paid after signing of MOU between the respective bank and Social Justice & Empowerment Deptt., Haryana. 

Controlling heads of banks that have not submitted the details of commission on account of disbursement of Social Security Pensions, due to their bank, are once again requested to ensure that the requisitioned information is submitted to SJE Deptt., Haryana immediately enabling SLBC Haryana to take up the matter with the Govt. of Haryana accordingly.

	PROVIDING OF PROTECTION/ASSISTANCE BY THE POLICE PERSONNEL WHILE IMPLEMENTING ORDERS PASSED BY THE CHIEF METROPOLITAN MAGISTRATE (CMM) OR DISTRICT MAGISTRATE (DM) UNDER SECTION 14 OF THE SARFAESI ACT, 2002.


The house is informed that Hon’ble High Court of Judicature at Bombay approved the draft regarding providing of Protection/assistance by the police personnel while implementing orders passed by the Chief Metropolitan Magistrate or District Magistrate under Section 14 of the SARFAESI Act., 2002 at the time of hearing of Writ Petition No. 12 of 2019 on 15th April, 2019.

The Government of Maharashtra has decided to issue circular to the police officers at the subordinate divisional level for ensuring proper implementation of orders passed by the chief metropolitan magistrate (CMM) or district magistrate (DM) under section 14 of the Securitization and Reconstruction of Financial Assets and Enforcement of Security Interest Act, 2002 (SARFAESI Act) for taking physical possession of secured assets for the recovery of loan granted by banks and financial institutions including Urban Cooperative Banks to their borrowers. 
A copy of the Circular dated 22nd April, 2019 containing guidelines issued for providing police assistance during the course of implementation of the orders passed by CMM or DM, as the case may be under Section 14 of the SARFAESI Act is placed as Annexure No. 39  (P-205 ) for information of the SLBC Member banks.
The salient features of the above circular are as under:-

1. All the Commissioner of Police and Superintendent of Police shall ensure that, as and when demanded, adequate police force is provided for smooth implementation of the orders passed by CMM or DMs under Section 14 of the SARFAESI Act, 2002 for taking over possession of secured assets for recovery of loans granted by banks and financial institutions.
2. The Inspectors In-charge of the concerned police station shall endeavour to provide the police assistance and shall not avoid the same. The Inspectors In-charge of the concerned police shall take decision with respect to the availability of police personnel immediately and in an event within 10 days of communication from the Registrar or Advocate Court Commissioner appointed by the CMM or from the Tehsildar or Circle Officer appointed by the DMs intimating proposed date of implementation of orders under Section14. The Inspectors In-charge of the concerned police station shall intimate his decision to the concerned authority as early as possible and reasonable time before the proposed date.

3.  While providing assistance as demanded, the Police Authorities shall not verify or demand copies of loan and security documents from the banks and financial institutions. The Police Authorities shall not record statements of the Banks Officers, borrowers, mortgagers or persons in occupation of the secured assets.
4. It shall also be ensured that police officials deputed for providing assistance for implementation of orders passed by CMM/DMs shall assist the concerned authority in taking physical possession and shall use force whenever necessary, for proper implementation of such orders. The officers of the bank or financial institutions should video record the proceedings and maintain the same.

5. The prescribed fee for providing police assistance should be recovered from the concerned bank or financial institutions. The said fee should be duly deposited in the treasury and proper record of the same should be maintained. 
Govt. of Haryana is also requested to issue similar type of instructions for implementation in the State of Haryana.
