OF 107TH MEETING OF SLBC (HARYANA) HELD ON 20th APRIL, 2009
The 107th meeting of the State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana was held on 20.04.2009 to review the performance of banking system for the period ended December, 2008 at Hotel Mountview, Sector-10, Chandigarh. Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Shri Nagesh Pydah, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank presided over the meeting.  Shri AM Sharan, IAS, Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary (Finance), Govt. of Haryana, Shri Mahavir Singh, IAS, Special Secretary cum Project Director, SJSRY, Govt. of Haryana, Shri R. Gandhi, Regional Director, RBI, New Delhi, Shri S. Chaudhry, GM, RBI, New Delhi, Shri HK Talreja, General Manager (OIC), NABARD and other officials from State Govt. and various Banks participated in the meeting. The list of participants is as per Annexure.

WELCOME ADDRESS OF SHRI NC JAIN, GENERAL MANAGER PNB & CONVENER SLBC

At the outset Shri Jain extended a warm & hearty welcome to Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Government of Haryana on his behalf & on behalf of all the participants present in the meeting.  He expressed his sincere gratitude to him for accepting the request to be the Chief Guest of 107th meeting of SLBC Haryana despite his very busy schedule. He also extended a very warm welcome to Shri Nagesh Pydah, Executive Director of Punjab National Bank and Chairman of the meeting and all the dignitaries & representatives from banks, Financial Institutions and State Govt. who had assembled to participate in 107th meeting of SLBC, Haryana. 
While sharing the brief profile of Shri Nagesh Pydah who had recently joined Punjab National Bank as Executive Director and Chaired SLBC (Haryana) Meeting for the first time, Shri Jain expressed his confidence that SLBC will be benefitted with varied and enriched experience of Shri Pydah.  

Thereafter, Shri Jain expressed his sincere gratitude to Shri Nagesh Pydah for chairing the 107th meeting of SLBC Haryana.

Shri Jain informed that the performance of banks up to period ended December 2008 shall be presented by the Chairman of the meeting in his Key Note Address, however, he apprised the house about the action taken in respect of the guidelines issued by Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India & Reserve Bank of India regarding various packages aimed at strengthening the MSE Sector.
· As desired by Ministry of Finance & Reserve Bank of India, special meeting of SLBC on MSE was convened on 12.02.2009. Further, the Special Monthly Meeting of SLBC on MSE was also convened on 12.03.2009.

· During these meetings, the progress of Banks in respect of IBA package was reviewed.

· The feed-back report in respect of IBA package was also submitted to Ministry of Finance well in time.

During these meetings, it was observed that performance of banks in implementing various elements of IBA Package was satisfactory & that the performance under the IBA package for the period ended March 2009 would be reviewed during today’s meeting.    

It was further informed that the performance of the banks up to December, 2008 was satisfactory particularly in respect of:
· C D Ratio

· Doubling of Credit flow to Small & Medium Enterprises (SME).

· Nayak Committee recommendations. 

· Credit flow to women beneficiaries and Minority Communities. 

· Self Help Groups &

· National Goals in respect of Priority Sector, Agriculture & Women Beneficiaries etc.

Shri Jain apprised that during 105th SLBC meeting held on 20.10.2008, it was observed that there were high number of non-viable sick units and high incidence of NPAs under Government sponsored schemes. In order to analyze the reasons of the same & to suggest the strategies for reducing the number of such non-viable sick SMEs & improving recovery under Government sponsored schemes it was suggested to formulate Sub Groups of SLBC.
He further shared with the house that both those Sub Groups were constituted as desired and preliminary meetings of both the Sub Groups were organized. During the meetings of the Sub-Groups, the members had suggested certain measures to reduce the high number of Sick Non-viable SME units and high number of NPAs under Govt. Sponsored Schemes.  

As both the issues involved were of significant importance for all the stake holders, it was observed that there was a need to have an independent study from outside agency.   Accordingly, the Convener Bank had taken up with 3 different outside agencies      (University Business School, NITCON & RCED) and he expressed that the job would be got accomplished soon for further placing before the house in subsequent meetings.
Shri Jain further requested the banker colleagues to initiate more efforts for:
· Initiating implementation of IT Enabled Business Correspondent/Business Facilitator Model;

· Establishment of Financial Education & Credit Counseling Centers (FLCCs)

· Achievement of National Goal under DRI advances specially in view of the revised norms for eligibility and upward revision of loan amount as also the revised target under DRI i.e. 10 cases per rural branch per quarter.

Before concluding, Shri Jain requested all the members to participate actively during the course of presentation of agenda items.
Shri Jain then requested Shri Nagesh Pydah, Executive Director, PNB and Chairman of the meeting to deliver his Key Note Address. 
	KEY NOTE ADDRESS BY SHRI NAGESH PYDAH, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, PNB & CHAIRMAN OF THE MEETING


At the outset Shri Nagesh Pydah extended a warm welcome to Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Government of Haryana and other senior officials from State Government and various Banks.
Before proceeding further, Shri Pydah shared some important Macro Economic Developments that have taken place recently:
MACRO LEVEL DEVELOPMENTS
· Ever since the unearthing of sub-prime crisis, the Global Economic Outlook deteriorated sharply particularly during the last quarter.    

· As a sign of ferocity of the down turn, the IMF has marked down, yet again, its estimate for global growth in 2009 to a range of (-) 1.0 to (-) 0.5% indicating the first global contraction in 60 years.  

· All the advanced economies like United States, Europe & Japan have firmly gone into recession.  The contagion of the crisis from the financial sector to the real sector is almost total, which suggest that contractionary forces are strong, demand has slumped, production is plunging, job losses are rising and credit markets remain in seizure.
 

· The most important concern is the World Trade which is the main channel through which the down turn gets transmitted and the same has been projected to contract by 2.8 % in 2009, which is the fastest pace of shrinkage in the last 80 years.

· Contrary to the decoupling hypothesis, emerging economies too have been hit by the crisis as the capital flow during last few months has revealed sharp widening of spreads on sovereign & corporate debt as well as abrupt currency depreciations. 

· The impact of the crisis has spread to India through all the channels – the financial channel, the real channel & the most important the confidence channel.   
RBI MEASURES  

In response to evolving global and domestic developments, RBI has taken number of measures which are aimed to augment domestic and forex liquidity and to enable banks to continue to lend for productive purposes while maintaining credit quality so as to maintain the growth momentum.
Some of the measures initiated by RBI are as follows:
· Reduction of Repo Rate by 400 basis points from 9% as on October 19, 2008 to 5 % effective from 05.03.2009, signaling banks to cut lending rates further.

· Reduction of Reverse Repo Rate by 150 basis points from 5% as on 08.12.2008 to 3.5% effective from 05.03.2009. 

· Series of reduction in CRR from 9% as at 30th August 2008 to 5.0% with effect from January 17, 2009, thus injecting sufficient liquidity in the system. 

· Re-introduction of 2% interest subvention w.e.f. 1.12.2008 upto March 31st, 2009 on Pre and Post Shipment credit for textile, handlooms, carpets, handicrafts, leather, gems and jewellery, marine products and small and medium industries subject to minimum rate of interest of 7% per annum.

· Enhancement of interest subvention on production credit under agriculture upto Rs 3 lakh from 2% to 3% for 2008-09.

· Enhancement in Export Credit Refinance limit for SCBs from 15% to 50% of the outstanding export credit.

· Extension in the period of pre-shipment credit and post-shipment credit to 270 days and 180 days respectively.  The concessional rate on post-shipment credit would be made available upto 180 days and even in respect of bills which remain overdue for payment beyond 180 days, concessional interest rate will be made applicable.

Shri Pydah expressed that all these measures would help in enhancing the liquidity in the economy, stepping up demand and arresting the moderation in growth.

FISCAL STIMULUS BY THE GOVERNMENT

Keeping in view the depth & extra-ordinary impact of the crisis, the Central Government has launched two fiscal stimulus packages in December 2008 & January 2009.
· 4% cut in Cenvat on all products (other than petroleum and those products for which the current rate is less than 4%). 
· Additional plan expenditure upto Rs. 20,000/- crore for infrastructure, industry and exports.

· The lock in period for loans covered under Credit Guarantee Scheme for Micro and Small Enterprises has been reduced from 24 to 18 months.
· Additional allocation of Rs. 1400/- crore to clear entire back log in TUF Schemes.
All these measures initiated by Govt. of India and RBI would help in creating an “Effective Demand” in the economy and thus providing impetus to the growth.
IBA Package for Housing and SME Sector
In order to boost real estate sector and SME, IBA announced a Special Package on December 16, 2008 to be implemented by all Public Sector Banks, which include:

Special Schemes for Housing
· Housing Loan up to Rs. 5.00 lac will carry an interest rate of 8.5% p.a. and the margin for such loans would be 10%.

· While Housing Loans between Rs.5.00 lac to Rs.20.00 lac will carry interest of 9.25% p.a., the borrower would require to contribute 15% as margin.

· There would not be any processing fee and pre-payment charges for loans up to Rs. 20 lac.  The borrowers would also be given free insurance cover as a part of the package.                    

· The package is operative till June 2009.

· New package is for fresh loans only. 

· No change in interest rates upwards for the next five years, but can be reduced.
Measures for MSME Sector
· Public Sector Banks will grant need based adhoc Working Capital Demand Loans upto 20% of the existing fund based limits in respect of units having overall fund based credit facility upto Rs. 20 crore.  The loan will be repayable in one year with a provision of moratorium of six months during which only interest will have to be serviced.

· In the current stretched shipment and receivables situation resulting in elongated operating cycle of business impacting working capital requirement needs, banks will be pro-active and forthcoming in sanctioning adequate increase in working capital limits.

· Relief will be granted by reducing margin on receivables.  Further, receivables up to six months will be reckoned for book debt financing.

· Cash margins on letters of credit/guarantee will also be relaxed based on needs.

· Moratorium period will be extended in respect of loans availed by MSMEs where project implementation has been delayed in the current scenario.

· For units unable to repay term loan obligation on time, repayment will be rescheduled/rephased on a case-to-case basis within the overall loan policy of the respective banks.

· Finance for purchase of gensets will be made available on soft terms.

· Banks will take up a second restructuring of SME accounts on a case-to-case basis.

· Interest rates on borrowings by Micro Industries will stand reduced by 100 basis points for all existing and new loans with immediate effect.  In respect of Small and Medium Enterprises where banks have fund based exposures upto Rs.10 crore, interest rates will stand reduced by 50 basis points with immediate effect.  The reduction in these rates of interest will be with reference to the rates of interest prevailing on 30.11.2008.

· Each Public Sector Bank will also set up Regional MSME Care Centres to facilitate MSM Entrepreneurs for quick redressal of their grievances.  The function of these centers will be monitored directly by Head Office and the list of such centers will be posted on IBA portal and on website of each Public Sector Bank.
Nevertheless the global crisis will dent India’s growth trajectory as investments & exports have slowed down.  However, once the global economy begins to recover, India’s turn around will be sharper & swifter, backed by our strong fundamentals and unexploited growth potential.
Shri Pydah expressed his satisfaction that Haryana’s economy is growing by 11.2% which is higher than that of the nation.  In fact, higher economic growth is the mantra for poverty alleviation.  He was happy to share with all that the State Government was following the same which induced enthusiasm amongst bankers and others like NABARD and different Government agencies partnering in economic development.
Shri Pydah also apprised the members about action taken on the major action points of the last SLBC meetings.
ACTION TAKEN REPORT ON THE MAJOR ACTION POINTS OF LAST SLBC HELD ON 31.12.2008

Financial Inclusion 

Shri Pydah apprised that during 105th meeting of SLBC Haryana, the House had declared the compliance of 100% Financial Inclusion in Haryana Rural.  However, it was expressed that only first phase of 100% financial inclusion has been accomplished and it was emphasized that Total Financial Inclusion should be achieved by implementing BC/BF Model by way of which banking services can be provided at the doorsteps of the un-served section of the society.  It was also decided that to attain 100% Credit Inclusion, each household of the State may be provided with at least 1 Credit Card i.e. either KCC or GCC. 

He expressed his satisfaction that the banks in Haryana have initiated steps for implementing the BC/BF model in few districts which, however, needed to be undertaken in all the districts of the State for attaining Total Financial Inclusion.  Steps were also being initiated by the Banks and LDMs to implement the decision of providing at least 1 Credit Card to each household.

Speaking about Incentive Scheme for Quicker Adoption of Electronic Benefit Transfer (EBT) for Government Schemes, he informed the members that Reserve Bank of India has formulated the EBT Scheme for government payments in respect of social security and other such schemes. The package would depend upon the State Government agreeing to pay transaction fee of 2% to the participating bank. The Convener Bank has already requested the State Government to examine the Scheme. 
Evaluation Study – 100 % Financial Inclusion

Shri Pydah also apprised about the findings of an evaluation study got conducted by RBI through independent external agencies in 26 Districts of the country.  The findings revealed that the actual financial inclusion has not been to that extent and the accounts opened during FI drive have remained inoperative. Although no District of Haryana has been covered in the study but he shared the salient findings of the study which reveals that most of the accounts opened as a part of the financial inclusion drive, have remained inoperative due to various reasons such as distance from branch, illiteracy, lack of interest, non availability of Passbooks etc. 

He suggested that efficient leverage of technology enabled Financial Inclusion such as smart cards with bio-metric access can address these issues. 

Establishment of Financial Literacy & Credit Counseling Centre (FLCC) :

He expressed that concept of Financial Literacy needed to be given due importance by member banks so as to help rural people in improving their understanding of financial products and to undertake risks in an informed manner. The Banks in Haryana have already opened 6 Financial Literacy and Credit Counseling Centres at Yamuna Nagar & Rohtak by PNB, Mewat by Syndicate Bank, Rewari by Gurgaon Gramin Bank,Karnal by OBC and Sonepat by SBOP.  
Shri Pydah suggested that the performance of these centers should be reviewed regularly in SLBC meetings so as to assess their efficacy and share the success of such centers with member banks, so that that the concept may be extended to other districts jointly or individually.  
He further informed that RBI vide its letter dated 04.02.2009 had also come out with model guidelines for setting up such centers  which need to be taken into account while opening any such centre. 

SPECIAL PACKAGE OF IBA FOR MSE, HOUSING & AUTO SECTORS

Shri Pydah was happy to say  that SLBC-Haryana had risen to the occasion and organized a Special Meeting on MSE as desired by the Ministry of Finance and also organizing the special monthly meetings on MSE regularly.  The progress made by the banks under the special package of IBA was reviewed in such meetings. 
It was further apprised that a Credit Monitoring Cell (CMC) had been set up in the Office of the Development Commissioners (MSME), Ministry of MSME Govt. of India to monitor progress on this front.  
The progress made by the banks up to March 2009 was also shared as under:

· The banks have sanctioned 1022 fresh working capital loans amounting to Rs. 273 crore during the month of March 2009, taking the cumulative progress to 3990 accounts involving an amount of Rs. 902 crore since announcement of the package in December 2008.

· The Banks have sanctioned enhancements in the existing 484 accounts to the tune of Rs. 134 crore during March 2009, thus showing cumulative position as 1406 accounts with an amount of Rs. 522 crore.

· The Banks have also restructured 511 accounts for an amount of Rs. 304 crore during March 2009, thus showing a cumulative position of 1167 accounts for an amount of Rs. 433 crore. 
·  RBI vide its Notification dated 09.04.2009, had also issued additional Prudential Guidelines on restructuring  of Advances by the Banks, especially with regard to the computation of diminution value of a restructured loan.  These guidelines should be taken care of in right spirit and should not be looked at as a means to evergreen the advances.  

· In addition to above, the banks had also sanctioned 22 cases of Gensets during March 2009 taking the cumulative position to 29 cases amounting to Rs. 1.35 crore.

· Banks had sanctioned 1187 Housing Loans (upto Rs. 5 lac) amounting to Rs. 36 crore during March 2009 making cumulative progress to 8392 accounts with an amount of Rs. 219 crore.

· Similarly, the banks had sanctioned 707 Housing Loans above      Rs. 5 lac to 20 lac amounting to Rs. 86 crore during March 2009 making the cumulative position as 8339 accounts amounting to Rs. 512 crore.

· Under housing loans above Rs. 20 lac category, banks have sanctioned 263 accounts for Rs. 63 crore during March 2009 taking the cumulative number of accounts to 1439 with an amount of Rs. 312 crore.

· Under Auto Loans, the banks had sanctioned 2777 cases amounting to Rs. 100 crore during March 2009.  The cumulative position since announcement of the package was 16493 cases, involving an amount of Rs. 463 crore.
AGRICULTURE DEBT WAIVER & DEBT RELIEF SCHEME (ADWDR) 2008
He was pleased to say that Scheme as announced by Government of India/Reserve Bank of India was implemented by Banks in the State of Haryana in letter and spirit. 

He expressed that the main objective of the scheme was to provide much awaited relief to the distressed farmers and to extend timely and adequate fresh loans to such beneficiaries enabling them to restart their farming and other related economic activities.

While sharing the progress, he apprised that banks had started disbursed fresh loans to 69,921 farmers amounting to Rs.349.05 crore, but, Sh. Pydah pointed out that the pace of fresh lending needed further acceleration. He, therefore, requested all the banker colleagues to quicken the pace of fresh lending.

Grievances under ADWDR Scheme, 2008
He was satisfied that the banks in Haryana had adopted proactive approach and disposed of all the grievances received from farmers under the scheme. He also informed that Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India vide its notification dated 02.04.2009 had conveyed the last date for receiving the grievances from the farmers under the scheme as 31.07.2009.  This indeed required to be widely publicized so that the farmers may submit their grievances, if any, before the said cut off date. 

REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE OF BANKS UPTO DECEMBER 2008

Shri Pydah was pleased to say that banking system in the State had achieved the National Goals in respect of Priority Sector, Agriculture Credit (both direct & indirect), CD Ratio etc. for the period ended December 2008.
· 163 new Branches of Commercial Banks and RRBs have been opened since December 2007, thus raising the total number of branches to 2071. He expressed happiness to say that no Block of Haryana was unbanked.  

Need for Bank Branches/ ATMs for disabled persons

He further shared with the member banks that RBI vide its notification dated 13.04.2009 had advised the banks to take necessary steps for providing all existing ATMs/ future ATMs with ramps so that disabled persons can easily access the ATMs.  It has further been advised that the bank should make at least 1/3rd of new ATMs installed as Talking ATMs with Braille keypads and place them strategically in consultation with other banks so as to ensure that at least one Talking ATM is generally available in each locality for catering to the needs of visually impaired persons.

While touching upon performance under important parameters, Shri Pydah apprised that:
·  Total deposits increased from Rs.65,802 crore as at December 2007 to Rs. 75,661 crore as at December 2008 registering a growth of 15%.
· Total Advances during the period December 2007 to December 2008 have increased from Rs. 42,586 crore to Rs.57,800 crore registering a growth of 36%. 
· Priority Sector advances have increased from Rs.24,049 crore as at December 2007 to Rs.29,587 crore as at December 2008 showing a growth of 23%.

· Agriculture advances have increased from Rs.12,476 crore as at December 2007 to Rs.14,859 crore as at December 2008 recording a growth of 19%.  

· Advances to Micro & Small Enterprises have increased from Rs. 5388 crore as at December 2007 to Rs.7177 crore up to December 2008 showing a growth of 33%. He showed his happiness that Banks in Haryana have already doubled the SME Advances much ahead the target date i.e. 31.03.2010.

· Weaker Sector advances have increased from Rs.4192 crore                                                                  as at December 2007 to Rs. 5286 crore as at December 2008 thereby showing a growth 26%.  

Here he also apprised that Banks have been advised to contribute in advance to the MSME Refinance Fund with SIDBI on the basis of projected shortfall in achievement of sub-target of 10% for lending to Weaker Section as on Last Reporting Friday of March 2009.

· Overall CD Ratio at State level was 76%, and happily announced that no district in Haryana had CD Ratio below 40% as at December 2008.  
· DRI Advances have increased by Rs. 50 lacs i.e. from Rs.103 lacs as at December 2007 to Rs.153 lacs as at December 2008 registering a growth of 48%.
Performance under Annual Credit Plan- 2008-09

Achievement under ACP 2008-09 up-to the 3rd quarter of 2008-09 was 83% and expressed hope that the banks would have covered the shortfall and achieved the annual targets which  will be  reviewed in the next meeting.

Performance of Banks under Government Sponsored Schemes

+ SGSY & SJSRY 

The achievement under SGSY was 84.49% whereas the achievement under SJSRY was 42%.
+ PMEGP

While apprising the members that the Central Government has merged REGP with PMRY w.e.f. 1.4.2008, Shri Pydah expressed his satisfaction that the Banks and Sponsoring Agencies in Haryana have come forward enthusiastically by taking all the necessary steps for implementing the new scheme in the State.  As per the progress upto 15.03.2009 conveyed by KVIC, 426 applications have been sanctioned with an amount of Rs. 7.88 crore as Margin Money against the annual target 1193 cases involving margin money of 14.31 crore. 
 He also apprised that the Ministry of MSME, Govt. of India has informed that the applications received upto 02.03.2009 and sanctioned by banks upto 31.03.2009 may be disbursed upto 30.06.2009.

Shri Pydah called upon the implementing agencies and participating banks as well as LDMs to dispose of all the cases by or before 30.06.2009.
+ SETTING UP OF RURAL SELF EMPLOYMENT TRANINING INSTITUTES (RSETIs):

Shri Pydah was satisfied that as desired by the Central Level Coordination Committee of SGSY (CLCC), the State Government and SLBC, Haryana have adopted a pro-active approach and identified five districts for setting up RSETIs namely Yamuna Nagar, Mahindergarh, Jhajjar, Mewat and Fatehabad.  

 He was happy to note that out of 5 identified districts, 4 centers have already   been established at Yamunanagar, Jhajjar, Mahendergarh (all by PNB) and Mewat (Syndicate Bank). However, he called upon all the participating bankers to ascertain the efficacy of such centers and ensure that the objectives for setting up of these ambitious centers are accomplished. He also requested the Rural Development Department of the State to provide the desired support to RSETIs as per provisions of the scheme.
SELF HELP GROUPS (SHGs) 

While commenting upon the concept of SHG, Dh. Pydah expressed that Micro financing had assumed greater importance and the role of banks has become even more demanding and suggested to have close rapport with NGOs and other agencies including Social Welfare Agencies to help formation and linkage of SHGs.  31074 SHGs have been Saving-linked and 18076 credit-linked up to December, 2008.  The percentage of Women groups was 68%.  
POSITION REGARDING RECOVERY CERTIFICATES  

Shri Pydah informed that 3004 Recovery Certificates amounting to Rs.38.75 crore were pending for disposal as at 31.12.2008 and  810 cases amounting to Rs.3.70 crore were  pending for more than 3 years.  
Shri Pydah suggested that Revenue Departments and LDMs should make earnest efforts to bring the pendency of old Recovery Certificates to bare minimum during current financial year 2009-10.

EDUCATION LOAN- GENERAL SCHEME

Shri Pydah apprised that outstanding under Education Loans had registered a growth of 40 % from December 2007 to December 2008.
Special Education Loan Scheme for Female Students of Haryana 

Shri Pydah appreciated the State Government for providing 5% interest subsidy to the banks under Education Loans to Female Students of Haryana.  He also apprised the house that 455 cases amounting to Rs.12.39 crore have been sanctioned by the Banks under the scheme.  He requested all the Bankers to take benefit of this Scheme and come forward for providing Education Loan facilities to the eligible female students of Haryana.
To conclude, Shri Nagesh Pydah assured the State Government of full cooperation by member banks in discharging their responsibilities towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State and requested Shri Dharm Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Government of Haryana & Chief Guest of the meeting to address the House. 

	ADDRESS BY SHRI DHARAM VIR, IAS, CHIEF SECRETARY, GOVERNMENT OF HARYANA & CHIEF GUEST OF THE MEETING


 At the outset Shri Dharam Vir IAS, Chief Secretary, Haryana thanked the Convener Bank i.e. Punjab National Bank for inviting him to address the 107th meeting of SLBC Haryana as Chief Guest. He expressed that the Banks in Haryana have been playing a significant role in the development of the State, as already mentioned in the Key Note Address of the Executive Director of PNB, Shri Nagesh Pydah & who had given valuable suggestions also to improve the performance during the current year i.e. 2009 – 10. Shri Dharam Vir also congratulated the banks for excellent achievement in various parameters given in the Agenda Papers.  He also appreciated that Banks have been implementing effectively the various packages announced by the Government, RBI & the IBA.  

Shri Dharam Vir, while touching upon the global turndown, expressed that all have felt a pinch of the same and it will take some time for us to achieve the same rate of progress that we witnessed during the last 4 – 5 years.
He was satisfied that good packages have been announced by the Central Government/ State Government/ RBI/ IBA, but more need to be done as the situation demand. He apprised that the Haryana State Govt. has taken various steps like: 

(i) The size of the Annual Plan has been increased 5 times from Rs. 2200 Crore to Rs. 10000 Crore for the current year will  ensure substantial investment, particularly in respect of Roads, Irrigation, Power and other infrastructure.

(ii) The State has taken financial assistance from the NABARD & World Bank for various projects running in the State.
(iii)  Focus had also been laid on the Urban Development.  Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission(JNNURM) is being implemented in letter & spirit.
(iv)  The Irrigation Sector has focused to ensure the construction of Canals & Distribution Channels.
(v) HUDA is another ambitious & significant successful project.  Now the State Government is also starting to develop Urban Estates where private participation would also be invited.  This will provide sufficient work opportunities for organized & unorganized sector.   

The State Government has been trying to boost economy of the State and to maintain the growth rate of 11.2%, which was already much above the national level.  

Shri Dharam Vir further said that after going through the Agenda Papers of the meeting, it was observed that all were doing very well with firm commitments but there were certain gaps, which needed to be plugged like:

(i)     The pending Branch Licenses be utilized on priority, particularly by opening the Branches in Rural Areas.

(ii)     Annexure no. 7 of the Agenda Papers contained the District-wise distribution of Deposits & Advances along with the District-wise CD Ratio. The entire deliberations of the meeting could be focused to that Annexure alone.

(iii)      A perusal of the District-wise position of Deposits indicated that the banks were to work more for mobilization of deposits.  It appeared that the deposits of the State are going somewhere else.  Though the CD Ratio was good at 76% but the differences in district-wise position need to be plugged for which separate discussions are required in which he would also like to participate.

(iv)      The Per-capita Advances excluding Industrial Advances should also be calculated.  

(v)     Though the CD Ratio of District – Mewat is 117%, yet the banks may explore feasibility of  opening more rural Branches in the District. 
(vi)     The bank-wise position of CD Ratio indicated that some banks were having very low CD Ratio and many banks have not looked seriously about CD Ratio of Semi-Urban Areas (66%).  The Semi-Urban Areas like Gharaunda, Shahbad, Nilokheri & Taraouri have good potential but banks were not taking the advantage.

(vii)      The 100% Financial Inclusion of Rural Haryana had been declared by SLBC, which was appreciable but difficult to believe.  The study got conducted by Reserve bank of India in 26 Districts of the Country (though no district of Haryana covered) also indicated that 100% Financial Inclusion was not fully accomplished.

(viii) He suggested to announce in the Press about 100% Financial Inclusion, requesting the people to open the Accounts if not opened earlier thus a special campaign need to be launched in this aspect. This would be an acid test for all of us.

(ix)     The banks have sanctioned 455 Education Loans to Female Students of the Haryana under the State Government Scheme of 5% interest subsidy to such students.  The banks and the State Government should work together and Bank-wise Targets should be fixed under the Scheme as this Scheme is a sound business proposal for the Banks.  It will also help in the drive for Mahila Sashaktikaran (Women Empowerment).  The State Government had already allowed rebate of 2% in the Registration Fees for Real Estate.  The LDMs should inform the people in their respective districts about all these benefits available to women beneficiaries.

(x)     The lending to Minority Communities in the identified districts of Mewat & Sirsa needs more focused attention of the Banks.

(xi)     There is Empowered Committee to monitor the minority district development projects and next meeting of the Committee is likely to be convened shortly for which SLBC Convener may be invited to participate.

(xii)  Likewise, there is another programme called Rashtriya Krishi Vikas Yojna (RKVY) for which banks should also participate.  

(xiii)  The efforts made by all the Banks in implementation of ADWDR Scheme – 2008 were appreciable.
(xiv) He emphasized a need of creating awareness amongst the young people, particularly the students of Engineering & Management Institutes so that they could know about Project Financing, project evaluation, opportunities available, how to calculate the risks, what are the risks involved in the projects and about the new trends of business.
(xv) Massive Awareness Programme should be organized and Entrepreneurship Development Programme (EDP) should be made an integral part of curriculum in important institutes like
- National Institute of Technology, Kurukshetra

- YMCA Institute of Engineering, Faridabad

- Guru Jambeshwar University, Institute of Science &Technology, Hissar
     -DCR University of Science & Technology, Murthal ( Sonepat).
He also expressed that the State Government would also write to the Colleges in this regard under a copy to SLBC.  
(xvi) He further suggested that there are approximately 2.5 lakh University Students & each may be provided with an ATM/ Debit Card so that the Financial Inclusion drive may further be strengthened.  The progress in this regard may be reviewed in the SLBC meetings.
While concluding, Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Guest of the meeting suggested that the Banks & the Govt. Departments must work together to ensure overall development of the State and to ensure social equality.
After the Chief Secretary concluded, Shri KB Singh, Chief Manager, PNB requested Shri AM Sharan, IAS, Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary (Finance), Govt. of Haryana to address the participants.
	ADDRESS OF SHRI AM SHARAN, IAS, FINANCIAL COMMISSIONER & PRINCIPAL SECRETARY (FINANCE), GOVT. OF HARYANA


At the outset Shri AM Sharan, IAS, Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary, (Finance), Govt. of Haryana expressed his pleasure to be associated with SLBC Haryana.
After this, he apprised that a Special Committee has been constituted to review the progress under the stimulus package.  He also gave a brief about the Budgetary allocations in respect of Water Supply, Sanitation, Police Housing, Houses for Economically Weaker Sections, Hospitals, Medical Colleges, Water courses, Irrigation, Village Ponds & Institutions for Physically Challenged People etc. 

Shri Sharan expressed that the special focus on the aforesaid sectors shall definitely result in more demand and generates employment also. 

Before concluding his brief address, Shri Sharan apprised that in a bid to bring more transparency, the State Govt. is planning to introduce system of electronic transfer of payments and to start with, such payments of Public Works Department (PWD) would be brought to the electronic mode. 
After Shri Sharan concluded, Shri KB Singh, Chief Manager, PNB requested Shri R. Gandhi, Regional Director, RBI, New Delhi to address the participants.
	ADDRESS OF SHRI R.GANDHI, REGIONAL DIRECTOR, RBI, NEW DELHI


Shri R. Gandhi, Regional Director, RBI, New Delhi expressed his pleasure and gratitude towards Convener Bank for giving him opportunity to address 107th meeting of SLBC Haryana. While referring to global melt down Shri Gandhi mentioned that strong financial fundamentals have helped us in facing the crisis.  He also upheld the proactive role of the Banks in implementing the various stimulus packages announced by RBI, Central Government, State Government & IBA wholeheartedly.  The mechanism of periodical review adopted by the SLBC at the instance of RBI and Ministry of Finance also supported the various Govt. Schemes.  The support being provided by the State Government as mentioned by the Chief Secretary in his address, would also help to achieve the expected results.  Shri Gandhi further touched upon the following points:
1. All Banks have risen to the occasion and proactively helped the MSME Sector and he suggested that the same should be continued so that adequate credit is available to the MSME Sector.
2. While speaking on Financial Inclusion, Shri Gandhi said that the study got conducted by RBI revealed several gaps which should be got filled by taking necessary steps as suggested by the Chief Secretary, Haryana in his address.

3. The innovative ideas given by the Chief Secretary should be taken care of by the Banks, particularly about the Education Loan Scheme for Female Students of Haryana under which 5% interest subsidy would be provided by the State Government.

4. Shri Gandhi also apprised that a study was got conducted on the working of Financial Literacy & Credit Counseling Centres (FLCCs) which revealed that Centres were not really working as expected.  As such, the RBI has come out with model guidelines about working of FLCCs as given in the Agenda Papers which should be adhered to religiously by the banks.

5. Shri Gandhi also called upon all the Member Banks to utilize the pending branch licenses so as to tap the hidden potential.  

6. He also assured the Chief Secretary of Haryana that Banks would support each programme sponsored by the State Government.  The Banks would also initiate steps for creating awareness amongst the youth as suggested by the Chief Secretary.  He also apprised that RBI had earlier covered the Schools under its literacy drive and next year it would be extended to Colleges also.
While concluding, Shri Gandhi expressed that the banks would come forward for payment of wages under NREGA, pensions & other social benefits through Electronic Transfers, which will be a win-win situation for the Banks & the Government.
After Shri Gandhi concluded, Shri KB Singh, Chief Manager, PNB requested Shri HK Talreja,  General Manager (OIC – RO, Haryana), NABARD to address the participants.
	ADDRESS OF SHRI HK TALREJA. GENERAL MANAGER (OIC), NABARD


In the beginning Shri Talreja apprised the members about creation of independent Regional Office of NABARD for the State of Haryana and that he has taken over as GM (OIC) recently.  During his Address he touched upon the following main points:
· Police PNABARD has provided Rs. 3010 crore as financial support to the Haryana State Government during 2008-09.
· The TTThe financial assistance to the tune of Rs. 820 crore has been extended as refinance for investment credit.

· A sumAAAAAA sum of Rs. 903 crore has been provided as financial support to the Cooperative Bank & Regional Rural Banks.

· mmmmmmmmmRs. 285 crore has also been provided to the State Government out of RIDF for development of various infrastructures including Schools.

· About 16000 SHGs have been brought under Bank Linkage Programme under which Rs. 22.79 Lacs has been disbursed by the banks.  He suggested for formation of groups of sharecroppers/ tenant farmers/ oral Lessees and that credit facilities may be granted to the matured SHGs on merits so that they can start economic activities.
· 141 new Farmer Clubs were formed and an amount of Rs. 7 Lacs was granted by NABARD under this programme.  He suggested that Farmers Club Programme be taken as a business opportunity and an effective tool for Financial Inclusion.
· A sum of Rs. 46 Lacs was granted to 22 Villages under Village Development Plan.

· 75 Projects under Non-Farm Sector were sanctioned.

· NABARD had also organized various Workshops/ Seminars under Rural Health & Rural Entrepreneur Development Programme.  The trainees of such workshops would be approaching the banks for credit facilities.

· Though the banks have implemented ADWDR - 2008 Scheme successfully but fresh lending under the Scheme has not picked up to the desired level. 

While concluding, Shri Talreja called upon all the Banks to improve the performance under Swarozgar Credit Card, financing to Non- Farm Sector & Debt Swap Scheme etc. 
After Shri Talreja concluded, Shri KB Singh, Chief Manager, PNB requested Shri Mahavir Singh, IAS, Special Secretary cum Project Director, SJSRY, Haryana to address the participants.
	ADDRESS OF SHRI MAHAVIR SINGH, IAS, SPECIAL SECRETARY CUM PROJECT DIRECTOR, SJSRY, HARYANA


Shri Mahavir Singh, IAS, Special Secretary cum Project Director, SJSRY, Haryana expressed his happiness to be associated with SLBC. He commenced his address by highlighting that focused attention is required for development of Urban Areas also as 65% of GDP was being  contributed by  this segment as per the data supplied by Central Statistical Organization (CSO).  He also briefly informed the house about the following:
· In the 11th plan there was a mention about Financial Inclusion which indicated that some sectors had been excluded.  There has been much focus on development of farmers, women, rural areas and various development programmes have helped in bringing many people above the poverty line.  
· Similarly, there had been various Government programmes for development of Urban Areas like Jawahar Lal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (JNNURM), Basic Services for Urban Poor (BSUP) & Integrated Scheme for Development of Urban Areas (ISDUA) etc.
· Various Urban Housing Schemes have been implemented under which the focus was both on HIG & EWS segments.  However, the progress under the scheme for Economically Weaker Sector (EWS) was unfortunately not to the expected level as compared to the progress under HIG Scheme.
· Banks should come forward to help the Urban Poor People particularly under Housing Scheme as done by the banks in Andhra Pradesh.

· The progress under SJSRY was less as the 2nd Installment of Funds could not be released in time by the Government.  However, now an additional allocation of Rs. 10 crore has been received under the Scheme which is for the first time in Haryana that such extra funds have been received.  Therefore, the progress under SJSRY will now pick up further.

· The members were apprised that new guidelines regarding SJSRY have been issued by the Govt. under which subsidy amount has been raised from Rs. 7500/- to Rs. 15000/- for the individual beneficiary and project cost has also been enhanced from Rs.50000/- to Rs. 200000/-. Similarly, DWACRA Scheme has been redesigned under which the minimum no. of members of a group has been reduced from 10 to 5 members.  The subsidy @ 25% of the project cost shall be provided under the scheme.  All Banks were requested to participate in this Scheme.
While concluding, Shri Mahavir Singh also apprised that 1st Farmers Club of the country was launched at Kaithal when he was Deputy Commissioner there and he suggested that Banks should take the help of Farmers Clubs for promoting various Agriculture Credit Schemes and Financial Inclusion as well.  
After Shri Mahavir Singh concluded his address, Shri KB Singh, CM, PNB took the permission of the chair for discussions on Agenda Items through Power Point Presentation.

CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF 106th SLBC MEETING
The minutes of the 106th meeting of the State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana, held on 31.12.2008 were circulated to all members vide Convener Bank’s letter dated 22.01.2009. 
As no observation was received, the house confirmed the circulated  minutes.

2.    SPECIAL PACKAGE OF IBA ON MSE, HOUSING & AUTO SECTOR
It was apprised that as desired by Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India as well as Reserve Bank of India, a Special Meeting of SLBC & Special Monthly Meetings on MSE were organized to review the implementation of IBA Package as well as the progress achieved by the banks under the same.  During the last special monthly meeting on MSE held on 12.02.2009, the progress upto February 2009 was reviewed.  The progress made by the banks upto March 2009 was placed in the house, however, it was observed that since the progress has already been commented upon during the presentation of Key Note Address of the Chairman, no further deliberations were required.  The house showed its satisfaction over the progress upto March 2009. 
It was also informed that a Credit Monitoring Cell has been set up in the office of Development Commissioner (MSME), Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India and it has been advised vide their letter dated 27.03.2009 that the matter of MSMEs deliberated in SLBC meetings and remaining unresolved for more than a fortnight should be informed to the aforesaid cell.  It was, however, informed that as for now no such issue was pending.
All the Controlling Heads of Banks were requested to note these guidelines and to inform such unresolved matters, if any, so that the same may be brought to the notice of above Credit Monitoring Cell.
ACTION: ALL BANKS

DEBT WAIVER AND DEBT RELIEF SCHEME 2008 – FRESH LENDING
The progress of fresh lending to the eligible farmers was reviewed and it was observed that Rs. 349.05 Crore were disbursed to 69921 farmers upto December 2008 by the Banks.  

It was further apprised that the cut-off date for receiving grievances from farmers is 31.07.2009 as informed by Ministry of Finance vide their letter dated 02.04.2009. 

The Chairman desired that all the Banks should disburse more & more fresh loans to the beneficiaries of the Scheme so that they can start their farm activities and grievances of the farmers be also settled before the prescribed cut-off date.
ACTION: ALL BANKS

Payment of Installments by other farmers as per ADWDR Scheme, 2008

It was informed that as per provisions of the Scheme, the “other farmers” are required to deposit their 1st, 2nd & 3rd installment on 30.09.2008, 31.03.2009 & 30.06.2009 respectively.  However, the date for deposit of first Installment has already been extended to 31.03.2009 as per Ministry of Finance letter no. F.3/9/2008 – AC dated 14.01.2009.

The Member Banks put forth that there had been untimely rain in the State of Haryana due to which the harvesting of Rabi Crop has been delayed.  Consequently, there would be delay in receipt of payments by the farmers.    It was further informed that there are Lok Sabha Elections also on account of which the farmers are not coming forward to deposit their share.  It was, therefore, suggested that the due date for deposit of 2nd Installment and 3rd Installment may be extended from 31.03.2009 & 30.06.2009 to 31.07.2009 & 30.09.2009 respectively.  One of the representatives of the banks also opined that since the cut-off date for acceptance of grievances from farmers is 31.07.2009, the suggestions for extending the due date for 2nd Installment upto 31.07.2009 is justified.

It was resolved that the Convener Bank would take up with the Ministry of Finance for extension of due dates as above.

ACTION: CONVENER BANK

4. 2ND PHASE OF 100% FINANCIAL INCLUSION – CREDIT INCLUSION
It was informed that the 100% Financial Inclusion in rural areas of Haryana had already been achieved as declared during 105th meeting of SLBC.  However, the Reserve Bank of India vide its Circular dated 22.01.2009 addressed to the Chairman of all the Scheduled Commercial Banks (including RRBs) has conveyed the findings of an evaluation study conducted by independent external agencies in 26 districts of the country.  

The findings revealed that although SLBCs have declared several districts as 100% financially included, actual financial inclusion has not been to that extent in all the districts.  The details of the findings were also placed in the meeting along with the suggestions given in the study.  
All the Controlling Heads of Banks & LDMs were requested that the findings of the study be kept in view in letter & spirit and to ensure that transactions take place in the “No Frills Accounts” as their remaining operative would defeat the very purpose of Financial Inclusion.  

ACTION: ALL CONTROLLING HEADS OF BANKS & LDMs

IMPLEMENTATION OF BUSINESS FACILITATOR AND BUSINESS CORRESPONDENT MODEL (BF/BC)

It was informed that the Reserve Bank of India vide its Circular No. DBOD: 58 dated 25.06.2006 had issued guidelines for implementation of BC/BF model by banks.  
It was informed that the Convener Bank requested all controlling heads of banks to implement this model & submit the status of the same for review in the meeting of SLBC.

The progress achieved in this regard up to 31.12.2008 was placed and it was observed that these models have been implemented by Punjab National Bank, Union Bank of India, State Bank of India & AXIS Bank Ltd.
The Controlling Heads of all other Banks were also requested to implement the BC/BF Model to reach the last mile customer and also to submit the progress report to Convener Bank for review in the SLBC meeting.

ACTION: ALL BANKS
5.2 INCENTIVE SCHEME FOR QUICKER ADOPTION OF ELECTRONIC BENEFIT TRANSFER (EBT) FOR GOVERENMENT SCHEMES 

The House was informed that the Dy. Governor, Reserve Bank of India vide DO letter dated 25.02.2009 addressed to the Chief Secretary, Government of Haryana has conveyed the modalities of implementation of EBT for payment of social security schemes of the Government.  The salient features of the scheme were placed in the meeting for deliberations.
The representative of the State Government informed that there are 771 rural branches of banks which are already providing the banking services to the rural masses. However, it was further informed that the matter is under their consideration and the decision in this regard shall be communicated to the Convener Bank in due course of time.
ACTION: STATE GOVERNMENT

6. FINANCIAL LITERACY AND CREDIT COUNSELLING CENTRE (FLCC)

The progress in setting up of FLCCs was placed and it was observed that PNB had established such Centres at Yamunanagar & Rohtak whereas Syndicate Bank, Gurgaon Gramin Bank & Oriental Bank of Commerce had also established such Centres in Mewat, Rewari & Karnal Districts respectively.  The State Bank of Patiala has also established one such Centre at Sonepat in the Month of February 2009.  

The progress made by all such centers was also reviewed by the House and the same was found satisfactory.

It was further apprised that Reserve Bank of India vide circular RPCD.CI.BC.No.86/12.01.18/2008-09 dated 4th February, 2009 has conveyed that on their advice and initiative of SLBC, Lead Banks have opened FLCCs, however, feedback revealed that:

· With the exception of a few, most of the centers were not performing the intended role and were promoting the bank’s products, providing investment advice etc.

· Most centers were manned only by the bank staff who, in addition to their normal duties, acted as counselors which often led to conflict of interests.

· No formal inputs in financial management or attitudinal training were provided to the counselors.

· Arm’s length distance with the parent bank was not maintained by some centers which often give an impression that such centers were an integral part of the bank.

Therefore, it was felt necessary by RBI to clarify the concept and the expectations from the FLCCs.  Accordingly, a Model Scheme for “Financial Literacy and Credit Counseling Centers” has been formulated and circulated.

In order to make FLCC initiative a success, it is necessary to create wide spread awareness about the concept and more importantly for banks to appreciate the overall benefits of such initiatives.

Shri R. Gandhi, Regional Director, RBI, New Delhi suggested that the Counseling centers supported/ proposed to be supported by banks would have to be in conformity with the Model Scheme so that the objectives of setting up such centers are achieved.  
Shri Gandhi also interacted with the concerned banks & LDMs after the meeting was over, advising them to improve the working of FLCCs as suggested and strictly in conformity with the model guidelines circulated in the Agenda papers at Annexure 35 by the Convener Bank.
ACTION: BANKS & LDMs

6. BASIC STATISTICAL DATA

Shri KB Singh, Chief Manager, PNB, informed that the Chairman had already covered the highlights of Basic Banking Data in his keynote address, he however invited further comments, if any.

However, Advances under DRI Scheme were reviewed separately by the Chairman of the Meeting as follows:

DRI ADVANCES

Reviewing the progress made by banks as per revised targets it was observed that against prorate target of 14250 cases (Annual 19000) only 668 cases had been disbursed, showing 5 % achievement only.  Shri Pydah, Chairman of the meeting advised the Controlling Heads of the Banks to identify the eligible beneficiaries for extending loans under the Scheme as per the revised norms and also to achieve the Annual Target as already conveyed.  
ACTION: ALL BANKS

8.
ACHIEVEMENT UNDER NATIONAL GOALS

The house was informed that the banks had achieved all the National Goals except DRI Advances and Advances to the Weaker Sector.  The Chairman of the meeting Shri Pydah expressed his concern over non-achievement of National Goal under DRI and advised all the Banks to improve the performance by extending credit to the eligible beneficiaries for small activities and for housing purpose also as per the revised norms of the scheme as already discussed above.

ACTION: ALL BANKS

9.         LENDING TO AGRICULTURE SECTOR

DISBURSEMENT UNDER AGRICULTURE SECTOR
It was informed that the Commercial Banks and RRBs could achieve 104% and 88% of the disbursement target for the quarter ended December 2008.  The achievement in respect of Cooperative Banks was only 42%.  

Shri Pydah expressed his confidence that the banks might have achieved the Annual Targets as on 31.03.2009 and the LDMs to submit the final position for review in the next SLBC meeting.
ACTION: ALL BANKS & LDMs
9.2 AGRICULTURE PRODUCTION CREDIT VIS-À-VIS INVESTMENT CREDIT

While reviewing the performance of Banks under Investment Credit it was observed that the share of Investment Loans to total Agriculture Credit disbursement was 19.29%.  Shri HK Talreja, GM (OIC), NABARD suggested that banks & LDMs should pay a focused attention for stepping up the Investment Credit, which will help in GDP growth.
ACTION: BANKS & LDMs
9.3 NATIONAL HORTICULTURE BOARD – LETTERS OF INTENT ISSUED
While reviewing the progress of Banks under Letters of Intent issued by NHB upto December 2008, it was observed that 79 LOIs were issued to various Banks out of which 18 cases were disbursed amounting to Rs. 62 Lacs.  It was also observed that the subsidy was also released to the tune of Rs. 18 Lacs.  Shri SK Singh, Additional Director of NHB Chandigarh also informed that subsidy has increased upto the period ended March 2009 and the bank-wise position shall be submitted to the Convener Bank for review in the next SLBC meeting.

However, controlling heads of banks were requested to get disposed off all the pending cases at the earliest.

The LDMs were also requested to review the progress achieved in LOI cases of National Horticulture Board in each District Level Meeting.
ACTION: NATIONAL HORTICULTURE BOARD/ BANKS/LDMs
9.4 DEBT SWAP SCHEME
It was apprised that pursuant to the decision taken in Hon’ble Finance Minister’s meeting with Chief Executive Officers of Public Sector Banks and as advised by NABARD, the convener bank had allocated targets under Debt Swap Scheme to all controlling heads of Banks, which are 3% of the targets for agriculture credit under Annual Credit Plan 2008-09.

The progress achieved by the Banks upto December 2008 was placed and it was observed that out of pro-rata target of Rs. 287.66 Crore, the achievement was 19.59 crore, which was 7% of the target.  Shri Pydah, Chairman of the forum advised that the paperwork for availing the loan by farmers under Debt Swap Scheme should be reduced to the minimum by the banks so that the progress under the Scheme picks up further.
The Controlling Heads of Banks were also requested to organize Seminars for popularizing the Scheme and to achieve the targets forthwith.

ANNUAL CREDIT PLAN
 PERFORMANCE UNDER ANNUAL CREDIT PLAN-2008-09

While reviewing the progress under ACP upto December 2008, it was observed that Public Sector Banks, Pvt. Sector Banks & RRBs together have achieved the pro-rata targets upto Dec. 08, under Agriculture, Small enterprises, others and overall PS Advs.  However, Coop. Banks missed overall as well as Sectoral pro-rata targets.

As the achievement of the financial system as a whole under Agriculture and total PS was below the pro-rata targets, Shri Pydah expressed that the banks might have achieved the Annual Target as at March 2009 and the position would be reviewed in the next SLBC Meeting.

 All the LDMs were requested to analyze the position as at March 2009 and to submit the progress to the Convener Bank accordingly for the review in the 108th SLBC Meeting.

11.
REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE UNDER GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES
11.1 SWARAN JAYANTI GRAM SWAROZGAR YOJANA (SGSY) 

While reviewing the performance, it was observed that the achievement under SGSY 2008-09 up to December 2008 was 68% and the same was 84% for the period ended February 2009.  
The representative of Rural Development Department informed that as per the latest feed back received from the field, the target for March 2009 has been surpassed by achieving 130% of the target, which was appreciated by the House.
11.2 SETTING UP OF RURAL SELF EMPLOYMENT TRAINING INSTITUTES (RSETIs)

It was apprised that during 12th meeting of Central Level Coordination Committee of SGSY held on 8th August, 2008, GOI reiterated the need for establishing such centres to assist beneficiaries of SGSY in capacity building & skill upgradation.  
It was also informed that out of 5 Centres identified by SLBC for setting up RSETIs have already been established at Mewat (Syndicate Bank), Yamunanagar, Jhajjar & Mohindergarh (all the 3 by PNB).  However, PNBRSETI established at Narnaul (Mohindergarh) is functioning temporarily from Banks’ LDM Office as the premises have not been provided by the District Administration so far.  The remaining Centre is Fatehabad allocated to State Bank of Patiala and representative of SBOP who has informed that Project Director had already been posted for opening of the Centre but the premises for the same was yet to be provided by the district administration.

It was also informed that Rural Development Department of State Government is under the process of finalizing the MOUs to be executed by the concerned State Government Departments & Banks.

Rural Development Department was requested to issue suitable instructions to the District Administrations of Narnaul & Fatehabad for providing adequate premises at the earliest. 

ACTION: RURAL DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT.
11.3 SELF HELP GROUPS

While reviewing the progress under Self Help Groups, it was observed that during the review period, the number of SHGs formed has increased from 25265 to 31074 and those credit linked have increased from 14953 to 18076 showing a growth of 23% & 21% respectively.  

Though the progress was found satisfactory but Shri P. Renganathan, General Manager of NABARD expressed that there was a wide gap between SHGs formed and Credit Linked.  He also said that the progress under formation of Joint Liability Groups, Parent Farmer Groups was very less and he called upon the LDMs and Controlling Heads of the Banks to initiate suitable steps for bridging the gap.  It was also suggested that awareness drives should be organized for which the assistance would also be provided as per the Scheme.

ACTION: ALL BANKS/ LDMs 

11.4 PRIME MINISTER EMPLOYMENT GENERATION PROGRAMME (PMEGP) 

The progress under the Scheme upto 15.03.2009 was placed in the meeting and it was observed that the achievement was 426 cases against the Annual Target of 1193 cases, showing 36% achievement.  

Shri RK Sharma, Additional Director, Deptt. of Industries & Commerce, Govt. of Haryana informed that the pace of sanction & disbursement was slow though the training had been imparted to sufficient no. of prospective beneficiaries.  However, the LDMs expressed that the training was given in the last week of March 2009 when all the banks were busy in their Annual Closing work.

Intervening the discussions, Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana and Chief Guest of the Meeting desired that Department of Industries & Commerce should convene an urgent meeting for reviewing the progress under PMEGP and to submit the report to his Office on priority.  
Shri KB Singh further informed that the Ministry of MSME has conveyed that the applications received upto 02.03.2009 and sanctioned upto 31.03.2009 by the Banks may be disbursed upto 30.06.2009. 
Sh. Pydah, Chairman of the meeting requested the controlling heads of banks & LDMs to dispose off the cases on or before 30.06.2009.    
ACTION: DEPTT. OF INDUSTRIES/KVIC/ BANKS/LDMs
11.5   SWARAN JAYANTI SHAHARI ROZGAR YOJNA (SJSRY)

While reviewing the progress, it was observed that even up to February, 2009 the same was 42%. However, it was informed by Shri Mahavir Singh, IAS, Spl. Director-cum- Project Director, SJSRY that the second installment of funds from Central Government was received at the end of February 2009 and the same could not be disbursed due to imposition of Model Code of Conduct.

Shri Singh also expressed that the target has been reduced to 2197 cases for the year 2008-09 and he expected the achievement of target between 90 – 95% in view of the utilization of funds.  He also said that now there would be good progress under the scheme. 

He also advised the Controlling Heads of Banks to ensure that subsidy should be utilized in time or should be returned to the Department without any delay.

12.     NPA UNDER GOVT. SPONSORED SCHEMES.
          Sub Group on NPAs under Government Sponsored Schemes

      It was informed that:
· During the deliberations of 105th meeting, the Chairman advised to form a Sub-group of SLBC for analyzing the reasons and to suggest the measures for reducing these NPAs.  

· A sub-group was formed, the preliminary meeting of which was organized on 19.11.2008.  

· The deliberations of the Sub-group were conveyed to all the members for obtaining their feed-back. 

While analyzing the suggestions given by the Sub-group, it has been observed that in order to further ascertain the reasons and obtaining the suggestions for reducing the NPA under Govt. Sponsored scheme, the job may be assigned to an outside agency.  Accordingly the Convener Bank has taken up  with the 3 different outside agencies and after analyzing their proposals, the job shall be assigned to one suitable agency.  The report of the agency shall be placed before the house in due course. 
13.      RECOVERY UNDER HACOMP ACT

The position of progress in settlement of RC cases filed under State           Recovery Act was presented in the meeting and it was observed as under  that 3004 cases involving an amount of Rs. 38.75 cr. were pending as at Dec. 2008, out of which 810 cases involving an amount of Rs. 3.70 crore were pending for more than 3 years.
LDMs were requested to follow-up effectively with Revenue Department for disposal of pending RCs at the earliest.
The Revenue Department was, also requested to help the banks in disposal of pending cases.

14.    ADVANCES UNDER EDUCATION LOAN SCHEMES
It was informed that during 100th meeting of SLBC, the Hon’ble Union Minister of State for Finance suggested to also review advances under Education Loan Schemes. Since then the progress under Education Loan scheme is being reviewed regularly.
The progress during the year 2008-09 up to Dec. 2008 was reviewed and It was observed that Education Loan in the State of Haryana registered an increase of Rs.160.19 Crore from Rs. 403.72 Crore as at December 2007 to Rs.563.91 Crore as at Dec.2008, thus showing a growth of 40%.
Keeping in view the requirement of financial support to the meritorious students who wish to study further and also the importance of education being attached by Haryana Government, all banks were requested to improve the performance further under Education Loan scheme. 

EDUCATION LOAN TO FEMALE STUDENTS OF HARYANA

During the deliberations of 105th meeting of SLBC held on 20.10.08, the Chairman of the Forum advised all the controlling heads of banks to extend Education Loan facility to the eligible female students as per the scheme of Women Development Corporation, Haryana under which State Govt. is providing 5% Interest Subsidy.  
Accordingly, the progress under the scheme obtained from the Women Development Corporation, was reviewed during the meeting, which revealed that loans worth Rs. 1238.79 Lac were sanctioned by the Banks in 455 cases under the Scheme. 
Since the State Government is initiating pro-active steps for providing adequate opportunities for female students of Haryana to pursue higher studies the Chief Guest of the meeting Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, called upon all the Banks to extend Education Loan under Special Scheme for Female Students and avail 5% interest subsidy being provided by the State Government.  He also advised to help the needy students for pursuing further studies. LDMs were also advised to popularize the scheme in their respective distts.
ACTION: BANKS AND LDMS
15.      SWAROZGAR CREDIT CARD SCHEME (SCC)
While reviewing the progress under Swarozgar Credit Card, it was observed that 12746 cards were issued during the period ended Dec.2008 i.e. 51% of the annual target of 25000 for 2008-09.

IMPLEMENTATION OF POLICY PACKAGE FOR SMALL & MEDIUM ENTERPRISES (SMEs)

16.1
DOUBLING OF CREDIT IN FIVE YEARS
It was informed that the banks in Haryana have already achieved the doubling of credit to SME Sector before the target date i.e. 31.3.2010.  This achievement was appreciated.

The Annual Growth under Advances to SME Sector of Commercial Banks & RRBs during the period under review was 26 % and since 31st March 2005 (Base Date) the Annualized Growth was 49.62 %, which was rated as quite Satisfactory. 
16.2
CREDIT FLOW TO SME SECTOR
It was apprised that as per RBI guidelines that progress of credit flow to SME sector was to be reviewed on new format in terms of SME policy package. Accordingly the progress obtained from banks was reviewed during the meeting.
While reviewing, it was observed that out of total outstanding of Rs.2634 crore under Micro Enterprises, the outstanding of Rs.1911 crore was under Manufacturing Sector and Rs.723 crore was under Service Sector.
Under Small Enterprises, the total outstanding was Rs.5145 crore.  Out of which Rs.3829 crore was under Manufacturing Sector and Rs.1316 crore was under Service Sector.

Total outstanding under Micro & Small Enterprises was to the tune of Rs.7778 crore.  

The total outstanding under Medium Enterprises was to the tune of Rs.2899 crore, out of which, Rs.1814 crore was under Manufacturing Sector and Rs.1085 crore was under Service Sector.
Total outstanding under Small & Medium Enterprises (SME) was Rs.10677 crore.

The performance was rated as Satisfactory.

16.3 IMPLEMENTATION OF POLICY PACKAGE FOR SMEs
FINANCING OF NEW UNITS

It was observed that 1300 Semi urban and urban branches of commercial banks and RRBs in Haryana provided finance to 5230 new SME units up to the period ended Dec.2008.  The average per SU/U branch was 4.02 against the pro-rata target of 3.75 units.  The achievement was termed as satisfactory. 

16.4 OPENING OF ATLEAST ONE SPECIALISED SSI/SME BRANCH IN EACH DISTRICT

It was informed that during various meetings of Empowered Committee on SME, RBI had been stressing upon the banks to open at least one Specialized SSI/ SME branch in each district or to convert the existing SSI branch into specialized SME branch.  The progress in this regard has been reviewed in every SLBC meeting and during the last 106th meeting of SLBC, it was observed that the needful is yet to be done in the remaining 3 districts, namely Sirsa (Canara Bank), Jind & Fatehabad (SBI).

During the deliberations of the meeting, Shri VK Shukla, AGM, Canara Bank informed that the proposal for opening of such branch in Sirsa district had already been sent to their Head Office. 
Regarding opening of such branches in Jind & Fatehabad Districts, SBI has expressed that in view of limited business potential in District Jind & Fatehabad, specialized SSI/SME branches were not required and also that their existing branches at both the Centres are catering to the needs of SSI/SME customers.  Since no counter deliberations took place in this regard, it was resolved that existing branches of SBI at both the centres should ensure to cater to the needs of SSI/SME customers.
SBI was requested to issue suitable instructions to their branches at both the centers for providing desired banking services to SME customers so that there is no complaint on this score and Canara Bank was requested to finalize the decision for Sirsa District.
ACTION:   CANARA BANK/SBI
 PERFORMANCE OF SPECIALIZED SSI/SME BRANCHES
It was observed that Specialized SSI/SME Branches had sanctioned Rs. 512 crore in 1437 cases during the year upto December 2008 and disbursement had been made in 1198 cases amounting to Rs. 447 crore.  

Total outstanding as at December 2008 was Rs. 2709 crore as against the outstanding of Rs. 2009 crore during the corresponding period of last year thereby recording an increase of 35%.  The performance was considered as Satisfactory.  

16.5   FLOW OF INSTITUTIONAL CREDIT TO IDENTIFIED SSI CLUSTERS

The progress under Flow of Institutional Credit to SSI Clusters was placed before the house and it was observed that the performance of Banks in these clusters except Automobile Cluster at Gurgaon (69%) was satisfactory.  

It was, however, expected that the Annual Target for the year 2008-09 must have been achieved by all the clusters.  LDMs were requested to submit the progress as on March 2009 at the earliest for review in the next meeting. 

ACTION: LDMs  
16.6 IMPLEMENTATION OF POLICY PACKAGE FOR SMEs - 
               CREDIT GUARANTEE SCHEME OF CGTMSE
The progress made by banks regarding coverage of eligible units under CGTMSE up to the period ended December 2008 was placed for review.  It was observed as under:

That 501 cases had been covered during the year upto Dec. 2008 and total number of applications lodged since inception was 3519.

Controlling Heads of Banks were requested to cover all the eligible accounts under the scheme as per RBI guidelines.

17. IMPLEMENTTION OF NAYAK COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS WHILE ASSESSING WORKING CAPITAL LIMITS
It was observed that the banks had covered all 3883 eligible accounts amounting to Rs. 1022 crore under Nayak Committee norms thus registering 100% achievement during the year upto December 2008, which was rated good.

18.
SUB-GROUP ON SICK SMEs
During the deliberations of 105th meeting, the Chairman advised to form a Sub-group of SLBC for analyzing the reasons and to suggest the measures for reducing these Sick SMEs. A sub-group was formed, the preliminary meeting of which was organized on 19.11.2008. The deliberations of the Sub-group were conveyed to all the members for obtaining their feed-back. 

While analyzing the suggestions given by the Sub-group, it was observed that in order to further ascertain the reasons and obtaining the suggestions for reducing the no. of non-viable Sick SMEs, the job may be assigned to an outside agency.  Accordingly the Convener Bank has taken up with the 3 different outside agencies and after analyzing their proposals, the job shall be assigned to one suitable agency.  The report of the agency shall be placed before the house in due course. 

19 & 20.   ADVANCES TO MINORITY COMMUNITIES AND CREDIT FLOW IN IDENTIFIED DISTRICTS OF SIRSA, GURGAON & MEWAT 

The progress made by Banks in credit flow to Minority Communities up to December 2008 was placed for review and it was observed that the Banks had extended credit to 164009 beneficiaries of Minority Communities amounting to Rs. 1802 crore as at 31.12.2008 which worked out to 6% of the Total Priority Sector Advances. The YOY growth of Advances to Minorities was 13%. The progress of banks under flow of credit to Minority Communities in general and in identified district of Sirsa (22% growth) was rated as satisfactory by the house. However, the growth of advances in Distt. Gurgaon/Mewat (4% growth) needed further improvement.

The controlling heads of banks & LDMs were requested to improve the performance further as the State Government has been stressing for upliftment of such people.

21. FLOW OF CREDIT TO IDENTIFIED CLUSTER - MINORITY CONCENTRATED DISTRICTS

It was informed that the Ministry of Labour & Employment, GOI had approved the list of Clusters under the scheme of “Fund for Regeneration of Traditional Industries” SFURTI.  (RBI RPCD Circular dated 12.8.2008).

Banks had been requested to take appropriate measures for improving the credit flow to the identified clusters of MSME for Minority Communities residing in minority concentrated districts.
District Gurgaon has been identified as Cluster of Auto-parts & Cluster for Sirsa not yet identified.

It was informed that Gurgaon as cluster of Auto parts is continued to be reviewed in each SLBC meeting.  However, the decision regarding identification of Sirsa as a cluster is yet to be taken by SIDBI.

22.
FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO WOMEN BENEFICIARIES

The comparative position of Financial Assistance to Women Beneficiaries was placed in the meeting and it was observed that overall Advances to Women beneficiaries witnessed an increase of Rs 31 Crore from Rs. 2236 Crores as at December 2007 to Rs. 2267 Crore as at December 2008, thus registering a growth of 1.39 %.  

It was also observed that percentage of loans to women beneficiaries to net bank credit was 5% which was within the RBI stipulations.  

However, Shri R. Gandhi, Regional Director, RBI, New Delhi expressed that the banks should not stop lending further to women beneficiaries after achieving the minimum norm of 5%.

All the Banks were requested to encourage their branches for extending credit to Women SHGs and also to Female students under Special Education Loan Scheme of State Government as already emphasized by Shri Pydah, the Chairman of the meeting & Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana in their addresses.

23.  NATIONAL AGRICULTURE INSURANCE SCHEME (NAIS)
While reviewing the progress, it was informed that Government has issued the notification for Identified two Rabi Crops (Gram & Mustard) on 24.02.2009 as per which the loans granted by banks between 01.09.2008 and 28.02.2009 were covered.  The date for submission of declaration & premium was 31.03.2009. No coverage was informed upto 24.03.2009 by Agriculture Insurance Co. Ltd.
However, Dr. Vidyasagar Gedam, AO of Agriculture Insurance Co. Ltd. (AICL) apprised that 1196 farmers were covered under the Scheme upto 18.04.2009.  The Sum Insured was Rs.  1.96 Crore and the premium received was Rs. 3.93 Lacs.  
Dr. Gedam also requested all the Banks for issuing suitable instructions to the Branches for coverage of loans disbursed for identified Crops under the Scheme.  The Deptt. of Agriculture, Govt. of Haryana was also requested to issue the notification in respect of NAIS in time so that the progress under the Scheme may be improved.

24. POSTING OF GUARDS AND INSTALLATION OF CCTVs AT BANK BRANCHES – ORDER U/S 144 OF CCP 1973 BY DISTRICT MAGISTRATES
It was placed in the meeting that the references had been received from Banks, especially district Sonepat and Rohtak regarding issuance of notices by District Magistrates making 
mandatory to install CCTVs and Cameras inside and outside bank branches/ATMs.  Banks were also advised to post guards to prevent thefts and all such other incidents.

Accordingly the Convener Bank took up with the State Government for their kind intervention in the matter.

It was further apprised that the Director General Police, Haryana vide letter no. 4054/S-(H) 
dated 23.07.2008 had informed having issued instructions to Superintendent of Police, Sonepat and Inspector General of Police, Rohtak for adopting  progressive approach as such type of orders  may cause disruption of banking services.

It has, however, again been informed by some banks operating in Sonepat district that instructions issued by DGP need to be reiterated keeping in view that banks have already started installation of CCTVs/ posting of guards etc. so that banks may provide services smoothly.  Shri VK Shukla, AGM, Canara Bank also informed that pursuant to the orders of District Magistrate, the ATM of their Bank at Rohtak remained closed for several weeks.
Shri OP Arora, DGM, PNB, Circle Head, Karnal informed that ADC Sonepat was requested to allow at least 2-3 months to the banks for complying the instructions in this regard and the issue has since been resolved for the time being.
Shri Dharam Vir, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana expressed that though the problem has been resolved for the time being as informed by Shri Arora, yet the banks would have to chalk out a plan to beef up the security by installation of CCTVs and posting of Guards in a time bound manner.

25. FRESH ISSUE RECEIVED FROM RBI NEW DELHI ON 17.04.2009:
MOBILE BANKING TRANSACTIONS IN INDIA- OPERATIVE GUIDELINES
It was apprised that the Reserve Bank of India, New Delhi vide its letter dated 17.04.2009 had forwarded the operative guidelines for Mobile Banking Transactions in India issued vide RBI Circular no. 2008-09/208 dated 08.10.2008 addressed to all the CMD’s/ CEO’s of SCBs/ RRBs/ UCBs/ State & District Cooperative Banks.  It was further informed that:

· Mobile Phones as a medium for providing Banking Services are attaining greater importance in order to ensure a level playing field.

· Considering that Technology is relatively new, RBI has brought out a set of Operative guidelines for adoption by banks.
· Copy of the circular has been circulated to the participants of this meeting to-day itself.

· RBI has also informed that these guidelines have been issued under Section 18 of the ‘Payment & Settlement System Act 2007’ without prejudice to permission/ approval, if any, required under any other law.

All the controlling heads of Banks were requested to take a note of RBI guidelines for compliance thereof.

26. FARMERS’ CLUBS PROGRAMME
Dr. P. Renganathan, General Manager, NABARD expressed that there is a gap in the data regarding formation of club, which was apparently due to non-launching of many Farmers’ Clubs by the Banks.  He apprised the Bankers’ that financial assistance of Rs. 10,000/- per club for 3 years was being provided by NABARD.  He, therefore, called upon all the Controlling Heads of Banks & LDMs for promoting more Farmers’ Clubs which would also help in strengthening the drive of Financial Inclusion.

Shri HK Talreja, General Manager (OIC), NABARD further informed that at least 1 Farmers’ Club per Rural/ Semi-Urban Branch may be promoted by the banks.
