	MINUTES OF 144th   MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


The 144th  meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended March 2018 (FY 2017-18) was held on 17th May, 2018 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh.  Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, presided over the meeting.  Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana; Ms Neerja Shekhar, IAS, Principal Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment Department., Govt of Haryana; Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Deputy-Director General, UIDAI; Shri Arun Shukla, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana; Dr B M Padha, General Manager, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi; Shri Alok Srivastava, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Haryana Zone & Convener, State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana, Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Haryana; Senior Officers of State Govt and Controlling Heads of Banks, representatives from insurance companies and media persons were amongst those present in the meeting.
List of participants is annexed.

At the outset, Shri Alok Srivastava, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC extended warm welcome to Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana-Chief Guest; Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  He informed that besides others, following important issues would be taken up for discussion:        

· Progress on implementation of PMJDY, 3 Social Security Schemes namely PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY

· Effective implementation of Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) & Stand-up India
· Progress under opening of FLCs and RSETIs in Haryana

· Progress under Annual Credit Plan for the period ended March 2018
· Recovery of Advances
· Achievement of target in digital transactions by banks

· Aadhaar seedings

· Implementation of Prime Minister Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY)
· PMEGP, NRLM, NULM, HSCFDC, other Govt. Sponsored schemes 
· Review of Banks’ performance in other key areas, national goals etc.

· Performance of banks in achievement of Annual Credit Plan for the period ended March 2018 (FY 2017-18) and other important issues concerning banks and various State Govt Deptts.
The Convener SLBC informed the house that before 144th SLBC meeting, meeting of sub-committees to SLBC on NRLM, NULM and 1st Steering Committee to SLBC meeting to review the performance and chalking out future plan on PMEGP, PMAY, HSCFDC, PMFBY, RSETIs, FLCs etc were convened by SLBC Secretariat on 03.05.2018 and all related issues of these schemes were discussed at length so that action in order to achieve the targets under the schemes could be initiated timely by concerned agencies. 
Shri Srivastava also informed that recently Gram Swaraj Abhiyan was launched by Govt of India as a special initiative for 21058 villages with large number of poor households at all India level for saturation in Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojna (PMJDY), Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY) and Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojna (PMJJBY) during the period from 14.04.2018 to 05.05.2018.  SLBCs were given the task to saturate these villages through LDMs and respective banks.  Out of total villages, 235 villages were identified in the State of Haryana which were to be made saturated by the respective banks.  Under this Abhiyan the progress made by banks was monitored by DFS, MoF, Govt of India on daily basis.  Shri Srivastava expressed his pleasure in informing that the State of Haryana remained front runner in this Abhiyan from very beginning and is amongst few best performing states at All India level for achieving saturation in all 235 villages in these three schemes within the stipulated time period.  He also applauded the excellent work done by all LDMs alongwith their team through the period of Abhiyan, and announced felicitation for best performing LDMs i.e. LDM Yamunanagar, LDM Fatehabad, LDM Sirsa and LDM Bhiwani for doing commendable job.
He also raised the long pending issue of non-payment of commission to banks on account of disbursement of social security pensions and signing of MoU. He said that SLBC after discussion with all member banks had already sent draft of MoU to the Department in January 2018 but so far no response has been received.  He requested the Chief Secretary as well as Principal Secretary, Finance & Planning to get the long outstanding matter resolved at the earliest.
Shri Srivastava further said that Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana had expressed desire that DRI loans be sanctioned by all banks in the State of Haryana to all cobblers for setting up their khokhas to enable them to earn respectful livelihood. As on 31st March, 2018, as many as 304 loans amounting to Rs 33.70 lakhs were sanctioned to cobblers under DRI scheme, out of which 142 loan cases amounting to Rs 17.16 lakhs have been sanctioned by PNB.  He requested all banks to come forward for this noble cause and extend more and more financial assistance under DRI scheme to cobblers. 
The Convener SLBC also informed that Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana, while discussing the action plan for creating more and more employment in the State of Haryana, expressed desire that banks should extend more financial help to the people of Haryana under MUDRA and Stand-up India schemes.  He called upon controlling heads of member banks to advise their field functionaries to provide MUDRA and Stand-up India loans to the needy people and ensure to surpass the annual target well before the end of financial year ending March 2019. He advised all LDMs to organize special loan camps by involving each bank in their district in association with the district administration with prior dissemination of publicity through vernacular print and electronic media.
While concluding, Shri Srivastava desired for active participation of all members so that there is fruitful discussion on various agenda items which would help in further socio-economic development of economy of the State.

While delivering her keynote address Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India welcomed Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana-Chief Guest; Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana alongwith all dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC.
While briefly highlighting the significant developments that have taken place in the recent past, she said that union budget presented by Hon’ble Finance Minister of India, was a historic budget in many ways in which utmost care has been taken for priority sector lending which is a basic strength of the economy i.e. Agriculture, Rural Development and Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs).  The Budget has promised farmers a minimum support price that will be 1.5 times the cost of production w.e.f. Kharif crops 2018.  The support price for upcoming kharif crops like paddy will be fixed atleast 50% higher than the cost of production, while raising farm credit target for the next fiscal by 10% to Rs 11 lakh crore.  The Budget also allows 100% tax rebate on profit to companies registered as Farmer Producer Companies and having annual turnover upto Rs 100 crore. 
The Chairperson further informed that MSME Sector had taken massive beating post-demonetization will now be charged 25% tax for companies with a turnover of upto Rs 250 crore, thereby, covering almost 99% of the companies.  The companies with a turnover of more than Rs 250 crore will continue to be taxed @ 30%.  Lending target under MUDRA for the FY 2018-19 has been fixed for Rs 3.00 lakh crore for funding more number of self-employed entrepreneurs.

The Chairperson further informed that RBI after undertaking a review of Priority Sector lending decided that the sub-target of 8 percent of Adjusted Net Bank Credit (ANBC) or Credit Equivalent Amount of Off-Balance Sheet Exposure (CEOBE), whichever is higher, for credit to small and marginal farmers shall become applicable for foreign banks with 20 branches and above from FY 2018-19.  RBI has extended NPA period upto 180 from 90 days as one time measure for MSMEs with an exposure upto Rs 25 crore which will have extra time to repay bank loans, provided they have been registered under GST. Banks have also been allowed to treat all MSME loans as priority sector loans without any limit on their exposure. This will encourage banks to lend to this sector which is an engine for economic growth. The removal of priority sector cap for MSME loans will help to channel additional resources to this sector.
The Chairperson also congratulated the Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana for acquiring second position by the State of Haryana amongst all  States at all-India level in digital transactions by achieving 110% of target. She called upon the bankers to accelerate the pace of digital transactions so that State of Haryana acquires first position during current financial year. 
She also advised SLBC to update their website regularly and list of MSME clusters should also be made available on the site. She noted that some fraudulent websites are using banks’ logo and offering CSP job and people are getting fooled by depositing money.  She advised bankers to lodge complaint with police authorities if any such instance comes to their notice.
The Chairperson also informed the house about achievements of banks in the State of Haryana under various flagship schemes run by Govt:-
· Under PMJDY upto 31.03.2018, 64,95,997 accounts have been opened out of which 28,78,769 accounts of women have been opened. Out of these, RuPay Cards have been issued in 59,33,538 accounts out of which 91% cards have been activated and a sum of Rs 2142 crore has been mobilized by banks in PMJDY accounts.
· As at 31.03.2018 banks in the State have enrolled 28,56,587 persons in Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), 8,68,257 persons in Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) and 1,95,073 persons in Atal Pension Yojana (APY).

· Under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY), during the period March, 2018, the banks in Haryana have disbursed a sum of Rs 2739 crore in 1,85,414 accounts.

· Under Stand Up India scheme during the review period, banks have sanctioned loans of Rs 282.41 crore to 1349 beneficiaries, out of which 309 cases amounting to Rs 55 crore have been sanctioned to SC/ST categories and 1040 cases amounting to Rs 227 crores to women beneficiaries in the State of Haryana.
Lauding the achievement of banking system in the State, the Chairperson-SLBC appreciated the role of banks in achieving all National Goals as on 31.03.2018, except Export Credit, during the period under review.  She highlighted the major parameters as under:-
· As on 31.03.2018, 20 new branches have been opened by commercial banks and RRBs in Haryana thus raising the total number of branches to 4718.

· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana have increased by Rs 43,445 crores from Rs 2,96,683 crores to Rs 3,40,128 crores showing YoY growth of 15%.

· Total Advances during the review period have increased from Rs 1,97,107 crores to Rs 2,37,187 crores registering YoY growth of 20%.

· Priority Sector Advances have gone upto Rs 1,30,010 crores with 16% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector is 66% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances have increased to Rs 49,429 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 7%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at March 2018 was 25% against the target of 18%.
· Under Annual Credit Plan 2017-18, achievement of banks under Agri Sector remained at 85%, under MSMEs 101% and under Other Priority Sector it remained at 68%, and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 86%.
Ms Dikshit, Chairperson SLBC also appealed controlling heads of all banks to put in their best efforts and consider loan applications of cobblers under DRI.

The Chairperson expressed concern over large number of Recovery Certificate cases pending under HACOMP Act. She noted that 18,247 Recovery Certificate cases amounting to Rs 666.98 crore were pending as at 31.03.2018, out of these 2349 cases were pending for more than three years.  

Ms Dikshit, Chairperson of SLBC requested the concerned Department of State Govt to get resolved the pending issue of payment of commission to banks on disbursement of pensions at the earliest.

In the end, the Chairperson appreciated the role of Convener of SLBC Haryana and his team for holding SLBC meetings within the stipulated period. She also thanked the Chief Secretary Haryana for his continuous guidance to SLBC from time to time.

Shri Arun Shukla, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Haryana, while speaking on the occasion, complemented all the banks for achievement under various parameters.  He congratulated bankers for achievement of Annual Credit Plan by 86% for financial year 2017-18. He however noted with concern that achievement of banks under Agriculture Investment Credit was only 14602 crores or 66% as against target of 22269 crore, upto March 2018. He emphasized banks to provide loans to farmers for facilitating capital formation/asset creation in the field of agriculture.  Shri Shukla mentioned that ideally investment credit should be 30% of total ground level credit under Agriculture.
He noted that CD ratio of the State of Haryana has remained good at 70%, and those banks whose CD ratio remained below 50% should give more focus to credit dispensation so that the deposits garnered in the State are used for the development of the State itself.

He also informed that NABARD has sanctioned grant of Rs 11.80 crore to various banks during the year for putting up PoS machines, for going digital campaigns and helping in issuance and activation of RuPay Kisan Cards. Besides, NABARD has also sanctioned 10 Centres for Financial Literacy, 5 each to PNB and Syndicate Bank and requested these banks to submit their claims to NABARD for reimbursement.
He also informed that State Credit Plan is being formulated by SLBC on the basis of the Potential Linked Plan (PLP) prepared by NABARD. The ACP for financial year 2018-19 has been targeted at Rs 121317 crore and the variance between PLP and ACP is only 0.002%, which will be presented in the house for approval.
Shri Shukla also highlighted the digitization of SHGs under E-Shakti project in the State which was initially started by NABARD in four districts i.e. Ambala, Karnal, Sonipat & Sirsa and appreciated the role of LDMs, Govt officials and HSRLM for making this programme successful.  He solicited cooperation from all of them in future also as NABARD is contemplating digitization of 100% SHGs in Haryana. He also expressed concern that Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare has not held any meeting of sub-committee on Doubling of Farmers’ Income and requested SLBC Secretariat to take up with the Deptt to hold meeting at the earliest. 

He informed that Area Development Scheme for commercial dairy for the State was launched at the State Credit Seminar held on 19.02.2018 which has been conceived in consultation with Animal Husbandry Department Haryana and other related line departments/agencies. Under the scheme, a target of financing 550 units amounting to Rs 207 crores has been finalized for a period of 5 years i.e. 2018-2023.  In addition to this, NABARD has also formulated 44 district-specific Area Development Schemes covering 8 activities to boost term lending portfolio in the State and a target of 110405 units amounting to Rs 2686 crores has been fixed for five years. He requested SLBC and LDMs to ensure implementation of Area Development Scheme which will not only help bankers to increase in their term lending but will also help farmers in increasing their income. He requested SLBC to review progress under the scheme from time to time. 

Shri Shukla also informed the house that under micro irrigation fund Rs 150 crore has been approved by Cabinet on 16.05.2018 for the State which were pending with NABARD and hoped that now the projects will be taken up shortly.
He appealed to all banks to come forward and work more closely for implementation of various schemes launched by the Govt.
ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC
Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Deputy Director General, UIDAI, while addressing the house informed that it was decided to set up Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres in 10% bank branches to ensure that all accounts are linked with Aadhaar numbers.  She informed that 568 bank branches of various banks in Haryana have been identified for setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres, out of which 368 Centres have since been set up but noted with concern that 46 Centres are with zero enrolment/updation.  She also informed that few complaints have been received by them regarding over-charging by operators and requested BMs to be vigilant on this aspect. She also reiterated guidelines that kits should not be allowed to be taken outside of branch premises. She emphasized that banks should follow the guidelines in letter and spirit.



ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/SLBC

While speaking in the meeting, Ms Neerja Shekhar, IAS, Principal Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt of Haryana informed that in March 2015, it was decided by Govt of Haryana that under various social security schemes, pension would be disbursed through banks and congratulated bankers for accomplishing the exemplary work in this regard in a very short time. She assured that the pending issues with banks regarding signing of MoU and payment of commission will be got resolved soon.
 ACTION: BANKS/LDMs
Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary (Finance & Planning) Govt of Haryana, while addressing the house said that Haryana being a progressive State has vast potential for credit growth and banks should not merely go for achievement of targets allocated to them but also try to fulfill credit requirements of the people as in the changed economic scenario people’s dependence has increased for credit requirement, pension, Aadhaar etc. He noted that CD ratio of the State remained at 70%, though above national goal of 60%, but can improve significantly keeping in view potential available in the State. He appreciated the role played by banks in PMJDY and other schemes aimed at Financial Inclusion.
He also informed about the vision of the Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana to prepare family data base to have complete information about family’s credit requirement, their ITR, their title-deed issue, Aadhaar related issues and other requirements and called upon the banks to prepare this data base of 5000 families each which will also help them to understand requirements of the families relating to Mudra, Stand-up India, PMAY etc.
He further advised bankers to educate people about cyber crime and ATM cloning etc, as they are receiving lot of complaints. He also informed that their Department is empanelling banks and Govt deposits will be given to banks depending upon their achievement in Priority Sector lending.

While referring to progress under PMAY, he noted that banks have been asking for ITRs and title-deeds due to which cases under the scheme could not pick up. He stressed that ITR should not be a pre-requisite for loan under PMAY and said that the matter shall be taken up with banks  management at higher level for getting this clause removed for those earning monthly income upto Rs 5000/-. He advised LDMs that district-wise issues relating to difficulties in availing loan under PMAY be submitted to SLBC/Deptt of Finance so that issues could be taken up with respective Deputy Commissioners for solution at their level.
Regarding digital transactions, he informed that after launching of e-grass, BHIM application has been integrated with e-grass, PFMS and IFMS will improve treasury operations in a big way. He said that efforts will be made to increase capital expenditure through RIDF. He suggested that NABARD should frame a policy to refinance Arhtiyas so that Arhtiyas can further lend to farmers on lower rates. He informed that in new logistic hubs like Kundli and Manesar there are immense opportunities for Start-up and Stand-up India and their Department shall be preparing a list of around 100 new projects which are likely to come up and the list will be circulated to banks for financing.

He also congratulated bankers for achievement in saturating identified villages under Gram Swaraj Abhiyan and achievement in other parameters.

The Chief Guest of the meeting, Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana, while addressing the house said that SLBC is the highest body at the State level where all key officials participate and deliberate on policy matters/issues involved in implementation of various credit based schemes in the State. Shri Dhesi appreciated the role of banks for achievement of targets under Gram Swaraj Abhiyan where-in 235 villages of Haryana in PMJDY, PMSBY and PMJJBY were saturated. He informed that in view of nature of economy of the State of Haryana, the target of doubling of farmers’ income by 2022 is of great significance.  He also informed that wheat procurement of 87.9 million tones has been achieved in the State of Haryana, which is highest ever. So, while it is important that farmers get MSP for what they produce, it is equally important that we also undertake schemes and programmes which lead to farmers’ interest and Govt of Haryana is implementing few initiatives as under:-
· We need to make best possible use of every drop of water that is largely available in Haryana so there is importance of micro irrigation and on 16.05.2018, Cabinet has approved a big amount for the Micro Irrigation Fund for which NABARD will be playing key role. In Haryana a number of projects are also in pipeline and definitely assistance of NABARD will be required and for financing to individual farmers, Bank credit will play an important role.

· Another important initiative to be rolled out both in Punjab and Haryana is the management of crop residue. Last year there has been much controversy about the burning of wheat and paddy stubble and a High Level Committee has come with a package of Rs 1100 crores for Punjab, Haryana and UP. This year, the primary focus will be for setting up of custom hiring system at villages with investment ranging from 20 to 25 lakhs, for which  subsidy alongwith requirement of bank finance is  available, for which a separate meeting will be taken up with NABARD and Convener SLBC. LDMs will be playing a very important role for its implementation.
· Another initiative that has been taken by the State Govt. on behest of Hon’ble CM, is ‘Parivartan’, where 46 senior officers of IAS, IPS or Forest Services have been assigned one block of the State and they will be focusing on the implementation of specific programmes of each block like DRI loan to cobblers, Mudra, Stand-up India etc. Shri Dhesi called upon all LDMs to actively involve with the programmes of the State Govt which will also help them in increasing their credit dispensation and will result in achievement of credit targets.
· Another initiative was setting up of Antodya Sewa Kendras (ASKs) at every sub divisional level where information on beneficiary oriented schemes will be provided to the citizens of Haryana and banking system has to play important role in its successful implementation.  
· Under digital transactions, we have been able to achieve our target during 2017-18, but more efforts are required to be made during current financial year as digital transactions remains priority of the Govt.
· In few schemes like Stand-up India and PMAY the progress was yet to pick up. Shri Dhesi expressed hope that issues put forth by working group will be addressed and banks will make significant progress under PMAY as well.
· Shri Dhesi expressed concern over the reduction of 20 bank branches from December 2017 quarter.
· He also specifically mentioned the role of NABARD in development of the State and hoped that NABARD will continue to provide full support and will perform lead role in implementation of micro irrigation projects.
· He informed that the role of SLBC and LDMs in implementation of Govt schemes was of great importance and all should work in tandem for over-all development of the State.
While concluding, Shri Dhesi was hopeful that Haryana would remain ahead of other States during the current financial year, as in the previous financial year, in implementing various programmes of Govt and forum of SLBC would continue to play a pivotal role in this direction.

	GRAM SWARAJ ABHIYAN (GSA) 2018- SPECIAL INITIATIVE FOR 16850 VILLAGES WITH LARGE NUMBER OF POOR HOUSEHOLDS FOR SATURATION DURING 14.04.2018 TO 05.05.2018


The house  was  informed   that  the Director,  Financial  Inclusion   Section, 
Department of Financial Services (DFS), MoF, GoI, New Delhi vide their communication dated 06.04.2018 informed that Govt of India has launched a special initiative for 16850 villages with large number of poor households for saturation during 14.04.2018 to 05.05.2018 under Gram Swaraj Abhiyan.  Under the Abhiyan 235 villages of Haryana State were identified by Govt of India and following activities were undertaken under Gram Swaraj Abhiyan in the identified villages:-
i) Opening of banking outlets (branch or fixed point Business Correspondent) within 5 km distance from each of these villages.

ii) Opening of Jan Dhan accounts for every unbanked adult in the villages.

iii) Providing financial literacy to activate and use of RuPay cards.

iv) Enrolment for Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Joti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) for the period 01.06.2018 to 31.05.2019.

v) Enrolment for Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY) for the period 01.06.2018 to 31.05.2019.
The house was informed that under opening of banking outlets within 5 km distance from each of allocated 235 villages, 161 were already covered by Bank branches, 56 were covered by BCAs and out of remaining 18 villages, BCAs have already been appointed in 16 villages but HDFC Bank has not appointed BCAs in 2 villages allocated to them.  The representative from HDFC Bank informed that BCAs have already been shortlisted for these 2 villages and these will be appointed soon.
It was apprised that all 235 villages have been saturated within the stipulated time and achievement in respect of opening of PMJDY accounts is 110%, covering beneficiaries in PMSBY is 109% and that of PMJJBY is 104%.

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that Govt of India has declared Nuh district as aspirational district and it has been desired that saturation is achieved in this district under all five schemes; PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, PMMY and APY.  He requested controlling heads of all banks to issue necessary instructions to their branches in the district and ensure achievement of saturation within the timeframe set by Govt of India.

The house reviewed the performance of banks under all aforesaid parameters and banks were advised to:-
· Ensure issuance of RuPay Cards to all eligible account holders at the time of opening of new accounts.

· Ensure further reduction in zero balance PMJDY accounts.

· Ensure Aadhaar seeding in operative saving bank accounts including PMJDY accounts. The Principal Secretary F&P desired to know whether Aadhaar seeding data matches with UIDAI data or not. The representative from UIDAI replied that against projected population of 2.78 crore of the Sate of Haryana as on 31.03.2018, 1.90 crore population is of more than 18 years of age and 100% accounts have been Aadhaar seeded in this age group.
· Ensure disposal of settlement of claim cases under RuPay cards, as there was more than 3 months’ delay in settlement of some of claim cases.
· To accelerate efforts and achieve the allocated target under PMSBY, PMJJBY and APY.

· To make concerted efforts to achieve the targets under PMMY & Stand-up India scheme. 
The representative of Department of Rural Development was advised to take consent letters of remaining workers of MGNREGA specially of districts where Aadhaar seeding is very low i.e. Mewat (54%), Sonipat (66%), Jhajjar (78%), Kurukshetra & Panchkula (79%), Mohindergarh & Ambala (80%).
The LDMs of Mewat, Sonipat, Jhajjar, Kurukshetra & Panchkula were advised to take these consent forms from respective officials of DRDA and submit to respective bank branches for seeding so as to achieve the target of 100% seeding of Aadhaar in bank accounts of MGNREGA workers to enable them to avail the benefit of DBT.

The representative from UIDAI informed that 472 bank branches have been identified for setting up of Aadhaar Enrollment & Updation Centres and so far these Centres have been set up in 367 branches and out of these 46 Centres are with zero enrolment/updation. The banks which have not set up Aadhaar Enrollment & Updation Centres in their branches were advised to set up these Centres at the earliest. 
The performance of banks in achievement of digital transactions was already appreciated by the Chief Guest and the Chairperson of the meeting. The representative from E&IT Department suggested the following points for banks to further improve digital transactions in the State:-

a) all banks to share data on cashless Haryana portal in timely manner;

b) all acquiring banks to identify all high footfall citizen centric touch points to deploy BHIM and BHIM QR code;

c) to facilitate deployment of Bharat QR code by advising all acquiring banks to deploy Bharat QR codes in all utility consumer bills

d) all banks to promote RuPay Cards.
While reviewing the performance under 
, house was informed that SUDA has provided details of 14270 identified beneficiaries under PMAY to SLBC Haryana Secretariat and LDMs have already distributed the same to the bank branches operating in the area to contact the beneficiaries for providing housing loans for construction of houses. The house was informed that as advised by Principal Secretary, F&P Govt of Haryana, a working group consisting of representatives from Finance Department, ULB and LDMs of Sonipat, Hisar and Mewat was formed to discuss the measures and suggest alternative solution of the problems of bankers.  The LDM Hisar informed that in his district 1165 cases were referred, out of which 512 already have pucca houses and thus not eligible for loan under PMAY, in some cases borrowers are not having title-deed or approved map. He also informed that upto annual income of Rs 6.00 lakhs, ITR was not being insisted upon and self-declaration or affidavit was being accepted as proof of income. The Principal Secretary F&P advised LDMs to prepare district-wise list of reasons of rejection of cases to find alternative ways and solution to the issues of emerging impediments.

The house was informed that Govt of Haryana has issued notification on 30.03.2018 for implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) in the State of Haryana for Kharif 2018 and Rabi 2018-19 seasons.  A copy of Notification has already been sent to all controlling heads of SLBC member banks.

The representative from Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Haryana informed the house that around 5000 complaints of non-settlement of claims by insurance companies were received from farmers in the State of Haryana, out of which 2280 complaints have already been resolved and remaining will also be resolved within 15 days.
Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana requested the controlling heads of banks to advise to the field functionaries/branch Managers of their respective banks to deduct insurance premium from accounts of loanee farmers and deposit in the accounts of respective insurance companies in time.

	EASE BANKING (ENHANCED ACCESS & SERVICE EXCELLENCE) – BANKING WITHIN 5 KMS OF EVERY VILLAGE  


The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that massive recapitalization of PSBs was approved by Govt of India in October 2017.  In this context, Ministry of Finance has sent a Public Sector Banks (PSBs) reforms Agenda for Responsive & Responsible PSBs, with item-wise time frames for implementation of the same.  Capital infusion in the banks as announced by Govt of India would be dependent on banks committing to the reforms and their performance on the reforms Agenda.

One of the agenda of EASE (Enhanced Access & Service Excellence) is Near Home Banking by providing banking outlet (Bank branch or BCA outlet) within 5 kms of every village as approved by SLBCs.  So all villages where banking outlets are not available within 5 km reach are required to be identified and these villages are to be allotted to the concerned banks for opening the banking outlets.

SLBCs had advised LDMs of Haryana to identify the villages where banking services are not available within 5 km of each village of their respective districts, and LDMs of Hisar, Jhajjar, Karnal, Kurukshetra, Mohindergarh, Sirsa and Sonipat informed that in their districts some villages are to be provided with banking outlets including appointing BCAs. The remaining LDMs confirmed that banking services (through bank branches or BCA outlet) are available within 5 kms of each village of the district.  The LDMs were requested to verify the information given by them so that necessary action could be taken in the matter.
The controlling heads of all banks were advised that BCAs at these Centres be appointed and send confirmation to SLBC.

The house was informed that as per instructions of Reserve Bank of India, 194 unbanked villages (without having a brick and mortar branch of a scheduled commercial bank) having population more than 5000 were indentified in the State of Haryana and these villages were allocated to various banks for opening of brick and mortar branches. It was informed that out of 194 villages, brick and mortar branches/BCA Banking outlets have been opened in 91 villages and 103 villages are yet to be provided with services of a brick and mortar branch.  It was discussed that in view of change of definition of a bank branch by RBI vide their circular No. RBI/2016-17/306/DBR No BAPD BC.69/22.01/2016-17 dated 18.05.2017 banks are awaiting to receive instructions from their corporate offices with regard to the changed guidelines after which the momentum for opening of branches is expected to pick up.  Bankers were advised to take up with their corporate offices to issue guidelines in this regard so that the branches/BCA banking outlets or full-fledged bank branches can be opened at the remaining identified centres at the earliest. The Chairman SHGB informed that in all 36 villages, BCAs have been appointed, besides bank is willing to open banking outlets   but clarification sought from RBI in this regard has not yet been received.  The Principal Secretary F&P suggested that SHG members may also be appointed as BCAs.
