	MINUTES OF 145th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


The 145th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the quarter ended June 2018 (FY 2018-19) was held on 16th August, 2018 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh.  Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, presided over the meeting.  Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Deputy-Director General, UIDAI; Ms Gauri Parashar Joshi, IAS, Director, Department of Social Justice & Empowerment, Haryana; Shri Ashok Sangwan, IAS, Director Industries, Haryana; Shri R C Bidhan, IAS, Director, Employment & Skill Development, Haryana; Shri D K Kapila, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana; Shri Sunil Saran, IES, Director IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Shri B S Raina, General Manager, PSFI Division, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi; Shri Alok Srivastava, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Haryana Zone & Convener, State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Haryana; Shri Satpal Sharma, Chief Administrator, Housing Board, Haryana; Senior Officers of State Govt,  Controlling Heads of Banks operating in the State of Haryana, representatives from insurance companies and media persons were amongst those present in the meeting.

At the outset, Shri Alok Srivastava, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC extended warm welcome to Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana - Chief Guest; Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, Chairperson dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  He informed that besides others, the following important issues would be taken up for discussion:        

· Revamp of Lead Bank Scheme – action points for SLBC Secretariat, LDMs and other stake-holders

· Progress on implementation of PMJDY, 3 Social Security Schemes namely PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY

· Effective implementation of Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) & Stand-up India Scheme
· Progress under opening of FLCs and RSETIs in Haryana

· Recovery of Advances
· Achievement of target in digital transactions by banks

· Aadhaar seedings

· Implementation of Prime Minister Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY)
· PMEGP, NRLM, NULM, HSCFDC, other Govt. Sponsored schemes 
· Review of Banks’ performance in other key areas, national goals etc.

· Performance of banks in achievement of Annual Credit Plan for the quarter ended June 2018 (FY 2018-19) and other important issues concerning banks and various State Govt Deptts.
The Convener SLBC informed the house that before present meeting of SLBC, meetings of sub-committees to SLBC on NRLM, NULM and 2nd Steering Committee to SLBC to review the performance and chalking out future plan on PMEGP, PMAY, HSCFDC, PMFBY, RSETIs, FLCs etc were convened by SLBC Secretariat on 01.08.2018 and all related issues of these schemes were discussed at length so that action in order to achieve the targets under the schemes could be initiated timely by concerned agencies. 
Shri Alok Srivastava also informed that recently Extended Gram Swaraj Abhiyan was launched by Govt of India in which 299 villages of Mewat district in Haryana were to be saturated under PMJDY, PMSBY & PMJJBY. He expressed his pleasure in informing that State of Haryana remained front-runner in this Abhiyan from the very beginning and remained as few best performing States at All India level for achieving saturation in all 299 villages in all three schemes well before the stipulated period.  He also applauded the excellent work done by Shri Satya Prakash, LDM Mewat during period of Abhiyan and felicitated him for doing commendable job.
The Convener SLBC further informed that in the meeting held on 3rd July 2018, the Chief Secretary to Govt of Haryana informed that in Pragati meeting convened by Govt of India, Hon’ble Prime Minister of India advised all Chief Secretaries that each bank branch operating in their respective State to get BHIM app activated at business outlets of 100 small businessmen and start operation for digital transactions.  The Hon’ble Prime Minister also advised to accomplish this task by Diwali.  The Chief Secretary advised SLBC to allocate this target to each bank operating in the State of Haryana in proportion to their total branches existing in the State and review the performance of banks in SLBC meetings.  Accordingly, in order to give big boost to this mission in Haryana, Hon’ble Chief Minister launched this campaign at State Level Financial Inclusion function at Karnal on 13th August, 2018 where-in on the day of function, two PNB branches activated BHIM app at business outlets of 200  businessmen and started operation for digital transactions.  Besides, all remaining 367 banks’ branches operating in Karnal district also got activated BHIM app at minimum 10 business outlets of small businessmen.  Therefore, total nearly 3800 BHIM app got activated at business outlets of small businessmen in Karnal in a single day.  Shri Alok Srivastava further informed that each bank’s branch will get BHIM app activated at atleast 100 outlets of small businessmen by Diwali.  He requested all bankers to give high pace to this special campaign of cashless transactions through BHIM app and make Haryana State front-runner under this campaign as well.

The Convener SLBC further informed that as per instructions received from Ministry of Finance, Govt of India in order to facilitate easy access to liquidity to farmers on the sale of their agriculture produce, it was necessary to have bank branches/extension counters in all Agriculture Produce Markets (Mandis) and identified mandis be assigned to appropriate bank with the responsibility to open bank branch/extension counter in those Mandis within a period of 30 days. He requested controlling heads of all banks to give their focused attention to this important task.
The Convener SLBC also informed that though several meetings have been held with regard to non-payment of commission to banks at various platforms but the issue has remained unresolved as yet and requested Shri Prasad and Madam Gauri Parashar Joshi to release long pending commission to the banks without any further delay.
While concluding, the Convener SLBC desired for active participation of all members so that there is fruitful discussion on various agenda items which would help in further socio-economic development of economy of the State.
ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC
Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary (Finance & Planning) Govt of Haryana, complimented the role played by banks in implementation of various flagship schemes of the Government and expressed gratitude & appreciation of Govt of Haryana, but observed that there were certain sticky areas which need to be resolved like PMAY, DRI loans, saturation in PMJJBY. 

He described new approach of Govt of Haryana towards Priority Sector Lending to be adopted by banks which was also discussed in last SLBC meeting and informed that Govt had moved ahead towards new approach which has already been discussed with Zonal Heads of various banks. Shri Prasad further informed that while analyzing the reasons for poor performance under PMAY it was concluded that only 103 cases out of 14688 were sanctioned, and the main reasons for not sanctioning were that either applicants were defaulters or not having complete documents of the property or did not have title of the property in their name or property was non-mortgage-able or not staying at the place of residence etc.  Touching upon the changing role of banks, Shri Prasad mentioned that banks are economic engines of socio-economic development and State Govt has to play role of facilitator.  The next phase of economic prosperity would come through banks and Aadhaar enrolment.  He emphasized that role of banks should not only be to achieve targets but also to understand and fulfill the economic requirements of the families, for which the way of loaning, sourcing of applications and fixing targets is required to be modified.
He informed that Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana made announcement at State Level Financial Inclusion Function on 13.08.2018 at Karnal that survey with the help of Saksham Yuva to be provided by the State Govt would be conducted by each bank branch to know the economic status and financial requirement of 1000 families in respect of branch’s command area.  Such survey will enable the Bank Managers to understand the economic status and need of each member of the family which will help them to cater the exact banking requirement of each member in 1000 families which will lead to 100% financial inclusion of 1000 families in a real way.   On the basis of actual finding of the survey, the targets under various Govt schemes may be set in the service area/command area of the bank branch.  To begin with this programme on pilot basis, one bank branch in each district would be identified which will be given list of 100 such families.  Shri Prasad expressed that this new approach would lead to genuinely saturate credit requirements of the families and gradually this programme would spread across the state of Haryana covering every bank branch.
He also congratulated Lead District Manager Mewat and his team for achievement in saturating all 299 identified villages under Extended Gram Swaraj Abhiyan.

While concluding, Shri Prasad advised banks and concerned State Govt Departments to continue to work in a coordinated manner for achieving new milestones.

ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC

While delivering her keynote address Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India welcomed Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Principal Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana alongwith all dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC.
She informed that in the recent past many changes have taken place, like Service Area Approach and obtaining of No Dues Certificates was dispensed with and assessing of credit growth of the district has been done by LDMs in District Consultative Committee meetings on regular basis.  But reaching to every household was really a good step and banks alongwith State Govt should ensure that credit requirements of every genuine household are fulfilled and at the same time advised bankers to ensure due diligence while sanctioning loans as public money given as advance to public should come back to the  banks for ensuring recycling of funds.
While briefly highlighting the significant developments that took taken place in the recent past, she informed that RBI in its Third Bi-monthly Monetary Policy announced on 1st august, 2018 decided to increase the policy Repo rate under the Liquidity Adjustment Facility (LAC) by 25 basis points from 6.25% to 6.50%.  She further informed that RBI in a bid to give a leg-up to Priority Sector lending will allow to co-originate loans with Non-Banking Financial Companies (NBFCs) for creating eligible Priority Sector assets. The guidelines on co-origination of Priority Sector loans would be issued by the end of September 2018.  The co-origination arrangement will entail joint contribution of credit by both lenders at the facility level.  It will also involve sharing of risks and rewards between banks and the NBFC for ensuring appropriate alignment and business objectives as per mutual agreement. She also informed that MSME Sector that had taken massive beating post-demonetization will now be charged 25% tax for companies with a turnover of upto Rs 250 crore, thereby covering almost 99% of the companies. Ms Dikshit further stated that NPA norms have been revised to 180 days for MSMEs, earlier it was for those who have registered under GST but it was now for all but they will have to get registered under GST by December, otherwise 90 days period would be applicable to them. The Budget 2018 has promised farmers a minimum support price that will be 150% of the cost of production w.e.f. Kharif crops 2018.  
She requested State Govt to amend tenancy law as advised by Niti Ayog which will help tenant farmers.  RBI Chandigarh had done three studies on Self Help Groups, BCAs and NPA on Mudra loans and findings of the reports had been sent to Central Office and points which need to be implemented will be sent to banks for implementation.
She further informed that Financial Literacy Week was celebrated in first week of June 2018 which remained very successful and thanked all banks and FLCs for their active participation during the campaign.

She also mentioned that RBI has revamped Lead Bank policy and have issued necessary directions to SLBCs to bring changes by forming few sub-committees and steering sub-committees for discussing routine issues and only policy matters be taken up in SLBC meetings.

She also informed that RBI has now revised categorization of Housing Loan as Priority Sector to Rs 35 lakhs for metro and Rs 25 lakhs for other stations and also that interest subvention scheme remain continue for one more year. 

She noticed that progress in opening of brick & mortar branches in villages with population more than 5000 was not upto the mark as out of 194, only 93 bank branches/banking outlets were opened and advised SLBC that in case banks were facing problems in opening branches/banking outlets in these villages, re-allocate these villages to new banks.
The Chairperson also apprised the house about achievements of banks in the State of Haryana under various flagship schemes run by Govt:-
· Under PMJDY upto 30.06.2018, 65,81,901 accounts were opened out of which 29,57,983 accounts of women were opened. Out of these, RuPay Cards were issued in 60,24,640 accounts out of which 86% cards were activated and a sum of Rs 2234 crore was mobilized by banks in PMJDY accounts.
· As at 30.06.2018 banks in the State enrolled 29,20,104 persons in Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), 8,92,914 persons in Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) and 2,20,304 persons in Atal Pension Yojana (APY).

· Under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY), during the period June, 2018, the banks in Haryana sanctioned a sum of Rs 640 crore in 46592 accounts.

· Under Stand Up India scheme during the review period, banks sanctioned loans of Rs 24.99 crore to 123 beneficiaries, out of which 35 cases amounting to Rs 7.19 crore were sanctioned to SC/ST categories and 88 cases amounting to Rs 17.80 crores to women beneficiaries in the State of Haryana.
Lauding the achievement of banking system in the State, the Chairperson-SLBC appreciated the role of banks in achieving all National Goals as on 30.06.2018, except Export Credit, during the period under review.  She highlighted the major parameters as under:-
· As on 30.06.2018, 7 new branches were opened by commercial banks and RRBs in Haryana thus raising the total number of branches to 4728.

· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana increased by Rs 41,970 crores from Rs 3,06,137 crores to Rs 3,48,107 crores showing YoY growth of 14%.

· Total Advances during the review period increased from Rs 1,98,790 crores to Rs 2,34,269 crores registering YoY growth of 18%.

· Priority Sector Advances increased upto Rs 1,31,287 crores with 16% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector was 66% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances  increased to Rs 48,401 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 9%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at June 2018 was 24% against the target of 18%.
· Under Annual Credit Plan 2018-19, achievement of banks under Agri Sector remained at 97%, under MSMEs 120% and under Other Priority Sector it remained at 67%, and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 98%.
Ms Dikshit, Chairperson SLBC also noted that during last year against a target of 43.05 crore digital transactions allocated to the banks, 43.13 crore digital transactions had taken place and hoped that during this financial year also target of digital transactions will be achieved.
Ms Dikshit, Chairperson SLBC also requested the Director General, Department of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt of Haryana for early resolution of long pending issue of payment of commission to banks on disbursement of pension without any further delay.

In the end, the Chairperson appreciated the role of Convener of SLBC Haryana and his team for holding SLBC meetings within the stipulated period. 
ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC

Shri D K Kapila, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Haryana, while speaking on the occasion, complemented all the banks for achievement under various parameters.  He congratulated bankers for achievement under Annual Credit Plan by 98% for the quarter ended June 2018.  He, however, noted with concern that achievement of banks under Agriculture Investment Credit remained only at 15% of the total agriculture sector.  He laid emphasis on providing loans to farmers to facilitate capital formation/asset creation in the field of agriculture. 
He informed that Area Development Scheme for commercial dairy was prepared for the State for 22 districts alongwith the banking plan.  Under the scheme a target for financing 550 units amounting to Rs 207 crore has been finalized for 5 years i.e. 2018-19 to 2022-23.  Further, NABARD has also formulated 44 district specific Area Development Schemes covering eight activities to boost the term lending portfolio in the State.  Under the scheme a target for financing of 58,688 units amounting to Rs 1573 crore has been finalized for 5 years i.e. 2018-19 to 2022-23. He also informed that NABARD had conducted the Unit Cost Committee meeting and finalized the unit cost and conveyed to the stakeholders.

Shri Kapila shared concern over low coverage by Coop Banks in implementation of PMFBY where-as commercial banks and RRBs have done well but scope for improvement was always there.
Shri Kapila further informed that as part of NABARD’s initiative, NABARD All India Rural Financial Inclusion Survey Report got released by Dr Rajiv Kumar, Vice President, NITI Ayog on 16.08.2018 and the same will be shared as and when received. He also observed that on activation of RuPay cards was on lower side, which needs improvement.
He further informed that NABARD sanctioned 13,143 Going Digital camps with a grant support of Rs 6.50 crore during 2017-18 but could disburse only Rs 1 crore to banks.  He disclosed that this year as well NABARD is supporting commercial banks and FLCs for Financial Literacy camps and requested for optimum utilization so as to sensitize rural population effectively. 

He also informed that NABARD has sanctioned 6099 POS machines with a grant assistance of Rs 365 lakhs out of which 2881 POS machines were for commercial banks, 718 POS for cooperative banks and 2500 POS with grant assistance of Rs 150 lakhs for SHGB.  
Shri Kapila also highlighted the digitization of SHGs under E-Shakti project in the State which was initially started by NABARD in four districts and appreciated the role of LDMs, Govt officials and HSRLM for making this programme successful. He solicited cooperation of all respective agencies in the second phase and requested bankers to provide correct figures so as to give clear picture of the SHGs.   He expressed his gratitude to the Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana for distribution of sanction letters to SHGs through E-Shakti app at Karnal on 13.08.2018 and mobile phones to 25 animators.  He requested Banks to focus on JLGs as well separately for sharecroppers, lessee farmers etc as against the target of 5,500 JLGs, 3355 JLGs have been credit linked but out of this, 3302 JLGs were credit linked by HDFC Bank alone.  He requested other banks also to focus towards credit linkage to JLGs for credit outreach to the marginal farmers. 
On Doubling of Farmers’ Income, Shri Kapila General Manager NABARD stated that NABARD had also started a pilot project viz Krishak Samridhi regarding “Doubling the Farmers’ Income” in Hisar district which was a project for  three years where real income of farmers’ would be raised by 60% by mainly focusing on agriculture allied activities. The project covers 1244 farmers in eight villages in two blocks. He requested the banks to shoulder extra efforts regarding credit needs of farmers of area covered under this pilot project. He also requested SLBC to arrange for convening the meeting of sub group on “Doubling the Farmers’ Income by 2022” on a regular basis to review the initiatives towards doubling of farmers’ income by 2022. 
In respect of Dairy Entrepreneurship Development Scheme (DEDS), Shri Kapila requested the bankers to ensure prompt submission/uploading of details on the portal within the stipulated time so that the beneficiary was not deprived of the facility.  Banks were requested to ensure that the correct data is reported to SLBC and the eligible subsidy claims are uploaded through their controlling offices. 

Shri Kapila informed that financial support to FPOs was important to enable their commercial activities and requested bankers to support them as these could be for working capital or creation of assets. He also thanked SLBC for constitution of the committee for FPOs under CCDP of Govt of Haryana. 
He appealed to all banks to come forward and work more closely for implementation of various schemes launched by the Govt.
ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC
Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Deputy Director General, UIDAI, while addressing the house informed that it was decided to set up Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres in 1 out of 10 bank branches to ensure that all accounts are linked with Aadhaar numbers.  She informed that 461 bank branches of various banks in Haryana had been identified for setting up of Aadhaar Enrolment & Updation Centres earlier but as number of branches was 4728 as on 30.06.2018, now 472 Aadhaar Centres were required to be opened.   She noted that so far 63 Centres were yet to be opened and main lagger banks were SHGB (15), Corporation Bank (11), Oriental Bank of Commerce (8) and Central Bank of India (5). She further stated that number of hits remained low in Aadhaar Centres as average hit per day should be 8 and from October onwards it would be 12 and suggested that if proper dissemination is done by bank branches, number of hits will improve. She also noted 43 blocks in Haryana were yet to be covered with Aadhaar Centres and requested SLBC to look into the matter. She also stated that if bankers were facing any problem or training is required, workshops were being held by UIDAI every Friday, and if workshops are required in any part of the State the same can also be arranged.
Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC informed that training programmes were already conducted by UIDAI in collaboration with LDMs and if required such training programmes will be arranged again.   During steering committee meeting held on 01.08.2018 this issue was discussed in length and it was informed that 69 centres were stopped because they were outsourced and complaints were being received for Aadhaar working for these Centres  and these will start functioning by 31.08.2018, as assured by representative banks to SLBC. He further requested all LDMs to ensure that all blocks in their districts are covered with Aadhaar Enrolment Centres.  



ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/SLBC
While speaking in the meeting, Ms Gauri Parashar Joshi, IAS, Director, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt of Haryana informed that under various social security schemes pension amounting to Rs 12,800 crore was released to 25 lakh beneficiaries and 9.30 crore transaction were recorded and Haryana became first State to start DBT. She further informed that out of total commission of Rs 80 crores, a sum of Rs 28 crore was released as interim commission to banks as goodwill gesture as MoU was not yet signed. She further informed that remaining commission will be released after signing of MoU, for which meetings have already been held with SLBC and major banks and MoU was almost final, except few issues.  One main issue was seamless Server to Server transfer of data, as Andhra Bank and Canara Bank reported that pension was being transferred in wrong accounts.  She further stated that NIC officials also suggested that Server to Server transfer of data will help in error-free transfer of funds to beneficiaries’ accounts. As all banks were following different systems this may be done on pilot basis with PNB.  Regarding MIS, out of 4600 MIS to be uploaded, only 2002 were uploaded but some banks have not ever uploaded MIS, only SHGB has been very prompt in submission of MIS. Only 25 banks have been uploading MIS and but remaining banks have still not uploaded MIS. She stated that if these issues are resolved i.e. MoU is signed and MIS is uploaded, commission would be released soon. She suggested if submission of MIS for previous years was not possible, banks may certify to this effect and send their team to their office for manual reconciliation of data.

She also informed that Registrar General of India has now placed births and deaths on their online portal and one can check number of deaths taken place to make system more efficient. 
While replying, the Convener SLBC said that the issue of server to server transfer of data will take lot of time which should not be a part of MoU, but the banks should resolve the issue quickly. There should be a timeline of maximum 30 days from the date of present SLBC for signing of MoUs and resolving the issue of commission to the Banks. He further added that in the process of holding meetings by the Govt to resolve the issues relating to banks’ commission new issues are emerging which are delaying the process of release of commission. He further added that all these newly emerged issues did not evolve in the beginning when banks started this project.  All these new issues should not be part of MoU but simultaneous and constant efforts should remain to resolve all new issues. The Chairperson SLBC suggested to hold a separate meeting to resolve the matter without any further delay.
 ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/DSJE
Shri Ashok Sangwan, IAS, Director, Industries & Commerce, Govt of Haryana, while addressing the house congratulated bankers for achieving targets under PMEGP by 110% during last financial year.  He noted that sponsoring during the last year was done mainly to five banks and stressed that all banks should participate actively in this scheme.  He further informed that in 21 districts against post of 21 Joint Directors, only 2 Joint Directors were posted and their department shall be filling these posts under Saksham Yuva Scheme where the State Govt has given assured employment of 100 hours per month to skilled youth who will be postgraduate and on the portal of the Govt.
He further informed that banks should give more focus to Food Processing Centres/FPOs which will not only help in using of agriculture produce optimally but will also help in increasing farmers’ income. He also requested bankers to focus on FPOs and assist them and noted that NABARD was also planning to do the same.

While reviewing the performance under PMEGP he noted that performance was not upto the mark during the quarter ended June 2018.  He advised bankers to clear the pending cases at the earliest and hoped that target for this year will also be achieved like in the previous year.

He suggested that like PMEGP online portal, online portal be also got prepared giving full details of CGTMSE & Mudra coverage, giving complete details of beneficiaries so that progress can be reviewed by DIC office under these parameters also.
While responding on the issue, the Convener SLBC informed that banks are doing well under PMEGP but some banks (which are performing banks) are over-flooded with number of applications where-as PMEGP applications were not being sponsored to those which are low performing banks.  He stressed that applications be sponsored to all banks proportionately.
ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/DIC
Shri R C Bidhan, IAS, Director, Employment & Skill Development, Govt of Haryana, while addressing the house informed that Hon’ble Prime Minister launched a Scheme called ‘Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Rin Yojana’ which has been adopted by most of the banks, but it has been observed that loans were not been extended by bankers in Haryana under this Scheme because of which students desirous of learning/acquiring higher level skills or want to undergo any skill development course and require loan under the  scheme were facing problems.  He informed that Govt of Haryana through Haryana State Development Mission had empanelled a Centre of Excellence (COE) set up by Primordial Systems at Gurugram and a target of skilling of 1,000 persons during 2018-19 has been fixed by Govt of Haryana. He advised controlling heads of banks to extend skill loans to willing candidates in accordance with the spirit of the scheme and especially in Gurugram district to make the experiment of COE a success.   He noted with concern that only 2 loans were sanctioned in Gurugram under the Scheme. 	ACP targets approved by the DCC/DLRC and SLBC, are further allocated amongst various branches of the banks at District level. In order to have linkage of corporate business targets for branches, districts and State with ACP under Lead Bank Scheme, the following steps need to be taken:-

i. Finalization of ACP targets under LBS in advance at least one month before the close of the financial year and sent to banks.

ii. While finalizing the corporate targets, the targets allocated under Annual Credit Plan (ACP) must be kept in mind/taken into consideration.
(Shri Sankar Das, AGM, NABARD informed that PLP for 2019-20 shall be prepared by 15.09.2018 and it was hoped that ACP shall be ready by February 2019, which will help banks in finalizing corporate targets).

	At present, discussions at the quarterly meetings of the LBC fora viz. State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC), District Level Consultative Committee (DCC) and Block Level Bankers’ Committee (BLBC) primarily focus on the performance of banks in the disbursement of loans vis-à-vis the allocated target under the Annual Credit Plan. The integrity & timelines of the data submitted by banks for the purpose has been an issue as a significant portion of this data submitted by banks is manually compiled and entered into the Data Management System of the SLBC Convener Banks. The extent to which this data corresponds with the data present in the CBS of the respective banks also varies significantly. Therefore, there is a need of a standardized system to be developed on the website maintained by each SLBC to enable uploading and downloading of the data pertaining to the Block, District as well as the State. The relevant data must also be directly downloadable from the CBS and/or MIS of the banks with a view to keeping manual intervention to a minimal level in the process. The procedure relating to the envisaged intervention in this area is given in Annexure-II. Necessary modifications may be made in the SLBC websites and to the CBS & MIS systems of all banks to implement the envisaged data flow mechanism.
	SLBC Haryana has engaged a vendor M/s Softrak Infosolution Pvt. Ltd. (SIPL) for creating a data portal and management of website of SLBC Haryana. The work is under process/progress. 

It may not be feasible for SLBC Secretariat to download the data from CBS and/or MIS of other banks for which access to CBS of other banks would be required.  

In order to minimize manual intervention it is suggested that banks may upload data from their CBS and/or MIS in data portal to be developed by SLBC, as stated above.

	To strengthen the BLBC forum which operates at the base level of the Lead Bank Scheme, it is necessary that all branch managers attend BLBC meetings and enrich the discussions with their valuable inputs. Controlling heads of banks may also attend a few BLBC meetings selectively. 
	SLBC has been receiving feedback from LDMs with regard to non-participation of Branch Managers/DCOs of banks in the BLBC/DCC/DLRC/Financial Inclusion/ Other meetings convened by the LDMOs and District Administration. SLBC also takes up the matter with the controlling heads of the concerned banks in this regard.

SLBC Haryana vide its letter dated 19th July, 2018 has requested controlling heads of banks to impart necessary instructions to their BMs & DCOs in this regard.

The representative of Department of Rural Development was advised to submit consent letters of remaining 1190 workers of MGNREGA to all LDMs so that Aadhaar numbers can be got seeded in 100% accounts. 
The representative from UIDAI informed that 461 bank branches have been identified for setting up of Aadhaar Enrollment & Updation Centres and so far these Centres have been set up in 359 branches and out of these 46 Centres are with zero enrolment/updation. The banks which have not set up Aadhaar Enrollment & Updation Centres in their branches were advised to set up these Centres at the earliest. 
The Chief Manager SLBC informed that SUDA had provided district-wise details of 14688 identified beneficiaries under PMAY which were sent to LDMs for distribution to all banks in their respective districts. He also informed that as advised by Principal Secretary, F&P Govt of Haryana, reasons for not processing PMAY cases were obtained from all banks which were also been communicated to SUDA Department.  

Shri Mohinder Singh, State Urban Economist informed that the reasons outlined by SLBC for low progress are being taken up by their Department with Central Govt for resolution so that objective to provide housing to all needy persons is accomplished. The issues will be taken up during review meeting to be held on 27-28 August 2018 in Lucknow and the issues are likely to be resolved.

It was informed that out of 194 villages, brick and mortar branches/BCA Banking outlets have been opened in 93 villages and 101 villages were yet to be provided with services of a brick and mortar branch.  It was discussed that in view of change of definition of a bank branch by RBI vide their circular No. RBI/2016-17/306/DBR No BAPD BC.69/22.01/2016-17 dated 18.05.2017 banks were awaiting to receive instructions from their corporate offices with regard to the changed guidelines after which the momentum for opening of branches is expected to pick up.  Bankers were advised to take up with their corporate offices to issue guidelines in this regard so that the branches/BCA banking outlets or full-fledged bank branches can be opened at the remaining identified centres at the earliest. 
Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, RBI in her inaugural address had asked SLBC to re-allocate these villages to new small banks, as branches/banking outlets could not be opened by Bank of Baroda, Central Bank of India, IDBI Bank, OBC, SBI, Uco Bank, HDFC Bank and SHGB within the stipulated time.
