135TH MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA
The 135th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended 31st December, 2015 was held on 10th March, 2016 at Hotel Mount View, Sector - 10, Chandigarh. Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Shri Gauri Shankar, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank, presided over the meeting. Madam Ranju Prasad, Secretary, Finance, Govt. of Haryana, Shri Gulab Singh, Dy. Secretary, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India,   Shri Anjani Misra, General Manager, RBI, RO Chandigarh,  Shri P.C. Chaudhri, CGM, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana, Shri A.K.  Ralhan, MD & CEO, CERSAI, Dr Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB, HO, New Delhi, Shri Rajesh Jindal, Field General Manager PNB and Convener, SLBC Haryana, were also present in the meeting. The list of participants is as per Annexure.

Shri Rajesh Jindal, Field General Manager, PNB and Convener SLBC extended hearty welcome to Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of Haryana - Chief Guest, Shri Gauri Shankar, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank, & the Chairman – SLBC, Other dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  
Shri Jindal congratulated Govt. of Haryana on successful conducting of ‘Happening Haryana – the Global Investor Summit 2016’ at Gurgaon, which was attended by many Industry Titans from service and manufacturing sector.  He delightfully expressed that during the Haryana Global Investors Summit 2016, Govt. of Haryana has managed investment commitments worth Rs. 5.84 lakh crore and in all, 357 MOUs were signed.  Projecting the state as one of the most progressive consumer markets with the ingredients of manufacturing and services, the Govt. of Haryana has also been able to generate commitments for big ticket investments in the sectors of infrastructure, realty, solar energy, food processing and agriculture on the first day of summit itself.  Shri Jindal wished vibrant Haryana to become more and more prosperous in coming days.
Sh. Rajesh Jindal, Field General Manager, PNB & Convener, SLBC informed the house that as assured by Madam Usha Ananthasubramanian, MD & CEO, Punjab National Bank, all banks in Haryana would be at forefront to provide all the banking facilities to the existing as well as forthcoming projects and to be partner in the growth story of the state.
He mentioned that besides others, following important issues would be taken up for discussion-
1. Progress on implementation of PMJDY, 3 Social Security Schemes namely PMJJY, PMSBY and APY.
2. Effective implementation of newly launched Pradhan Mantri MUDRA Yojana (PMMY) 

3. Progress under opening of FLCs in Haryana.

4. Progress under Annual Credit Plan 2015-2016
5. Achievements of Banks under National Goals

6. Recovery of advances

7. Govt. sponsored Schemes
Sh. Rajesh Jindal informed that Mission Office, MoF, Govt. of India has been laying emphasis for efficient working of Financial Literacy Centres and counselors as they provide important support system to Financial Inclusion Mission of Govt. of India by imparting Literacy amongst the masses about Banking & Financial products.  Presently, 108 FLCs are operating in the State and FLCs at another 29 blocks are yet to be opened. He stressed that FLCs in all the blocks of the State be opened without further delay.
Shri Jindal apprised the house that in order to give fillip to Financial Literacy, PNB in association with NABARD has been organizing Nationwide Road Shows for imparting Financial Literacy through its 63 Lead Districts in the country.  One such Road Show was flagged off by Shri Gauri Shankar Ji, Executive Director, PNB from PNB House, Sector 17-B, Chandigarh on 25th February, 2016 in order to accelerate the momentum of Financial Literacy work in the State of Haryana, Punjab and UT Chandigarh.
He informed that the achievement of banks under MUDRA loans in the State of Haryana is good, all banks must work hard to achieve the target allocated to them under MUDRA.  All banks should sensitize  their field staff to maximize the loans under MUDRA and should not insist any collateral security and guarantee as no collateral security and guarantee was required for loans under MUDRA i.e. upto Rs. 10 lacs.

Sh. Rajesh Jindal said that keeping in view the importance of BCAs to achieve 100% Financial Inclusion, all banks and LDMs should ensure proper monitoring and control on them to ensure that no BCA Location should remain inactive or vacant.  
Sh. Jindal also informed that for increasing banking penetration and Financial Inclusion, brick and Mortar branches are an integral component.  196 such villages having population of 5000 or more have been identified without having branches of Scheduled Commercial Bank. SLBC Secretariat has also allocated these villages to the banks under whose SSAs these villages fall for opening of branches latest by March 2017.  All banks were requested to open the branches with in stipulated time period and inform the date of opening of the bank branches to the SLBC Secretariat.

Concluding his address, Sh. Rajesh Jindal, Field General Manager, PNB & Convener, SLBC requested all the member banks to suitably sensitize the field functionaries to be more sensitive while dealing with Farmers, Self Help Groups and other vulnerable section of the society. 

ACTION: BANKS/INSURANCE COs./LDMs

While delivering his keynote address Sh. Gauri Shankar, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank and Chairman SLBC welcomed Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of Haryana-Chief Guest, Mrs. Ranju Parsad, Secretary Finance,  Govt. of Haryana alongwith all the dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC.  Sh. Gauri Shankar stated that in the 135th meeting, the performance of banks in the State of Haryana will be reviewed for the quarter ended December, 2015 under various key parameters, PMJDY, Priority Sector Credit, Recovery etc. 
Shri Gauri Shankar stated that since the launch of Prime Minister Jan-Dhan Yojana on 28th August,2014,  banks have opened 52,58,697 accounts up to 15th January, 2016 out of which 22,16,614 accounts of women have been opened.  Out of 52,58,697 accounts opened under PMJDY, Rupay Cards have been issued in 42,40,790 accounts which is 81% of the total accounts opened.  It is the responsibility of all the banks to issue Rupay cards in all the remaining PMJDY accounts.  

As at 15.01.2016, banks in the state have enrolled 25,28,358 persons in Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), 8,13,533 persons in Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) & 42670 persons in Atal Pension Yojana (APY). He called upon the bankers and the officials from Insurance Companies to accelerate their efforts to extend the benefits of these schemes to a large chunk of masses in the society and to settle the claims filed under these schemes immediately.  He emphasized that Aadhaar Seeding in all the accounts should also to be ensured in each and every PMJDY account so that there may not be any multiple lodging of insurance claims in PMJDY accounts.
While talking about RSETIs in Haryana, he informed that 21 RSETIs are functioning in the State. As at December, 2015, 67245 trainees including 36633 women, 23892 persons from SC/ST category & 431 handicapped persons participated in 2368 training programmes of Skill Development at these RSETIs. 9023 trainees have been financed by the banks to start their enterprises.  He advised all stakeholders that in RSETIs, focus should be on settlement of trainees in a time bound manner.

Shri Gauri Shankar further stated that Financial Literacy Programme has an important role to play in Financial Inclusion.  108 FLCs are operating in the State as on date.  During the Quarter ended December, 2015, 1790 camps were organized in which 75341 persons participated. He also informed the house that SLBC has mapped all 373 skilling centres i.e. Govt. & Private ITIs, Vocational Training Partners (VTPs) and Operational Centres (OCs) etc. with FLCs and so far, FLCs have conducted 363 sessions in these skilling centres wherein the FLCs have trained 19796 students by imparting Financial Literacy.  He also stressed that through Financial Literacy programmes public at large must be sensitized to keep their Insurance alive by swiping the Rupay Cards regularly through ATMs/Micro ATMs and each bank should ensure providing of Micro ATMs to their BCAs in the field in a time bound manner at the earliest.
Lauding the achievement of banking system in the State, Shri Gauri Shankar apprised the house that banking system in the State has achieved all the National Goals during the period under review i.e. from January 2015 to December 2015.

Commercial Banks and RRBs have opened 228 new Branches in Haryana during the period from 1st January 2015 to 31st December 2015, thus raising the total number of branches to 4386.  As at December 2015:-

· Total Deposits of Commercial Banks/RRBs in Haryana have increased to Rs. 237247 Crore showing YOY growth of 15 %.

· Total Advances during the review period have increased from Rs. 170815 Crore to Rs. 191542 Crore registering YOY growth of 12%.

· Priority Sector Advances have gone up to Rs. 103359 Crore with 27% YOY growth. The ratio of Priority Sector Advances to Total Advances of the State as at December 2015 stands at 54% as against National Goal of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances have increased to Rs. 39998 Crore exhibiting YOY growth of 24%.The ratio of Agriculture Advances to Total Advances of the State as December 2015 stands at 21% as against National Goal of 18%.

· Advances to Micro Small and Medium Enterprises have increased to Rs. 48161 Crore as at December 2015 showing YOY growth of 42%.  

The overall achievement of banks under Annual Credit Plan 2015-16 is 94% against the target. The achievement upto the quarter ended December, 2015 under Agriculture, MSME and Other Priority Sector is 88%, 139% and 72%, respectively.  He expressed the hope that this year too, the banks will not only achieve but surpass their targets in ACP.

While expressing the concern about NPA, Sh. Gauri Shankar informed that in the present scenario, the recovery in NPA cases is of utmost priority for the banks as recycling of funds is very important in banking operations.  In Haryana, 19909 Recovery Certificate cases amounting to Rs. 519.79 crore filed under HACOMP Act were pending as at 31.12.2015, out of which 2103 cases have been pending for more than three years involving an amount of Rs.62.08 crore. He requested the State Government to take necessary steps to improve the recovery climate without which the banking operations take a hit.  He also requested all the bankers working in the field to keep proper liaison with the District Administration for getting the cases filed under HACOMP Act settled at the earliest.

While concluding, Shri Gauri Shankar, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank and Chairman SLBC impressed upon all the bankers to provide system generated complete and correct data so that there may be transparency in data.   He also asked all the member banks to ensure that SLBC meeting is attended by some Zonal Head/Regional Head of the bank having control of the Haryana State so as to bring effectiveness to SLBC Forum.
ACTION: BANKS/INSURANCE COs./LDMs/STATE GOVT./SLBC
Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of Haryana, the Chief Guest of the meeting while addressing the house said that SLBC is very important Forum.  Banking system in the country plays a very pivotal role in uplifting the public at large.  The banks have deep penetration in the Rural Economy of the country and provide necessary support system to Socio-economic base of the society.  He apprised the house that the banking system in the State has done a good job by shifting the Social Security Pension into Direct Benefit Transfer Mode very smoothly which is one of the appreciable achievement in the Financial Inclusion.  Banks have opened 69% accounts of Social Security Pension i.e. 41% by bank branches and 28% by BCAs of the banks.  He again appreciated the efforts of banks for successfully implementing Social Security Pension through DBT in a time bound manner, which is first in the country. He also apprised the house that 1st installment of Rs.8.22 crores as commission on pension is being released to 26 banks out of 62 banks which have raised their bills. The State Govt. has kept Rs.20 crores funds as commission on distribution of Social Security Pension upto March 2016 and as and when the bills are raised by the banks same will be released.  Further, for the %age of commission on pension work of the banks he informed that the Govt. of India has imposed certain limit to it but his department is working out the possibilities to fulfill the initial commitment made with the banks. He also informed that out of 22.20 lac pension accounts, Aadhaar is seeded in 20 lac pension accounts which is also a great achievement of banks in the State.  He also touched upon the following points:
· While talking about emerging NPAs in banks Shri Gulati said that the big loans of the banks are becoming NPA which not only affect the reputation of the banks but also demoralize the confidence level of the bankers.  Bankers should exercise proper due diligence while dealing in big loans so that the loans should not become NPA.
· While reviewing the progress of the banks Sh. Gulati expressed happiness over the good performance in all the parameters like CD Ratio, Priority Sector and Agriculture Credit etc. which is very good and above the National Goals.  

· On the issue of RSETIs he informed the house that the State Govt has declared that India can be the Care Giver of the world. The State Govt. want that Care Giving is to be a noble and respectable profession in the State.  Care Giving will be for Elderly, disabled, drug addicts, Palliative care & Child care.   State Govt. is going to launch all these five care giving courses as respectable professions from 78 Nursing Homes of the state. These Care giving course can be also introduced in RSETIs and if RSETIs are interested the State Govt. can provide training to the RSETIs which will be a 4 months course.  He also informed that 20 lacs people in Italy are doing Care Giving Profession and it can be a good self employed source of earning.
· While talking about Financial Literacy he informed that the minimum qualification eligibility for Panchayat election imposed by the Haryana Govt. has also been approved and upheld by Hon’ble Supreme Court of India who said that it should be applicable in whole of India.  With the minimum eligibility of Qualification of 10th or more for Panches and Sarpanches, the new body of Panches and Sarpanches in Haryana consists of 41% women against the minimum criteria of 33%.  He suggested that the classes of new Panches and Sarpanches should be taken by FLCs so that they may like to come forward for the help of the banks.
· While concluding Sh. Gulati apprised the house that people have shown confidence for investing in the State as during the Happening Haryana Summit, commitment of Rs.584000 Crores has been made by the Corporates to invest in Haryana, obviously the State of Haryana has bright future ahead as so are the banks in Haryana.  He called upon the banks to contribute substantially and work alongwith the State Govt. in building Haryana as strong state of the country.  
ACTION: BANKS/SLBC
Madam Ranju Prasad, Secretary, Finance, Govt. of Haryana in her address to the house requested all the banks to keep on opening new accounts under PMJDY, smoothly distribution of Social Security Pension and also to sensitize their field staff to maximize the loans under MUDRA.  She also requested the banks to maximize their lending to weaker section and women in the society.  She also asked banks to help the affected people whose property has been damaged due to recent reservation agitation in the State by way of fresh lending or restructuring of their existing loans. 
 ACTION: BANKS/SLBC
Sh. Anajani Mishra, General Manager, RBI, Chandigarh in his address flagged following two issues:

· To Cover villages with population below 2000,  Much work has already been done however, 4 villages allotted to Kodak Mahindra Bank are yet to be covered.  Kotak Mahindra Bank was advised to expedite the coverage of all the 4 villages with population of below 2000.  
· On review of roadmap of covering of villages below 2000, it has been observed that banking services in unbanked villages is skewed towards the BC Model and the ratio of branches to BC is very low.  For increasing banking penetration and financial inclusion, brick and mortar branches are an integral component and for this it has been decided to focus on villages with population above 5000 without a bank branch of a scheduled commercial bank.  SLBC Haryana has already identified the villages and allotted the unbanked villages to the banks.  All banks are to ensure opening of branches in the allocated unbanked villages by March 2017.
ACTION: BANKS/SLBC
Sh. P.C. Chaudhri, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana congratulated bankers for successful implementation of PMJDY Schemes and Social Security Pension.  He touched the following points:
· Stress is the major challenge in Indian Banking Industry at present, which is not the result of spontaneous action rather culmination of long time banking process.  The cooperative banks have become more victim of stress and therefore need continuous assistance from the Govt.

· He stressed on creating the capital formation in Agriculture.  If the banks do not address it there will be risk in financing the rural sector. He apprised the house that if banks keep on financing only the crop loan without increasing the Agriculture term lending proportionately or increase in creation of Capital formation, it would be difficult for the farmer to repay the loan.  Govt. of India is very serious on the issue of capital formation in agriculture and has also stipulated the ratio between short term loan and long term loan for agriculture.   Controlling offices of all the banks should pay attention to the issue of capital formation in agriculture.
· He informed the house that presently under the Pradhan Mantri Fasli Bima Yojna only 23% farmers are covered under crop Insurance scheme.  This New Insurance scheme will be landmark, it cover all the loopholes of previous Insurance scheme available to the farmers.  It also mitigates the stress of the farmers.  Financial Literacy centres are to be utilized for spreading the knowledge of Pradhan Mantri Fasli Bima Yojana to the farmers.  He said survival of the farmer is important for survival of the Indian Society for which everybody should put their might.
· He stressed that the best way to reach to the farmers is only through approaching the organization of farmers to whom we can sell our schemes/ideas.  The important tools available with the banks for approaching to the farmers are Self Help Groups and Joint Liability Groups.  He said these important tools of SHGs & JLGs are not being used specially in the State of Haryana.   He informed that only HDFC bank is reporting financing of Joint Liability Groups (JLGs).  Shri Chaudhri requested all commercial banks and Pvt. Banks to extend more financing to SHGs and JLGs as these are great tools of Micro financing.  
· He said that lot of money and time is consumed in formation of SHG, atleast it takes approx. 6 months in formation of a SHG.  He suggested that target for credit linkage of SHGs is to be fixed for each bank.  He advised SLBC to place the details of number of Credit linkage of SHGs made by the banks between 135th SLBC meeting and 136th SLBC meeting for review and discussions. He requested to set target for SHGs credit linkage not for formation of SHGs.
· He expressed his concern for non attendance of SLBC meetings by the Controlling Heads of the members banks as the issues discussed in the meeting are not getting translated into operation in the field.  He requested all the member banks to ensure that SLBC meeting is attended by Senior Officer of the bank.  In case of non attendance of SLBC by the senior officer, the same should be viewed seriously by the house. 

· Farmers’ Club is also an important tool for disseminating/sharing important information amongst farmers.  Farmers’ clubs are functioning in the various districts.  Banks’ branches can themselves form Farmer club and the assistance is also available from the NABARD.  Through these Farmers’ club we can reach upto last farmer on one to one basis.  All the schemes of GOI can be very smoothly implemented through SHGs, JLGs and Farmer clubs.  
While concluding Sh. Chaudhri apprised the house that the cases where the subsidy under Govt. Sponsored schemes is available through NABARD, the Branch Managers should to be advised to avoid delay in lodging claim for subsidy and to be strict to the guidelines of Govt. of India.   It is only because of delay and mistake on the part of bank branches, NABARD is unable to release subsidy and ultimately farmers are the main sufferer.  
ACTION: BANKS/SLBC

Sh. Gulab Singh, Deputy Secretary, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India in his address covered the following points:

· While reviewing the progress as at 15.01.2016 only 44% of Rupay cards have been activated so far.  All the pending cards are to be activated immediately on priority so that any insurance and other benefit be given to the accountholder and to avoid any complaint in future.

· Aadhaar seeding is 67% only.  Aadhaar seeding is to be completed in all the PMJDY accounts expeditiously.
· All Complaints related to PMMY are to be immediately attended and reply must be sent to the applicant directly so that there should be Zero Level pendency in complaints under PMMY.  He also urged upon the house that all the Circulars issued by Ministry of Finance must be looked into by the Senior Officers of the banks.
· All banks should develop quick mechanism for providing data to SLBC well in time.

· Education loan facility available to the BPL family should be communicated effectively to the public at large through Financial Literacy programmes.

· All banks should keep watch upon working of BCAs in the field and ensure that they are available in the field and serving banking services to the public properly.  It is also to be ensured that all BCAs are equipped with necessary gadgets like Micro ATM, Laptop etc. for providing smooth services to the public at large.

While discussing the above issues relating to above scheme the banks were advised as under:

· Banks to continue opening of accounts under PMJDY and timely issuance of Pass Books and Rupay Cards.
· Sh. Hooda, Rural Development Department, Govt. of Haryana apprised the house that some of PMJDY accounts do not allow the onetime credit of more than Rs.50000/-, it has been observed that  when their department credit the amount of benefit/installment under Indira Awas yojna to the respective account, the same is bounced back. Shri Gauri Shankar, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank & Chairman SLBC   requested Sh. Hooda to write a letter to SLBC with suggestion for taking up the matter with Ministry.  Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, Punjab National Bank, Head office, New Delhi  informed that every Wednesday meeting is being held with Ministry of Finance on PMJDY and on receipt of letter from Rural Development Department, Govt. of Haryana through SLBC they will take up the suggestions with Ministry of Finance for taking suitable action in the matter.
· While discussing on Aadhaar Seeding, the Chairman SLBC advised all the banks to provide the bifurcation of Aadhaar seeding in rural and urban area to SLBC.  He also advised all banks, particularly with Aadhaar seeding below 50% to work hard on Aadhaar seeding and take note that they achieve the Aadhaar seeding of expected level immediately.  The Chairman also advised SLBC to follow up with these banks on regular basis for increasing of Aadhaar Seeding upto the expected level.
· The Chairman, SLBC advised all the banks to ensure deployment of BCAs at all the identified places and also to ensure that they are activated and functioning properly.  Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB, HO New Delhi requested  all the banks to  ensure that  the BCAs are doing regular transactions as on the basis of transactions by BCAs their activation is confirmed. Sh. Gupta also informed that Ministry of Finance is directly calling on the mobile of BCA for checking as to whether they are working or not.   The Chairman advised the SLBC Secretariat to take reassurance from each and every bank confirming therein that there BCAs are activated and doing transactions on daily basis.
· All the banks should ensure to provide Micro ATM at each BCA location so that Rupay Cards may be activated in far flung areas and the account holder is continuously covered under Insurance on swiping of card through ATM/Micro ATM. 
· While deliberating on PMSBY Sh. Gulati informed the house that State Govt. is in process of providing premium of Rs.12/- for all the people of Haryana in the age group of 18-70 years.  The funds for the same have already been received by their department.  For the implementation of same, modalities can be formulated.

· On the issue of Atal Pension Yojana the Chairman advised all the member banks to make efforts to increase the enrollment under APY.
· While reviewing of PMMY, Chairman, SLBC mentioned that the target under all the three schemes of MUDRA has been allocated to each bank.  All the member banks to sensitize their field staff to maximize the loans under MUDRA and to achieve the allocated target for the financial year 2015-2016.

	OPENING OF FINANCIAL LITERACY CENTRES (FLCs) AT BLOCK LEVEL


While deliberating on the issue, the Chairman expressed concern over the pendency in opening of 29 FLCs by some member banks which were earlier assured by the respective bankers to open before 31.12.2015.  The Chairman again advised the banks to ensure to open the pending FLCs immediately. ii) Till now Equitable Mortgage is being done through deposit of Title deed but now rule has been amended and CERSAI has been authorised to Register Charge on other securities also like moveable property, i.e. the Hypothecation charge on moveable property will also be registered and this will be a huge risk mitigation measure, especially when NPAs are rising tremendously. 
He also apprised the house that CERSAI has recommended to Govt. of India for giving priority of charge on the basis of registration of charge with the CERSAI.  CERSAI is also going to move with web linkage with all the banks.
