137TH MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA
The 137th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended 30th June, 2016       (F.Y.2016-17) was held on 12th August, 2016 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh. Sh. D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana was the Chief Guest.  Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, Chandigarh presided over the meeting. Shri Sanjeev Kaushal, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt. of Haryana, Shri Amit Jha, IAS, Principal Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of Haryana,  Shri Ram Subhag Singh, IAS, Deputy Director General, UIDAI, Shri C.G.Rajini Kaanathan, IAS, Special Secretary, Finance, Haryana, Shri P.C. Chaudhri, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana, Shri Sunil Sharan, IES, Director, IF&CC, Haryana, Shri Bhupinder Singh, HCS, Special Secretary, Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare Department, Haryana, Madam Rachna Dikshit, General Manager, RBI, Chandigarh, Madam Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Haryana,  Dr Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB, HO, New Delhi, Shri A.K. Dargan, Zonal Manager PNB and Convener, SLBC Haryana, were also present in the meeting. The list of participants is as per Annexure.
Shri A.K Dargan, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC extended hearty welcome to Shri D.S. Dhesi,, IAS,  Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana - Chief Guest, Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India & the Chairman – SLBC, other dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  He mentioned that besides others, following important issues would be taken up for discussion-

1. Progress on implementation of PMJDY, 3 Social Security Schemes namely PMJJY, PMSBY and APY.

2. Effective implementation of Pradhan Mantri MUDRA Yojana (PMMY)

3. Effective implementation of Stand up India Scheme.

4. Progress under opening of FLCs in Haryana.  
5. Progress under Annual Credit Plan  for the year 2016-17

6. Recovery of Advances

7. Govt. Sponsored schemes and other important issues concerning banks.

Sh. A K Dargan apprised the house that Govt. of India and the State Govt. of Haryana have been constantly emphasizing for 100% Aadhaar seeding in all the Saving Accounts for successful implementation of DBT in all social schemes of the Govt.  Consequently, SLBC Secretariat has sent many communications to the Controlling Heads of the banks operating in the State of Haryana to complete 100% Aadhaar seeding in all the saving bank accounts including Central Pension accounts and PMJDY accounts.  As per the advice of DFS, he requested banks to organize special camps in banks’ branches for seeding of Aadhaar on every first & third Saturday and Second & Fourth Friday, in addition to the daily efforts to achieve the target of 100% Aadhaar seeding. He emphasized that these camps should also be utilized for distribution of huge back log of undistributed Rupay Cards/PINs in banks, activation of cards, mobile seeding etc.  
Shri Dargan stressed that the role of Bank Mitras is pivotal in order to achieve 100% Financial Inclusion and for providing banking service to the people living in far-flung areas. All banks should ensure that their BCAs are working efficiently in the field and no BCA location should remain inactive or vacant.  He advised all the Lead District Managers that proper monitoring and control is exercised on all BCAs working in all SSAs, FLCs and RSETIs in their respective districts in order to give full momentum to PMJDY Mission in the State of Haryana. He also advised Lead District Managers to undertake surprise visit at BCA locations during their field visit to monitor the functioning of BCAs.

Shri Dargan apprised the house that Punjab National Bank has started the process of construction of RSETI buildings in all the 16 districts of Haryana, where it has been allotted the land by the State Govt. for construction.  He thanked Sh. Sanjeev Kaushal, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt. of Haryana for convening the meeting of all the concerned officials including respective Deputy Commissioners to resolve various problems being faced for the construction of RSETI buildings. He hoped that all concerned problems related to RSETI buildings will be solved with active interventions and guidance of Sh.  Kaushal.
He expressed happiness on waivement of the Stamp Duty by the State Govt. of Haryana on loan documents of Women Self Help Groups, their higher level federations viz village organizations and Block & District level federations.  He said that this step of Government will really boost the mission of micro financing specially for empowering the women in the State. 

He emphasized that education is the important infrastructure necessary for all round socio-economic development of the society and this area needs more attention of the banks.  He requested Controlling Heads of the banks and LDMs to organize special Education Loan Camps in Educational Institutes and ensure that no needy or meritorious student is left without financial assistance of the banks.

Concluding his address, Sh. A.K. Dargan, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank & Convener, SLBC requested all the member banks to suitably sensitize the field functionaries to be more sensitive while dealing with Farmers, Self Help Groups and other vulnerable section of the society. He expressed that the combined efforts of the Banks and of the State Government will take overall economic development of the State to new heights.

While delivering his keynote address Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, Chandigarh and  Chairman of 137th SLBC Meeting welcomed Shri D.S. Dhesi,, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana - Chief Guest alongwith all the dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC.  Shri Nirmal Chand stated that in 137th SLBC meeting, the performance of Banking Sector in Haryana under various key parameters including Annual Credit Plan and Government Sponsored Schemes for the quarter ended June, 2016 of the Financial Year 2016-17, would be reviewed.

Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India informed the house that RBI Policies has been announced and there was no change in rates.  He further informed that as per Governor address on account of normal monsoon, agriculture growth and rural demand is expected to be increased resulting in more consumption spending.

He shared with the house over the country’s big step forward on the way to tax reform in shape of ‘Goods and Services Tax Constitution Amendment Bill’ which has been passed by Rajya Sabha unanimously.  The Indian Economy, which is fastest growing economy in the world will be boosted on the implementation of GST.  India will turn into a common one market with one and uniform tax regime.  The Govt. estimates that GST will radically transform the 2 trillion $ economy and help boost GDP by upto 2 percentage points.  This will boost the growth rate, boost the investments and manufacturing to become more competitive, which will further boost Exports.  This positive impact will have cascading effects on all the segments of economy including banking.

Shri Nirmal Chand said that Hon’ble Prime Minister had launched Jan Dhan Yojana on 28th August, 2014.  In Haryana the Banks have opened 5254304 accounts upto 30th June, 2016 under PMJDY of which 2385643 accounts of women have been opened.  Out of 5254304 accounts opened under PMJDY, Rupay Cards have been issued in 4419849 accounts which is 84% of the total accounts opened.  A sum of Rs. 1287 crore has been mobilized by banks in the accounts opened under PMJDY in the State of Haryana.    He said that one thing is clear that these account holders were the one financially excluded and now brought under the main stream of banking. These accounts holders were financially illiterate and we have to convert them into depositors and borrowers through the bank account so that they may not come under the clutches of money lenders, only then we will be able to accomplish the goal of inclusive growth.                                                   

As at 30.06.2016, banks in the state have enrolled 24,52,091 persons in Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), 8,01,234 persons in Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Yojana (PMJJBY) and 68,361 persons in Atal Pension Yojana (APY). He called upon the bankers and the officials from Insurance Companies to accelerate their efforts to extend the benefits of these schemes to a large chunk of masses in the society.

Shri Nirmal Chand said that on April 8, 2015, Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) was launched to “Fund the un-funded” by bringing such micro enterprises to the formal financial system and to extend affordable credit to them.  As on June, 2016, the banking system in Haryana has disbursed an amount of Rs.378.62 crore against the annual target of Rs. 3015.98 crore and achieved 12.55% of annual budget.  He called upon all the bankers to achieve target but at the same time to ensure that loans are to be sanctioned judiciously with due diligence so that the loan may be repaid by the borrowers in time. 

Shri Nirmal Chand further stated that after launch of PMJDY, 3 social security schemes and MUDRA, Hon’ble Prime Minister on 5th April, 2016 has launched STAND UP INDIA scheme and an Interactive Portal (www.standupmitra.in) with an objective to facilitate bank loans between Rs. 10 lacs to Rs. 1 crore to at least one Scheduled Caste (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST) and at least one Women borrower per bank branch for setting up of Green Field Enterprises.  As at June, 2016, banks have sanctioned loans of Rs. 54.45 crore to 281 beneficiaries, out of which 85 cases amounting to Rs. 16.25 crore sanctioned to SC/ST and 196 cases amount to Rs. 38.20 crore to women beneficiaries in the state of Haryana.  He expressed hope that the success of STAND UP INDIA campaign will positively infuse the greater strength in the Indian Economy. He advised all the stakeholders i.e. LDMs, NABARD, SIDBI, SLBC and Banks to join hands together & put their best efforts in synchronized way and make this mission of Govt. of India successful.

He further said that Hon’ble Prime Minister had launched Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna (PMFBY) on 16.02.2016 to provide insurance cover to the farmers from loss on account of crop failure.  The notification of Govt. of Haryana in this regard was issued on 17th June, 2016 to implement this scheme in the State of Haryana.  However, bankers’ got short time at field level to comply with  all necessary formalities required under the notification of the scheme but as per reports received from the field, bankers have worked day in and day out in order to implement PMFBY for the welfare of the farmers in the State.  As on 5th August, 2016, 5.98 lac farmers have been covered in the State of Haryana for giving them the insurance cover for notified Kharif crops under PMFBY.  He expressed hope that most of the eligible farmers would be covered for insurance of their crops upto the last date of extended period i.e. 10th August, 2016,  
While talking about RSETIs in Haryana, he informed that 21 RSETIs are functioning in the state.  He advised all stakeholders that in RSETIs, focus should be on settlement of trainees in time bound manner.

Shri Nirmal Chand apprised the house that Financial Literacy Programme has an important role to play in Financial Inclusion.  122 Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs) are operating in the State.  During the First Quarter ended June, 2016, 957 special camps and 1107 targets specific camps were organized in which 1,06,641 persons participated. SLBC Secretariat, Haryana has mapped all 373 skilling centres i.e. Govt. & Private ITIs, Vocational Training Centres, Operational Centres etc. with FLCs.  So far, FLCs have conducted 437 sessions in these skilling centres wherein the FLCs have trained 24094 students by imparting Financial Literacy.  SLBC has also mapped 2049 schools with bank branches in the State and branches have been advised to organize Financial Literacy sessions for the students in the schools. He appealed to all the FLCs to reach invariably to the identified customers under PMJDY and other identified financial illiterate persons for providing Financial Literacy and expressed that during his visit to the field he will enquire about the visits from FLC counselors.
On aadhaar seeding in PMJDY at 73.92%, which puts Haryana 7th at the National ranking, Rupay Cards activation at 72.47%, he congratulated the banks over this exceptional good performance which may further be augmented. 
He said that BCAs presence in the system will remain there as banks’ brick and mortar branches cannot be opened in each village of the country.   He expressed the need for frequent interaction with BCAs and resolving their issues for their smooth functioning.
Lauding the achievement of banking system in the State, Shri Nirmal Chand apprised the house that banking system in the State has achieved all the national goals during the period under review i.e. from July 2015 to June 2016.  He complemented all the banks for achieving all the national goals.  He said that the banks which have not achieved their national goals in Priority Sector and agriculture advances should also achieve the same as left out funds from the targets have to be kept at a very low rate.
He also apprised the house that %age of NPA in Agriculture to total advances is only 1.56% whereas %age of NPA under Agriculture to total agriculture advances is 6.95%.  Banks should give more loan under Agriculture in the state as this may also increase the achievement of Priority Sector of the bank as a whole.
On the issue for providing banking services to the villages having below 2000 populations, 4077 villages were identified, out of this 4067 villages have been covered by banks with banking services and out of remaining 10, 6 villages were bechirag (without population) which may also deemed to be covered.  Remaining 4 villages are to be covered by Kotak Mahindra bank which he hoped must have been covered by Kotak Mahindra bank for which the confirmations will also be sought from Kotak Mahindra Bank.
On talking about NRLM he advised all the banks to ensure, sensitization of their staff through short duration training programmes/seminars about NRLM for its successful implementation in the State of Haryana. For quarter ended June 2016, the achievement of SHG bank linkages is only 11.48% of the target which should be closure to 25% if figure of one quarter is to be taken out of annual budget.   He also advised the banks to issue instructions to their field functionaries for more and more credit linkage of SHGs so that the target allocated to each bank could be achieved.  Under NULM he said that Banks branches reject the applications, however, banks should exercise the due diligence while sanctioning the loan, but if the applications are properly scrutinized at the District Taskforce Committee in which the LDM is also the member, the chances of rejections of applications get minimized. 

Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director informed the house that RBI recently has conducted study on unidentified Clusters in few districts of Haryana. In the state few clusters for Micro units in the district of Gurgaon, Hisar, Panchkula and Panipat were identified and advised all the banks to initiate steps for providing  timely credit to these clusters of these districts and report the progress to RBI as well as to SLBC.
While expressing the concern about NPA, Shri Nirmal Chand informed that in present scenario the recovery in NPA cases is of utmost priority for the banks as recycling of funds is very important in banking operations.  In Haryana 19618 Recovery Certificate cases amounting to Rs. 562.33 crore filed under HACOMP Act were pending as at 30.06.2016, out of which 2273 cases have been pending for more than three years involving an amount of Rs. 75.15 crore. He requested the State Government to take necessary steps to improve the recovery climate without which the banking operations take a hit. 

He expressed that in many district the calendar of programme provided by LDM for DLRC/DCC meetings is not being followed and being abruptly changed, however, it may be changed due to exigencies or due to busy schedule of DCs/ADCs of the district sometimes, but should not be changed every time. He also expressed his observations that when he visited field where DCs and other functionaries were invited in meetings/town hall meetings, Financial Literacy programme in rural/urban areas, which were also attended by senior officers from RBI, Banks, NABARD, etc., negligible presence from District Senior functionaries was found.  The issue of their absence is raised by every stakeholder present there.  Moreover, the issues of common interest are resolved immediately in case they are present in such functions, which are of greater interest for the masses of the District.
While concluding, Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh and Chairman of 137th SLBC meeting assured the State Government, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India, and other stakeholders, of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.  He also congratulated everybody present there for Country’s 70th Independence Day just ahead after 2 days of the meeting.

Then, the Chief Guest, Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana, addressed the House.  

He expressed happiness on being a part of 137th meeting of the SLBC which is an occasion to take stock of all the important schemes being implemented by the banks particularly the flagship programmes of Govt. of India schemes like PMJDY, PSSBY, PMJJBY and certain new initiatives like PMMY and Stand-Up India. He spoke that after Hon’ble Prime Minister took up the agenda of Financial Inclusion as a National programme it was after a long time that banks again came in the focus in terms of their interaction with the common man like in 20-25 years ago when there used to be loan melas, where banks used to be going and making interaction with common man at field level but definitely Prime Minister Jan Dhan Yojna was indeed a very revolutionary step for the banking sector where with a minimum of deposit or even zero deposit, the poorest of poor was getting an opportunity to be the part of financial system.  Money and credit plays a very important role in the life of the common man and the present Govt. has laid great emphasis on Financial Inclusion and for this special efforts are being made to provide a higher level of banking facilities through BCAs and also Brick & mortar branches in every part of the country.  This will facilitate the easy and adequate availability of credit to the common person and will provide opportunity of self employment and also at the same time to ensure adequate and transparent credit system which will enable the genuine entrepreneur to set up their units. 

He said that alongwith the Jan Dhan Yojna an another important development which is taking place to change the way the common man avails various facilities and gets  empowered is unique mechanism  of Aadhaar seeding of bank accounts and the DBT scheme.    Quite a lot has already been achieved and definitely one year down the line we will be witnessing a totally different   scenario in terms of transfer of entitlements to the beneficiaries under various schemes.   He informed the house that Aadhaar seeding, DBT, JAM these are some major initiatives to curbs leakages and bring transparency in delivery mechanism and promote Financial Inclusion in the country.  He delightfully expressed that Haryana is amongst top ranking state in the country, with Aadhaar enrolment of 109% in the age category of 18 plus. This has resulted in Aadhaar enabled payment for subsidies directly into the account of the beneficiaries.    He also informed that because of de-duplication which takes place while doing aadhaar seeding of beneficiaries accounts, funds to the tune of Rs.304 crore have been saved because of this de-duplication, in the public distribution system, the pension scheme of post matric scholarship etc.  During the current financial year 2016-17, the Govt. of Haryana has identified 73 schemes with an outlay of 5900 crores where the benefits will be directly credited to the accounts of beneficiaries.

He apprised the house that during the last month the meeting of Inter State Council was held with a gathering of  7 Ministers of the Union Govt. heading Important Ministries, all Chief Ministers of different States, Lt. Governors and in the agenda which was circulated by Inter State Council, they have given 7 illustrations of better implementation because of aadhaar seeding, Direct Benefit Transfer and it is a matter of great pride for Haryana that  out of 7 illustrations  that had been given at all India level, 3 illustrations were related to the schemes implemented in state of Haryana. Firstly was the identification  of people who were taking benefits of both kerosene and LPG and 5 lakhs peoples have been identified, secondly in the Pension schemes number of beneficiaries were identified and thirdly in the post matric scholarship scheme number of ineligible beneficiaries were identified resulting in saving of Rs.304 cr for state of Haryana.

On talking about Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna (PMFBY) the Chief Guest said that PMFBY is an important scheme for state like Haryana.  The scheme carries its own importance, this scheme is an All India scheme which was announced by the Govt. of India and most of the states have adopted it, Haryana being one of them.  He further said that Haryana Govt. came out with notifications on 17th June 2016 and kharif 2016 happened to be the first crop in which it was to be implemented and 31st July was cut of date so the time period available was very short.  For effective implementation of the scheme in the state, numbers of interactions were made with members of SLBC, similarly State Govt. issued directions to all the District Magistrates and they made interactions with the LDMs of their district.  Though it was the  first season and the date was extended to 2nd of August 2016 thereafter upto 10th of August 2016, it is   matter of satisfaction that as reported in the house, as on 5th of August 2016 approximately  6 lakhs farmers have been insured under PMFBY.  This will be a permanent feature and he expressed confidence that w.e.f. Rabi 2017, learning from the experience of implementation in kharif 2016, a better system will be evolved for implementation and monitoring of PMFBY.  He made an appeal on behalf of the State Govt. to all the bankers present in the house  that all the Senior Management of all banks should  take stock of what  were the difficulties that have been faced in implementation in first round i.e. Kharif 2016 and what are the   corrective  steps need to be taken on the part of the banking system, or corrective steps on the part of the State Govt. particularly like there were some issues  relating to size of holding is more i.e. 5 acres and the area  sown by the farmer is only in 3 acres, that State Govt.  needs to work out systems on such type of issues and are to be duly taken care of being the first year of implementation.  He emphasized that most important is to build a confidence in the mind of the farmers that when new things are introduced there are certain misgivings.  There are some people who feel that the scheme is not being fair to them.  We all have to remove these misgivings and explain to the beneficiaries what really the benefits of the scheme are in the long run.

Other important scheme where the Govt. of Haryana is closely involved with the bankers is in the disbursement of pension. Compare to other states, the state of Haryana is not only having the larger number of beneficiaries i.e. 23 lacs pensioners under this scheme but more important is the amount of pension, whereas the other states are still giving pension of less than Rs.500 per month whereas in Haryana, the State Govt. is giving pension of Rs.1400/- pm which is being increased by Rs.200 every year and in 2017 the pension will be Rs.1600/- p.m. Earlier, the pension was being distributed through Patwaries, Sarpanches etc and  now the distribution of pension has been  shifted to banks or post offices.  The bulk disbursement of pension is being disbursed through banking system every month. He informed that an amount of Rs.450 crore per month is being disbursed to the pensioners through banks in the State of Haryana. There is a issue of Aadhaar seeding of bank accounts though the process has been started but still there is a large gap and as Aadhaar seeding process is to be completed as important from point of view of monitoring and also from the point of view of the switching over entirely to the DBT platform which Hon’ble Prime Minister has kept 31st December 2016 as the targets for certain schemes and for all schemes he has set the target as 31st March 2017.

He delightfully expressed that one important development is taking place in the state of Haryana as part of the National scheme for providing of  National Optical Fiber Network i.e. Bharat Network where the department of Telecommunication is laying an optical network upto every Panchayat and already 2000 villages have been covered and in future the entire state will be covered.  In process of setting up of Common Service Centre linked with the National Optical Fiber the facilities like payment of premium, payment of mobile bills, apply of online passports and apply for various types of certificates will be made available to the villages.  The BCAs which the bank are increasing and deploying in various villages can also avail the facility of National Optical Fiber Network and can run their Micro ATMs and other type of devices smoothly.  This facility will also be of great help to the banking system also.
He apprised the house that other unique initiative which the State govt. is implementing is setting up of the State Resident Data Base where the Hon’ble Chief Minister has visualized that on one platform all types of information relating to an individual should be available whether he is taking pension, taking Ration, Scholarship for children etc. all that should be linked to one unique number allotted to an individual so that state may have complete information about the Citizens and when it comes to identifying the poorest of poor, most needy person can be provided the benefits of any scheme as there will be authentic readily available information  and the decisions may be more rational and need based.

While concluding Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana expressed that there are number of other schemes like MUDRA, Stand-up India etc., where all banks, the Department of Financial Services and Govt. of India has given mandate that where ever required the gaps will be adequately addressed and corrective action will be taken. He also assured that the issues raised by the Regional Director, RBI,  where the intervention of the State Govt. is required like recovery of dues etc. the State Govt. has taken note of the same and they will  be writing to the District authorities to actively cooperate with the concerned banks to enable them to achieve the objectives.  He thanked the Convener of SLBC for giving opportunity to listen to the priorities of the banks in the State and for sharing with the house the important programmes of Govt. of Haryana which are in the process of implementation and also the nature of assistance the Govt. of Haryana wants from the bankers in the State.  He assured the banks for all support from Govt. of Haryana and urged the banking fraternity to contribute substantially in executing the developmental plan for inclusive growth and help to make Haryana a vibrant economy which is committed to the welfare of every person of the state.

Shri P.C. Chaudhri, CGM, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana while addressing the house touched the following points:

· The progress of the banks in Agriculture advances in the first quarter is good compared to the corresponding period of last year for which banks in Haryana deserve compliment. 

· All the banks should be proactive and ensure to reach to each and every person requiring the banking facilities in remote area, specifically mentioned rural area of Morni Hills.
· Hon’ble Prime Minister expressed desire on 28.2.2016 to double the income of farmers by the year 2022, when the country completes 75 years of independence. He requested all the banks to take necessary steps by making more advances to the farmers and chalk out the plan for achieving the target fixed by the Hon’ble Prime Minister.  He also requested Sh. Dhesi, Chief Secretary, to issue suitable instructions to Agriculture Department and the District Administrations to evolve some effective strategy to make this campaign a successful mission for farmers in Haryana.  e HHHeehhhhhhHeeHehekkkkkk
· Field staff of the banks should make the farmers aware about the benefits of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna.  They should work as promoter of the PMFBY scheme launched by Govt. of India and convince the farmers that this scheme is for their benefit. This is a wonderful scheme for the benefit of the farmers and the success of PMFBY depends upon the inclusion of every farmer in the scheme.

While discussing the above issues relating to above scheme the banks were advised as under:

· Bankers were requested to advise their field functionaries to continue opening of accounts under PMJDY and motivate the account holders for regular transactions in their respective accounts to avail the benefits of PMJDY.  

· All the members of the house were requested to issue Rupay Cards in all the PMJDY accounts to reap the benefits of insurance under PMJDY.  It was also emphasized that non issuance of Rupay card is a sensitive matter on account of non availability of Insurance cover in absence of Rupay Card.

· All member banks were requested to bring the Zero Balance accounts to minimum level so that position of the State of Haryana at all India level may further be improved.  

· Shri Ram Subhag Singh, IAS, Deputy Director General, UIDAI requested the house to suggest the way for removing/eradication of duplicate and multiple accounts. 

· Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, Punjab National Bank requested all the bankers to analyse the duplicate and multiple account of the customer and make exercise for data cleaning by taking necessary steps like closures of duplicate account of an individual after issuance of notices in the account and following the guidelines of the banks, where there is no transactions as ultimately the benefit is to be given in one account which is Aadhaar based.  
· Shri Ram Subhag Singh sought clarification from the house that whether the problem is for duplicate inter-bank or intra-bank accounts.

· Madam Rachna Dixit, General Manager, Reserve Bank  of India apprised the house that the problem is mainly of interbank and 100% Aadhaar seeding is only way to identify that a person is having account in different banks as sometimes the address given by the customer in different banks are also different. 
· Shri R. Sumanthra, IT Advisor, E&IT Department, Govt. of Haryana informed that State Resident Data Base have been formed in Haryana which integrate Data of residents from various departmental beneficiaries data and consented data received from Aadhaar. SRDB can probably develop the service application for identifying the interbank duplicate bank accounts.
· The house decided that Committee consisting of major banks i.e. Convener bank, SBI, SBOP and banks having more number of accounts alongwith member from IT Department of Haryana, SRDB & UIDAI for examining the feasibility of cleansing of duplicate/multiple accounts opened within same bank and interbank would meet in RBI Office, Chandigarh, where Senior Official from NPCI will also be invited by RBI.
· In view of the magnitude of the intensity being shown by GOI to get the 100% Aadhaar seeding work accomplished within the stipulated time, controlling heads of banks were requested to intensify their efforts and to ensure that all branches of their bank accomplish the task of 100% aadhaar seeding in all Saving Accounts by the stipulated dates already given in the agenda papers.

· All member banks were requested to ensure 100% issuance/activation of Rupay Cards so that the account holders are covered under Insurance.  

· All the banks were advised to make the availability of Micro ATM with each BCA so that efficient banking services may be extended at the door steps of the masses.

· All member banks were requested to ensure that

· BCAs are aware of their duties and their working is monitored by the banks closely.

· Branch Managers should visit BC Locations to check the availability of Bank Mitras and should also maintain proper record of visits.

· Banks should make telephone calls to check the availability/working of Bank Mitras. 

· LDMs/Branch Managers should ensure 100% presence and efficient working of their BCAs in their respective SSAs.

· Member banks were advised to instruct their field functionaries to speed up the process of uploading of applications received for enrollment under PMSBY, PMJJBY and also for making efforts to increase the enrollment under APY.
· While reviewing of PMMY, All the member banks were asked to sensitize their field staff to maximize the loan under MUDRA so that achievement under MUDRA must be more than 50% of the annual target by the end of next quarter. 
· All the member banks were requested to advise their each branch to achieve the target of Stand up India scheme and provide the progress on monthly basis.

	OPENING OF FINANCIAL LITERACY CENTRES (FLCs) AT BLOCK LEVEL


While deliberating on the issue, Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, Chandigarh, Chairman, 137th SLBC expressed concern over the pendency in opening of 16 FLCs by some of the member banks. 

While deliberating Shri H.S. Nagendra, DGM, Corporation Bank informed that their Corporate Office has rejected the proposal with the condition to open FLC at the places where they have Lead Bank. Shri Nirmal Chand, Chairman, expressed concern that in block like Sohna of Gurgaon district with good potential, a bank is reluctant to open FLC. He informed the house that RBI will take up separately with the concerned banks on the issue as well as with other banks also.

While deliberating on the issue for opening of pending FLCs, Sh. Kuldeep Bhalla, DGM, OBC informed the house that they are continuously following up with their HO and the decision is to be taken up by the Trust in their Head Office in this regard, they are hopeful to open the pending FLCs shortly. On taking up with SBI, Shri P.K. Kedia, DGM   informed that out of pending 7 FLCs one has been opened and for remaining six, FLC Counselors have been appointed.  However, in some of the FLCs the appointed Counselors are not coming to join and thus they are again going to release advertisement.  

Sh. A.K. Dargan suggested that whenever the selection process for FLC Counselors is taken place, the panel of FLC Counselors should be prepared based on selection process and in case of none joining by some counselors next person in the panel should be called for joining and thus the process of re-advertisement can be avoided.

During further deliberation it was informed to the house that some of the banks like Central Bank of India, Oriental Bank of Commerce, Punjab & Sind Bank, SBOP have designated their Branch Managers/Bank staff as Financial Literacy Counselor in some of the FLCs.  

Sh. Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh advised the banks to ensure that regular independent Financial Literacy Counselors are appointed in Financial Literacy Centres before 30th September 2016. He also advised to all the banks to ensure that proper Infrastructure is to be provided to all the FLCs.

Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB requested the State Govt. to send communication to the Deputy Commissioners to provide one room in DC Office, Tehsil Office or BDO Offices for FLC Counselor of the area for extending Financial Literacy to the common masses.  He advised all LDMs to ensure proper working of FLC in every block of their district and also ensure that proper infrastructure is provided to him and in case it is found that FLC work is being done by the Branch Manager the matter may immediately be taken up with the concerned bank under intimation to SLBC Secretariat.

Dr. S.C. Anand, SPM, HSRLM informed that HSRLM is having office premises in 43 blocks and they will be able to provide the space for FLC Counselor as it is being felt that HSRLM is closely associated with FLCs.  Sh. S.D. Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC informed the house that SLBC will take the list of its offices from HSRLM and will provide the list to different banks and LDMs for utilization of space for Financial Literacy Counselors.

Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB advised SLBC to upload the list of FLC counselors alongwith their Office address, Telephone/Mobile number etc. on SLBC website.  This detail should also be published in local/vernacular newspapers for the information of the people of the area.

Sh. Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh advised that District wise training of FLC counselors should be conducted for sensitization of FLC counselors from time to time.  Dr. Rakesh Gupta, General Manager, PNB advised all the LDM to conduct Training/sensitization programme for FLC Counselors for their respective districts.

3. Data of Aadhar seeding for MGNREGA is shared with the banks directly by the concerned Ministry and still 67443 (10.3%) cases are pending for seeding of Aadhaar.

4. Govt. of India has desired that seeding of Aadhaar in schemes like Pension, NSAP should be expedited and completed by March, 2017.

5. Aadhaar seeding in all LPG relating accounts are to be compulsorily completed.

LDMs of these districts were advised to improve the CD ratio of their districts.
The CD ratio of Bank of Baroda (57%), Bhartiya Mahila Bank (29%), IDBI (33%), Indian Bank (33%), Oriental Bank of Commerce (50%), SBOT (48%), SBOH (54%), Syndicate Bank (52%), Union Bank of India (59%), United Bank of India (51%), Bandhan Bank (59%), J&K Bank (54%), Karur Vysya Bank (53%), South Indian Bank (25%) and Yes Bank (29%) need improvement as the same is low.
