140TH MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA

The 140th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended 31st March, 2017       (F.Y.2016-17) was held on 18th May, 2017 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh. Sh. D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Shri Sanjiv Sharan, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank, presided over the meeting.  Shri P.Raghavendra Rao, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning Department, Govt. of Haryana, Sh. Devender Singh, IAS, Principal Secretary, Electronic, IT & Civil Aviation, GOH, Shri Shrikant Walgad, IAS, Principal Secretary, Housing, Govt. of Haryana, Sh. Sunil Saran, IES, Director, Institutional Finance & Credit Control, Govt. of Haryana, Sh. Ashok Sangwan, IAS, Director, Inds. & Commerce, GOH, Sh. Sanjeev Verma, IAS, Director, Social Justice & Empowerment, Haryana,  Shri Chander Shekhar, IAS, Director, Land Records, Haryana, Sh. Samwartak Singh, HCS, Joint Secretary, Urban Local Bodies, Haryana, , Sh. Nirmal Chand, Regional Director,  Reserve Bank of India, Chandigarh, Shri Arun Shukla, CGM, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana, Dr. B.M. Dargan, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Haryana Zone & Convener, State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana,  Senior Officers of the State Govt. and Controlling Heads of the Banks operating in the State of Haryana were also present in the meeting. 
The list of participants is as per Annexure.

Shri A.K Dargan, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC extended hearty welcome to Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana-Chief Guest, Shri Sanjiv Sharan, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank & the Chairman–SLBC, other dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  He mentioned that besides others, following important issues would be taken up for discussion-

1. Progress on implementation of PMJDY, 3 Social Security Schemes namely PMJJY, PMSBY and APY.

2. Effective implementation of Pradhan Mantri MUDRA Yojana (PMMY)

3. Effective implementation of Stand Up India Scheme.

4. Progress under opening of FLCs in Haryana.  Progress under Annual Credit Plan  for the year 2016-17

5. Implementation of PMFBY 

6. Opening of Brick & Mortar Branches in unbanked villages having population more than 5000.

7. Recovery of Advances

8. PMEGP, NURLM, NULM and other Govt. Sponsored schemes and other important issues concerning banks.

9. Annual Credit Plan layout for the year 2017-18.
Shri Dargan apprised the house that the Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India has enlarged the scope of MUDRA and “Activities allied to Agriculture upto Rs.10.00 lakh” (excluding crop loans, land improvement such as canals, irrigation, wells) and services supporting these, which promote livelihood or are income generating shall be eligible for coverage under PMMY.  With this enlargement of scope in MUDRA, the farming community of the State will be greatly benefitted with regard to enhancement in their income.  This will reduce under employment in Agriculture and the farmers will be fully engaged in productive activities closely related to their profession.  He requested all the controlling heads of the banks to allocate targets of MUDRA loans for allied agriculture activities to their agriculture officers working in the field.  This will increase total MUDRA & Agriculture portfolio of the State specially in investment credit as well as the agriculture officers working in the field will be optimally utilized. 

Sh. Dargan informed the house that as a part of action plan emerged during last 139th SLBC meeting, Shri P. Rahagavendra Rao, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning Department, Govt. of Haryana held a Video Conference with all Deputy Commissioners & Chief Lead District Managers of the State of Haryana and discussed all important issues relating to their respective district, reviewed the performance of each district in important areas including 100% Aadhaar & Mobile seeding in individual operative saving bank accounts & PMJDY accounts, Rupay Cards issuance & activation, CD Ratio, PMJJBY, PMSBY, APY Social Security Schemes, Performance of MUDRA Loan & STAND UP INDIA in the districts, operation & construction of Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs), installation & operation of POS machines, deployment of AEPS in all e-Disha centres, working of FLCs and Bank Mitras in the districts.  During this long VC run for more than 3 hours, all the Deputy Commissioners were advised to review the performance under various flagship schemes of the Government in specially convened meetings on periodic basis.  
Convener, SLBC expressed hope that the combined efforts of the Banks with the help of the State Government will take overall economic development of the State to new heights.

While delivering his keynote address Shri Sanjiv Sharan, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank and Chairman–SLBC welcomed Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana - Chief Guest,  Shri Raghavendra Rao, IAS, ACS Finance, Govt. of Haryana alongwith all the dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC.  
In the beginning, Shri Sanjiv Sharan apprised the house that RBI in its Monetary Policy announced on 6th April, 2017, decided to keep the repo rate under Liquidity Adjustment Facility (LAF) unchanged at 6.25%.  Consequent upon the narrowing of the LAF Corridor, the reverse repo rate under the LAF is at 6% and the Marginal Standing Facility (MSF) rate and the bank rate are at 6.50%.  Similarly, Cash Reserve Ratio (CRR) at 4% and Statutory Liquidity Ratio (SLR) kept unchanged at 20.50%.

The Chairman, SLBC also apprised the house that in order to move towards a speedy resolution aimed at breaking current logjam on stress assets and expediting commercial decision making by lenders, the ordinance amending the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 by inserting section 35AA was notified on 04th May, 2017  under which the Central Govt. may by order authorize Reserve Bank of India to issue direction to any banking company to initiate insolvency resolution process in respect of a default, under the provisions of the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016.  This is appreciable endeavor of the Govt. to improve recovery climate for banks’ stressed assets.
 While speaking on doubling the income of farmers by the year 2022, he said that Hon’ble Prime Minister unveiled a seven point strategy to double the income of farmers in six years with measures to step up irrigation, provide better quality seeds and prevent post harvest losses. Keeping this as a focus area, the Hon’ble Union Finance Minister in his Union Budget speech on 1st February, 2017, for Financial Year 2017-18 had announced doubling of farmers’ income by 2022.  For achievement of this goal, amongst many measures taken in the budget for Agriculture, Rural Development, Poor & the under Privileged people, infrastructure, financial sector & digital economy as main focus areas, the target of agriculture credit in 2017-18 has been fixed at a record level of Rs. 10 lakh crore. He said that with a good strategy, well-designed progammes, adequate resources and good governance in implementation, this target is achievable.

The Chairman apprised the house that while analyzing flow of banks’ credit to the farmers in the State of Haryana, it is observed that banks have disbursed an amount of Rs. 27,835 crore in the year 2012-13, Rs.33,009 crore in 2013-14 & Rs. 35,943 crore in 2014-15 in agriculture sector in the State of Haryana. But correspondingly as per the data available on the site of Department of Economic & Statistical Analysis, Haryana (publication of the year 2016 & 2017 at site - esaharyana.gov.in), while the total cropped area (net area sown + area sown more than once) in the State has increased from 6471 thousand hectares as in 2013-14 to 6536 thousand hectares as in 2014-15 but the total production in various important crops sown in the state have declined.  The total production of food grains and oil seeds in 2014-15 has decreased by 1382.4 thousand tonnes and 159.6 thousand tonnes respectively as compared to the year 2013-14.  The Chairman expressed that increase in agriculture finance should result in increase in agriculture production on year to year basis.  This situation reflects that there is increase in the total debt of the farmers but simultaneously shows decline in income of the farmers on year to year basis, which is not a good picture for agrarian economy of the state.  He urged the agriculture department of the state along with NABARD to study the exact reasons for this decline in income of the farmers without any loss of time and suggest the measures to be taken by the state government. The income of the farmers should be sufficient in order to make easy repayment to pay off their debt.  

The Chairman informed that after launch of PMJDY  by Hon’ble Prime Minister on 28th August, 2014, Banks have opened 60,10,106 accounts upto 31st March, 2017 out of which 27,54,096 accounts of women have been opened.  Out of these, Rupay Cards have been issued in 52,73,427 accounts which is 88% of the total accounts opened. Out of total Rupay Cards issued, 44,70,928 or 85% cards have been activated. A sum of Rs. 2191.46 crore has been mobilized by banks in the accounts opened under PMJDY in the State of Haryana. As at 31.03.2017, Banks in the state have enrolled 25,47,596 persons in Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), 8,12,391 persons in Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti  Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) and 1,02,991 persons in Atal Pension Yojana (APY).  He called upon the bankers and the officials from Insurance Companies to accelerate their efforts to extend the benefits of these schemes to the large chunk of masses in the society.

While speaking about Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY), he informed that during F.Y. 2016-17, the banking system in Haryana has disbursed an amount of Rs.1885.70 crore under MUDRA Loans.  He called upon Controlling Heads of all the banks to advise their branches to provide MUDRA loans to the needy people and ensure to surpass the annual target by 3rd quarter ended December 2017. He also advised to all the Lead District Managers to organize special MUDRA loan camps in association with the District Administration with prior dissemination of publicity through vernacular Print & Electronic Media involving all the Banks. 

Discussing about the banks’ progress under Stand up India Scheme, Sh. Sharan stated that banks have sanctioned loans of Rs. 237.89 crore to 1197 beneficiaries, out of which 339 cases amounting to Rs. 67.45 crore sanctioned to SC/ST and 858 cases amount to Rs.170.45 crore to women beneficiaries in Haryana State.   He expressed hope that the success of STAND UP INDIA campaign will positively infuse the greater strength in the Economy. He stressed upon all the stakeholders of this programme i.e. LDMs, NABARD, SIDBI, SLBC and Banks to join hands together & put their best efforts in synchronized way and make this mission of Govt. of India successful.
Sh. Sharan requested Sh. D.S.Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary-Chief Guest and Shri P. Raghavendra Rao, IAS, ACS, Finance & Planning, Haryana to advise all the Deputy Commissioners to chalk out the strategy for achievement of loans under MUDRA, STAND UP INDIA, PMEGP, NURLM, NULM and other Govt. Sponsored programmes in their respective districts and monitor the progress on constant basis.
While talking about RSETIs in Haryana, he informed that 21 RSETIs are functioning in the state.  As at March, 2017, 86944 trainees including 45490 women, 30570 persons from SC/ST category & 453 handicapped persons participated in 3153 training programmes of Skill Development at these RSETIs.   He advised all stakeholders that in RSETIs, focus should be on settlement of trainees in time bound manner.
Shri Sanjiv Sharan said that Financial Literacy Programme has an important role to play for achievement of 100% Financial Inclusion.  125 Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs) are operating in the State.  During the Financial Year 2016-17, 1654 special camps and 1630 targets specific camps were organized by these FLCs. Financial Literacy Programme has an important role to play in Financial Inclusion. 
Lauding the achievement of banking system in the State, Shri Sanjiv Sharan apprised the house that banking system in the State has achieved all the National Goals except Export Credit during the period under review i.e. from Ist April 2016 to 31st March 2017.  Commercial Banks and RRBs have opened 205 new Branches in Haryana during the Financial Year 2016-17 thus raising the total number of branches to 4698.  As on 31st March, 2017:-

· Total Deposits of Commercial Banks/RRBs in Haryana have increased by Rs. 53033 crores from Rs.2,43,650 crore as at March 2016  to Rs. 2,96,683 crore as at March 2017 Crore showing YOY growth of 22 %.

· Total Advances during the review period have increased from Rs.1,92,145 Crore to Rs. 1,97,107 Crore registering YOY growth of 2.6%.

· Priority Sector Advances have gone up to Rs. 1,12,395 crore with 5.6% YOY growth. The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector is 58% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances have increased to Rs.46,041 crore exhibiting YOY growth of 6%.  The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at March 2017 is 24% against the target of 18%.

· Overall CD Ratio as at March 2017 for State as a whole stood at 66% against the National goal of 60%. CD Ratio has declined from 79% as March 2016 to 66% as on March 2017 mainly due to demonetization effect during this period due to abrupt growth of deposit at 22% not in commensurate with the growth in credit. Other reason for declining in CD Ratio is 30% negative growth in rural advances which is Rs.10231 crore in absolute term. This negative growth in Rural Advances/Low growth in Total Advances is due to takeover of a Loan account of SBI by IDBI Bank Delhi branch and decline in advances of HDFC Bank as well. He called upon bankers to ensure that CD Ratio in the State should not be below the level of 80% and from this level it should always have upward trend. 
While speaking on the importance of banks’ recovery Shri Sanjiv Sharan stated that huge provisions made for NPAs by banks have constrained credit disbursement essential to support economic growth.  He also stressed that in the present scenario the recovery in NPA cases is of utmost priority for the banks as recycling of funds is very important in banking operations and to ease out stress on assets of Bank.  In Haryana 18002 Recovery Certificate cases amounting to Rs. 674.07 crore filed under HACOMP Act were pending as at 31.03.2017, out of which 1380 cases have been pending for more than three years involving an amount of Rs.52 crore. He requested the State Government to take necessary steps to improve the recovery climate without which the banking operations may take a hit.

While concluding, Shri Sanjiv Sharan, Executive Director, Punjab National Bank and Chairman SLBC assured the State Government, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India, Reserve Bank of India and other stakeholders, of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.

ACTION: BANKS/INSURANCE COs./LDMs/STATE GOVT./SLBC

Sh. Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh welcomed Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana - Chief Guest, alongwith all the dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC.  
While speaking about after demonetization period, Shri Nirmal Chand apprised that as per the data released for October to December, 2016 the GDP growth is 7% and Index of Industrial Production (IIP) rose to 5% on year to year basis in March, it indicates economy shows resilience and that negative effect have gone from the economy. He expressed happiness over the reduction of MCLR by the banks in tandem with the policy rate cuts by RBI last year. 
Discussing about the increased thrust towards a lesser cash economy he informed that all stakeholders have done immense work but still lot of work needs to be done.  He apprised that there has been manifold jump in cashless transactions being put through the POS machines, IMPS, e-wallets and NEFT etc. and the newer initiatives like UPI and USSD.  He called upon all the bankers to accelerate all these innovative cashless mode of transactions alongwith AEPS (Aadhaar Enabled Payment System) to enable a larger population to transact digitally through cashless mode.
He expressed satisfaction over the progress of opening of new accounts under PMJDY (including Small Basic Savings Accounts) with the fact that most of the families have at least a bank account in the state.  Simultaneously, there has been substantial growth in coverage of customers under the basic Life Insurance schemes introduced by the Government; though being an agrarian state.  He urged upon all the bankers to bring more people under pension schemes like APY.  
While talking about the Financial Literacy Centres, he applauded that Financial Literacy Counsellors are important stakeholders in disseminating all well framed Financial Inclusion schemes to the masses.  He further apprised that in the state, most of the blocks have active FLCs but immediate necessary steps needs to be taken to appoint Financial Literacy Counsellors in few of the blocks which are not yet covered by FLCs. He also informed that RBI is celebrating June 05 – 09 as Financial Literacy Week throughout the country wherein RBI is providing requisite financial literacy material to rural branches and FLC Counsellors. 

On talking about the progress of opening of Brick & Mortar branches of scheduled commercial banks in villages having population of more than 5000 he expressed concern for opening of only 27 branches out of 194 identified unbanked villages. He called upon all the concerned banks to immediately open the Brick & Mortar branches in their allocated villages.   

While speaking upon banking statistics, he said that overall YOY Credit growth is only 2.6%, whereas YOY Deposit growth is 22%, resulting in adverse impact on the CD ratio of the state.  He urged upon all the bankers to accelerate the pace of credit growth keeping in view the recent cuts in lending rates by banks.     

While concluding, Shri Nirmal Chand, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh requested all the bankers to ensure timely and adequate flow of credit to MSME sector and also formation of active committees for revival and rehabilitation of MSMEs; as well as adjudging the reasons for large number of sick units as non-viable without undertaking a Techno economic Viability study.  He also informed that RBI has embarked upon an ambitious National level skill building programme for bankers for financing MSME Sector (NAMCABS) and RBI, Regional Office, Chandigarh has so far conducted eight NAMCABS workshops at various places in the region, covering 300 Specialised MSME branches and given training to 700 bankers from Punjab, Haryana & UT Chandigarh so far which is the highest in the country among all RBI ROs.  He called upon all the bankers to make full use of this initiative of RBI.

Shri Devender Singh, IAS, Principal Secretary, Electronic, IT & Civil Aviation, Govt. of Haryana welcomed Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary - Chief Guest alongwith all the dignitaries on the dais and informed that his focus is mainly on the issues pertaining to the IT Sector.  

Shri Devender Singh informed the house that there is tremendous push towards digital payment throughout the country during the last 1 year and to make a further push, it is very important that there must be 100% Aadhaar Seeding and activation of Rupay cards.
He further said that State Govt. is undertaking a very ambitious programme i.e. Jan Sewa Survey which is flagship project of State Govt. and is   likely to be launched at end of June this year.    As part of survey, the Survey Teams alongwith nearly 15000 Electronic Tablets will be visiting each and every household and collect information of about 87 fields.  Family ID will also be created for each and every household in the state.   Further, all Citizens of the state of Haryana will be e-KYC verified through these electronic tablets with live verification from the Aadhaar central server at Bangalore.  Apart from Aadhaar seeding, they will also be covered under Financial Inclusion as part of the survey, i.e. if any household/person is not having bank account their department will provide user ID & password to the bankers, so that bankers can immediately cover those households under Financial Inclusion by opening their bank account as well as cover them with other Social Security Schemes.
He further stated that presently 2250 BCAs are appointed by different banks in the Sub Service Areas in the state.  Also 4500 transacting VLEs are providing e-governance and digital services in the state.  The conversion of inactive BCAs into VLEs is already in process. For further enhancing of e-governance & digital services, the State Govt. & Banks may work on extending VLEs services to some of the existing BCAs.    VLEs may also be targeted under Pradhan Mantri Employment Generation Programme as their investment is about 1.5 lakh to 2.00 lakhs and they may be considered ideal candidates for PMEGP.
While concluding Sh. Devender Singh informed that Ministry of Electronics, Govt. of India has prepared 20 hours module wherein Digital literacy campaign, containing training programmes on digital payment, using e-governance services, various apps, email, mobile etc has been prepared.  This Digital Literacy campaign can also be well coordinated with Financial Literacy campaign for imparting digital literacy & Financial Inclusion of people.

Shri P.Raghavendra Rao, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning Department, Govt. of Haryana - while addressing the house touched upon the following points:-

Sh. Rao expressed concern for reduction in CD Ratio.  He pointed out that this reduction in CD ratio is not only due to demonetization effect.  He said that on analysing the growth of Deposits/Advances from the last year it has been observed that Deposits have increased to Rs.53033 crore (i.e. 21.8%) from the year March, 2016 to March 2017, which earlier increased to 30000 crores (14%) from March, 2015 to March 2016, whereas advances have increased to Rs.4962 crores (i.e. 2.6%) only from March 2016 to March 2017 which earlier increased to 13000 crores (7%) from March 2015 to March, 2016.  Thus the reduction of CD ratio must be checked keeping in view the low growth in advances.  He called upon all the bankers to extend more credit for productive purposes in the State.
ACS Finance said that for achievement under DRI advances, except Canara Bank, most of the banks are either at Zero or just hardly done anything. He also advised the banks to extend more advance to Minority.

While talking about the opening of Brick & Mortar Branches in unbanked villages with population of more than 5000, Shri Rao expressed that inspite of RBI guidelines  some of the banks are informing that the opening of branch in some specific village is not viable. He said that Hon’ble Finance Minister of Haryana has expressed deep concern for opening of only 27 branches out of allocation of 194 branches.   He advised all the concerned banks to open Brick & Mortar branches in their allocated villages with population of more than 5000 at the earliest.  

Shri P. Raghavendra Rao informed that during Video Conference held on 29.04.2017, all the Deputy Commissioners and Lead District Managers of the state assured to complete the Aadhhar & Mobile seeding in all the operative Saving Fund accounts including PMJDY accounts in campaign Mode.  
Sh. Rao expressed displeasure over the negative growth of some districts in enrollment of Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojna (PMJJBY) and Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojna (PMSBY) i.e. people are opting out of the schemes.  He advised field functionaries of all the Districts to make strenuous efforts and organize Special camps to increase enrolment under these Social Security Schemes.

While talking about settlement of pending claims under Social Security Schemes he expressed dissatisfaction for some districts with higher pendency of settlement of claims. He said that non settlement of claims in time gives the negative publicity to the people about the schemes.  He called upon all the bankers and LDMs to ensure that all pending claims are settled immediately by making follow up with respective Insurance Companies.  
While speaking about Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana and Standup India, Sh. Rao said that progress under these schemes are not upto the satisfactory level. It requires better coverage as more number of camps should be organized in the field.  He expressed hope that in view the enlargement of scope of MUDRA by covering the income generating activities allied to agriculture, the farmers community at large will be benefited.  
While concluding, Shri Rao called upon all the bankers to cover more activities like construction of school rooms, stadium etc. under CSR activities. 
While entering the interaction with Sh. Rao on the issue of Aadhaar seeding in multiple accounts, Dr. B.M. Padha, General Manager, PNB, HO apprised the house that Aadhaar Seeding and Mapping with NPCI are now two different steps.  A customer can get his Aadhaar seeded in any number of his accounts in the banks but mapping with NPCI is to be done in only one account as per the mandate of the customer.  In case customer is having more than one Customer ID in the same bank that needs to be merged. Further as per new provision now, in case customer express unwillingness to seed Aadhaar or if he says that he doesn’t have Aadhaar no Aadhaar can be seeded. 

On the issue of Rupay Card Dr. Padha apprised that in case PMJDY account is opened with Zero balance and if it remained with Zero balance for more than 6 months there is no need to issue Rupay Card.  However, it must be ensured that each issued Rupay card must be activated.

The Chief Guest of the meeting, Shri D.S. Dhesi,, IAS,  Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana, While addressing the house said that SLBC is the highest body at the State level where all key persons are involved in implementation of various credit based schemes in the State. While mentioning about demonetization, Shri Dhesi said that though there were some temporary problems but in long run it will have positive and meaningful impact on economy and banking system resulting in more and more regular transactions through banking system. Further the liquidity position of banks would increase and banks will be able to provide more funding under various credit schemes.

Discussing about the priorities of the State Government, Shri Dhesi mentioned that bank credit plays an important role for implementation of the Government schemes. He informed the house that as announced by Hon’ble Prime Minister, Government of Haryana has taken steps for doubling the income of farmers’ by 2022 i.e. prepared soil health cards, diversification towards horticulture crops and grading, packaging and marketing of farmers’ produce through Farmers’ Producing Organizations (FPOs) registered under the Companies Act.

Shri Dhesi also mentioned about upgrading the rural infrastructure in some of the big villages like disposal of waste water, improving water supply, veterinary centres, schools, aganwaris etc. with the assistance of NABARD during the current financial year.

He urged upon all the bankers and LDMs to implement the Pradhan Mantri Aawas Yojana (Credit Linked Subsidy scheme) & Prime Minister Employment Generation Programe (PMEGP) in true letter and spirit during the current financial year from the beginning itself so that 100% targets could be achieved.
While speaking about Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT), Shri Dhesi expressed that Aadhaar seeding and mobile seeding plays important role in implementing DBT schemes. He urged upon the bankers to complete 100% Aadhaar seeding and mobile seeding in all operative saving bank accounts including PMJDY accounts by 31st May, 2017 and the gap if any will be filled up during the Jan Sewa Survey to be conducted from the month of June, 2017.
He also advised the banks to appoint the Village Level Entrepreneurs (VLEs) as Business Correspondent Agents (BCAs). He also mentioned that the role has been given to the post graduate unemployed youth under Saksham Yuva Scheme in providing financial literacy about digitalization to the rural masses. Their services would also be utilized for Jan Sewa Survey for which they would also be provided with skill development training.

The Chief Secretary, Haryana apprised the house about the Public Finance Management System (PFMS) of Govt. of India to have more efficiency, transparency & accountability in transactions. This system envisages releasing the funds just in time. 

While concluding his address Shri D.S. Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Haryana informed about the successful implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) for Rabi 2016-17.  He apprised that Claim cases have now been scrutinized and settled.  He called upon all the banks and LDMs to implement Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) for Kharif 2017 for loanee and non-loanee farmers with the assistance of District Administration, Agriculture Department and Insurance Companies in a transparent and smooth manner.

Shri Arun Shukla, CGM, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana while addressing the house touched the following points:

· The State Credit Plan is an aggregation of the ACPs of different districts prepared after due deliberations at the district level by the LDMs & Govt. Officials. He pointed out that in the agenda note the allocation of target under Agriculture Sector is fixed at Rs.60650 cr. whereas aggregation of all district plan goes to Rs.78670 crores. The aggregation reflects the potential and it must be kept in mind while allocating targets under Agriculture Sector.  Shri Shukla flagged this issue for the consideration of house.  

· All the banks (rural branches and FLCs) to organize special digital camp every month for a period of one year beginning from 01 April, 2017 on “Going Digital” and seek reimbursement from NABARD under Financial Inclusion Fund.
· To Increase the flow of credit to weaker section of society, Self Help Group programme is going on in whole of the country. It has been observed that all of these SHGs are not credit linked.  He urged upon all the banks to advise their field staff to Credit link those good SHGs waiting for credit linkage. 

· He also briefed about the launching of E-Shakti project being implemented at Ambala district.  E-Shakti project will help SHGs to make operation of SHGs transparent and also to enable the banks to make transaction and lend money to SHGs.  He also apprised the house that in the Phase III of E-Shakti project, five more districts of the state are going to be covered under SHG digitization.
· NABARD has promoted 50 Farmers’ Producers Organizations (FPOs) in the State. 
While concluding Sh. Shukla apprised that NABARD has launched Water Conservation Campaign and this programme has been inaugurated by Hon’ble Chief Minister of the State of Haryana.  The main objective of this programme is to create awareness in the villages about various methods of water conservation, preservation, water harvesting and its efficient utilization.  Sh. Shukla requested the State Govt. and all the bankers to participate in this programme to be held in 5000 villages of Haryana.

While discussing the above issues the banks were advised as under:

· While interacting with the banks having negative growth in opening of account under PMJDY, IDBI bank informed that closer of inactive Zero Balance accounts in Jhajjar and Karnal districts by their bank resulted in negative growth.  IDBI bank was advised to properly analyze the reasons for closer of accounts.   Sarva Haryana Gramin bank informed that the negative growth is on account of closure of multiple and duplicate accounts of the same depositor.  

All the Banks were requested to advise their field functionaries to continue opening of accounts under PMJDY and motivate the account holders for regular transactions in their respective accounts to avail the benefits of PMJDY.  

· All bankers were advised to popularize and encourage use of Rupay Card.  
· It was emphasized that availability of Rupay card with each account holder is important for encouragement of cashless transactions in masses.  Dr. B.M. Padha laid stress on that all banks must ensure that each issued card must be activated.
· All member banks were also requested to bring the Zero Balance accounts to minimum.
· All banks were requested to analyse the duplicate and multiple accounts of the customers and make exercise for data cleaning.  In case customer is having more than one Customer ID in the same bank that needs to be merged. 
· Controlling heads of banks were requested to intensify their efforts & ensure that all branches of their bank accomplish the task of 100% Aadhaar seeding in all Saving Accounts including PMJDY accounts before 31st May, 2017.
· During deliberation with the banks having low percentage of mobile seeding, Dr.MP Singh, SHGB informed that due to maximum number of their rural branches the mobile seeding is low.  However, they have now advised their BCAs to collect the mobile number of all account holders and with this the position of their bank for mobile seeding will improve very soon.  HARCO bank informed that they have now started collecting the data of mobile seeding of their bank and will provide the same to SLBC Haryana for review.
· During discussions on settlement of claims under Rupay Card, ACS Finance advised SLBC to add one column for average no. of days taken in settlement of claims.  The Chairman, SLBC requested all the banks to ascertain the reasons for rejection of claim under Rupay Card.  The Convener, SLBC advised that column for number of claim rejected should also be inserted for review from next meeting.  All the Lead District Managers were advised to ensure that notice for the knowledge of general public may be displayed in the Office of Registrar of death & birth and at the site of cremation ground, for dissemination to the public for lodging eligible claim under Rupay Cards, PMJJBY & PMSBY schemes.
· All member banks were requested to ensure that

· BCAs are aware of their duties and their working is monitored by the banks closely.

· Branch Managers should visit BC Locations to check the availability of Bank Mitras and should also maintain proper record of visits.

· Banks should make telephone calls to check the availability/working of Bank Mitras. 

· LDMs/Branch Managers should ensure 100% presence and efficient working of BCAs in respective SSAs in their District.
· To apprise the SLBC about locations/SSAs/Villages where Bank Mitras are inactive or not delivering banking services efficiently so that VLEs (of the State Govt.) may be deputed.
· Madam Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Govt. of Haryana requested all the banks to provide the number of transactions done through Micro ATMs to SLBC for review from next meeting.

Further, NABARD, RO, Haryana has compiled Potential Linked Plan of Rs.76640 crores for Agriculture Credit in the state of Haryana for the financial year 2017-18.
Dr. M.P. Singh, Chairman, SHGB said that during the last 2 years their target of ACP remained on higher side and inspite of doing good growth in advances they remained as non performer as far as achievement of ACP is concerned.
The Chairman expressed that the PLP projection for MSME and OPS sector is agreed by all the stakeholders and the difference is only in Agriculture. The house decided that for Agriculture Projection special meeting may be convened and ACP Target in Agriculture may be decided as per consensus of all stakeholders after logical discussion on the issue.

During deliberations all the stakeholders were requested to take immediate actions on the important action points emerged during the meeting of the Sub-Group of SLBC on Doubling of Farmers’ Income by 2022 held on 02.05.2017.  The house was apprised about the action points emerged during meeting of SLBC sub group, given as under: -

· Reduce the cost of Cultivation by adopting proper time of Sowing/ Planting, Applying timely and optimum amount of Fertilizers, Herbicides etc.

· In Haryana 65% to 70% Farmers are Small and Marginal Farmers and they hold approx 70% of the Agriculture Land.  The main part of strategy of each stakeholder should be to increase the income of Small and Marginal Farmers.

· Adopt Technologies like Laser Land Leveling, Zero Tillage, Minimum tillage, Direct Seeding of Rice (DSR), Deep ploughing in Summer Season etc.

· Use of Poly house Techniques and growing off Season Vegetables.

· By adopting Precision Farming Technique which helps in effective use of inputs, reduce environmental pollution, reduce cost of Cultivation etc.

· Adopting Animal Husbandry, Fisheries and crop cluster development programme to promote aggregation of produce and organized marketing through Farmer Producers Organization (FPO).

· Adopting irrigation methods Like Drip Irrigation, Sprinkler Irrigation etc.

· Providing better marketing facilities and creation of e-platforms to the farmers because farmers can get remunerative prices of their produce if market sector is well organized.

· Providing better Post harvest and storage Facilities to Farmers because if farmers can’t get remunerative price in the season they store their produce and sell in off season

· Establishment of food processing units and promote value addition of Agriculture produce.

· Periodical soil testing of the field by the farmer and add proper soil amendments base on the soil like saline, acidic and alkaline soils.

· Approach to Integrated Nutrient Management (INM), Integrated Weed Management (IWM), Integrated Pest management (IPM) etc.

· By adopting Integrated Farming System Approach like Agriculture-Animal Husbandry-Mushroom Production Agriculture- Animal Husbandry-Poultry-Mushroom production, Agriculture – beekeeping etc. Because in this system waste product of one enterprises becomes input for other enterprises hence input cost of farmers is reduced and income from other enterprises and include in the total income of the farmer.

· Improving agricultural productivity in rain fed regions.

· Agri. Mall should be available in every town/district Headquarter, so that farmers could sell the vegetables/fruits on higher rate.

· Only Farmers should be allowed to sell their produce in Apani Mandis.

Suggestions for banking sector came forth in the meeting of sub committee held on 02.05.17 are given as under:-

· Simplification of the agriculture loan application forms of banks; streamlining the process so as to facilitate easier processing of loan applications and speedier sanction of loan etc.

· Since the  scope of MUDRA has been enlarged as the activities allied to agriculture (upto Rs.10 lac), (excluding Crop loans, Land improvement such as Canal irrigation, wells etc.), include pisciculture, beekeeping, poultry, livestock rearing, grading, sorting, agro Industries, dairy, Agri-clinics and Agribusiness centres, Food & Agro-processing etc., Now the income of the farmers can be increased by promoting these activities by giving him the loans for these activities under MUDRA in addition to income earned by him from his usual job of agriculture.

· For reducing the cost of production and producing crop by using the minimum cost, the farmers need to be guided on many technical issues of land reforms, soil conservation, quality etc.  For this more & more Agri clinics should be financed by banks.

· Demonstrative farms/field equipped with sprinkler, drip irrigation, solar pump set etc. exhibiting the use of compost fertilizer, growing of commercial crop, unseasonal vegetables, floriculture & horticulture should be developed by State Agriculture Department at each district level for encouraging the farmers to adopt the same type of Agri practice.  Such demonstrative fields of progressive farmers should be more and more financed by the banks.

· Banks should increase financing for construction of new cold storage/warehouses, Refrigerated Vans for carrying vegetable/fruits, flowers etc. to the markets.

Sh. Durga Dass Garg, SRO, HSCFDC informed that during the last financial year only 46% of the funds received from Govt. of India could be utilized due to non clearance of pendency of 3046 cases by the different banks. 

LDM, Karnal informed that the department is not sponsoring/forwarding the cases equally amongst the banks keeping in view the allocated target rather District Offices of the Corporation keep on forwarding/sponsoring the cases to some specified bank branches that have achieved their allocated target and are located at a far distant places from the applicants’ residence resultantly sponsored cases keep on lying unprocessed with such bank’s branches. This irrational and unequal distribution of sponsored cases, therefore, hampers the process of overall achievement of banks under the scheme and apparently pendency is shown with the banking system in the District. 
The ACS Finance, Haryana opined that the Lead District Managers should be authorized to transfer the applications sent by sponsoring agencies from the banks, which have already achieved their target to the bank which have not yet achieved their target under the scheme, keeping in view the approachability/convenience of the applicant (s) to the branch.

The Chairman advised SLBC, Haryana, to request HSCFDC to impart necessary instructions to the field functionaries of the Corporation to ensure that applications are sponsored to the bank branch nearest to the residence of the customer so that customer may not have to go to faraway place for sanction of the loan. 

Controlling heads of all the banks were requested to advise their field functionaries to ensure disposal of the cases pending for sanction on merit and also to disburse the sanctioned cases at the earliest.

During the deliberation the house was informed that Reserve Bank of India, Regional Office, Chandigarh has advised the following action points for banks with regard to various issues pertaining to MSME Sector:-

1. Banks to proactively provide the facilities such as Standby Credit Facility, separate  additional working capital limits, mid-term review of limits, etc., as envisaged in the RBI circular dated August 27, 2015 on 'Streamlining flow of credit during their life cycle in order to provide timely and adequate credit to MSEs'. Banks may put in place Board 
approved policy, if not done so, to enable their branches / offices for providing the above facilities to MSEs.

2. Banks and Industry Associations to spread awareness amongst their field level functionaries / members about the facilities available on the 'Udyamimitra.in' portaland advantages thereof.

3. Further, as per available data, there were 15494, 7584 & 281 sick units in Punjab, Haryana & UT Chandigarh respectively, of which, only 113 units in Punjab, 34 units in Haryana and 2 units in UT Chandigarh were found viable by the banks and viability study in respect of 272 units in Punjab, 141 units in Haryana and 45 units in UT Chandigarh was yet to be undertaken. 

4. It has been observed that some banks have not yet constituted the committees as advised under the framework for revival and rehabilitation of MSMEs and even if the Committees are constituted, no meetings have taken place/ no cases are resolved so far.  
5. Banks need to share NPA details with Industry Associations, who in turn have been advised to interact with the concerned entrepreneur as required. Industry Associations alsoneed to be advised to create awareness for submitting applications for revival and rehabilitation, as envisaged in the RBI circular dated March 17, 2016 on 'Framework for revival and rehabilitation ofMSMEs' and guide their members to seek intervention of MSME facilitation councils for resolution of delayed payments. 

6. Banks to advise their Regional offices to put in place a mechanism to ensure due diligence while sanctioning loans under PMMY and also ensure end use of the funds.  

Details of the findings of the study conducted by RBI are given below:-

FINDINGS OF THE STUDY ON LOANS SANCTIONED UNDER PRADHAN MANTRI MUDRA YOJANA (PMMY) CONDUCTED BY RBI (ALL INDIA IN SELECT STATES)

i. Branches were lagging behind in conducting periodical visits to the units financed under PMMY.

ii. Invoices/Bills were not obtained in 57% of cases, by the branches. In such cases, the possibility of diversion/mis-utilisation of funds cannot be ruled out.

iii. Clear instances of gross mis-utilisation/diversion of funds were observed in 3% of the samples taken for the study.

iv. Collateral Security/Third Party Guarantee was obtained in 12 % of the samples indicating violation of the RBI guidelines on collateral free loans up to Rs.10 lakh extended to MSE sector.

v. Credit guarantee Cover (CGS) under the scheme of CGTMSE or such other schemes was obtained in 29% of sample cases which indicated that CGS cover was not availed in larger proportion of PMMY samples studied.

vi. Out of 383 cases of stress and 271 cases of NPA, restructuring/rehabilitation was considered on 34 cases only. This indicated that the concerned branches were not sensitive to resort to timely restructuring /rehabilitation process in regard to stresses/NPA loans given under PMMY.

vii. Out of the 1112 samples studied, where stock statements were required to be obtained by the branch as per the terms of loan agreements, stock statements were no regularly obtained in 364 samples, indicating lapses on the part of branches in post disbursement monitoring of such loan accounts or end use of the funds.

2.       Major discrepancies in credit appraisal system of the banks:

i. In most of the cases, the credit appraisal was not done properly by the branches viz. the loans were released without realistic assessment of borrower’s requirement, appraisal was not signed by the sanctioning authority, the amount of loan sanctioned was not mentioned in the appraisal note, etc.

ii. Instances were observed where the quotation of machinery/other items to be purchased with the help of the MUDRA loan or the invoices of machinery purchased, etc. was not found on record. In certain cases, term loans were sanctioned to Kirana shops and no fixed assets were created.

iii. Pre-sanction visit reports were not found on record at certain branches.

iv. Instances of unrealistic repayment schedule have been reported.

v. Some of the personal loans were classified as PMMY loans.

Controlling heads of banks were requested to advise their field functionaries to comply the instructions for sanction of loans to MSME Sector and under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) so that the above mentioned discrepancies could be avoided.
