	MINUTES OF 147th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


The 147th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended December 2018 (FY 2018-19) was held on 14.02.2019 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh.  Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Shri Agyey Kumar Azad, Executive Director, PNB, presided over the meeting. Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana; Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairying, Haryana;  Shri Devender Singh, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Industries & Commerce, Haryana; Shri Parveen Kumar, IAS, Managing Director, HSCFDC, Haryana; Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh; Ms G Komal Kishore, IRS, Finance Secretary, Govt of Haryana; Shri P K Bhardwaj, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana; Shri B S Raina, General Manager, PS&FI Division, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi; Shri D K Jain, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Haryana Zone & Convener, State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Shri Anil Kumar Yadav, General Manager, Reserve Bank of India; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Govt,  Controlling Heads of Banks operating in the State of Haryana and media persons were amongst those present in the meeting.

At the outset, Shri D K Jain, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana-Chief Guest; Shri Agyey Kumar Azad, Executive Director, PNB, Chairman of the meeting, dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  He informed that in the present meeting besides others, the following important issues would be taken up for discussion:        

· Promotion of BHIM app and RuPay Card by every bank branch

· Recent modifications in PMJDY

· Progress on implementation of PMJDY, 3 Social Security Schemes namely PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY

· Performance of banks under MSME Support & Outreach Campaign
· Effective implementation of Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) & Stand-up India Scheme
· Progress under opening of FLCs and RSETIs in Haryana

· Recovery of Priority Sector Advances & Govt Sponsored Schemes
· Achievement of target in digital transactions by banks

· Aadhaar and mobile seeding 
· Implementation of Prime Minister Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY)

· PMEGP, NRLM, NULM, HSCFDC, other Govt. Sponsored schemes 
· Performance of banks under digital transactions

· Review of Banks’ performance in other key areas, national goals etc.

· Performance of banks in achievement of Annual Credit Plan for the period ended December 2018 (FY 2018-19) and other important issues concerning banks and various State Govt Deptts.
The Convener SLBC informed the house that as per RBI circular dated 06.04.2018 on revamped Lead Bank Scheme, 3 sub committees to SLBC and 1 steering committee were constituted and got approved in 145th meeting of SLBC Haryana held on 16.08.2018.   He further informed that meetings of 3 Sub Committees to SLBC Haryana were convened on 25.01.2019 and 29.01.2019 respectively whereas the meeting of steering committee to SLBC Haryana was convened on 01.02.2019. In sub-committee meetings, all related issues were discussed at length so that action could be initiated timely by concerned agencies in order to achieve the targets under the schemes. In sub-committee meetings, progress of Govt Sponsored Schemes including PMEGP, PMAY, NULM, NRLM, HSCFDC etc. was reviewed and it was revealed that there was difference between the progress shown by the respective Departments of the State Govt and being reported by Banks.  It was, therefore, required that the respective State Govt Departments should launch portal for PMAY, NULM, NRLM & HSCFDC as has been launched by KVIC/Department of Industries to monitor the progress under PMEGP.  Since launch of the portal of PMEGP the progress at all levels can be monitored on real time basis and consequently there is good progress in the Scheme due to efficient and effective monitoring by the Govt as well as by controlling heads of banks.
ACTION: HSRLM/SUDA/HSCFDC

The Convener SLBC Haryana further informed that Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on 2nd November, 2018 announced 12 Point initiative/measures for small & medium enterprises, including loans of upto Rs 1 Crore in 59 minutes through a new portal psbloansin59min.com, relaxed labour laws and easier compliance with environment laws. The Hon’ble Prime Minister also launched a support and outreach programme for implementation for 100 days in 100 identified districts of the country. Out of total 100 districts, 4 districts i.e. Panipat, Sonepat, Faridabad & Gurugram were identified for implementation of outreach programme in Haryana and targets of certain deliverables were given to banks to achieve in these districts. He informed that the achievement of the State of Haryana remained at 93% as on 12.02.2019 and thus remained front-runner in this Campaign too as it performed exceedingly well in Gram Swaraj Abhiyan-I in which 235 villages were saturated in Haryana and in Gram Swaraj Abhiyan-II in which 299 villages of Mewat which is an aspirational district were saturated under PMSBY, PMJJBY  & PMJDY.
He also applauded the excellent work done by LDMs of these four districts alongwith their teams. The excellent work done by LDMs of Gurugram and Panipat districts was especially appreciated and felicitated the services of these two LDMs.  The Convener SLBC Haryana further observed that the progress under PMAY has not been upto the desired level so far.  On the advice of Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS, Finance & Planning, a working group was constituted by SLBC Haryana comprising the representatives of Finance Department Haryana, Department of Urban Local Bodies Haryana, SLBC, LDMs of Hissar & Karnal districts to discuss & resolve the issues relating to difficulties being faced by banks in financing under PMAY.  The members of this group visited several places in the district Hissar, Karnal & Sonepat and met the applicants of PMAY.  On the basis of suggestions/action points submitted by this group,   Task Force Committees in all districts have been constituted by the State Urban Development Authority (SUDA), which will analyze the eligibility of the applicants as per the scheme on the basis of details of applicants to be provided by the Department of Urban Local Bodies and list of eligible applicants will be sent to the respective LDMs for further allocating to banks.  He requested the respective Department as well as all LDMs to ensure that meetings of District Level Task Force Committees are held on fortnightly basis so that the cases under PMAY are given to the respective bank branches to derive good progress under the scheme in timeline manner.
ACTION: SUDA, DCs & LDMs
The Convener SLBC further informed that the issue of non-payment of commission to banks on account of disbursement of Social Security Pensions has been taken up by banks as well as by SLBC on various Foras. Although Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS Finance & Planning during last meeting advised the Department of Social Justice to release 90% of the pending payment to the Banks till the signing of MoU, but even after lapse of one quarter the payment of commission has not been made by the Department. He again requested Chief Secretary & ACS Finance to get this issue resolved without any further delay as banks were incurring good amount of expenditure on disbursement of social justice pension.

While concluding, he hoped that the combined efforts of the Banks and of the State Government will take overall economic development of the State to new heights. 

ACTION: DEPTT OF SOCIAL JUSTICE/DEPT OF FINANCE
Shri Agyey Kumar Azad, Executive Director, PNB & Chairman SLBC, while delivering his keynote address welcomed Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana alongwith all dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC. He dwelt upon the significant developments which took place recently on banking and economy.

The Chairman SLBC Haryana informed the house that in the interim Budget 2019-20 presented on 1st February, 2019, Hon’ble Finance Minister announced the following:-
· Govt of India has decided to implement a new Central Sector Scheme namely “Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi” (PM-KISAN) for augmenting the income of the farmers by providing income support to all small and marginal landholders, farmer families across the country.  The scheme will be 100% funded by Govt of India, financial benefit of Rs 6000 per year will be provided to all small and marginal farmer families having total cultivable holding of upto 2 hectare.  This will be provided in 3 equal installments of Rs 2000 each in a period of every four months in a financial year.  The benefit shall be admissible for the transfer w.e.f. 01.12.2018. 

· 2% interest subvention to the farmers pursuing activities of animal husbandry and fisheries, who avail loan through Kisan Credit Card.  Further, in case of timely repayment of loan, they will also get an 3% interest subvention.

· All farmers affected by severe natural calamities where assistance is provided from National Disaster Relief Fund (NDRF) will be provided the benefit of interest subvention of 2% and prompt payment incentive of 3% for the entire period and reschedulement of their loans.

· Monetary Policy Committee, Reserve Bank of India in its Sixth Bi-monthly Monetary Policy announced on 7th February, 2019 decided to cut Repo Rate under the Liquidity Adjustment Facility (LAC) by 25 basis points to 6.25%.  Consequent upon the change in the Repo rate, the Reverse Repo rate under the LAF stands adjusted to 6% with immediate effect. Further, the Marginal Standing Facility (MSF) rate stands currently at 6.75%, SLR at 19.5% and CRR at 4%.

The Chairman SLBC Haryana further informed that Public Sector Companies will now source at-least 25% of their requirement from MSMEs against 20% earlier and within this 3% would be done from units run by women.  All central Public Sector Enterprises will have to join the Government’s e-Market place (GeM) to facilitate online procurement of common use goods & services by various Government Departments & Organizations.  So far, more than 1.5 lakh suppliers have been registered with GeM, including 40,000 MSMEs.  All companies with turnover more than Rs 500 crore would have to now come on Trade Receivables e-Discounting system (TReDS) platform, so that there is no cash flow problem for MSMEs. Transactions of over Rs 17,500 crore have taken place, resulting in average savings of 25% to 28%. 

The Chairman SLBC Haryana also apprised the house about achievements of banks in the State of Haryana under various flagship schemes run by Govt:-

· Under PMJDY upto 31.12.2018, 67,19,802 accounts were opened out of which 30,94,699 accounts of women were opened. Out of these, RuPay Cards were issued in 91% or 61,42,794 accounts out of which 86% cards were activated and a sum of Rs 2320 crore was mobilized by banks in PMJDY accounts.
· As at 31.12.2018 banks in the State enrolled 30,48,075 persons in Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY), 9,39,344 persons in Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) and 2,66,580 persons in Atal Pension Yojana (APY).

· Under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY), during the period from 1st April 2018 to 31st December, 2018, the banks in Haryana sanctioned a sum of Rs 2215 crore in 1,75,715 accounts.

· Under Stand Up India scheme during the review period i.e. from 1st April 2018 to 31st December, 2018, banks sanctioned loans of Rs 91.59 crore to 483 beneficiaries, out of which 113 cases amounting to Rs 17.18 crore were sanctioned to SC/ST categories and 370 cases amounting to Rs 74.41 crores to women beneficiaries in the State of Haryana.

Lauding the achievement of banking system in the State, the Chairman-SLBC appreciated the role of banks in achieving all National Goals as on 31.12.2018, except Export Credit. During the period under review i.e. from December 2017 to December 2018, he highlighted the major parameters as under:-

· 26 new branches were opened by commercial banks and RRBs in Haryana thus raising the total number of branches to 4764.

· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana increased by Rs 41,874 crores from Rs 3,29,946 crores to Rs 3,71,820 crores showing YoY growth of 13%.

· Total Advances during the review period increased from Rs 2,22,805 crores to Rs 2,56,387 crores registering YoY growth of 15%.

· Priority Sector Advances increased upto Rs 1,40,190 crores with 13% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector was 63% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances increased to Rs 52,240 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 10%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at December 2018 was 23% against the target of 18%.

· Under Annual Credit Plan 2018-19, achievement of banks under Agri Sector remained at 84%, under MSMEs at 121% and under Other Priority Sector at 68% and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 90%.

The Chairman SLBC also raised the issue of increase in stamp duty by State Govt recently and felt that stamp duty on loan agreement, which stands increased from Rs 10/- to Rs 2000/- for small loans given to poor strata of the society was on very high side.  He requested State Govt to consider revision on stamp duty on loan documents to be given to the weaker sector, priority sector & agriculture sector.

The Chairman SBC Haryana, while concluding, assured the State Government, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India, Reserve Bank of India and other stakeholders of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.     
  ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC

Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana, complimented the role played by banks in implementation of various flagship schemes of the Government and appreciated the efforts put in by banks.
He suggested that the very purpose of holding SLBC meeting should be confined to policy making only and sub-committees be formed to have interaction with bankers, to understand the problem of LDMs/local branch Managers working for the welfare of people and how we can work better to implement RBI and Govt policies. He focused on the following issues:-
· He informed that for PM-KISAN scheme recently announced by Hon’ble Finance Minister, necessary information is being collected and amount shall be credited to farmers’ accounts soon. He called upon bankers to make the programme successful and also to ensure that amount is credited to KYC compliant accounts and DBT is done properly.

· He noted that by the mid of February 2019 achievement under PMEGP remained at 83% and advised controlling heads of all banks to ensure to achieve the target during this financial year.

· Out of 16000-odd applications under PMAY sponsored by SUDA, only 1872 cases were processed by banks.  In order to address the problem of identification of applicants, family based data of 25 lakh families has been collected containing each family member’s name, Aadhaar & Mobile Number and family IDs have been prepared and the same will be made available to concerned bank Managers to understand, assess and fulfil the credit needs of every family and that should be the main thrust for every banker to meet credit requirements of every family rather than just chasing their targets.

· He also informed that the recent increase in stamp duty is being re-looked.
· Regarding release of commission on social justice pension, he proposed one committee consisting of Ms Komal Kishore, IRS, Finance Secretary; Madam Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, Govt of Haryana; Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana and concerned bank manager be constituted to discuss bankwise pending MIS so that this issue of payment of commission be resolved.
· He also informed that recently Haryana Financial Services Company has been formed and registered which will be given license by RBI soon as NBFC which will start operations within a year where entire Govt surplus funds will be invested and loans will also be extended to PSUs.

· He observed that instances of recovering bank overdues from social welfare pensions are coming to his notice and he appealed all bankers to desist from such practice.
· He quoted one complaint to Hon’ble Finance Minister Haryana where in complainant stated that property was under-valued by Asset Recovery Company of former bank employee for personal gains. He urged bankers not to indulge in such like practices which give scope for such kind of complaints.

While concluding, Shri Prasad advised banks and concerned State Govt Departments to continue to work in a coordinated manner for achieving new milestones.

ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC

Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana, after welcoming the dignitaries stated that SLBC is playing an important role in over-all development of the State.  He stressed that the very purpose of holding such high level meetings was to frame policies and also to review bankwise progress stringently. He laid emphasis on the following points:-

· Hon’ble Finance Minister of India has launched PM-KISAN scheme for the welfare of small and marginal farmers where-by a sum of Rs 6,000/- will be paid to all farmers having landholding of less than 2 acres w.e.f. 01.12.2018 which is to be released latest by the end of February 2019.  He informed that at different levels teams have been constituted to identify the eligible farmers and payment will be credited directly to farmers’ accounts which are Aadhaar linked. He called upon all concerned stake-holders to make the scheme successful. 
· He complemented the role of banks in achievement of targets under MSME Support & Outreach Campaign in 2 districts.  He hoped that in future also banks will continue to achieve allocated targets under various Campaigns launched by Govt.
· He further stated that Govt of Haryana is preparing family ID, which will be a very useful tool for bankers to understand and meeting financial needs of every family.
· He also informed that Govt of Haryana is in the process of implementing Antodaya Saral Kendras (ASKs) scheme wherein 480 schemes or services being rendered by the Govt will be provided to the citizens. 115 such ASKs have become operational and it will also be ensured that payment at these centres is made through digital mode.
· Govt of India has implemented a scheme called Bharat Broadband Network in which optical fibre has been laid by BBNL which has reached 6000 plus destinations in the villages and the Govt is in the process of finding ways and means of how to best utilize this network.  Since we have an extensive network of bank branches  in rural areas, it needs to be explored how best the banking network can also make use of this facility where the entire capital cost was borne by Govt of India.
· He advised bankers that DBT has been paying a major area of focus and attention in all beneficiary oriented schemes. Payment is made through DBT where-in involvement of bank is increasing. He called upon bankers to provide best level of services to the DBT account holders so that their faith in the banking system increases and the volume of transactions through the banking system also goes up.
· He also referred another flagship scheme of the Govt i.e. PMFBY, where again bank plays an important role in deducting and remitting the premium to insurance companies.  He narrated that now we had this scheme for the last 3 crop cycles and till now the total amount disbursed by way of relief to farmers is more than the premium collected from the farmers or part of premium that has been paid by the Govt on behalf of the farmers.  
· While briefing the house about the visit of Hon’ble Prime Minister to Kurukshetra on 12.02.2019 for taking part in national programme of Swachhta where-in 7000 delegates from all over the country participated. In his address, Hon’ble Prime Minister made a point to mention that while looking at the relative performance of various states in implementing flagship programmes of Govt of India, Haryana has the distinction of being the top State in many of these schemes, specifically, he mentioned about the performance of Haryana in Beti Bachao Beti Padhao scheme and also Haryana became first state as kerosene-free, LPG connections to each and every deserving person, in Ease of Doing Business Haryana now ranked No. 3 in the country or it is in terms of per capita income of all major parameters Haryana has the distinction of being a leading States. He hoped that PM-KISAN scheme being implemented for the first time, combined efforts of all related agencies, i.e. Revenue Department, Banks and UIDAI will make the scheme successful.
· He shared his concern about low performance of banks in financing FPOs and advised SLBC to monitor the scheme more vigorously. Similarly, animal husbandry and dairy is key emerging scenario but this is again another area where all types of support including financial support through banking system is required to take it forward. 
· He also informed that recent hike in Stamp Duty by Govt of Haryana will be re-looked/reviewed to make sure that beneficiaries of weaker section are not over-burdened.
In the end, he hoped that the day long proceedings will be fruitful and meaningful deliberations will take place.
ACTION: BANKS/LDMs/STATE GOVT/SLBC
Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairying Deptt., Govt of Haryana, informed that 40% of GDP is contributed by agriculture, so bankers should pay more attention towards this sector.  He also informed about the interest subvention scheme of Govt of Haryana.  He called upon bankers to issue Kisan Card to every farmer for purchase of agricultural implements, manure, pesticides etc.  He also informed that with the reducing land size farmers should look for other allied activities like dairy products so as to increase their income. He informed the house about salient features of schemes being promoted by their Department like high-tech dairy units, hi-tech and mini dairy units, piggery, sheep & goat units and poultry units. He called upon bankers to come forward to finance these projects which will not only help in increasing investment credit for banks but will also help farmers in doubling their income. He called upon banks to issue instructions to RSETIs to provide training to animal husbandry entrepreneurs.
Shri Gulati also highlighted schemes which are being promoted by their Department like bio-gas plant from waste of poultry birds, milk chakkies where-in farmer can invest from Rs 8 to 10 lakh for manufacturing of all milk products, micro milk processing units, milk packaging units, milk chiller machines etc. He also informed that for financing such units, banks require collateral security but farmers’ properties are located in laldora and banks were not accepting laldora property collateral security as the same is not mortgage-able.  He requested Department of Revenue to look into the matter so that laldora property is also made mortgage-able and banks can finance easily to farmers.
The Convener SLBC assured that necessary instructions will be imparted to all banks to make these schemes successful.  

ACTION: DEPT OF REVENUE, GOVT OF HARYANA/BANKS/LDMs

Shri Devender Singh, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Industries & Commerce, Govt of Haryana, congratulated bankers for outstanding performance in MSME Support & Outreach programme launched by Hon’ble Prime Minister.  He also complemented bankers for achieving PMEGP targets by 83%, specifically performance of PNB (216%), SHGB (111%), Vijaya Bank (100%) and Allahabad Bank (90%) remained very good. He noted with concern that HDFC, ICICI and Yes Banks have not sanctioned even a single loan under the scheme.  He called upon controlling heads of these banks to immediately look into the matter and ensure to achieve the allocated targets by the end of February this year.  
He also noted that growth of MSME remained at 3% only, but more could have been done.  He emphasized that MSME sector accounts for 40% of total GDP of the country which provides maximum employment so this sector needs to be taken due care.  He also informed that Govt of Haryana has recently announced MSME policy where preference is given to MSME units of Haryana to the extent of 50% procurement also as per Govt procurement programme. He requested banks which are lagging behind to give focused attention towards financing to MSME sector.

He also informed that in Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana more efforts are required to be done by all banks so as to achieve the allocated targets.
ACTION: ALL BANKS/SIDBI 
While delivering her keynote address Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India welcomed Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana, Shri Agyey Kumar Azad, Executive Director, PNB alongwith all dignitaries on the dais, media and all other members of SLBC. She highlighted following points:-

· RBI in Monetary Policy has reduced repo rate by 25 basis points.

· As inflation has gone down from 3.4% to 2.2%, food inflation is also down and monsoon outcome is positive, RBI has cut repo rate by 25 basis points.
· Credit Growth Bill has shown significant rise and there is deepening of agriculture long term credit and NABARD will be addressing on that.  RBI has set up internal working group to look into it.
· RBI has made collateral-free loans from Rs 1.00 lakh to Rs 1.60 lakh for the farmers.

· RBI Central Office is in the process of development of SLBC Portal with the help of all bankers which will help SLBC to fetch related data from the website. 

· Complaints from farmers are being received that bankers are obtaining PDCs from farmers and requested bankers to desist from such practice.

· RBI has allowed banks to restructure their standard MSME accounts which were overdue as on 01.01.2019 and requested bankers to make use of this opportunity.
· The position of national goals remained very encouraging CD ratio 69%, all national goals achieved, except export credit and some villages remain to be banked. 
ACTION: ALL BANKS/SLBC

Shri P K Bhardwaj, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Haryana, while speaking on the occasion, complemented all the banks for achievement under various parameters.  He congratulated bankers for achievement under Annual Credit Plan by 90% for the period ended December 2018. He hoped that banks will be achieving annual ACP targets for the financial year 2018-19.   He, however, noted with concern that achievement of banks under Agriculture Investment Credit remained only at 26% of the total agriculture sector.  He laid emphasis on providing loans to farmers to facilitate capital formation/asset creation in the field of agriculture. 
Shri Bhardwaj also informed the house that State Focus Paper 2019-20 was released in the State Credit Seminar on 13.02.2019 with a credit potential of Rs 1,29,842 crore.  Accordingly, SLBC also aggregated the DCPs prepared by LDMs and arrived at a credit target of Rs 1,28,864 crore. He requested all bankers to strive for achieving the target under Agriculture Sector for the year 2018-19 and also draw suitable strategy for 2019-20.

As regards Financial Inclusion in the State of Haryana, while expressing happiness on opening of 67.19 lakh accounts under PMJDY till December 2018, out of which around 61.43 lakhs accounts RuPay Cards have been issued, he requested bankers to increase activation of RuPay Kisan cards, as well.
He also informed that concept of Farmers’ Producing Organizations (FPOs) was coming to the fore to address the issue of aggregation, the FPO with membership from the farmers will have adequate bargaining power to purchase inputs in bulk and may be able to create storage facilities for farmers’ produce to sell at higher prices.  So far, 75 FPOs have been promoted by NABARD in the State.  The banks may come forward in supporting FPOs through bank finance for their cash credit needs and also for term finance for setting up infrastructure under CCDP. 

Under micro credit initiatives, Shri Bhardwaj informed that NABARD has taken up the digitization of SHGs to ensure proper accounting, transparency in transactions and increase comfort level of bankers for financing SHGs. Currently, in E-Shakti districts, all records of SHGs viz. saving, internal loaning and transactions with banks etc are being uploaded through E-Shakti Mobile App on a real time basis. However, out of total 4343 digitized SHGs, 1964 SHGs have been credit linked. He solicited the intervention of SLBC in ensuring continued cooperation in credit linkage of the SHGs.

The house reviewed the performance of banks under all aforesaid parameters and banks were advised to: -

· Ensure to get BHIM app activated at business outlets of 100 small businesses by every bank branch by 28.02.2019.

· Ensure issuance and activation of RuPay Cards to all eligible account holders at the time of opening of new accounts.

· Ensure further reduction in zero balance PMJDY accounts.

· Ensure Aadhaar seeding in operative saving bank accounts including PMJDY accounts. 

· Ensure disposal of settlement of claim cases under RuPay cards maximum within a month as there was more than 3 months’ delay in settlement of some of claim cases.

· To accelerate efforts and achieve the allocated target under PMSBY, PMJJBY and APY.

· To make concerted efforts to achieve the targets under PMMY & Stand-up India scheme. 

· Ensure to improve progress in digital payments so as to achieve allocated target set for 31.03.2019.
Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Govt of Haryana laid emphasis on opening of PMJDY of each adult as emphasized in extended phase of PMJDY scheme and urged upon bankers to see that PMJDY accounts do not remain with zero balance, banks should make all accounts operative by inculcating the habit of poorest strata of people with the help of their BCAs, OD of Rs 10,000/- is sanctioned to eligible account holders and they are issued RuPay Cards which are also got activated so that in case of any mishappening, benefit of insurance schemes could be passed on to legal heirs.

Shri Anil Kumar Yadav, General Manager, Reserve Bank of India noted that as per the figures, 8 to 9 lakh cards are not activated, which means benefits of insurance etc will not be extended to account holders and advised bankers to get these cards activated.  

Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana also advised bankers that as per decision taken in sub-committee meeting, inform name of Nodal Officer to their respective Insurance Companies and also instruct their branches to submit complete documents to Insurance Companies while sending claim papers so that delay in settling of claims can be avoided. The Chairman SLBC advised representative from Insurance Company to circulate check-list to all banks so that complete set of documents could be submitted by banks and delay in settling of claims is reduced.
The representative of Department of Rural Development was advised to ensure submission of consent letters of remaining workers of MGNREGA to all LDMs so that Aadhaar numbers can be got seeded in 100% accounts to facilitate DBT in all the cases. 

While going through Mudra figures, Shri Yadav, General Manager, Reserve Bank of India again advised SLBC secretariat to incorporate the figures from Mudra portal which also includes financing by NBFCs, MFIs etc. 
Shri Ashutosh Kaushik, Deputy Director, UIDAI informed that Aadhaar Enrolment Centres (AECs) are required to be opened in 472 bank branches (being 10% of 4720 total branches) covering all blocks but 324 AECs are functional in the State of Haryana, 115 bank branches have not opened AECs as yet and 37 blocks were still uncovered.  He requested bankers to get AECs opened in remaining branches and also to ensure that all blocks are covered. He was informed that due to lesser enrollments, persons working on these kits are leaving which causes problem.  The Convener SLBC informed that opening of 472 AECs may not be feasible and advised UIDAI to re-visit the number of opening 472 AECs. 
During deliberation, the Chairman SLBC Haryana advised bankers to ensure that high level participation in SLBC meetings for fruitful discussions. It was decided that Controlling Heads of all banks operating in the State of Haryana will attend SLBC meetings invariably.  In case of any urgency, Controlling Head will seek leave of absence and prior permission from Convener SLBC to allow their second-in-command to attend SLBC meeting. In case of sub-committee meetings of SLBC only officers of the rank of Deputy Controlling Heads/AGM will attend.

Shri Sharma further informed that it was informed by representative from SUDA that as per recommendations of Working Group, Task Force Committee meetings have been convened in some districts and expressed hope that with the new system/mechanism the progress under the scheme will positively improve.  

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia informed that SUDA had sponsored 18000 applications under PMAY out of which only 1832 applications were processed by banks.  Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager SLBC Haryana clarified that only lists containing names and addresses of 18000-odd people were  supplied to LDMs and the same were distributed to all banks but most of the applicants were either not interested in availing the loan or not eligible under the scheme.  He requested LDMs present in the meeting to inform the factual position.
·  LDM Rohtak informed that only lists containing names and addresses were received and the same were sent to all banks and physical applications were not made available to them.

·  LDM Mewat also informed that all applicants were sent registered letters and majority of them were not interested in construction of houses and were under the impression that they will receive funds/subsidy from the Govt.
·  LDM Gurugram informed that in the list supplied to their district 99% applicants were landless labourers and thus were not eligible under the scheme.
·  LDM Karnal also informed that in most of cases applicants    were not having land, income proof or map and as such were not eligible under the scheme.
Shri Anil Kumar Yadav, General Manager, Reserve Bank of India observed that the lists of applicants were supplied to banks without proper scrutiny and the same was reason for large number of rejection.

Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, informed that District Task Force Committees as suggested by working group are now being convened where applications will be scrutinized and hoped that more and more cases will be sanctioned under the scheme.
