	MINUTES OF 148th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


The 148th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended March 2019 (FY 2018-19) was held on 17.05.2019 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh.  Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Dr Rajesh Yaduvanshi, Executive Director, PNB, presided over the meeting. Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana; Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairying, Haryana; Ms Neerja Shekhar, IAS, Principal Secretary, Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt of Haryana;  Shri Ashok Sangwan, IAS, Director, Industries & Commerce, Haryana; Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, UIDAI;  Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, RBI, Chandigarh; Shri Deepak Manchanda, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana; Shri B S Raina, General Manager, PS&FI Division, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi; Shri D K Jain, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Haryana Zone & Convener, State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Shri Anil Kumar Yadav, General Manager, Reserve Bank of India; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Govt, Controlling Heads of Banks operating in the State of Haryana and media persons were amongst those present in the meeting.

At the outset, Shri D K Jain, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana-Chief Guest; Dr Rajesh Yaduvanshi, Executive Director, PNB, Chairman of the meeting, dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  
Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana informed the house that in order to make SLBC platform more meaningful, he  suggested SLBC Secretariat to make little change in holding pattern of the meeting in order to make this meeting more interactive where all participants actively participate and deliberate over the issues instead of speeches by dignitaries only.  He hoped that the new format of presentation by SLBC will be more fruitful and will help the forum in taking policy decisions. 
Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that as per advice of Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana, necessary modifications have been made in the format and presentation. He informed the house that as per RBI circular dated 06.04.2018 on revamped Lead Bank Scheme, 3 sub committees to SLBC were convened on 29.04.2019 whereas the meeting of steering committee to SLBC Haryana was convened on 01.05.2019. In sub-committee meetings, all related issues were discussed at length so that action could be initiated timely by concerned agencies in order to achieve the targets under the schemes. In sub-committee meetings, progress of Govt Sponsored Schemes including PMEGP, PMAY, NULM, NRLM, HSCFDC etc. was reviewed.

	STATUS OF OPENING OF PMJDY ACCOUNT AS AT MARCH, 2019


Shri Amit Singh, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto March 2019,  70,01,803 PMJDY accounts were opened by all banks in the State of Haryana, out of which, public sector banks opened 55,96,839 accounts, private sector banks 4,57,598 accounts and SHGB 9,46,646 accounts.  Top three banks in PMJDY accounts remained, SBI, PNB and SHGB and bottom three banks were Yes Bank, Karnataka Bank and Kotak Mahindra Bank.

While reviewing the position of opening of PMJDY accounts in the districts it was observed that in Charkhi Dadri, Mohindergarh and Panchkula districts comparatively less number of PMJDY accounts were opened.  On asking the reason for opening less number of accounts in Panchkula, Shri P N Khanna, Lead District Manager, Panchkula responded that number of PMJDY accounts have been opened in Panchkula in proportion to the existing population.  He told that district Panchkula is almost saturated in PMJDY accounts and fully banked as well.

The Additional Chief Secretary, F&P advised the bankers to open more and more accounts under PMJDY and ensure that no adult in the State of Haryana remains unbanked.

	ISSUANCE & ACTIVATION OF RUPAY CARDS


While reviewing the bank-wise performance with regard to issuance of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, Shri Amit Singh, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana observed that the position has remained at 90% and the same was considered satisfactory by banks.  With regard to activation of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, it was informed that 85% of Cards stands activated out of total RuPay Cards issued. 
Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that the position of Haryana in issuance of RuPay Cards is at No.1 amongst all States in the country and complemented the role played by all banks for this achievement. The achievement of banks in this area was also applauded by the Chief Secretary; Additional Chief Secretary, F&P; Chairman SLBC, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India and other dignitaries. 
Bank of Maharashtra, Indian Bank, Uco Bank and other banks’ dignitaries which were lagging behind in issuance and activation of RuPay Cards were advised by Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS F&P to improve their position.

Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS F&P informed bankers that as per feed-back reports received from the field, bankers were debiting amount received as social security pension and compensation received for crop failures towards adjustment of loan accounts and advised them to desist from this practice. He also informed that complaints for non-payment/delay in payment of social security pensions from Bhiwani and Jind districts were received by him and advised LDMs of these districts to issue necessary instructions to all banks in this regard.

	ZERO BALANCE ACCOUNTS


The performance of zero balance accounts was reviewed.  The Chief Manager SLBC informed that there is increase of 2,82,001 PMJDY accounts from the previous quarter and percentage of zero balance account has decreased from 11.21% to 11.13%.  

The Convener SLBC Haryana advised bankers to look into this aspect also and reduce the zero balance accounts to the maximum extent. He also advised bankers and LDMs to put best efforts and sensitize the field staff and BCAs to make all accounts with zero balance operative by motivating respective account holders to keep some balance in these accounts so as to achieve the objective of PMJDY by connecting the unbanked people to the main banking stream.

	AADHAAR SEEDING IN PMJDY ACCOUNTS 


The Chief Manager, SLBC informed that out of 70,01,803 accounts opened under PMJDY, Aadhaar have been seeded in 62,33,616 accounts which is 89% of the total accounts opened under the scheme upto 31.03.2019. Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS F&P informed that Govt of India and State Govt are implementing various DBT and Social Security Schemes through bank accounts linked with Aadhaar to ensure that benefits reach the genuine beneficiaries.  He called upon bankers to make their best efforts to make all eligible PMJDY accounts seeded with Aadhaar.  He specially called upon LDMs of districts Jhajjar and Rewari to improve upon the performance of their respective districts in this significant area.

	CLAIMS RECEIVED AND SETTLED UNDER RUPAY CARDS


The performance of claims received and settled under RuPay Cards was also reviewed in the meeting.  It was informed that 842 claims were received and 23 cases were pending, out of which 1 case was pending for more than 3 months, which was viewed seriously. 

The representatives from Insurance Companies were requested to honour pending claim cases at the earliest. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana advised all bankers to submit complete documents, including copy of RuPay Card to Insurance Companies while sending claim papers so that delay in settling of claims can be avoided.

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed that as demanded by Insurance Companies, the names of Nodal Officers of all banks were sent to Insurance Companies by SLBC in order to make efficient follow-up by Insurance Companies.

	AADHAAR SEEDING AND MOBILE SEEDING IN OPERATIVE SAVING FUND ACCOUNTS


The house was informed that 86% of total operative savings funds accounts have been Aadhaar seeded and 83% have been mobile seeded, which was considered satisfactory by the house. Still bankers were advised to continue their efforts in maximizing Aadhaar Seeding and Mobile seeding in operative Saving Fund accounts.

While deliberating upon the issue of seeding of Aadhaar number in the accounts of MGNREGA workers, the Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana advised the representative from Rural Development Haryana to submit consent forms of pending accounts to respective LDMs and get the same seeded at the earliest.

	UIDAI ISSUES – SETTING UP OF AADHAAR ENROLMENT & UPDATION CENTRES IN BANK PREMISES


Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Director-General, UIDAI, informed the house that in the State of Haryana, banks are capturing 21% of total enrolment updations which is on lower side. She further informed that against a target of setting up of 472 Aadhaar Enrolment Centres, only 291 AECs are operational. She requested bankers to get AECs opened in remaining branches and also to ensure that all blocks are covered. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana advised all bankers to follow the instructions of UIDAI in true letter and spirit and ensure setting up of AECs in uncovered blocks.

The house was informed that in the State of Haryana 2328 BCAs have been appointed against the requirement of 2019 BCAs.  The bankers were advised to ensure that all BCAs are in place and are working properly.

	PRADHAN MANTRI SURAKSHA BIMA YOJANA (PMSBY), PRADHAN MANTRI JEEVAN JYOTI BIMA YOJANA (PMJJBY) AND ATAL PENSION YOJANA (APY)


The Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto 31.03.2019 banks have enrolled 32,64,993 persons under PMSBY, 9,89,007 under PMJJBY and 2,99,620 under APY by various banks in the State of Haryana with increase of 7%, 5.3% and 12.40% respectively from December quarter on quarterly basis.
The house was informed that out 2461 claims were lodged under PMSBY and 216 cases were still pending, out of which 116 cases were pending for more than 3 months.  Similarly, under PMJJBY 4344 cases were lodged and 248 were pending, out of which 89 cases were pending for more than 3 months.  The pendency of cases for more than 3 months was viewed  seriously and respective insurance companies were advised to minimize the pendency to a great extent.

	PRADHAN MANTRI MUDRA YOJANA (PMMY) PROGRESS DURING THE PERIOD ENDED MARCH, 2019


The house reviewed the performance of banks under PMMY scheme. The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that during FY 2018-19 upto 31.03.2019, 3,41,503 accounts were sanctioned under PMMY amounting to Rs 3575.53 crores.  The annual achievement was 81% of the total target under PMMY.
The Additional Chief Secretary, F&P also informed that Govt of Haryana is planning to launch a special campaign for Mudra loans across the State of Haryana from June 2019 to July 2019, details for which are being finalized, and advised bankers to cover maximum number of eligible beneficiaries under the scheme. 

The house was informed that %age of NPA in Mudra Scheme as at March 2019 remained at 5% where-as NPAs of Public Sector Banks was 7%, private banks was 2% and SHGB was 5%.  The bankers were advised that efforts should be made to reduce NPA under the scheme.

	PROGRESS UNDER STAND-UP INDIA SCHEME DURING THE PERIOD ENDED MARCH, 2019


While reviewing performance under Stand Up India, the Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that this is one of the flagship programmes of the Govt of India and progress of this scheme is being closely monitored by the Govt of India.  He also informed that during the current financial year i.e. upto 31.03.2019, 729 beneficiaries have been sanctioned loans amounting to Rs 140.54 crores.

The Additional Chief Secretary, F&P took serious note over the banks who have not sanctioned even a single case during financial year 2018-19 like, United Bank of India, Kotak Mahindra Bank and Yes Bank and advised controlling heads of these banks to ensure to sanction cases under the scheme during this financial year.

Shri Ashok Sangwan, IAS, Director-General, Industries & Commerce informed that as per extant guidelines Stand-up India Scheme is not being monitored by their Department and if they are given the opportunity they will monitor the scheme, as is being done by them in PMEGP.

Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, also informed that there is not much scope under the scheme specifically in rural & semi-urban areas as under the scheme only SC/ST and women are eligible for loan of Rs 10 lakh and above and bankers were finding it difficult to identify eligible applicants at their own.

Dr Rajesh Yaduvanshi, Chairman SLBC also observed that as there was no mechanism for sponsoring of cases under the scheme, this scheme could not pick up as per expectations of the Govt.

The Additional Chief Secretrary, F&P said that in order to have more interaction over all these schemes, a VC will be held soon with all LDMs and Deputy Commissioners in the State.

Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana informed the house that out of total 55 lakh families in the State of Haryana, their Department has already prepared family IDs of 40 lakh families containing every family member’s name, age, date of birth, aadhaar number,  which will be shared to all banks to understand and meet the credit requirements of every family.
Shri D S Dhesi, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt of Haryana expressed happiness over the new format of presentation by SLBC and healthy discussions which took place during the course of deliberations and review of various schemes of the Govt. He shared that in order to incentivize banks in terms of distribution of deposits available with the Govt, a new formula should be tried and devised where banks get deposit as per performance and that their contribution to various flagship programmes.  He highlighted two major issues, Parivar Pehchan Patra and economic census which is being carried out in the State of Haryana, which will be a good opportunity to collect relevant information on key parameters for identification of beneficiaries to provide financial assistance to them. 
He appreciated good beginning to hold SLBC in new format and also requested the Chairman SLBC Haryana to make it a permanent feature to identify key issues and find solutions for the same in SLBC Meeting.

	IMPLEMENTATION OF MEASURES FOR PROMOTION & PROLIFERATION OF DIGITAL PAYMENTS IN THE STATE – PROGRESS UPTO MARCH, 2019 (2018-19)


The Chief Manager, SLBC informed the house that upto 31.03.2019, 40.89 crore digital transactions amounting to Rs 7,98,000 crore  have taken place, thus achieving the target by 106%. He congratulated all bankers for achieving targets of digital transactions during this financial year also.

The Convener SLBC Haryana advised bankers to get brick & mortar branches opened expeditiously.

Ms Gargi Upadhyay, Technical Support Unit, PMFBY, Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, New Delhi, informed that their Department has chalked out massive capacity building programmes for all stake-holders by giving training to branch officials for smooth functioning of the scheme in the State of Haryana and requested bankers to provide names of master trainers by the end of May 2019 so that these training programmes could be conducted.

	KISAN CREDIT CARD (KCC) SCHEME : WORKING CAPITAL FOR ANIMAL HUSBANDRY AND FISHERIES


The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that as per RBI circular dated 03.02.2019, Scale of Finance under Kisan Credit Card Scheme for working capital for animal husbandry and fisheries, Scale of Finance shall be fixed by District Level Technical Committee (DLTC) based on local cost worked out on the basis of per acre/per unit/per animal/per bird etc.  He also informed that SLBC had requested HARCO Bank to initiate necessary steps for fixing of scale of finance for financing under the scheme in coordination with the concerned departments and also to hold meeting of DLTC of their respective districts in coordination with LDMs and concerned departments to evaluate the scale of finance at the earliest so that credit facility can be extended to farmers of Haryana. He also informed that during current financial year progress under the scheme will be viewed by State as well as Central Govt at national level.

The Managing Director, HARCO Bank informed that necessary instructions have already been imparted to field staff at district level and Scale of Finance under the Scheme for the State of Haryana shall be finalized soon.

Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairying informed the house that since long agriculture and allied activity was clubbed together and these two should be analyzed separately. He also informed that 40% of GDP is contributed by agriculture, so bankers should pay more attention towards this sector.  He briefed the house about steps initiated by their Department with regard to insurance of animals, registration of animals, breeding, sex-semen, IVF plant 3000 family cows and also planning to set up one lac cows of high quality milch, sex semen etc. He also informed that their Department has launched new app  Har Pashu Ka Gyan, which will be containing detail of animals like bank financing and insurance and all related queries will also be addressed.

He also highlighted schemes which are being promoted by their Department like bio-gas plant from waste of poultry birds, milk chakkies where-in farmer can invest from Rs 8 to 10 lakh for manufacturing of all milk products, micro milk processing units, milk packaging units, milk chiller machines etc.
He informed the house about salient features of schemes being promoted by their Department like high-tech dairy units, hi-tech and mini dairy units, piggery, sheep & goat units and poultry units. He called upon bankers to come forward to finance these projects which will not only help in increasing investment credit for banks but will also help farmers in doubling their income. 

While interacting LDM Mewat informed that in his district milk was being produced but there was problem of milk selling which is discouraging for farmers.  Shri Gulati informed that their Department is planning to start Milk Producing Company soon in the district.
The Convener SLBC assured that necessary instructions will be imparted to all banks to make these schemes successful.

Bank-wise, sector-wise and sub-sector wise targets were discussed and after detailed discussions, house approved the revised ACP targets.

The Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana further informed that Reserve Bank of India vide their letter FIDD.CO.LBS.No.1960/02.01.010/2018-19 dated 08.03.2019 mentioned that as per Revamp of Lead Bank Scheme – Action Points for SLBC Convener Banks/Lead Banks, SLBC Convener Banks have been advised that corporate business targets for branches, blocks, districts and States of banks may be aligned with the Annual Credit Plan (ACP) under the Lead Bank Scheme to ensure its better implementation. Accordingly, controlling offices of the banks need to synchronize their internal business plans with the ACP at branch/block/district/state level in each State/Union Territory.

As such, all banks were requested to align targets of their banks with Annual Credit Plan 2019-20.


Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana also noted that the formats on which data related to ACP targets/achievements is called by RBI/NABARD is not incommensurate with data available with LDM offices. He stressed the urgent need for re-alignment of the formats enabling SLBC Secretariat to collect data from LDMs for onward submission to RBI/NABARD.

The Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana complemented the role of banks for achieving PMEGP targets during 2018-19. He appreciated the performance made by PNB, the Convener Bank (291%), Allahabad Bank (120%), Andhra Bank (101%), Bank of India (100%), Canara Bank (164%), Central Bank of India (137%), OBC (113%), SBI (118%), Syndicate Bank (100%), Union Bank of India (118%), Vijaya Bank (127%) & SHGB (144%).  However, he expressed concern over the performance of Axis Bank (3%), HDFC Bank, ICICI Bank and Yes Bank (0%).  He observed that performance of private sector banks under the scheme was negligible (9%).
The reasons for low performance from private sector banks were discussed with representatives of these banks and the respective representative assured that during this financial year targets under the scheme shall be achieved.  Bankers were also requested to dispose of all the pending cases as on 31.03.2019 during the current financial year, as there was no need to re-sponsor these cases.
Shri Ashok Sangwan, IAS, Director Industries & Commerce informed that due to lukewarm response of private sector banks less number of applications are being sponsored to private sector banks and maximum being forwarded to the lead bank.
Shri TVSN Prasad, IAS, ACS F&P advised that a small group be formed to visit HDFC Bank and ICICI Bank which should  try to analyze reasons for reluctance of these banks and reasons for pendency of cases.  He also informed that Govt funds will be given to those banks only whose participation in Govt sponsored programme is on higher side.  
District-wise analysis of all schemes was also made.  However, it was noticed that performance of some districts was on higher side and some districts were lagging behind.  It was analysed that district-wise progress under all schemes be reviewed on the basis of population of each district.
While analyzing district-wise progress under PMEGP, the Chief Secretary Haryana observed that performance of Kaithal district remained good and appreciated the role of LDM in the district. LDM Gurugram assured that all 235 pending cases shall be got disposed of by 15.06.2019.
Ms Rachna Dikshit, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India advised banks to exercise due diligence while disposing of cases.

The Govt of Maharashtra has issued circular to the police officers at the subordinate divisional level for ensuring proper implementation of orders passed by the Chief Metropolitan Magistrate (CMM) of District Magistrate (DM) under Section 14 of SARFAESI Act for taking physical possession of secured assets for the recovery of loan granted by banks and financial institutions including Urban Cooperative Banks to their borrowers.
He requested State Govt to issue similar type of instructions for implementation in the State of Haryana.

Shri D K Jain, Convener SLBC Haryana also brought to the notice of State Govt that instances of ATM looting, looting in branches have increased in the State of Haryana and requested State authorities to take effective corrective measures to check these instances. He requested the Govt to advise police to work stringently to crack these theft cases so as to provide congenial environment for banking and ATM operations in the State.
He also informed that in a few instances where banks issued notices under Section 13 (4) of SARFAESI Act, 2002 to borrower party and initiated action for possession of the secured assets, the borrower lodged FIR against the bankers on filmsy grounds and the bankers were harassed by the police.  He requested State Govt to issue necessary instructions to police authorities for not registering FIR without due process and proper investigation in such cases and give proper hearing to bankers so as to arrive at true substantiated facts.  He asserted that proper enforcement of SARFAESI Act formed by Govt of India is necessary in order to facilitate recovery process of the bank.
The Additional Chief Secretary, F&P assured full cooperation from State Govt and assured that all these aspects shall be looked into.
