	MINUTES OF 150th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


150th meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended September 2019 was held on 18.11.2019 at Hotel Shivalik View, Sector 17, Chandigarh.  Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairy, Government of Haryana was the Chief Guest and Shri L V Prabhakar, Executive Director, PNB, presided over the meeting. Shri J K Pandey, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, Chandigarh; Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Deputy Director General, UIDAI;  Dr Rajiv Siwach, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Haryana; Shri B S Raina, General Manager, PS&FI Division, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi; Shri D K Jain, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Haryana Zone & Convener State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Ms G Komal Kishore, IRS, Secretary Finance, Govt of Haryana; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Govt, Controlling Heads of Banks operating in the State of Haryana and media persons were amongst those present in the meeting.

At the outset, Shri D K Jain, Zonal Manager, PNB, Haryana Zone and Convener SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairy, Government of Haryana-Chief Guest; Shri L V Prabhakar, Executive Director, PNB, Chairman of the meeting, dignitaries on dais and other distinguished members present in the meeting.  
Shri S D Sharma, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that as per advice of Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana, necessary modifications have been made in the format and presentation. He informed the house that as per RBI circular dated 06.04.2018 on revamped Lead Bank Scheme, 3 sub committees to SLBC were convened on 25.10.2019 whereas the meeting of steering committee to SLBC Haryana was convened on 31.10.2019. In sub-committee meetings, all related issues were discussed at length so that action could be initiated timely by concerned agencies in order to achieve the targets under the schemes. In sub-committee meetings, progress of Government Sponsored Schemes including PMEGP, PMAY, NULM, NRLM, HSCFDC etc. was reviewed.

The minutes of last SLBC meeting held on 14.08.2019 were circulated on 13.09.2019.  As no comments were received, house confirmed the same.

	ISSUANCE & ACTIVATION OF RUPAY CARDS


While reviewing the bank-wise performance with regard to issuance of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, Shri Amit Singh, Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana observed that the position has remained at 90% and the same was considered satisfactory by banks.  With regard to activation of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, it was informed that 85% of Cards stands activated out of total RuPay Cards issued. 
It was observed that achievement of banks under RuPay Card activation under PMJDY was less by Yes Bank (38%) & HDFC Bank (50%) and controlling heads of these banks were advised to improve their position in this respect.

	ZERO BALANCE ACCOUNTS


The performance of zero balance accounts was reviewed.  The Chief Manager SLBC informed that there was decrease of 9,357 PMJDY accounts from the previous quarter.

The Convener SLBC Haryana advised bankers to look into this aspect also and reduce the zero balance accounts to the maximum extent. He also advised bankers and LDMs to put best efforts and sensitize the field staff and BCAs to make all accounts with zero balance operative by motivating respective account holders to keep some balance in these accounts so as to achieve the objective of PMJDY by connecting the unbanked people to the main banking stream.

	STATUS OF AADHAAR SEEDING AND MOBILE NUMBER SEEDING IN OPERATIVE SAVING FUND ACCOUNTS AS ON SEPTEMBER, 2019 


The house was informed that in operative saving fund accounts, Aadhaar seeding has been done in 84% accounts where-as mobile seeding has been done in all operative accounts.

	CLAIMS RECEIVED AND SETTLED UNDER RUPAY CARDS


The performance of claims received and settled under RuPay Cards was also reviewed in the meeting.  It was informed that 885 claims were received and 25 cases were pending, out of which 3 cases were pending for more than 3 months, which was viewed seriously. 

The representatives from Insurance Companies were advised to honour pending claim cases at the earliest. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana advised all bankers to submit complete documents, including copy of RuPay Card to Insurance Companies while sending claim papers so that delay in settling of claims can be avoided.

	STATUS OF AADHAAR SEEDING IN PMJDY ACCOUNTS AS ON SEPTEMBER, 2019


The house was informed that 89% of total PMJDY accounts have been Aadhaar seeded, which was considered satisfactory by the house. Still bankers were advised to continue their efforts in maximizing Aadhaar Seeding and Mobile seeding in operative Saving Fund accounts.

	UIDAI ISSUES – SETTING UP OF AADHAAR ENROLMENT & UPDATION CENTRES IN BANK PREMISES


Ms Bhawna Garg, IAS, Deputy Director-General UIDAI, informed the house that in the State of Haryana, banks were capturing 27% of total enrolment updations which is on lower side. She informed that only 329 bank branches have set up Aadhaar Enrolment Centres (AECs) where-as AECs are required to be set up in 10% of their bank branches.  She also informed that out of 140 blocks, AECs have not been set up by banks in 55 blocks.
She also advised banks to give due publicity in bank branches that Aadhaar services are available in bank branches so as to increase enrolment by banks. She also briefed about the revised charges for updation work and hoped that with the revision of charges the project of setting up of AEC by banks will be viable now. She also informed that as per Money Laundering Act, authentication of Aadhaar is must and banks have to confirm the identity of account holders. She also informed that UIDAI is always ready to provide training to AEC personnel as per their requirement.

The house was informed that in the State of Haryana 2333 BCAs have been appointed against the requirement of 2017 BCAs.  The bankers were advised to ensure that all BCAs are in place and are working properly.

	PRADHAN MANTRI SURAKSHA BIMA YOJANA (PMSBY), PRADHAN MANTRI JEEVAN JYOTI BIMA YOJANA (PMJJBY) AND ATAL PENSION YOJANA (APY)


The Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto 30.09.2019 banks have enrolled 32,79,692 persons under PMSBY, 9,91,009 under PMJJBY and 3,35,342 under APY by various banks in the State of Haryana. 
The house was informed that out 2799 claims were lodged under PMSBY and 250 cases were still pending, out of which 84 cases were pending for more than 3 months.  Similarly, under PMJJBY 4954 cases were lodged and 221 were pending, out of which 55 cases were pending for more than 3 months.  The pendency of cases for more than 3 months was viewed seriously and respective insurance companies were advised to minimize the pendency to a great extent.
It was observed that contribution of private sector banks towards PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, APY and other financial inclusion schemes was on very low side.  The representatives from ICICI, HDFC and Yes Bank assured to improve their position in this regard.
While informing about CM Parivar Samridhi Yojana, Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana informed that person of above 18 years is eligible under the scheme. She also informed that under CM Parivar Samridhi Yojana, launched by the State Government on 31.08.2019, Government of Haryana will reimburse premium paid under PMJJBY & PMSBY, who are eligible under the scheme.  
The Convener SLBC Haryana hoped that this facility of the Government will increase in number of enrolments under PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY.

Shri J K Pandey, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India advised the bankers to put extra efforts to increase enrolments under the schemes and desired that these efforts should appear to be done in actual way.

	PRADHAN MANTRI MUDRA YOJANA (PMMY) PROGRESS DURING PERIOD ENDED SEPTEMBER 2019


The house reviewed the performance of banks under PMMY scheme. The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that during the period ended September 2019, 235833 accounts were sanctioned under PMMY amounting to Rs 2279.22 crores.  
The SLBC Convener advised and urged all banks to sanction maximum Mudra loans as this scheme is one of the flagship schemes of the Government. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana said that as already informed by Additional Chief Secretary, (Finance & Planning) in previous SLBC meetings, family ID data is ready now which will be got mapped with bank branches which will help branch managers to understand and fulfil the credit requirement of each and every family.  
The house was informed that %age of NPA in Mudra Scheme as at September 2019 remained at 7% where-as NPAs of Public Sector Banks was 9%, private banks was 3% and SHGB was 5%.  The bankers were advised to check NPA under the scheme and make due diligence properly while sanctioning Mudra Loans.

	PROGRESS UNDER STAND-UP INDIA SCHEME DURING PERIOD ENDED SEPTEMBER, 2019


While reviewing performance under Stand Up India, the Chief Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that being the flagship programmes of the Govt of India and progress under the scheme is constantly closely monitored by the Govt of India.  He also informed that during the current half-year upto 30.09.2019, 324 beneficiaries have been sanctioned loans amounting to Rs 72.72 crores.
It was also informed that an interactive portal (www.standupmitra.in) has also been launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister which hosts information about various entities providing hand holding support to the borrower.  It has been advised to route the loan applications through the portal.

	IMPLEMENTATION OF MEASURES FOR PROMOTION & PROLIFERATION OF DIGITAL PAYMENTS IN THE STATE – PROGRESS UPTO SEPTEMBER 2019


The Chief Manager, SLBC informed the house that upto 30.09.2019, 21,99,38,475 lakh digital transactions have taken place. He requested controlling heads of all banks to further increase digital/cashless transactions in the State of Haryana.
The Chief Manager, SLBC further informed that consequent upon the decision taken in sub-committee to SLBC meeting, four districts viz Ambala, Karnal, Hisar and Bhiwani were identified by SLBC to send the State Government to select one district out of four for 100% digitalization since Government is significant stake-holder in this project.  He requested State Government to identify one district as soon as possible and inform to SLBC after identification so that proper action plan may be initiated by each stake holder in order to make 100% digitalization in that district.  He also requested Reserve Bank of India to give detail of various matrix and parameters to be achieved by banks for 100% digitalization of the district so that no gaps are left while executing action plan.
Shri J K Pandey, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, informed that good efforts are required by banks for 100% digitalization of the district identified and it is important to identify one district at an early date so that banks may start digitalization process.
The Convener SLBC Haryana informed that a meeting was held on 13.11.2019 to identify the district and assured Shri Pandey that Reserve Bank of India guidelines will be properly complied with by banks in Haryana.
Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana informed that out of four districts identified by SLBC Haryana one district will be finalized soon.  She informed that digitalization is a broader term and requested Reserve Bank of India to give specific steps to be taken by the State Government/Banks for digitalization so that all stake-holders can move forwards with right action plan.

	OPENING OF BRICK & MORTAR BRANCHES IN VILLAGES WITHOUT A BANK BRANCH OF A SCHEDULED COMMERCIAL BANK WITH POPULATION MORE THAN 5000 – PROGRESS AS AT SEPTEMBER, 2019


The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that out of 194 villages identified, 177 bank branches/banking outlets have been opened by respective banks in allocated villages in the State of Haryana and 17 bank branches/banking outlets are still required to be opened as on 30.09.2019.  The Chief Manager further informed the house that as on date 9 more banking outlets have been opened by IDBI Bank (1), OBC (7), Uco Bank (1) and only 8 Banking outlets (OBC – 5 and HDFC – 3) are left to be opened. 
The Chairman SLBC Haryana advised all banks to get these banking outlets opened latest by 15.12.2019.

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that 144 FLCs are operating in the State of Haryana. The performance of these FLCs was reviewed by the house.

Controlling heads of all banks were requested to ensure that independent FLC counselors are appointed and proper infrastructure is provided for smooth functioning of FLCs.

The house reviewed the performance of RSETIs upto September 2019 and disposal of loan applications sponsored by RSETIs was also discussed. The controlling heads of Banks were advised to ensure to following action: -

1. Loan applications of RSETI trained persons be disposed of within 15-30 days from the receipt of application at the branch.

2. Loan application of RSETI trained person should be rejected only by the next higher authority at Controlling Office level.

3. To motivate rural masses and send them for training to RSETI functioning in their respective district.

Capt Ramesh Krishan, IAS (retd), CEO HSRLM observed that participation of private banks was negligible in implementation of various Government sponsored schemes and requested State Government to give deposits to best performing banks only.


The Convener SLBC informed that performance on different parameters and important priority areas will be identified by SLBC and matter will be again taken up with State Government to give deposits to best performing banks only. Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana assured to do the needful in the matter.

The Chief Manager SLBC informed that LDMs are regularly monitoring the functioning of RSETIs it was decided in SLBC meeting that respective bank and LDM himself to ensure that Mudra loan forms of the interested pass-out candidates be completed and sanctioned before conclusion of the training at RSETI and valediction programmes should be attended by respective Branch Managers.

	NOTIFICATION UNDER INDIAN STAMP (HARYANA AMENDMENT) BILL 2018


The Convener SLBC Haryana thanked Govt of Haryana for acceding to the request of SLBC by issuing notification dated 09.03.2019 and revising the stamp duty for small and marginal farmers for loan upto Rs 1.60 lakh; loan to economically weaker section under PMAY or NULM; for BPL SC family whose loan has been recommended by HSCFDC and for beneficiaries sponsored to the bank by HWDC.  He observed that still stamp duty was on higher side even for poor persons availing loan under DRI, loan for purchase of two-wheeler and loan against bank’s FDR/RD. He requested and proposed that the stamp duty on all type of loan documents executed by the borrowers in banks may be charged as under:-

	IMPLEMENTATION OF PRADHAN MANTRI FASAL BIMA YOJANA (PMFBY) - RABI 2019-20 & RESOLUTION OF COMPLAINTS & RESOLUTION OF COMPLAINTS


The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that Govt of Haryana had issued Notification on 24.05.2019 for implementation of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) in the State of Haryana for Kharif 2019 and Rabi 2019-20 seasons.  During deliberations of second meeting of Sub Committee to SLBC Haryana held on 25.10.2019, controlling heads/representatives of banks were requested to ensure that the premium deducted from the accounts of loanee and non-loanee farmers as well is remitted to the concerned insurance company and the data is also uploaded on PMFBY portal by cut-off date.
The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that during deliberations held in sub-committee meeting and steering committee meeting, it was observed that multiple financing is being made by Harco Bank and/or commercial banks for crop loans through KCC and it was decided to escalate the issue for deliberations during SLBC meeting.  Shri Manoj Bansal, Managing Director, Harco Bank informed that it was not multiple finance by Harco Bank only rather farmers availed loans from other banks after availing facility from Harco Bank.  He informed that only mirror account is opened by Primary Agriculture Credit Societies (PACS). During discussions, Shri A K Nanda, Chairman, Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank suggested that all farmers’ bank accounts be got Aadhaar linked to check multiple financing by banks.

The Chairman SLBC Haryana informed that as per Operative Guidelines of PMFBY, if any crop is not covered under PMFBY, then bank will pay claim to the farmer in case of loss to the farmer.  The Managing Director, HARCO Bank clarified that farmers are availing facility from PACS and PACS is customer of HARCO Bank.  The Chairman SLBC Haryana suggested to hold another meeting to resolve the issue.

	DOUBLING OF FARMERS’ INCOME BY 2022- CONVENING MEETING OF STATE COORDINATION COMMITTEE


During deliberations on this point, it was suggested that Department of Agriculture which is a Nodal Agency should evolve strategy and action plan for all the stakeholders i.e. bankers, Department of Horticulture, Irrigation, Electricity, Agricultural Universities etc after deliberating in specially convened meeting to double the income of the farmers as the role of Banker is limited to cater the need of the farmers related to credit only. 

The Convener SLBC informed that bankers can only cater to financial requirements of farmers and requested Department of Agriculture to organize a meeting so that all stake-holders can work together in a coordinated effort to benefit the farmers for his various requirements to enable him to double his income as envisaged by the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India.

Currently, in E-Shakti districts, all record of SHGs viz. saving, internal loaning and transactions with banks etc is being uploaded through E-Shakti Mobile App on a real time basis.

	KISAN CREDIT CARD (KCC) SCHEME : WORKING CAPITAL FOR ANIMAL HUSBANDRY AND FISHERIES


Shri Sunil Gulati, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Animal Husbandry & Dairying informed that scale of finance under the scheme has already been approved by HARCO Bank, but the scheme could not take off as necessary scheme codes were not yet generated by most of the banks.  He advised all banks to get the scheme code generated at the earliest so that financing under the scheme could start. He also informed that their Department has launched new app  Har Pashu Ka Gyan, which will be containing detail of animals like bank financing and insurance and all related queries will also be addressed.

He informed the house about salient features of schemes being promoted by their Department like high-tech dairy units, hi-tech and mini dairy units, piggery, sheep & goat units and poultry units. He called upon bankers to come forward to finance these projects which will not only help in increasing investment credit for banks but will also help farmers in doubling their income. 

The Convener SLBC assured that necessary instructions will be imparted to all banks to make these schemes successful.

The house reviewed the achievement of banks under Annual Credit Plan during the period ended September 2019 and achievement under total Agriculture sector was 78%, under MSME Sector 136% and under OPS at 69% and over-all achievement remained at 91% and the same was considered satisfactory by the house. The Convener SLBC called upon the bankers to boost progress in credit dispensation during the current financial year in order to ensure that ACP targets for the current financial year are achieved.

The General Manager, NABARD, noted with concern that achievement under Agriculture Sector was 78% but disbursement under Agriculture Investment Credit was only 48% and advised bankers to ensure to achieve target under this sub-head also.  He advised that under Area Development Scheme of NABARD, Banks can finance for Bee-keeping, Protected Farming etc.
