	MINUTES OF 163rd MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


163rd meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended December 2022 was held on 14.02.2023 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh.  Shri M K Mall, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India chaired the meeting. Shri Pankaj Sharma, Joint Secretary, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India also graced the occasion. Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; Shri Kanwaljit Shorey, General Manager, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi; Shri Sandip Kumar Panigrahi, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Chandigarh Zone & Convener State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Government, Controlling Heads of various Banks operating in the State of Haryana and all Lead District Managers were amongst those who attended the meeting.
At the outset, Shri Sandip Kumar Panigrahi, Zonal Manager, PNB, Chandigarh Zone and Convener SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri M K Mall, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India-Chairman; Shri Pankaj Sharma, Joint Secretary, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India; Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Haryana;  Shri Kanwaljit Shorey, General Manager, PNB, Head Office, New Delhi and other distinguished members for joining the meeting. 
In his welcome address, Shri Sandip Kumar Panigrahi, Convener SLBC highlighted the achievement of banking system in the State and appreciated the role of banks in over-all performance of banks as on 31.12.2022. He highlighted the major achievements as under: -
· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana increased by Rs 68,106 crores from Rs 5,56,601 crores as on December 2021 to Rs 6,24,707 as on December 2022 crores showing YoY growth of 12.24%.

· Total Advances during the review period increased from Rs 3,78,987 crores to Rs 4,56,628 crores registering YoY growth of 20.49%.

· Priority Sector Advances increased to Rs 2,01,862 crores with 17.95% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector was 53% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances increased to Rs 63,157 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 5.37%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at December 2022 was 17% against the National Goal of 18%. He informed that Haryana being agrarian State, all banks should strive hard so as to achieve National Goal under Agriculture also. 
· Under Annual Credit Plan 2022-23, upto December 2022 achievement of banks under Agriculture Sector remained at 97%, under MSMEs at 202% and under Other Priority Sector at 36% and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 113%.

He further informed that Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India decided to increase the timeline for saturation drive from 30.09.2022 to 30.09.2024.  He urged upon all bankers to achieve the allocated targets well before the time-line.
He briefed the house about the theme behind the scheme launched by Government of Haryana where-by the beneficiaries under Mukhya Mantri Parivar Samridhi Yojana (MMPSY) will be reimbursed premium under PMJJBY and PMSBY.  He urged upon all bankers to enroll more and more persons under the Scheme. He also informed that API integration work is under progress and is under advanced stage of completion by PNB.  
He further informed the house that on the occasion of State Credit Seminar convened by NABARD on 24.01.2023, Shri J P Dalal, Hon’ble Agriculture Minister, Haryana, raised a serious issue that banks are over-financing farmers on the basis of market value of land rather than extending them crop loan on the basis of scale of finance.  This will put farmers under debt trap and it will be almost difficult for them to come out of the trap.  This serious issue needs deep introspection by one and all. 

He also shared that SLBC has already launched website https://slbcharyana.pnbindia.in, which is being updated from time to time.  As per directions of RBI, SLBC has switched over to new mechanism of data flow and have extracted data from new  portal where banks have submitted data in text format from their respective banks’ MIS.  He extended gratitude to all bankers in this regard.
The Convener-SLBC Haryana, while concluding, assured the State Government; Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India; Reserve Bank of India and other stakeholders of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.

Shri Pankaj Sharma, Joint Secretary, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India, after welcoming dignitaries on the dais, emphasised the importance of SLBC forum where State Administration, RBI, NABARD, LDMs and controlling heads of all banks actively participate. He informed that in some of the parameters some districts have performed well and have not achieved in other parameters.  He stressed that all LDMs to strive hard to achieve under all parameters. 
Shri M K Mall, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, after welcoming all participants, specially Shri Pankaj Sharma, Joint Secretary, DFS, MoF, briefed the house about the importance of SLBC Forum and its important role in implementation of various Government programmes for over-all socio-economic growth.  He complimented the role of all banks for achieving ACP by 113%.  He also apprised the house that contribution of banks, as SLBC data itself speaks, under various parameters was better in the State of Haryana in comparison to other States. 
He again stressed that all type of operational issues be discussed in Sub-committee meetings for which sub-committee meetings need to be strengthened and participation of senior officers from member banks is also required in sub-committee meetings. 

He shared his concern over delay in disposal of loan applications by various bank branches and advised controlling heads of all banks to issue strict instructions to field functionaries to dispose of loan applications received under all Government sponsored programmes within the stipulated time-frame.
The Convener SLBC thanked the Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India and Joint Secretary, MoF, DFS, GoI for their constant guidance and support. He assured that all banks and stake-holders will continue to work in a synchronized manner for over-all development of the State of Haryana.

Ms Iqbal Kaur, Assistant General Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto December 2022, 89,85,426 PMJDY accounts have been opened by all banks showing an increase of 1,02,468 from the previous quarter.  With regard to activation of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, it was observed that 79% of Cards stand activated out of total RuPay Cards issued. Bank-wise performance with regard to activation of RuPay Cards was reviewed and laggard banks were requested to improve their position. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana, requested bankers to increase the issuance of RuPay Cards.

	SATURATION DRIVE LAUNCHED BY GOVERNMENT OF INDIA


Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India have launched Saturation Drive as per announcement made by Hon’ble Prime Minister, in his Independence Day 2021 speech.

Under the drive, Banks need to ensure saturation cover of beneficiaries under PMJDY, PMMY, in the eligible age groups.  In PMJDY, a quarterly average balance of Rs 1,000 or more in Q2 FY2021-22 may be taken as indicative of the holder of an operative account to pay premium for PMJSS and standard PMMY accounts. The bankers were requested to submit data to SLBC in time for onward submission to DFS in time. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana viewed that it is a good opportunity for banks to enroll maximum eligible under PMJJBY and PMSBY. 

The house was informed that as per DFS letter dated 20.04.2022, it has been decided to revise the timeline for saturation drive from 30.09.2022 to 30.09.2024 as under:-

The house was informed that %age of NPA in Mudra Scheme as at December 2022 remained at 16.24% in case of Public Sector Banks where-as NPA of total banking system remained at 10.13% and efforts should be made to reduce NPAs under the scheme.

This is one of the flagship programmes of the Govt of India and progress of this scheme is being closely monitored by the Govt of India.  During the current financial year i.e. upto December 2022, 379 beneficiaries have been disbursed loans amounting to Rs 57.31 crores.

With the coverage of loans for enterprises in ‘Activities allied to agriculture’ e.g. pisciculture, beekeeping, poultry, fishery, agriclinic and agribusiness centres, food & agro-processing, etc with Stand-up India Scheme, the figure is likely to improve.

As a measure of strengthening Aadhaar, Govt of India has launched another feature which is called documents update, where-by citizens have been advised to get their Aadhaar cards updated by submitting latest PoA and PoI. He requested bankers to sensitize the customers in this regard also and get Aadhaar updation work done.

LDM Ambala informed that progress of his district would have been better had SBI submitted data in time.  The Joint Secretary, DFS, took a serious note of it and advised SBI to submit data in time. The Chairman-SLBC advised LDMs and controlling heads of banks operating in these districts to work hard in this direction and make all out efforts so as to achieve 100% results within the stipulated time-line.

	TARGET ACHIEVEMENT FOR KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS (KPIs) IN RELATION TO TARGETED FINANCIAL INCLUSION INTERVENTION PROGRAMME (TFIIP) FOR THE SHORTLISTED ASPIRATIONAL DISTRICTS WITHIN THE OVERALL ASPIRATIONAL DISTRICT PROGRMME (ADP) OF NITI AYOG – NUH (MEWAT) DISTRICT


NITI Ayog has identified aspirational district of Haryana i.e. Nuh (Mewat) with the objective of (i) ensuring availability of at least one banking touchpoint and (ii) enhancing coverage under identified Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) for financial inclusion in camp/mission mode upto the benchmark level.  KPIs relate to number of bank accounts and enrolments under PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY per lakh population.

Controlling heads of banks were requested to sensitize branch Managers in Mewat district and ensure achievement of allocated targets. LDM Nuh was advised to re-align the targets as one bank in the district had closed their branch. The AGM informed that during a review meeting called by DFS on 20.01.2023, it was informed by LDM Nuh that SBI, BoI, Axis Bank, UCO Bank and Harco Bank were not updating data on Jansuraksha portal. All concerned banks were requested to get the needful done at the earliest.
The Convener SLBC Haryana informed the house that DFS has launched a special 6-month campaign at Gram Panchayat level from 15-02-2023 to 15-08-2023 in selected 112 Aspirational Districts and Districts of Mission Utkarsh under TFIIP. He requested controlling heads of all banks operating in Nuh (Mewat) district to whole-heartedly participate in the campaign launched by DFS. He also advised LDM Nuh (Mewat) to follow SoP sent by DFS in its true letter and spirit.
LDM Nuh informed that under Utkarsh Mission Utkarsh, he convened meeting with all stake holders and hoped that with the support from Govt authorities, CEO, Zila Parishad, BDOs, Gram Sabha, mapping of all villages will be done with a view to achieve saturation under all schemes.

The Joint Secretary, DFS, MoF shown keen interest in Nuh (Mewat), an aspirational district, and interacted with LDM Nuh over low CD Ratio, steps taken by him to increase deposit base and also steps taken by him to impart financial literacy.  LDM Nuh explained that over-all NPA of district is on very high side as district is agriculture based and NPA percentage is 50% and of SHGB only is 56% which is the reason bankers are reluctant in extending loan to farmers.  He, however, informed that farmers/residents of the district are being provided with financial literacy and the importance of credit discipline.  He informed that results of such activities will come in times to come. The Joint Secretary, DFS, MoF advised LDM Nuh to put in more efforts in this regard.
Ms Walia, CFA, IFCC advised LDM Nuh to take necessary or corrective action and advised LDM to submit specific steps taken by him in this regard. While replying to issue raised by LDM Nuh that Govt deposits are being parked with private banks, which are even not operating in the district, she vehemently advised LDM Nuh to give in writing for further action at their end. 
The Chairman SLBC informed that nation is celebrating Financial Literacy Week from 13.02.2023 to 17.02.2023 with the theme as ‘Good Financial Behaviour – Your Saviour’.  He showed his concern that repeatedly cases of cyber fraud are being reported from other states/districts going on from district Nuh.  He requested all bank officials to kindly ensure to follow bank KYC guidelines strictly and due diligence is carried out while opening accounts. LDM Nuh informed that in view of low literacy rate in the district, people share their Aadhaar and mobile details with miscreants who take undue advantage and cheat people and innocent people are not aware about the transactions being taken place in their accounts.  The Chairman SLBC said that this tendency was very dangerous and advised LDM to put a check on it and also that CFL/FLCs be advised to impart financial educations to the citizens.

The strategy aims to provide access to formal financial services in an affordable manner, broadening and deepening financial inclusion and promoting financial literacy and consumer protection.

All banks were advised to ensure achievement of milestones set by RBI.

In his concluding remarks, the Convener, SLBC Haryana requested bankers to implement the action points emerged out of the meeting and thanked all bankers for their active participation during the meeting.

	NATION-WIDE INTENSIVE AWARENESS PROGRAMME 2022


The Assistant General Manager, SLBC Haryana informed the house that Reserve Bank of India has launched nation-wide intensive awareness programme 2022, the very purpose of which is to make masses aware about Internal Grievance Redress (IGR) as well as Alternate Grievance Redress (AGR) mechanism of RBI.  She further informed that as per Reserve Bank of India instructions, camps are being organized in the State of Haryana and as advised by RBI, SLBC got post-campaign survey during second and third week of January 2023, in which 69,806 participants participated.

	OPENING OF NEW BANK BRANCH (PREFERABLY) UNION BANK OF INDIA) IN VILLAGE SAHJAWAS, TEHSIL SOHANA, DISTRICT GURUGRAM


The house was informed that SLBC received a mail from Department of Regulation, Conduct & Operations Division, Registration & Authorization Group, authorization Section (e-BAPD), Fort, Mumbai forwarding there-with application received form Shri Desh Pal Khatana for opening of bank branch (preferably Union Bank of India) in village Sahjaws, Tehsil Sohna, District Gurugram. 
The matter was taken up with LDM Gurugram as well as with Union Bank of India.   LDM Gurugram informed  that the sufficient banking services  (9 bank branches) are being provided to the village within a radius of 5 kms and the village is situated adjacent to Rithoj village and nearest branch is approximately 2.4 km in the nearby village.  Also, Union Bank of India, vide letter dated 13.02.2023 informed that in view of above reasons, it is not viable to open a new branch in the area which is already banked with sufficient banking outlet/BC point and alternate delivery channels.

As such, it was decided to submit reply to RBI Mumbai accordingly.

The AGM SLBC Haryana informed the house that SLBC has been informed by the Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana vide letter dated 03.02.2022 that the Secretary, Inter-State Council Secretariat, Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt of India has written  letter dated 12.01.2022 addressed to Chief Secretary, Haryana, that the issue of availability of banking outlet (Bank branch/Indian Post Payment Bank (IPPB) Centre), within 5 kilometers of all inhabited villages, has been discussed in some of the Zonal Council meetings and provided the current status of the villages not covered by bank branch or IPPB Centre in the country.

During 162nd SLBC meeting held on 23.11.2022, Regional Director, RBI informed the house that the nearest IPPB outlet at Khera is within 3 km radius of Vill. Dhulkot which is suffice to meet the laid down criteria and there is no need to open a new branch here. Further, IPPB has informed that opening of a branch post office in villages at Sr. No. 2 and 3 Chief Post Master General, Ambala has sent proposal to New Delhi and their response is awaited.
Shri P Barua, DGM, RBI informed the house that as these villages are being provided with banking services, instructions of DFS, RBI with regard to providing banking services in these villages has already been complied with.  He informed that now, these instructions have been received from Ministry of Home Affairs to open brick & mortar branches in these villages having population of below 3000.  

The Chairman SLBC informed that as per RBI guidelines brick & mortar branches are required to be opened for population of more than 5000, and if population is less than 5000, there is no economic viability of opening brick & mortar branches by banks and also for cooperative banks.

The AGM, SLBC Haryana further informed the house that RBI vide their letter No. FIDD.CO.LBS.No.1960/02.01.010/2018-19 dated 08.03.2019 has informed that as per Revamp of Lead Bank Scheme–Action Points for SLBC Convener Banks/Lead Banks, SLBC Convener Banks have been advised that corporate business targets for branches, blocks, districts and States of banks may be aligned with the Annual Credit Plan (ACP) under the Lead Bank Scheme to ensure its better implementation.  Accordingly, she requested controlling offices of the banks to synchronize their internal business plans with the ACP at branch/block/district/state level in each State/Union Territory.
