	MINUTES OF 164th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


164th  meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended March 2023 was held on 11.05.2023 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh. Shri Anurag Rastogi, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana was the Chief Guest of the meeting and Shri Binod Kumar, Executive Director, PNB Head Office, New Delhi chaired the meeting. Shri Pankaj, IAS, Director, Swarna Jayanti Haryana Institute for Fiscal Management, Govt of Haryana; Ms Sofia Dahiya, ICAS, Secretary Finance-cum-Advisor; Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India; Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; Dr Rajesh Prasad, Zonal Manager, Punjab National Bank, Chandigarh Zone & Convener State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Shri Joginder Singh, Deputy General Manager, SLBC Haryana; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Government, Controlling Heads of various Banks operating in the State of Haryana and all Lead District Managers were amongst those who attended the meeting.
At the outset, Dr Rajesh Prasad, Zonal Manager, PNB, Chandigarh Zone and Convener SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri Anurag Rastogi, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana; Shri Binod Kumar, Executive Director, PNB Head Office, New Delhi; Shri Pankaj, IAS, Director, Swarna Jayanti Haryana Institute for Fiscal Management, Govt of Haryana; Ms Sofia Dahiya, ICAS, Secretary Finance cum Advisor; Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India; Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; and other distinguished members for joining the meeting. 
In his welcome address, Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener SLBC highlighted the achievement of banking system in the State and appreciated the role of banks in over-all performance of banks as on 31.03.2023. He highlighted the major achievements as under: -
· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana increased by Rs 62,010 crores from Rs 5,71,016 crores as on March 2022 to Rs 6,33,026 as on March 2023 crores showing YoY growth of 10.86%.

· Total Advances during the review period increased from Rs 4,06,571 crores to Rs 4,93,333 crores registering YoY growth of 21.34%.

· Priority Sector Advances increased to Rs 2,12,077 crores with 15.62% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector was 52% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances increased to Rs 70,166 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 12.45%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at March 2023 was 17% against the National Goal of 18%. He informed that Haryana being agrarian State, all banks should strive hard so as to achieve National Goal under Agriculture also. 
· Under Annual Credit Plan 2023-24, achievement of banks under Agriculture Sector remained at 79%, under MSMEs at 209% and under Other Priority Sector at 34% and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 114%.

He further informed that Department of Financial Services, MoF, has launched Campaign for Saturation under Jansuraksha Schemes at Gram Panchayat Level where-by Gram Panchayat camps are being organized by LDMs. On 29.04.2023, a special SLBC meeting was convened under the chairmanship of Shri Pankaj Sharma, Joint Secretary, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India.  During the meeting, district-wise progress was reviewed at length and all LDMs were advised to ensure that all Gram Panchayats are covered.  He requested all member banks to ensure that all eligible persons, not already enrolled under PMJJBY and PMSBY, are covered during the Campaign period.

He briefed the house about the theme behind the scheme launched by Government of Haryana where-by the beneficiaries under Mukhya Mantri Parivar Samridhi Yojana (MMPSY) will be reimbursed premium under PMJJBY and PMSBY.  He urged upon all bankers to enroll more and more persons under the Scheme. He also informed that API integration work is under progress and is under advanced stage of completion by PNB.  
He also requested bankers to dispose of cases pending under MMAPUY expeditiously.
The Convener-SLBC Haryana, while concluding, assured the State Government; Reserve Bank of India and other stakeholders of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.

Shri Binod Kumar, Executive Director, PNB Head Office, New Delhi and Chairman of the meeting, after welcoming the dignitaries, informed that performance of State of Haryana was better than national statistics. 
He also briefed the house about the campaign for Saturation under Jansuraksha Schemes at GP level launched by Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India and advised LDMs to ensure that all Gram Panchayats are covered during the campaign period.  He also requested bankers that all eligible persons, not earlier enrolled under PMJJBY and PMSBY are got enrolled.

Under Annual Credit Plan during the financial year 2022-23, Agriculture Sector achievement was at 79%, MSME at 209%,  OPS at 34% and  total Priority Sector at 114%. He complimented the role played by banks for achieving ACP Targets during 2022-23 and at the same time stressed the need to achieve targets under all sectors. 

While briefing the house over basic statistical data of the State of Haryana as on March 2023, he informed that deposits have increased YoY at 10.86%, Advances YoY at 21.34%, Priority Sector Advances at 15.62%, He expressed satisfaction that CD Ratio has increased YoY from 71% as on March 2022 to 78% as on March as on March 2023.
While commenting upon financial inclusion parameters he expressed satisfaction over issuance at 81%, activation of RuPay cards at 85% in PMJDY accounts, CASA aadhaar seeding at 76%. 
He also advised bankers and LDMs to sensitise field functionaries about Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF), Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF), Fisheries Infrastructure Development Fund (FIDF) under Atmanirbhar Bharat Package and also ensure that all pending cases under MMAPUY are disposed of expeditiously and more and more beneficiaries are enrolled under MMPSY.

The Chairman SLBC thanked the Additional Chief Secretary, F&P, Govt of Haryana; Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India for their constant guidance and support. He assured that all banks and stake-holders will continue to work in a synchronized manner for over-all development of the State of Haryana.

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto March 2023, 91,33,370 PMJDY accounts have been opened by all banks showing an increase of 1,47,944 from the previous quarter.  With regard to activation of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, it was observed that 81% of Cards stand activated out of total RuPay Cards issued. Bank-wise performance with regard to activation of RuPay Cards was reviewed and laggard banks were requested to improve their position. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana, requested bankers to increase the issuance of RuPay Cards.

	CAMPAIGN FOR SATURATION UNDER JANSURAKSHA SCHEMES AT GP LEVEL IN ALL DISTRICTS FROM 01.04.2023 TO 30.06.2023


The performance of Jansuraksha Schemes at Gram Panchayat level was reviewed district-wise as advised by Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India.  It was observed that number of enrolment forms collected under PMJJBY and PMSBY was not encouraging and all banks were requested to motivate field functionaries to implement the instructions of DFS in true letter and spirit. 
Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC advised bankers to mention name of Parivar Pehchan Patra IDs on enrolments so that benefit under MMPSY can be passed on to persons eligible under MMPSY.
Shri Manoj Goyal, SJHIFT informed that data in respect of 15 lakh account holders was shared with banks, whose annual income is less than Rs 1.80 lakh.  He informed that this information will help them in identifying beneficiaries under MMPSY and all eligible will be reimbursed with premium amount as per MMPSY Scheme. 
The Convener SLBC advised all LDMs to get in touch with all banks and arrange for early supplying the information to the concerned Department so that they may reimburse the premium amount.

	SATURATION DRIVE LAUNCHED BY GOVERNMENT OF INDIA


Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India have launched Saturation Drive as per announcement made by Hon’ble Prime Minister, in his Independence Day 2021 speech.

Under the drive, Banks need to ensure saturation cover of beneficiaries under PMJDY, PMMY, in the eligible age groups.  In PMJDY, a quarterly average balance of Rs 1,000 or more in Q2 FY2021-22 may be taken as indicative of the holder of an operative account to pay premium for PMJSS and standard PMMY accounts. The bankers were requested to submit data to SLBC in time for onward submission to DFS in time. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana viewed that it is a good opportunity for banks to enroll maximum eligible under PMJJBY and PMSBY. 

The house was informed that as per DFS letter dated 20.04.2022, it has been decided to revise the timeline for saturation drive from 30.09.2022 to 30.09.2024 as under:-

As performance under PMJJBY remained at 33% and under PMSBY remained at 59% against the target of 70% to be achieved by September 2023, all member banks were requested to accelerate the pace of enrolments under PMJJBY and PMSBY and ensure achievement of targets as per time-line given by DFS.

During the financial year 2022-23, 729920 accounts were disbursed under PMMY amounting to Rs 6118.34 crores.  

The house was informed that %age of NPA in Mudra Scheme as at March 2023 remained at 15.04% in case of Public Sector Banks where-as NPA of total banking system remained at 11% and efforts should be made to reduce NPAs under the scheme.

This is one of the flagship programmes of the Govt of India and progress of this scheme is being closely monitored by the Govt of India.  During the current financial year i.e. upto March 2023, 592 beneficiaries have been disbursed loans amounting to Rs 99.81 crores.

With the coverage of loans for enterprises in ‘Activities allied to agriculture’ e.g. pisciculture, beekeeping, poultry, fishery, agriclinic and agribusiness centres, food & agro-processing, etc with Stand-up India Scheme, the figure is likely to improve.

The bankers were requested to sensitize customers to visit mAadhaar and get biometric locked in order to avoid such frauds.

Shri P Barua, DGM, RBI informed the house that in Karnal district, we are close to 98% in individual coverage, and the left ones are only those who are reluctant to go digital they may be illiterate or retired pensioners. He also informed that some of the accounts may be dormant/inoperative and some customers may not be approachable.  In Karala, Telangana and Andhra Pradesh, some districts have achieved 100% digital literacy.   He also informed that Karnal was first district to be identified, Hisar and Ambala were identified in next phase where-as Faridabad and Panchkula have been recently identified for 100% digitalization.  He also expressed that very soon all districts will be identified 100% coverage.
The Convener-SLBC advised LDMs and controlling heads of banks operating in these districts to work hard in this direction and make all out efforts so as to achieve 100% results within the stipulated time-line.

	TARGET ACHIEVEMENT FOR KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS (KPIs) IN RELATION TO TARGETED FINANCIAL INCLUSION INTERVENTION PROGRAMME (TFIIP) FOR THE SHORTLISTED ASPIRATIONAL DISTRICTS WITHIN THE OVERALL ASPIRATIONAL DISTRICT PROGRMME (ADP) OF NITI AYOG – NUH (MEWAT) DISTRICT


NITI Ayog has identified aspirational district of Haryana i.e. Nuh (Mewat) with the objective of (i) ensuring availability of at least one banking touchpoint and (ii) enhancing coverage under identified Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) for financial inclusion in camp/mission mode upto the benchmark level.  KPIs relate to number of bank accounts and enrolments under PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY per lakh population.

Controlling heads of banks were requested to sensitize branch Managers in Nuh district and ensure achievement of allocated targets. LDM Nuh informed that all banks are feeding data in Jansuraksha portal, except Axis Bank and Cooperative Bank.  Representative from Axis Bank assured that the same will be got done and representative from Cooperative Bank informed that they have applied for user ID and password enabling them to enter data in the portal.
The Convener SLBC Haryana after advising Cooperative Bank to again follow-up for creation of user ID and password requested all banks to submit correct/updated the figures in the portal. He hoped that the updated picture will give better performance under TFIIP.

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, CFA, IFCC informed that some of the accounts may also be inoperative and may be excluded from eligible accounts and advised LDM Nuh to take up this issue at appropriate level.

	MUKHYA MANTRI PARIVAR SAMRIDHI YOJANA (MMPSY)


Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana briefed the salient features of MMPSY where-in premium under PMSBY and PMJJBY will be reimbursed by State Government for persons having annual income of less than Rs 1.80 lakhs. She advised bankers to device some mechanism to put up PPP number on enrollment forms.  

Shri Anurag Rastogi, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, took up with SBI, PNB, Canara Bank and SHGB regarding API Integration and advised to fix a date for completion of the project.  After detailed discussions, 15th June 2023 was fixed as last date for test trial for banks.  The General Manager, Canara Bank informed that API integration work of their bank is complete and is operational now. The Additional Chief Secretary, F&P appreciated the efforts made by Canara Bank and his team in this regard.
He also informed that for remaining banks this information is to be compiled manually and banks should submit information to SJHIFT so that benefit of premium reimbursement under PMJJBY and PMSBY reaches to all eligible persons of Haryana. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, CFA, IFCC, informed that MMAPUY melas are going on in the State of Haryana which will be visited by around 5 lakh antyodaya families and requested bankers to avail this opportunity and enroll maximum beneficiaries under MMPSY also.

Major Rathi, Vet Surgeon from Department of Animal Husbandry, Govt of Haryana informed the house that for the financial year 2023-24, a target of 4 lakh KCC (AH) has been given by Govt of Haryana.  He informed that schedule of KCC (AH) camps has already been forwarded to all LDMs and camps are being organized.

While reviewing the performance of KCC (Fisheries), house was informed that only 139 cases were sanctioned.  Ms Walia noticed that PNB had rejected 144 cases under the scheme and advised SLBC to obtain reasons for such a large number of rejected cases. He informed the house that the abovesaid ACP was put before the house during 163rd SLBC meeting held on 14.02.2023 for approval.  After detailed discussions, it was decided by the house that the issue be referred to sub-committee.

Subsequently, the issue was discussed in detail with Reserve Bank of India officials and it was observed by RBI that bank-wise ACP targets 2023-24 in various districts were not based on actual performance/achievement as at December 2022 due to which ACP 2023-24 targets were not realistic and as such these targets were required to be revisited by all districts.  As such, SLBC requested all LDMs in the State of Haryana to re-visit their targets accordingly based upon the performance of the districts during December 2022.  All districts prepared revised ACP for 2023-24 taking into consideration the performance of banks in their district as at December 2022 and submitted to SLBC.  SLBC Secretariat compiled bank-wise and district-wise targets under Annual Credit Plan 2023-24 for the State before Haryana and placed before special sub-committee meeting held on 28.03.2023 for having detailed discussions. He subsequently informed that in special sub-committee meeting held on 28.03.2023, all member banks expressed satisfaction over the ACP submitted by SLBC and assured that all out efforts will be made by them for achievement of ACP 2023-24 targets.  The DGM, RBI, also shared same thoughts and felt that revised ACP targets 2023-24 were more pragmatic, practical and thus achievable. 

After detailed deliberations, house had approved ACP for 2023-24 during sub-committee held on 28.03.2023 and requested the house for approval.
Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Haryana, Chandigarh informed that the last ACP prepared was for Rs 171605 crores and the same has now been revised to Rs 202837 crores, which has now been recommended for approval. The very purpose of ACP was not to increase credit, but also to see that the number of time disbursement takes place which is for over-all development of the economy. She noticed that in December 2022 one of the reasons for higher achievement was take over of MSME accounts by other banks which is not a regular feature. She, however, hoped that the revised targets were achievable. 

The Chairman SLBC informed that the targets under MSME were revised keeping in mind achievement made by banks in December 2022.

The house approved the ACP targets for 2023-24.
The Chief Manager further informed the house that RBI vide their letter no. FIDD.CO.LBS.No.1960/02.01.010/2018-19 dated 08.03.2019 has informed that as per Revamp of Lead Bank Scheme–Action Points for SLBC Convener Banks/Lead Banks, SLBC Convener Banks have been advised that corporate business targets for branches, blocks, districts and States of banks may be aligned with the Annual Credit Plan (ACP) under the Lead Bank Scheme to ensure its better implementation.  Accordingly, controlling offices of the banks need to synchronize their internal business plans with the ACP at branch/block/district/state level in each State/Union Territory.
