	MINUTES OF 165th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


165th  meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended June 2023 was held on 09.08.2023 at Hotel Mount View, Sector 10, Chandigarh. Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India chaired the meeting. Shri A K Thakur, Director, Department of Financial Services, Ms Sofia Dahiya, ICAS, Director-General, IFCC; Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener (General Manager) State Level Bankers’ Committee, Haryana; Shri Kanwaljit Shorey, General Manager, PNB Head Office New Delhi;  Shri Joginder Singh, Deputy General Manager, SLBC Haryana; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Government, Controlling Heads of various Banks operating in the State of Haryana and all Lead District Managers were amongst those who attended the meeting.
At the outset, Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener (General Manager), SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India – Chairman; Shri A K Thakur, Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India; Shri Kanwaljit Shorey, General Manager, PNB Head Office, New Delhi; Ms Sofia Dahiya, Director-General IFCC; Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; and other distinguished members for joining the meeting. 
In his welcome address, Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener SLBC highlighted the achievement of banking system in the State and appreciated the role of banks in over-all performance of banks as on 30.06.2023. He highlighted the major achievements as under: -
· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana increased by Rs  75,817 crores from Rs 5,83,258 crores as on June 2022 to Rs 6,59,075 as on June 2023 crores showing YoY growth of 12.99%.

· Total Advances during the review period increased from Rs 4,13,472 crores to Rs 5,10,027 crores registering YoY growth of 23.35%.

· Priority Sector Advances increased to Rs 2,15,104 crores with 14.46% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector was 52% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances increased to Rs 66,807 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 11.83%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at June 2023 was 16% against the National Goal of 18%. He informed that Haryana being agrarian State, all banks should strive hard so as to achieve National Goal under Agriculture also. 
· Under Annual Credit Plan 2023-24, achievement of banks under Agriculture Sector remained at 138%, under MSMEs at 294% and under Other Priority Sector at 46% and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 196%.

He further informed that Department of Financial Services, MoF, has launched Campaign for Saturation under Jansuraksha Schemes at Gram Panchayat Level where-by Gram Panchayat level camps have been organized by LDMs.  As of now, camps have been organized by banks in all Gram Panchayats in the State of Haryana. He urged upon all member banks to ensure that all eligible persons, not earlier enrolled under PMJJBY and PMSBY, are covered during the Campaign period.

He also informed the house that DFS has launched Credit Outreach Programme in the State of Haryana for five districts viz. Faridabad, Ambala, Mahendergarh, Panchkula and Sonipat districts so as to improve CD Ratio of these districts. These camps are being organized in respective districts by banks. 

He brought to the notice of the house that Dr Bhagwat Karad, Minister of State (Finance) is scheduled to visit Chandigarh on 25.08.2023 to review performance of banks under PM SVANidhi and exhorted all banks to clear pendency under the scheme within a week’s time. He advised ULB to prepare schedule of district-wise camps and share the same with SLBC/LDMs for keeping pendency to minimum level. 
He briefed the house about the theme behind the scheme launched by Government of Haryana where-by the beneficiaries under Mukhya Mantri Parivar Samridhi Yojana (MMPSY) will be reimbursed premium under PMJJBY and PMSBY.  He urged upon all bankers to enroll more and more persons under the Scheme. 
He also requested bankers to dispose of cases pending under MMAPUY expeditiously latest by 25.09.2023.
The Convener-SLBC Haryana, while concluding, assured the State Government; Reserve Bank of India and other stakeholders of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.

Ms Deepa B Guha, Chief General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Chandigarh, after welcoming dignitaries on the dais, informed that banks have already achieved 49% of the ACP target 2023-24 in the first quarter itself. She also informed that out of total agriculture credit disbursed, the share of Agri Term Loans was 36%. Gradually, banks should work in this direction for achieving the ideal percentage of term loans of 40%-50% of total agri loans. She stressed that there was need for formalisation of MSMEs by encouraging MSMEs to register in Udhyam portal so that we can analyse the credit flow vis a vis the requirement.  Banks need to encourage MSMEs to register in Udhyam portal. As per Govt of Haryana website 6.15 lakh MSME have been registered in Udhyam portal in Haryana out of existing estimated 9.7 lakh MSMEs.
While deliberating upon credit planning exercise for next FY 2024-25, she informed that NABARD has initiated the process of Potential Linked Plan for preparation for all 22 districts. Cooperation from all stake holders is solicited for preparing a realistic plan for 2023-24. She also impressed upon the need to enhance the farmers’ income and for transforming them to agri-preneurs, for promotion of 10,000 Farmer Producer Organizations with NABARD as one of the Implementing Agency. 
She also briefed that in order to bring rural poor and tenant farmers to the ambit of formal credit, NABARD has been promoting Joint Liability Groups.  NABARD has been providing grant support to Banks for promotion of JLGs.  NABARD has signed MoUs with SBI, Canara Bank and SHGB besides sanctioning JLPI projects to DCCBs.  Similarly, other banks can also avail this incentive for increasing businesses through JLGs formation. 

While concluding, she requested all banks and other stake holders to actively participate in achievement of national priority goals by extending due credit support to weaker sections, priority sector, maximizing their lending to FPOs, utilizing schemes under Atma Nirbhar package such as AIF, according due importance to promotion of digital and financial literacy and actively participating in credit planning and monitoring process.  

Shri Kanwaljit Shorey, General Manager, PNB Head Office New Delhi, after welcoming the dignitaries on the dais, requested the house to give due emphasis to campaigns run by Govt of India viz. Campaign for Saturation under Jansuraksha Schemes at GP level, Credit Outreach Camps, KCC Campaign for Animal Husbandry & Fisheries. He also highlighted the key parameters as on June 2023 and achievement of National Goals during the review period.  He requested all bankers to give due emphasis to Govt Sponsored Programmes and ensure that all pending cases are disposed of expeditiously. 
Shri A K Thakur, Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India drew attention of the house towards 3-month Saturation Drive at Gram Panchayat launched by Govt of India to saturate all Gram Panchayats under PMJJBY and PMSBY.  He informed that performance of banks towards enrolment under PMJJBY and PMSBY was not upto the mark and advised bankers to increase the pace of enrolments. He advised that a separate meeting of districts falling under NCR viz Faridabad, Gurugram, Nuh and Palwal be convened for review under various parameters.

Ms Sofia Dahiya, ICAS, Director-General, IFCC, Govt of Haryana informed that focus of Govt of Haryana is on socio-economic development and Govt of Haryana is implementing Parivar Pehchan Patra which is basically collection of data of family in order to identify and understand the genuine financial requirements of each family and also to provide them social security schemes. In order to reach to the last person in the row, Govt of Haryana has launched Mukhya Mantri Antyodaya Parivar Utthan Yojana.  She advised bankers to dispose of pending cases at the earliest as the purpose of the scheme is to reach to the eligible persons for their upliftment. She also advised banks to submit data relating to foreign inward remittances made by Haryanvis living abroad and also send information required for empanelment of banks. 

Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India congratulated all bankers for achievement most of the parameters and advised bankers to work pro-actively for over-all development of the State of Haryana. 

He informed that as part of G-20 initiative, RBI started quiz programmes at block level and received tremendous support from ground level.  He also informed that zonal level quiz programme is also going to take place shortly.

He also informed that in order to address the issue of huge amount of funds accumulated in DEAF on account of inoperative accounts, RBI has launched ‘100 days 100 pays’ campaign and it becomes responsibility of banks to return the amount to customers to whom this money actually belongs. He advised bankers to participate whole-heartedly in this campaign.

While referring to data submitted by banks, he noted with concern that number of inactive BCAs was on higher side and advised Yes Bank to submit data of BCAs correctly. He also informed that camps are being organized by FLCs but the number target camps being organized is much below the target. 
The Chairman, SLBC also informed that pendency of cases sponsored under HSFDC was on higher side.  He advised LDMs to reconcile data at district-level so as to give exact picture. He also advised SLBC to update SLBC website. He further advised SLBC to ensure that in future Executive Director of PNB, who is Chairman of the SLBC meetings, attends SLBC meetings invariably.
The Convener SLBC thanked the Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India; Director-General IFCC, Chief General Manager NABARD; Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India for their constant guidance and support.  He assured that all banks and stake-
holders will continue to work in a synchronized manner for over-all development of the State of Haryana.

	STATUS OF PMJDY ACCOUNTS, ISSUANCE & ACTIVATION OF RUPAY CARDS UPTO JUNE 2023


The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto June 2023, 92,15,414 PMJDY accounts have been opened by all banks showing an increase of 82,044 from the previous quarter.  With regard to activation of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, it was observed that 80% of Cards stand activated out of total RuPay Cards issued. Bank-wise performance with regard to activation of RuPay Cards was reviewed and laggard banks were requested to improve their position. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana, requested bankers to increase the issuance of RuPay Cards.

The house was informed that 78% of total operative CASA accounts have been Aadhaar seeded. Banks were advised to continue their efforts in maximizing Aadhaar Seeding in operative CASA accounts.

The house was informed that in the State of Haryana 64186 BCAs have been appointed, out of which 9091 are inactive. The bankers were advised to ensure that all BCAs are in place and are working properly. As Yes Bank had reported figure of 23544 to SLBC, representative from Yes Bank was requested to report correct figures of BCA to SLBC Haryana. The house observed that same error is repeated in the report submitted by Yes Bank.

	CAMPAIGN FOR SATURATION UNDER JANSURAKSHA SCHEMES AT GP LEVEL IN ALL DISTRICTS FROM 01.04.2023 TO 30.06.2023, EXTENDED UPTO 31.07.2023


The performance of Jansuraksha Schemes at Gram Panchayat level was reviewed district-wise as advised by Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India.  It was observed that number of enrolment forms collected under PMJJBY and PMSBY was not encouraging and all banks were requested to motivate field functionaries to implement the instructions of DFS in true letter and spirit. 
The Convener SLBC Haryana requested banks and LDMs to have complete branch-wise list of persons who are eligible under PMJJBY and PMSBY, but not earlier enrolled, contact them personally for increasing enrolment under PMJJBY and PMSBY. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC advised bankers to mention name of Parivar Pehchan Patra IDs on enrolments so that benefit under MMPSY can be passed on to persons eligible under MMPSY.  She also informed that approximately under PMJJBY 1.45 crore and under PMSBY 1.85 crore population of Haryana is eligible for enrolment. She Stressed that banks should enroll maximum persons under the schemes.
The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana also informed the house that in Haryana 7 blocks vis Behal, Loharu (Bhiwani), Badhra (Charkhi Dadri), Nuh, Punhana (Nuh), Hathin (Palwal), Nahar (Rewari) have been identified as aspirational blocks by DFS.  LDMs of these five districts were advised to monitor performance of these blocks and get data on Jansuraksha portal uploaded on weekly basis, as advised by DFS.

	SATURATION DRIVE LAUNCHED BY GOVERNMENT OF INDIA


Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India have launched Saturation Drive as per announcement made by Hon’ble Prime Minister, in his Independence Day 2021 speech.

Under the drive, Banks need to ensure saturation cover of beneficiaries under PMJDY, PMMY, in the eligible age groups.  In PMJDY, a quarterly average balance of Rs 1,000 or more in Q2 FY2021-22 may be taken as indicative of the holder of an operative account to pay premium for PMJSS and standard PMMY accounts. The bankers were requested to submit data to SLBC in time for onward submission to DFS in time. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana viewed that it is a good opportunity for banks to enroll maximum eligible under PMJJBY and PMSBY. 

The house was informed that as per DFS letter dated 20.04.2022, it has been decided to revise the timeline for saturation drive from 30.09.2022 to 30.09.2024 as under:-

As performance under PMJJBY remained at 36% and under PMSBY remained at 67% against the target of 70% to be achieved by September 2023, all member banks were requested to accelerate the pace of enrolments under PMJJBY and PMSBY and ensure achievement of targets as per time-line given by DFS.

During the quarter ended June 2023, 178088 accounts were disbursed under PMMY amounting to Rs 2070.05 crores.  

The house was informed that %age of NPA in Mudra Scheme as at June 2023 remained at 14.74% in case of Public Sector Banks where-as NPA of total banking system remained at 8.41% and efforts should be made to reduce NPAs under the scheme.

NITI Ayog has identified aspirational district of Haryana i.e. Nuh (Mewat) with the objective of (i) ensuring availability of at least one banking touchpoint and (ii) enhancing coverage under identified Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) for financial inclusion in camp/mission mode upto the benchmark level.  KPIs relate to number of bank accounts and enrolments under PMJJBY, PMSBY and APY per lakh population.

Controlling heads of banks were requested to sensitize branch Managers in Nuh district and ensure achievement of allocated targets.

	MUKHYA MANTRI PARIVAR SAMRIDHI YOJANA (MMPSY)


Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana briefed the salient features of MMPSY where-in premium under PMSBY and PMJJBY will be reimbursed by State Government for persons having annual income of less than Rs 1.80 lakhs. She advised bankers to device some mechanism to put up PPP number on enrollment forms.  
The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the status of API integration to the house as under:-

PNB: The bank has gone live on 05-06-2023; Out of 13,85,220 we have updated 9,87,752 accounts till now. 

SHGB: Testing of API has been done successfully. Application will go live after completion of audit.  

Canara Bank: Canara Bank has reported that they have created API integration interface which is running manually after login and clicking button for pull and push of data. They have updated 27,076 records manually out of total 3,26,228 records. 

SBI: As per NIC SBI is able to pull data using 1st API of NIC. SBI is currently working on integration with 2nd API of NIC for updating and sending back output records.     

He also informed that for remaining banks this information is to be compiled manually and banks should submit information to SJHIFT so that benefit of premium reimbursement under PMJJBY and PMSBY reaches to all eligible persons of Haryana. 

Shri Manoj Goyal, SJHIFM informed that data in respect of about 16 lakh account holders was shared with banks, whose annual income is less than Rs 1.80 lakh.  He informed that this information will help them in identifying beneficiaries under MMPSY and all eligible will be reimbursed with premium amount as per MMPSY Scheme. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, CFA, IFCC, requested bankers to avail this opportunity and enroll maximum beneficiaries under MMPSY also.

Though national goals under Priority Sector were achieved, non-achievement of national goals under Agriculture Sector, which was 16% only, remained a cause of concern for all.  All banks were advised to introspect and ensure to achieve this parameter also. While reviewing achievement under Weaker Sector Advances at 13%, though above the national goal of 12%, the bankers were informed that there was still lot of scope for improvement as loan applications to this section of society were still pending and if timely help is provided to genuine and needy persons, it will not only increase advances to weaker sections but will also improve their socio-economic conditions.
The Convener SLBC Haryana informed that contribution of public sector banks was better than private sector banks in the State of Haryana towards advances to weaker sector and in implementation of Govt sponsored programmes.

The Lead District Managers of districts with CD ratio below the stipulated level of 60% were also advised to analyze the reasons for low %age of CD ratio and also to take measures for improvement of CD ratio of their district. While commenting over CD Ratio, the Convener SLBC Haryana informed that since employees of Revenue Department are on strike, loan applications were pending.  While replying over low CD ratio, representative from IDBI Bank informed that it they could not finance as PCA was imposed on their bank but now they have started financing and CD ratio is likely to improve.
Shri A K Thakur, Director, DFS, MoF, GoI also analysed CD ratio of banks and noted with concern that CD ratio of some banks was even less than 40%.  He advised LDMs, where CD ratio was lesser, to discuss this issue in DLRC/DCC meetings at length.
