	MINUTES OF 166th MEETING OF SLBC HARYANA


166th  meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Haryana to review the performance of banks for the period ended September 2023 was held on 09.11.2023 at Hotel Shivalik View, Sector 17, Chandigarh. Shri Anurag Rastogi, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Govt of Haryana was the Chief Guest of the meeting and Shri M Parmasivam, Executive Director, PNB Head Office, New Delhi chaired the meeting. Shri Sudhir Rajpal, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Agriculture, Govt of Haryana; Shri Mandip Singh Brar, Mission Director, MMAPUY; Shri A K Thakur, Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India; Ms Sofia Dahiya, ICAS, Director-General, IFCC; Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India; Dr K S Mayadevi, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener (General Manager) SLBC Haryana, Punjab National Bank; Shri Joginder Singh, Deputy General Manager, SLBC Haryana; Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IF&CC, Govt of Haryana; Senior Officers of State Government, Controlling Heads of various Banks operating in the State of Haryana and all Lead District Managers were amongst those who attended the meeting.

At the outset, Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener (General Manager), SLBC Haryana extended warm welcome to Shri Anurag Rastogi, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Government of Haryana; Shri Sudhir Rajpal, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Agriculture, Govt of Haryana; Shri Mandip Singh Brar, Mission Director, MMAPUY; Shri A K Thakur, Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India; Shri Vivek Srivastava,  Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India; Shri M Parmasivam, Executive Director, PNB Head Office, New Delhi; Ms Sofia Dahiya, Director-General IFCC; Dr K S Mayadevi, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office Chandigarh; and other distinguished members for joining the meeting. 
In his welcome address, Dr Rajesh Prasad, Convener SLBC highlighted the achievement of banking system in the State and appreciated the role of banks in over-all performance of banks as on 30.09.2023. He highlighted the major achievements as under: -
· Total Deposits of commercial banks/RRBs in Haryana increased by Rs  89,815 crores from Rs 6,00,018 crores as on Sept 2022 to Rs 6,89,833 as on Sept 2023 crores showing YoY growth of 14.97%.

· Total Advances during the review period increased from Rs 4,31,933 crores to Rs 5,73,261 crores registering YoY growth of 32.72%.

· Priority Sector Advances increased to Rs 2,32,754 crores with 17.14% YoY growth.  The achievement of National Goal under Priority Sector was 54% against the target of 40%.

· Agriculture Advances increased to Rs 71,669 crores exhibiting YoY growth of 13.82%. The achievement of National Goal under Agriculture Sector as at Sept 2023 was 17% against the National Goal of 18%. He informed that Haryana being agrarian State, all banks should strive hard so as to achieve National Goal under Agriculture also. 
· Under Annual Credit Plan 2023-24, achievement of banks under Agriculture Sector as on Sept 2023 remained at 92%, under MSMEs at 193% and under Other Priority Sector at 76% and over-all achievement of ACP remained at 134%.

He further informed that Department of Financial Services, MoF, has launched Campaign for Saturation under Jansuraksha Schemes at Gram Panchayat Level from 01.10.2023 to 31.12.2023 where-by Gram Panchayat camps are being organized by LDMs. He urged upon all member banks to ensure that all eligible persons, not earlier already under PMJJBY and PMSBY, are covered during the Campaign period.

He also made the house aware about PM Vishwakarma Scheme which has recently been launched where-by credit support will be provided to artisans and craftspeople.  He exhorted all banks to sensitize field functionaries about the scheme. 
He briefed the house about the theme behind the scheme launched by Government of Haryana where-by the beneficiaries under Mukhya Mantri Parivar Samridhi Yojana (MMPSY) will be reimbursed premium under PMJJBY and PMSBY.  He urged upon all bankers to enroll more and more persons under the Scheme. 
He also requested bankers to dispose of cases pending under MMAPUY and PM SVANidhi expeditiously within a week’s time.
The Convener-SLBC Haryana, while concluding, assured the State Government; Reserve Bank of India and other stakeholders of full cooperation from banking fraternity towards strengthening and uplifting the socio-economic conditions of the people of the State.

Shri M Paramasivam, Executive Director, PNB Head Office, New Delhi and Chairman of the meeting, after welcoming the dignitaries, informed that performance of State of Haryana was better than national statistics. He informed the house PM Vishwakarma scheme has been formulated with meticulous planning where beneficiaries will be identified by Central Government, training will be imparted to artisans, tool-kit advances will be given to artisans and then applications will be forwarded to bankers and there is no reason for banker to reject the applications.  He advised all bankers to implement the Scheme in true letter and spirit.

He also briefed the house about the campaign for Saturation under Jansuraksha Schemes at GP level launched by Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India from 01.10.2023 to 31.12.2023 and advised LDMs and bankers to ensure that all eligibles are all eligible persons, not earlier enrolled under PMJJBY and PMSBY are got enrolled.

Under Annual Credit Plan as on September 2023, Agriculture Sector achievement was at 92%, MSME at 193%, OPS at 76% and total Priority Sector at 134%. He complimented the role played by banks for achieving ACP Targets during the review period and at the same time stressed the need to achieve targets under all sectors. 

While briefing the house over basic statistical data of the State of Haryana as on Sept 2023, he informed that deposits have increased YoY at 14.97%, Advances YoY at 32.72%, Priority Sector Advances at 17.14%, He expressed satisfaction that CD Ratio has increased YoY from 72% as on Sept 2022 to 83% as on Sept 2023.

He also advised bankers and LDMs to sensitise field functionaries about Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF), Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF), Fisheries Infrastructure Development Fund (FIDF) under Atmanirbhar Bharat Package and also ensure that all pending cases under MMAPUY are disposed of expeditiously and more and more beneficiaries are enrolled under MMPSY.

The Chairman SLBC thanked the Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India; Additional Chief Secretary, F&P, Govt of Haryana; Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India for their constant guidance and support. He assured that all banks and stake-holders will continue to work in a synchronized manner for over-all development of the State of Haryana.

Dr K S Mayadevi, General Manager, NABARD, Regional Office, Chandigarh, after welcoming the dignitaries congratulated all the bank fraternity for achieving 67% GLC target for the September 2023 quarter. Although, the overall achievement was very good and year on year achievement was also 63.71% more than 30.06.2023 figures, the growth rate in Agri. Term Loan was only 1.70%. She advised that priority should be given to Agri. Term Loan, sectors like Fisheries and Animal Husbandry which have good scope for financing in Haryana.
While referring to Ghar Ghar KCC Abhiyan for saturation of PM Kisan beneficiaries – 01.10.2023 to 31.12.2023, she informed the house that Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Government of India launched “Ghar Ghar KCC Abhiyan” on 19.09.2023. Around 2.70 lakh farmers have been covered in Haryana during the campaign period, however, around 11.14 lakh PM Kisan beneficiaries are yet to be covered under the scheme. In addition to this, there are still few villages/ pockets where banking services are not available and we bankers should try to reach those.

She also briefed the house that one of the key focus areas of Government of India currently is PACS computerization. This initiative will play a very important role in ‘Atmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyaan’. NABARD with GoI, State Govt. is implementing this program in 710 PACS in Haryana. With State Govt. support, NABARD could kick start the program and it is progressing well.

She also apprised the house that GoI has assigned NABARD the task of digitizing 30 mandis in the country. Accordingly, NABARD in consultation with SFAC has finalized a list of 30 mandis in various states for promotion of digital payment in mandis. In Haryana, two identified Mandis for digitization are New Anaj Mandi, Hisar City and APMC Mandi, Palwal. She requested all stakeholders to initiate necessary steps to promote at least 90% of payments of stakeholders of the mandis in digital mode.

She further informed the house that Grant support amounting to Rs 87.75 lakh have been sanctioned for organizing 1575 Financial & Digital literacy camps to various Banks including Small Finance Banks, cooperative banks etc. in the state during first half of 2023-24. Banks should take full advantage of such literacy camps to inculcate various banking activities along with marketing their products. 

While concluding, she requested all Banks and other stake holders to actively participate in achievement of national priority goals by extending due credit support to weaker sections, priority sector, maximizing their lending to FPOs, utilizing schemes under Atma Nirbhar package such as AIF, according due importance to promotion of digital and financial literacy and actively participating in credit planning and monitoring process. She thanked SLBC and all Lead banks for convening the SLBC, Special DCC & BLBC promptly.

Shri Mandip Singh Brar, IAS, Mission Director, Mukhya Mantri Antyodaya Parivar Utthan Yojana (MMAPUY), apprised the house that MMAPUY is one of the flagship schemes of Government of Haryana and is being reviewed by Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana regularly. He informed that all beneficiaries who are eligible under the scheme must be provided with financial assistance by banks.  He shared with grave concern that applications sanctioned about 6 to 8 weeks ago were still pending for disbursement and advised all banks to get these cases disbursed within a week’s time as there was no logic for such inordinate delay in disbursement of cases as these cases pertain to poorest of the poor section of the society.

He also informed that next round of melas is also going to take place within 15 to 20 days.  He advised banks that all cases pending for sanction and pending for disbursement are disposed of, stringently. 

Shri A K Thakur, Director, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India informed that SLBC is apex institution which has been constituted with basic purpose to ensure the development of the State.  The DFS has issued SoP and appointed State Level Coordinators to review and monitor the flagship schemes issued by MoF.  The basic purpose is to review the performance under financial inclusion schemes, CD ratio, digital on-boarding, IT measuring and ACP and special emphasis on Financial Inclusion parameters. He noted that despite achieving under major parameters, Haryana was also lagging behind in a few parameters for which we all need to push up.  He advised SLBC to convene another meeting within a month’s time to review thread-bare performance of banks under PM SVANidhi, PM SWAMITVA etc.
Ms Sofia Dahiya, ICAS, Director-General, IFCC, Govt of Haryana informed that focus of Govt of Haryana is on socio-economic development and advised bankers to work with due diligence while discharging their duties. 
Shri Sudhir Rajpal, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Government of Haryana expressed that advances to farmers under short term and long term need to be scaled up significantly which will help to increase farmers’ productivity and their income will also increase significantly. He advised banks to give due focus to Agriculture Infrastructure Scheme and advised all banks to implement this scheme in all districts, by all banks and should not be confined to a few banks and few districts only. He also advised banks to give due emphasis to provide assistance for development of post-harvest management and marketing infrastructure such as cold storages, ripening chamber, pack houses, reefer vehicles to farmers to improve marketability of their produce.

While referring to Ghar Ghar KCC Abhiyan – saturation for PM KISAN beneficiaries, he advised banks to cover all eligible under the scheme, scale up finance to farmers so as to increase farmers productivity and income. 
Shri Anurag Rastogi, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary, Finance & Planning, Government of Haryana advised bankers to introspect what we are achieving and what we are expected to do; and whether we have been able to fulfil the commitments that we are obligated to. While making these two concerns, we need to introspect and really push hard to achieve our goals.  He noted with concern that in some of the parameters we have slipped below the national average. He advised bankers to ensure that national goals are achieved under all parameters.
While endorsing the views of Chairman SLBC, he advised bankers not to keep any loan application pending for disposal.
Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India congratulated all bankers for achieving most of the parameters and advised bankers to work pro-actively for over-all development of the State of Haryana.

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana informed the house that upto Sept 2023, 94,22,786 PMJDY accounts have been opened by all banks showing an increase of 2,07,372 from the previous quarter.  With regard to activation of RuPay Cards under PMJDY, it was observed that 53% of Cards stand activated out of total RuPay Cards issued. Bank-wise performance with regard to activation of RuPay Cards was reviewed and laggard banks were requested to improve their position. 

Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, Chief Financial Advisor, IFCC, Government of Haryana, requested bankers to increase the issuance of RuPay Cards.

	CAMPAIGN FOR SATURATION UNDER JANSURAKSHA SCHEMES AT GP LEVEL IN ALL DISTRICTS FROM 01.10.2023 TO 31.12.2023


The performance of Jansuraksha Schemes at Gram Panchayat level was reviewed district-wise as advised by Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India.  It was observed that number of enrolment forms collected under PMJJBY and PMSBY was not encouraging and all banks were requested to motivate field functionaries to implement the instructions of DFS in true letter and spirit. 
The Convener SLBC Haryana requested banks and LDMs to have complete branch-wise list of persons who are eligible under PMJJBY and PMSBY, but not earlier enrolled, contact them personally for increasing enrolment under PMJJBY and PMSBY. 

The Chief Manager SLBC Haryana also informed the house that in Haryana 7 blocks vis Behal, Loharu (Bhiwani), Badhra (Charkhi Dadri), Nuh, Punhana (Nuh), Hathin (Palwal), Nahar (Rewari) have been identified as aspirational blocks by DFS.  LDMs of these five districts were advised to monitor performance of these blocks and get data on Jansuraksha portal uploaded on weekly basis, as advised by DFS.

The Chairman SLBC Haryana informed the house that it was need of the hour to educate customers about the benefits of PMJJBY and PMSBY schemes by branch Managers/FLCs/BCAs which will help banks to achieve their targets and will increase enrollments.

	SATURATION DRIVE LAUNCHED BY GOVERNMENT OF INDIA


Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India have launched Saturation Drive as per announcement made by Hon’ble Prime Minister, in his Independence Day 2021 speech.

Under the drive, Banks need to ensure saturation cover of beneficiaries under PMJDY, PMMY, in the eligible age groups.  In PMJDY, a quarterly average balance of Rs 1,000 or more in Q2 FY2021-22 may be taken as indicative of the holder of an operative account to pay premium for PMJSS and standard PMMY accounts. The bankers were requested to submit data to SLBC in time for onward submission to DFS in time. 

The Convener SLBC Haryana viewed that it is a good opportunity for banks to enroll maximum eligible under PMJJBY and PMSBY. 

The house was informed that as per DFS letter dated 20.04.2022, it has been decided to revise the timeline for saturation drive from 30.09.2022 to 30.09.2024 as under:-

As performance under PMJJBY remained at 38% and under PMSBY remained at 71% against the target of 70% to be achieved by September 2023, all member banks were requested to accelerate the pace of enrolments under PMJJBY and PMSBY and ensure achievement of targets as per time-line given by DFS.

	PRADHAN MANTRI MUDRA YOJANA (PMMY) PROGRESS DURING THE PERIOD ENDED SEPT 2023


During the half-year ended Sept 2023, 274325 accounts were disbursed under PMMY amounting to Rs 3361.96 crores.  

The house was informed that %age of NPA in Mudra Scheme as at Sept 2023 remained at 14.39% in case of Public Sector Banks where-as NPA of total banking system remained at 8.17% and efforts should be made to reduce NPAs under the scheme.

This is one of the flagship programmes of the Govt of India and progress of this scheme is being closely monitored by the Govt of India.  During the current financial year i.e. upto Sept 2023, 547 beneficiaries have been disbursed loans amounting to Rs 96.02 crores.

With the coverage of loans for enterprises in ‘Activities allied to agriculture’ e.g. pisciculture, beekeeping, poultry, fishery, agriclinic and agribusiness centres, food & agro-processing, etc with Stand-up India Scheme, the figure is likely to improve.

The house was informed that Karnal district has achieved 100% digitalization.  LDMs of Hisar, Ambala, Faridabad and Panchkula were also advised to achieve 100% digitalization within the time-line. In sub-committee meeting held on 30.10.2023, DGM, RBI had advised LDM Karnal to declare 100% digitalization of their district in DCC/DLRC meeting also.  The house was also informed that since latest guidelines have been issued to achieve 100% digitalization across all districts of Haryana, all out efforts are required to be made by all banks in this regard.

LDMs of Hisar, Ambala, Faridabad & Panchkula were also advised to achieve 100% digitalization within the stipulated time-frame.
Shri Vivek Srivastava, Regional Director, RBI informed that in Haryana earlier only five districts were identified but now all districts of Haryana have been identified for 100% digitalization. He advised bankers to give due focus to this area and achieve the targets within the stipulated time-frame.

Controlling heads of banks were requested to sensitize branch Managers in Nuh district and ensure achievement of allocated targets.

	MUKHYA MANTRI PARIVAR SAMRIDHI YOJANA (MMPSY)


Shri Manoj Goyal, SJHIFM, Government of Haryana briefed the salient features of MMPSY where-in premium under PMSBY and PMJJBY will be reimbursed by State Government for persons having annual income of less than Rs 1.80 lakhs. 
He also informed that data in respect of about 16 lakh account holders was shared with banks.  He informed that this information will help them in identifying beneficiaries under MMPSY and all eligible will be reimbursed with premium amount as per MMPSY Scheme. The representative from HDFC Bank informed the house that they have sent data to SLBC.  The Convener SLBC Haryana advised him to re-submit the submit data to SLBC again, for which he promised.
Ms Kiran Lekha Walia, CFA, IFCC, requested bankers to avail this opportunity and enroll maximum beneficiaries under MMPSY also.

144 FLCs are operating in the State of Haryana and performance of these FLCs was reviewed by the house.

Controlling heads of all banks were advised to ensure that independent FLC counselors are appointed and proper infrastructure is provided for smooth functioning of FLCs.  As per RBI guidelines, 15 camps are required to be conducted by each FLC and every rural bank branch should conduct 1 camp per month and advised bankers to ensure that such camps are being organized.

The house was informed about the following Strategic Objectives to achieve vision of creating a financially aware and empowered India:-

i) Inculcate financial literacy concepts among the various sections of the population through financial education to make it an important life skill;

ii) Encourage active savings behaviour;

iii) Encourage participation in financial markets to meet financial goals and objectives
